BRAINS WITH A PISTOL.

HENRY HIS

He Was the Vietlm of an Uncontrollable
Appetite for Strong Drink and Preferred
Death to the Thraldom—Partic-
ulars of the Unhappy Affalr.

Honry L. Finney, bookkeeper for the
Orlel Cabinet company, & prominent
member of the Owashtanong club and
past chancellor of Cowan Lodge 89, K,
of P., committed suicldeat his residonce,
30 Center street, yesterday morning at
10 o'clock, shooting himself In the right
tomple, causing almost Instant death.

At the family residence the reporter
for Tue MokN1NG PRress, who called for
the particulars, was unablo to learn
anything about the cause of the shoot-
Ing owing to the condition of the wife
and friends who were unable to talk of
the matter.

Mr. Finney and his famlly were nicely
situated In & pleasant home where the
shooting occurred and where sorrow now
abides. Atthe club and in his home,
Mr. Floney was always pleasant, ex-
copt at such times as his love for liguor
became his mastor. At his work he was
alwys faithful and held o high esteem
by his employers, but surrounded at the
club by friends he<could not say no when
asked to drink, and he soon contracted
an uncontrollable appetita for Ilv]uor,
which he tried in vain to overco)

Friday night he was out wi lh his
friends until late and It is said {ndulged
in more or less of the fire that had par-
ually destroyed his mind and wrocked
his Iife untll to him there was nothing
to live for except his wife, a kind and
loving mother and a sweet daughter 10
years old. But even with these attrac-
tlous he was unable to control his ap-
petite and live a sober man. He had
frequently told his wife that there was
nothing for him to live for except her
and thelr child.
Yesterday morning, as the result of a
night at the club, he did not arfse at the
usual hour. He awoke, however, about
9 o'clock, dressed and walked over to
Phil Graham’s grocery storo. He ap-
peared to be In excellent spirits, and
after talking with Mr. Graham a few
minutes asked for the loan of a revolver,
saying he wanted to klll a sick_cat and
could not bear to use a-club. Mr. Gra-
ham treated him to a cigar and said (o
a joking way he hoped It would not
prove guother Robert Marshall affalr,
as Mr, Marshall wanted to borrow a re-
valver for the same purpose and Killed
himself.

*‘“’el‘l I have got a cigar and a revolver
ah
He walked back to his home and was
met by his wife who told him that his
breakfast was ready for him, but hesald
he was not hungry and didn’t want any-
thing to eat. He then started up stairs
sny[ng that he was going after a book
to Tead.
A few minutes later Mrs. Fioney
heard the report of a revolver comiog

NOTES ABOUT WEATHER VANES.

Carved Wooden Vanes Went Out with
igurehends 1n Ships.

When the Pheenician sailor stuck a
needle through the stem of a feather and
beld it out in the wind, he invented the
first weather vane, or feather vane. -He

was nearly equaled by the Indian boy,
who was tanght to moisten his finger in
his month and to hold that finger aloft
in the air. When that finger grow cold
on a certain side the Indian child knew
that the wind came from that particular
direction. The Pheenicians, however,
were probably the first of all civilized
peoples to put the vane of feather into
practical use,

Since those early days weather vanes
have been used in every form and by all
races. Modern vanes in their present
shapes were first made of wood by
traveling carvers and later of copper
by tinkers and smiths. They were used
on poles, churches, public buildings,
ehips and were placed on rocky points of
land along tho seashore, They are now
made in every conceivable design and
pattern,  Horses, cows, deer, eagles,
ships, roosters and even pigs are ham-
mered out in copper and used to register
the direction of the wind.

The newer vanes have rain cups at-
tached for catching water during a
storm. The amount of water that falls
is measured by the square inch in a tube
under the vane. Wind gauges also are
attached. These indicate the speed of
the wind. The ganges are small cups
hung sideways to the vane. The wind
blows them around in & circle and the
revolutions are registered by electricity.

Nearly all the large weather vanes in
town are conpected with dials in the
buildings below.

The dial is rouud, like the face of a
clock, lettered like a compass, and a re
volving hand shows the action of the
wind on the vane overhead. Vanes are
no longer set in sockets, as it is nearly
impossible to keep them properly oiled.
They are hung loosely, like & cap on a
pivot, and the hollow stetn of the vane
hangs over the head of the pivot, cover-
ing it from rain and rus

One of the lnrgest vanes ever seen in
New York was placed on the postoffice
‘about fifteen years ugo. It was so large
that it was considered unsafe and was
taken down. A good drawing of it is
still in existence, The arrow, scroll and
banneret seem to be the favorite shapes
in vanes at present. The fence jumping
horse and the plow are yet found on the
grounds where country fairs are held,
but they are not in great demand. The
tobacco leaf vane is found largely in the
south and in Connecticut. The spread
eagle and rouning deer are wind signs
in the western states, the deer more par-
ticularly in Canada. Malt barrels in
copper are placed on breweries through-
out the conntry.—New York Recorder.
