The Faper Will Soon be Printed on n First-
Class Perfecllng Macbiue Bullt Ex-
pressly for 1ts Own Use—Looking:
for New Quarters.

Tue MorNING Pnress, which raroly
prints matters relating to Its business
affairs except regular statements of (ts
clrculation, is pleased to announce this
morning that it will soon have a now
press. This announcement s no more
pleasing to the managers of the paper
than it will be to readers, who have ex-

» hibited remarkable patience and for-
bearanco in accepting lateand irrogular
delivery. It Is broper to stato hero that
the kindness, good will and generosity
of the readers who have steadily sup-
ported the paper notwithstanding fts
provokingly uncertain delivery, Is fully
appreciated by its managers.

As there has been frequent inquiry as
to why the paper did not secure better
press facilities, an explanation may be
In order. Tue MoRNING PRESS was es-
tablished with a full understanding of
the uncertainty of newspaper life on the
part of those-interested in the project.
Statistics show that not more than three
out of every hundred papers started live
more than three months, and two ont of
the three glve up the ghost before the
=nd of their first year. This rule holds
£00d whether the ventures are on a large
or small scale. No man, oF set of men,can
tell how a paper will be received by the
people until the people have seen it. The
people fix its term of existence, glve it
prosperity, merey tolerate it or givo ft—
a death certificate,

With the foregolng facts in view the
managers of THE MoRNING PRESS de-
cided to ‘'go slow.” No bandwagon
methods were used to boom the paper,
but It was allowed to stand on its merits
from the start. Boys were employed to
deliver sample copies, but no canyassers
were regularly employed except durlng
tho fifth, sisth and seventh weeks. The
paper was Introduced to the people of the
city by baving the boys leave It at every
residence on one side of the streets on
Tuesday morning, on the opposite side
of the streets Wednesday morning and
so alternately for a week. When the
city Liad been well worked over In that
way the subscription lists were made up
and the carrlers' routes established
Canvassers were emplosed only to go
over some of the ‘back” streots
through the blocks and some of the fac:
torics. The reception of the paper by
the people was & pleasiug surpriso to its |
managers. At the end of the first weck
they estimated that the pald circulation
would reach 3,000 at the end of three
months and 5,000 within the first year.
“The three-thousand mark was reached
on the fifth day of the third week and
the estimate for the year was passed
before New Year's day, the first number
having been printed September 9, 1890.

The paper has been printed by Mar-
tin & Wurzburg of the Germania on a
Cottrell & Babcock press—country pat-
tern. Itis agood machine but is ot
intended fora daily paper , with more
than 2,500 circulation, as {ts guaranteed
capacity Is only 1,400 impressions per
hour. It was new when the paper was
started and has stood the most severe test
ever put upon a single cylinder press. Tt
prints but one side of & papér at each
revolution and besides printing the
Germanfa, the Workman and other

PrEss over seven hours every night for
ayear, most of the time at a speed of
twenty-nine revolutions to the minute
—1,740 per hour. It has required only
slight repairs and’ shows no signs of
wenkenlog, though when running it
makes Itself felt throughout the black
and looks as. Il about to strike and walk
down stairs.

THE Mommm PrEss ought to have
had a new press a year ago. The mab
ter was discussed i{n January last, by
the directors of the Press PubllslﬂnR
cowpany dld not feel sure of their|

ground. The success of the paper for
Icllr months had gone so far beyond
their expectations that they feared a re-
action, and they decided to continue a
conservative policy, by allowing the
paper 1o work its way on a slow press

‘They bad seen other papers
d

rlors' routes as at first established, bave
beed declloed. With the present press
facilitios it Is fmpossible to increase the
clrculation except for delivery by mall
on late tr

Consdering tho foregolng facts the
directors now feel warranted In putting
money Into & press. They bellaye the
paper has a solld, substantial standing
with thio people of the city and have no
doubt that had they put In o new pross
& year ago the ciroulation would have
been over ten thousand beforo the end
of the first year. They have ordered a
perfecting pre of tho latest In-
ventions and most convenlent size and
style. The contract was signed Satur-
day and the machine is to be ready for
business by March 16. the grip re-
Ieases its hold on the men fn tho {actory
it may bedellvered by tho first of March.
It Is to be bullt by the Duplex Printing
Pross company of Buttls Creok, and will
cost 8500 more than any other press ever
purchased for use in this cliy. It will
print both sides of the paper atonce,
and 15 guaranteed to deliver tho papers
folded complete at the rate of 4,000 per
our.

