UNOFFICIALLY STATED THAT CHILI IS
O WILLING TO APOLOGIZE.

The President {8 Now Strongly Criticlsed for
_ Alleged Hasty Action Against Mr. Blaine's
Advice—Many Reports Afloat—The
Cablnet W1l Not Talk

WASHINGTON, Jan, 26, —The cruel war
1s over—at least so everybody In Wash-
ington thinks today. The new turn of
affairs Is based upon the prevailing opin-
lon of the truthfulness of unoflicial cables
from Chili stating that the Matta note
and the request for Minister Egan’s re-
call will be withdrawn and that a re-
quest will be made for submitting the
Baltimore affair to some neutral natlon
or to the United States Supreme court,
No corroboration has been recelved at
tho state department. But this s not
surprising. The government of Chill
hias probably not formulated Its reply.
The report Is supposed to be due to the
leaklng of some one of the Chillan cabl-
net.

The report as circulated hers Is to the
effect that the Chillan goyernment will
in 8 day or two at furtherest officially
agree to withdraw the offensive note
sent by Senor Matta to all the Chil
ministers abroad and acknowledge that
1t was due to an error of judgment.

CorLunmus, 0., Jan. 20.—The most dls-
astrous fire that Columbus has ever ex-
porlenced occurred this mornlng fn the
large block of bulldings at the north-
west corner of Rich and High streets.
A small blaze started about 7:40 a. m.
In the large bullding at the corner, and
before noon the entire block from Rich
Street to Walnut, and from High to
Wall, has been gutted by the flames,
Among the buildings destroyed was
the Metropolitan opers house, which
took fire at the top and worked down.
There were a number of thrilling and
hairbreath cscapes, and with the large
force of women employed about the bulld-
Ing, it Is miraculous that the death-roll
does not monnt up higher. Goodman’s
shoe factory employs about 204 persons:
132 of theso are glrls, 60 men and 12
boys. Tho spectacle of girls golng down
the ladders and fire escapes with aprons
over thelr heads was one of the thrilling
oplsodes that caused the hearts of men
to stand still. These victims were driven
out of the bullding by the fierce Names,
and had not even timo to got on thefr
trappings, the fire spread so rapldly.

Very soan after the fire began ta pour
out from the fourth floor of the opera
house block, the great crowd of specta-
tors were horrifled by the sight of & wo-
man with a babe fn her arms stepping
out of a four-story window on to the fire
escapo. She gosticulated wildly for a
moment, then turned and disappeared
within, evidently giving up In despair of
saylng herself In so dangorous & man-
ner. Two officers rushed up the stalr-
way through the blinding smoke and
flames, and In & few moments wero seen
again with the woman and child. When
the Immense crowd saw that they were
saved a mighty cheer went up from
those who had held their breath.

The above quotation was pasted on
the door leading to the Owashtanong
club rooms yesterday afternoon. The
rooms were closed and many of tho
members who went there scemed sur-
prised although they had expected that
unless some meaus were devised to re-
vlenish the exchequer it was only a
question of a few days when the club
would become a thing of the past. The
evelopments of yesterddy go a long
Way to show that their susplcions were
nat entrely unfounded.

1t will bo remembered that last week
Willard Barnbart commenced summary
proceedings to galn possession of the
rooms claiming that the club was In-
debted to him for rent in the nelghbor-
hood of 8600. Upon & hearing of the
case Commissloner Hughes issued a wrlt
restoring possession to him at the end
of five days providing the amount of the
rent and costs were not pald.
The members have been very active
since then, but as the officers elocted
durfng the week of the summary pro-
coedings refused to qualify the club was
practically without a head and power-
less to take any actlon which would
bridgo over the trouble. Meetings haye
cen held nearly overy day, but there
seemed to be no way out of the matter.
Creditors were pressing them hard, sults
had been commenced fn the Circult
court for meat furnished, and every day
Was one nearer to the final crash.
Yestarday was the Jast day of grace
allowed [n the writ of restitution, The
rent had not been pald and at 3 o'clock
r."Barnhart's attorney handed the
writ to Under Sherlff Walsh with the
request that the paper be executed.
Accompanying the wrlt was an attach-
ment covering enough of the property
to-secure tho costs of the summary pro-
ceedings.
Mr. Walsh went over to the cozy club
rooms, took possession; turned the
officers and members out Into the cold,
and after secaring the Insida doors
placed a large padlock on the front
door. Ho then turned the possession of
the koy and rooms over to Mr. Barn-
hart’s son.
While this was going on Ira C. Hatch
was securing & writ of attachmont in
the Superlor court, but the officer in
whoso hands the paper was placed was
a littlo too late, and found himself
locked ont. Deputy Sherl Meehan
then took the writ and a livery rig and
drove out to Reed’s Lake and levied on
the boat house and {ts contents. The
amount of Mr. Hatch's clafm fs $450.
r. Barnhart, just after 6o'clock,
took out an attachment for 8800, and as
he was in possession of the premises, he
hadno trouble in making alovy. Itls
sald other attachments will follow this
morning, and the result will be watchad

These rangers were aware of the
fact that Mosby bad gone to Fairfax
Court House in the night and bad taken
Colonel Stoughton from his ved, and
they conceived the idea that they could
enter the city of Cumberland, where
there were 8,000 Federal troops stationed,
and bring out the two Federal generals.

Tivo young Confederates belonging to
the rangers' commund lived in Cumber-
land, and had been in the habit of mak-
ing trips in and out through the lines
These two were Johnny Fay and Sprigg
Linn, and they devised the plan

General Crook had just been assigged
to the command of the department
which embraced Comberland, and had
relieved the laute General B. F. Kelly
Gnneml Kelly had not yet left the city,
stopping at the St. Nicholas
holel while General Crook had his head-
quarters at the Revere House. On that
February night they slept in fancied se-
curity without the slightest iden that
there were Coufederates within striking
distance who would be bold enough to
make any attempt to enter the town.
Van Diver and his band were about
wenty-seven miles from Cumberland.
The snow, he says, was two fect deep
when they started down the valley and
crossed the south branch of the Potomac.

They cap-
tured the first pickets with which they
came in contact, and by stringing a Ger-
man goldier to the limb of a tree by a
bridal rein they secured from him the
conntersign, which was “Bull's Gap.”
‘With this password in their possession
they moved on down the county road to
Cumberland.

On the way they ran into a squad of
thirty or forty infautry, who halted
them and demanded that one dismonnt
and give the conntersign.
