Chfli's Reply Wil be Transmilted to Con-
igress WIth a Brief Message.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 27.—It Is oficlally
announced late tonight that the presi-
dent will tomorrow transmit the re-
mainder of the Chilfan correspondence
to congress. The document will be ac-
companied by & special mossage. The
correspondence will not be very volumis
nous, only consisting of Chili’s reply to
the ultimstum senton Jau. 21, and &
few notes.

1t {s impossible, however, to make any
predictions in regard to the message. 1t
may simply be & brief letter of traas-
mittal. It may take a different view of
the apology from that held by Secretary
Blaine and the president may not consld-
er {tample and sufficient. Agaln, he may
take oceasion to explain at length his
reasons for sending the message of last
Monday and attempt to prove that the
character of the reply from the Chilian
government had not been anticipated.

THE AFTERMATH.
Some of the Questlons that are Likely to Fol:

‘WasHINGTON, Jan. 27.—Chili’s apology
eaused little surprise, as it had been ex-
pected. Senor Monttdid not furnish a
copy of his dispateh, and Blaine refuses
to give anything out.

Montt will be made a scapegoat. It Is
alleged that Montt, as recently as last
Friday, fnformed the cabinet ministers
of his country that matters were pro-
gressing toward a satlsfactory settle-
ment. It is probable that the vials of
Chillan wrath will be poured outon
Senor Montt's head.

THE CABINEL SPLIT.
Blaine ando}arrlson Were at Loggerhends
Beyond a Doubt.

‘WAsnINoTON, Jan. 27.—Chill's com-
plete backdown will doubtless bring
peace to President Harrison's official
family.

There was a split In the cabinet—a
good, big split at that. It began at tho
cabinet meeting Saturday, when Secre-
tary Blaine, backed by Secretary Elkins,
urged delay In sending the message to
congress. It continued on Monday
morning, when Mr. Blaine again went
to the White House and urged dolay, but
without avall, and the split was pried
open still wider at yesterday’s meoting.

NEw York, Jan, 27.—Ten of the
employes of the, street cleaning depart-
ment, who were blown out to sea on
scows yesterday morning, have, Itis
thought by the officials of the depart-
ment, to have been drowned.

EFFECTS OF MONOPOLY

The Pablic of Sah Francisco Struggling in
th Grasp of the Southern Pucifie
Rallroad Company.

SaN FRANCIS00, Jan. 27.—A great cry
is heard from the people of San Fran-
clseo just at present on account of the
paucity of railroad facllities they pos-
sess. They fear that their town fs about
to lose its prestige as the New York of
the Pacific slope. The only through
road that bas an entrance there Is the
Southern Pacific. It has a monopoly of
the business, and all attempts to wrest
its pre-eminence In this respect has been
uoavailing. San Francisco ‘shippers
and {mporters from the Kast by rail are
at the mercy of that rosd. It exacts
what rates It pleases and shippers have
either got to pay them or go without
having thelr freight carried to fts desti-
nation. The consequence Is that the
road has created for itself a local ha-
tred, the {atensity of which it is hard
for any one not on the ground to under-
stand.

The hatred Is intensified, if that were
possible, at the presnnt time by the
fear of the people that other places on
the coast, wRich are not subject to any
such grinding monopoly, will outstrip
them for supremacy. A number of other
oints with equal harbor facilities, such
asSpokane Falls, Tacoms and Portland,
are vither the termin or are touched by
several of the great transcontinental
systoms.  Portland shippers, for ex-
ample, will soon have the choice of the
Union Pacific, the Northern Pacllc, the
Grest Northern and the Canadlan Pa-
cific In getting their freight from tho
East or send(ng It to nterlor points, and
the other cities named will be {n equally
favorablo circumstances, while San
Francisco must for soma time &t least
remain at the mercy of the one grind-
ing mouopoly, as the people there are
pleased 1o call the Southern Paciflc.

Recently there have been any num-
ber of rumors concerning the designs of
other roads to secure u suitable route to
thecity of the Golden Gate. The great
trouble has been to find a suitable pass
through the Rockles. Had the South-
orn pacific not been In possession of the
most avaflable one, other roads would
haye been fn thero long ago.

So great Is the feeling that some pub-
lic steps are likely to be soon taken and
a0 effort made to break the monopoly.

serves the New York Post: The forco
of drllled and efliclent soldiers at the dis-
posal of the goveroment in apy war
which commands hesrty national ap-
proval s far from contemptible,

The forty regimonts of the regular
army aremaintained ata strength which
keeps the total footing close to the Jogal
limit 0f 25,000 enlisted men. Counting
officers of the different grades, the pres-
ont effective stroogth of tho regular
army slightly exceeds 27,000. The ma-
rlne corps whose “members do duty on
board ships of warand act as guards at
the navy yards, i3 about 2,000 strong.
Thus the government has at its imme-
diate command abont 30,000 thorouhly
rllled and equipgied professional sol-
dlers. P

At present the natlonal guard Isin a
condltion to furnish formidable backing
to the regulars. The total effective
strength of the guard In all the statesIs
stated by the latest reports to be 106,000
officers and men; and {n polnt of ntelll-
gence, physique, drill and general pro-
ficlancy the military organizations of
most of the states have In recent years
attained a bigh standard. In view of
the present popular feeling In regard to
Chilll 1t fs probable that most of tho or-
ganizations of the national guard would
place themselves at the government's
disposal in case of war. The war do
partmont officials hold that, If necessary,
50,000 well drilled men could be sent to
Chilf very soon.

‘WasmiNGToN, Jan. 27.—To postpone
oll legisiation on the tariff and silver
questions and simply declare the Demo-
cratic pollcy hy means of a jolnt rosolu-
tlon 13 the latest programmo which has
been formulated by Gorman, Il and
Brice.

It Is n substance Governor Hill's plan,
as announced In his speech at Albany,
to g0 to the people with the demand for
the repeal of the McKinley tariff and
the repeal of the sliver act of 1890 —sim-
ply that and nothing more, It Is not
even proposed to put these propositions
fn the form of bills, but simply to adopt
& sorfes of resolutions In the nature of &
party platform.

These, 1f the programme is carrld out,
will be put through the house in one
lump withont any chance for the mem-
bors to vote scparately regarding the
tarift or the sllver proposition. In_this
way the astuto "'bosses” of Demo-
cratic National committeo hope to avoid
the danger of opposition from

any
source.

The tarlfl" platform will be broad
enough and general enough to hold

everybody—protectionlsts, tarifl reform-
ers and free traders. The silver reso-
Iutions will be in Iine with the actfon of
Democratic minority In the lest house,
and will be general enough to find no ob-
Jection to ther terms among the hard
money men and free coluage enthuslaste.

‘These resolutions having been passed,
an excuse will bo furnished from the
Gormau-Brice standpolnt for taking no
actlon on the tarlff or on the colnage
question. This plan Las been talked
over for some days among the leaders
and those who are In thelr confidence,
and was a subject of general discussion
among Democratic members today. It
can only be adopted by a majority vote
in & caucus, and such a caucus Is likely
to be called within a week or two.

church. Originally—tracing the sub-
ject back to hesthem&h times—the
sacrifice was offered to the god under
whose protection the building was
placed; in Christian times the bloody
rite was retained, but was given another
signification.