new machine Is called the Cox

Duplex, though it Is really a quadruplex
press, as oach revolution of the main
shaft takes four fmpressions from the
type. It isthe invention of Mr. Cox of
Battle Creek, who has given fifteen years
of his life to study and experiment fn
the construction of & press that will
print both sides of a sheet from type
without the afd of the stereotyper. The
Duplex Printlog company has expended
nearly threes hupdred thousand dollars
|n experimentiog with Mr. Cox’s laven-
tons:. Boveral suceesstal presses haye
been constructed but_thoy were not en-
tirely satisfactory. The presses now be-
ing turned out, however, are pronounced
perfect and It Is dificult for the best
master minds to Imagine how they can
be lmproved.
Herctofore, all flat bed presses have
been constructed with moviog beds, that
i8, the type s made to moye back and
forth under the cylinders. The bed of
an ordinary press, upon which the forms
of type rest, usually welghs from 1,200
to 1,500 pounds. To jerk such aload of
motal back and forth a distance of
twenty-elght to forty inches, requires
strong:goarie, mado of the best ma-
terial, enormous strength (n the
frame and every other part of the press.
Atalow rate of speed the presses run
smoothly, but when the speed fs In-
creased the momentum of the heavy
mass of metal s such that the motlon
canuot be reversed without jarring the
whole machine and speedily looseniog
the joluts, no matler how perfectly and
strongly constructed. Even with the
best air springs, which are simply
cushlons of compressed alr against
which the bed /& thrown when the mo-
tion is revers=d, It bas been found im-
possibla to. obtain a working speed of
more than 2,000 per hour, except with
small presses.
In the new Cox press the diffienlty ex-
perfeneed in moving & heavy mass of
metal is entirely overcome—the bed does
not move, ‘The type remalns statlonary
whils the cylinders roll over It, back and
forth a distance of thirty Iinches.  The
power is applied to the cylinders by
moans of connecting bars like those on
the side of a locomotive, attached to
drive wheels on each side of the press.
here is no gearing; (o fact there Is less
mechanfsm than In the simplest drum
cylinder press and much loss lost or
wasted motion. The movement, except
the reciprocating rolling motion of the
cylinders, isall rotary and a speed of
#.000 vest hour is easily attainablo, Ex-
perts who have waiched the press In
operatfon say that the speed can be
safely Increased to make 10,000 fmpres-
sions of 5,000 complete papers per hour.
The paper Is drawn In from 4 roll at the
end of the press, goes through, fs
printed, cut and folded and returned in
perfect papers to the packing box di-
rectly over the roll at thestarting point.
The construction is exceedingly simple,
fow adjustments aro ngeetsary sndthere

readers.  While the price, size and gén-
eral make-up will not be changed the
advantages of the new press will allow
a great improvement In the quality of
the contents. The rumor that has been
circulated about the clty thatltisto
be changed to an ovening paper Is
unfounded. Such a moveihas been
suggested to the managor, but not
serfously considered. It has been ar-
gned, by newspaper men, thata penny
paper should be pnl.lllshnd in the e
fng, but the paper's experience has
shown that the working people of Grand
Raplds prefer a morning puper. They
want It Just as badly as the business men
or capltalist, and they want it earlior
because they aro up and off to work
hours before men of lelsure are out of
bed. There fs a fleld, however, for a
penny evening paper and if TiE Monx-
NG Press fulfills its promises for an-
other year it may be deemed oxpediont
to ssue an evening edltion.

TODAY'S PROCEEDINGS MAY PLUNGE

Speculation as to the Ontcome of the Chilfan
Controversy~If the President Says Fight
Congress Will Declare War

Within Thirty Minu

WASHINGTON, Jan, 24.—So far as
face Indications go there has been no
new developments i the Chilian situa-
tion today.  Spoculation has about
reached the limit and general expect-
ancy now awalts the president’s special
mossage tomorrow. The future course
of eltherdiplomacy or war rests ontirely
with the chief exacutive.

Foundatlonless rumors are still {n cfr-
culation concerning the recall of Min-
ister Egan. It Is porfectly safp to say
that Chilf's request In this matter will
not bo granted, unless diplomatic rela-
tions are terminated or hostilities nau-
gurated. Minlster Egan isin high favor
with both the president and his cabinet.
His rocall would undoubtediy be re-
garded by Ohfli as a confession that we
wora on the wrong side of the fight.
Senor Montt tonight declines to sec
pross representatives, but announces
that ho has roceived no news.

It Is evident that tho senor is groatly
disappointed at what appears to be the
termination of all his faithful and zeal-
ous endeavors to avert an open rupture
botween the United States and his na-
tiye country.

When the new Cox
machine was perfected and put on the
market Jast summer the proprietors of
The Commerclul lnspeeted it, witnessed
a shop test, appreciated Its advantages,
bought it and put It n alongside of the
Bullock, which now stands under a
blanket andis for sale. In using the
Cox press they save the. wages of two
mon bosides the cost of waste metal,
paper and other stereotyping material

The cost of bullding the new Cox
press is cerfaiuly much less than for the
Bulloek or the Scott. s less compli-
cated In construction, less material ts
necessary and it needs no stereotyping
ontfit. The price, however, Is fixed, with
stiff terms, at a figure much higher than
is now asked for such pressesasare used
the Democrat and Herald. The
Duplex company evidently want (o re-
cover some of the monoy used fu experi-
menting with some of Mr. Cox's Inven-
tous, and they are In a falr way to suc
ceed. ey have sent out five pi
have seven now belng propared for i
shop test and have orders for ifteen or
twenty mora, though they have not so-
lieited orders since last August.

Eprror MORNING l’m:as—l motice
that the projectors of the flat boat
scheme are energetically soliciting sub-
seriptions of the citizens of Grand Rap-
ids to ald in building and equipping two
steel flat-bottomed steamboats to
ply on the river between this city and
Grand Haven. Now, would It not be
far better for the manufacturers and
shippers of this city to have a direct
rallroad from here to the harbor at
Grand Haven, as the same can bs ope-
rated 305 days in the year, thus avolding
delay in shipping, and at a cost equally
as low as can bs obtalned by the pro-
posed boats, consldering the long season
in which they will be unable to run?

en Wigs Were Popular.

Writers transmit to us some curious
facts in regard to tho demand and sup-
ply of false hair when wigs were in
fashion. The trade in wigs, for France
supplied all the rest of Europe, became
immense, and was represented in Paris
by a large number of wholesale mer-
chants, who employed cutters to operate
in the provinces, especially in Normandy,
Flanders and Holland, where tho hair of
the women was finer, The hair of warm
conntries was not wanted, becauso too
coarse. English women and girls did
not caro to part with their hair, and
were not 0 poor as to be forced to tho
sacrifice. Somo villages in Normandy
furnished as much as ten ponads, aver-
aging two feet in length.

The price was frour four to five francs
a pound, and it was cut from the heads
of the living, from the heads of the
dead or sewed after combing, each kind
having its commercial name. The great
demand at last rendered the supply so
scarce that borsehair had to be used in-
stead or in part.—Cincinnati Commer-
cial Gazett

Pecaliar Roses.
One of the wars of the roses, the fierc-

« | est and deadliest of them all, was fought

on a field where, curiously enough, &
rose peculiar to the spot grows or used
to grow. It isa rare plant now, and the
reason is esplained by Mr. Leadman in
his account of Yorkshire battles, After
describing the terrible battle at Towton
on Palm Sunday, 1461, he says: “I can-
not gonclude this story of Towton field
without an allusion to the little dwarf
bushes peculiar to the ‘Field of the
White Rose and the Red.'
“They are said to have been plentiful
at the commencement of this century,
but the visitors have taken them away
in such numbers that they have become
rare. Snch vandalism is simply shame-
ful, for the plants are said to be nnique
and unable to exist in any other soil.
The little roses are white, with a red
spot on the center of each of their petals,
and as they grow old the under surface
omes a dull red color.”—London
ews.

Freneh Cosdery Terms.
With the best of Anzlo-Saxon inten-

tions it is sometitses a little difiicult to
avoid the nse of French terms in cookery
or a bill of fare. Here are some that one
encounters constantly: Releve is no dish
in particnlar so far us the style of pre-
paration is concerned, but answers to
the word “remove,” and consists of a
dish replacing S donbling, 5o to
speak, of the same course befgre going
on to thenext, It is therefore not un-
usual to find in a large dnnera releve de
potage, releve de rot, de gihier, ete. En-
tree is a made dish served after the fish
orin its stead, where it is not obtain-
able, and preceding the rots or roast
meat. After the latter comes the entre-
mets, i, e., sweets or puddings.

The term hors d'euvre is the mibst dif-
ficult to particularize. When cold it
comprises all side dishes which are really
Accessories to the meal. As such they
can be and are eaten indifferently either
before or after the soup; they arealways
placed on the table when it is being laid,
and are often left there until the entrees
have been served. They consist of rad-
ishes, olives, caviar, bontargue, all man-
ner of salt and smoked fish, sardines,
anchovies and a variety of dainties.

Hot hors d'envre are almost unlimited;
they are very acceptable at large din:
ners, and are generally served immedi-
ately after the soup and before the fish;
they are often fried or baked, and are
then usnally such thingsas can be dished
on a napkin, such as patties, rissoles,
crogueites, vol-anvent, etc.; obviously,
however, the series can ba very mach
extended. At ordinary family dinners
they are often served as and instead of
an entree.—Providence Journal.

4. Volume of business transacted dur-
ing 1890, with the amounts based re-
spectively upon cash and credit.

5. Amount of foreign capital invested
or used in the United States, its effect
upon indnstries, the manner in which the
interest and dividends are paid and to
what extent such investments control
the products and labor of the country,
hoy and why.
