New England Manufacturers Petition for 
tbe Passage of the Springer Blll-The 

Home Prodnct Not Enough.

Boston, J a n . 28.—A petition has been 
sen t to  congress by loading wool m anu­
fac turers representing the  Wool Con­
sumers' association In support of the 
Springer bill. T hey  say:

"T he  wool schedule of the  tariff act 
of 1800 offers an exceptional opportun­
ity , by am endm ents m aking wool free 
and relatively decreasing both the  spc- 
ciile and ad valorem duties on woolen 
goods, to  benefit Immensely the  woolen 
m anufacturers by giving them  free ac 
cess to  tho supplies of wool of various 
qualities, such as all o the r competing 
m anufacturing countries enjoy, 
by reducing thus w ithout Injury 

m anufacturers the  cost
the ir goods to them  am
the consumers, while leaving sufficient 
protection. W ith  free raw  materials, 
tho tax on imports of competing goods 
would be alm ost entirely  for th e  protec 
tlon of labor; and, as free raw  m aterial 
would greatly  increase the  cons 
the re  would bo an Increased dem and for 
labor.

B I S H O P  ANT> C Z A R .
STALWART PRELATE WHO WOULD 

NOT OBEY HIS MAJESTY.

Bishop Ambroise was an extraordinary 
man, renowned for the firmness of his 
character, the  depth of his erudition 
and  the  narrowness of h is views. The 

simple deacon, he owed his ele­
vation to  h is oratorical talent, his his­
torical works, and especially his ascetic 
virtues. He lived in  his episcopal palace 
w ith  tho austere habits th a t had en­
deared h im  to tho people. H e dressed 
like a  sim ple peasant, lived in  a  cell in 
his palace, and his principal d ie t con­
sisted of cabbage and  radishes. In fact 
he fared like the  poorest m oujik; bu t 
fo r all th a t ho had the  streng th  of a 
g iant. H is salary of 8,000 or 10,000 
roubles he distributed am ong the  poor, 
giving r ig h t and  loft, and never refusing 
charity  to  tho  hosts of beggars th a t a l­
w ays swarmed around him.

In 1821, A lexander I announced tha t 
he intended to  visit Peusa; bu t if  he 
knew  the  reception th a t w as In store for 

w ould have tried some other 
town, ^ e  governor sen t the  chief of 
police to  the  bishop to  request him  to 
' in  h is palace before tho arrival of the 

r.
A ll righ t,"  th e  bishop said, “ I  can 

g e t tho  m ud in  fron t of the  place cleared 
away, b n t where can I  hide your head 
and  th e  governor's head? I t  would be 
useless to  bu ry  them  in the  ground; tho 
odor of your actions would s till perme- 

e  th e  whole place."
Of course the  tw o officials were furious, 

b u t the re  was no help fo r them; Ambroise 
w as too powerful. W hen the  czar ar­
rived  the  governor gave orders to  the  
archbishop to  come w ith a ll his clergy 
and receive th e  emperor a t  tho fron t en­
trance  to  th e  cathedra l; b u t th a t was 
ju s t w hat he would no t do. Ho massed 
h is clergy w ith  a ll th e ir  banners a t  a  side 
door on the  southern side. To the  re­
monstrances of tho  governor he replied,

1 am  the  archbishop, and I  alone give 
orders here.”

YANKING THE CZAR UPSTAIRS.
The civil authorities w ere grouped a t 

the  fron t entrance. The czar, na tura lly  
enough, w ent to  the  place w here the 

,-ore. There were some rather 
steep steps in  fron t of tho side door and 

complained th a t h is legs were 
w eak and th a t he would prefer to  en ter 
tho  church  through  some other door. 

“Nonsense!" the  bUhop exclaimed. 
T he weakness of your legs doesn't pre­

vent you from  dancing. Cornel"
Seizing him by th e  a rm  the  powerful 

bishop yanked h is m ajesty up  th e  steps. 
A t  th e  threshold th e  czar ben t down to 
kiss th e  im age th a t the  priest presented 
to  him , bu t to  th e  u tte r  astonishm ent of 
th e  crowd, the  bishop, stiU holding him 
by  the  arm , forced him to bow down a l­
m ost to  tho gronnd. Tho czar thought 
th a t w as enough, so he again  attem pted 

the  image. “No! three tim esl' 
said  the  bishop. The czar had  to  obey 
and bow tw ice more before h e  w as per­
m itted  tok iss  tho  holy im age.

T hat, however, w as only the  beginning 
of his troubles. A fter having heard the  
T e Deum in  the  cathedral, the 
tired  to  the  apartm ents th a t had been 
carefully  prepared for him  by tho govcr- 

was about to  enjoy his first nap 
w hen a ll th e  bells of the  churches bu rst 
o u t w ith a  terrific clangor. Tho a rch­
bishop, accompanied by h is chapter and 

immense crowd, all chanting loud 
enough to  take  th e  roof off, presented 
himself before the  governor's residence 
and announced his in tention to  purify 
the  rooms occupied by  the  czar by 
sprinkling them  w ith holy w ater. Alex 
ander I  sent his a d ju tan t to  the  terrible 
prelate to  te ll h im  th a t his m ajesty w as 
fatigued and  w as unable to  receive him.

You are  the  a d ju tan t of th e  czar of 
th is e arth ,” the  bishop said, " b u t 1 am 
tho a d ju tan t of the  czar of heaven ."

SPRINKLING THE CZAR.
The young m an refused to  adm it him, 

and  th e  m ighty bishop grabbed him  by 
the collar, tossed h im  back th ir ty  feet in  
the  r ea r  and  w alked m ajestically  into 

czar's room.
'I  w ill have you arrestod," the  gov­

ernor shouted, in  a  furious rage.
There is no t pow er enough 

whole w orld," the  bishop responded, “ to  
arrest th e  cross of G od."

A lexander had to  subm it. H is rooms 
w ere thoroughly sprinkled, a fte r which 
ho w as compelled to  listen to  an inter 
m inable sermon on the  evils of self love 
and  tho passion for luxury. On leaving 
tho emperor th e  archbishop proceeded 
once m ore to  th e  cathedral for the even­
ing office. A t 10 o'clock the  bells rang 

second tim e. Then the  czar sent 
w ord to  tho archbishop to  stop tho ring­
ing  of the  bells for the  th ird  tim e, w hich 
w as the  old Russian custom ; but Am 
broise would no t yield an inch. He was 
the  a d ju tan t of the  czar of heaven, and 
he would take  no  orders from  a  lesser 
potentate. So an  hou r la te r  th e  bolls be­
gan  a  dreadful racket fo r th e  th ird  time.

T he next m orning his m ajesty had *- 
review  his troops, and , as he wished 
hear m ass first, ho dispatched his ad­
ju ta n t  to  the  bishop w ith a n  order to 
celebrate mass a t  0 o'clock and  make 
the  services as b rief  a s  possible.
• “T ell the  czar," Ambroise said to  the 

ad ju tan t, " th a t service w ill be a t 7 
o'clock, a s  usual, and th a t it w ill be 
ne ither longer nor shorter than  usual, 
b u t s tric tly  according to  the  law s of the 
church."

H e kept h is word. The czar and  his 
troops had to  w ait. Of course h is ma­
je sty  had his revenge. Ambroise w 
dismissed from his office and  retired 
a  m onastery, b n t th a t d id  no t trouble 
him , for he had  lived w hile archbishop 
like the poorest monk in  a ll Russia.

I t  rela tes to 
th e  recen t visit which these  gentlem en 
paid to  tho  secretary , w ith a  view to 
discussing Republican politics In general 
and his candidacy In pa rticu la r. Those 
dispatches told of the  conference a t  tho 
tim e It occurred, and G eneral Alger's 
authorized Interview  In tho  D etroit T r i­
bune, which w as telegraphed back here, 
gave tho  som ew hat m eager results of 
tho  efforts to  have Blaine say distinctly 
w hether ho was or w as no t In tho race.

T here  a re  a  few gentlem en In W ash­
ington w ho enjoy Mr. B laine 's personal 
confidence, and to  them  ho laughs and 
chats  over th e  efforts to  have him com­
m it himself. T ho  corkscrew  process 
has been tr ie d  on him by Col. Dudley 
and m any o the r ad ro it loaders, oven be­
fore Messrs. A lger and Clarkson under­
took It. B u t on each occasion Mr.
B laine has m anaged to  tie  up  th e  In ter­
view w ith a  laby rin th  of divergence 
and  discussion which beclouded the  
question which th e  callers had  come to 
sa ttle . T h is Is w hat happened th e  other 
day when G eneral A lger and  Mr. C lark­
son called, no tw ithstand ing  th e  au tho r­
ized s ta tem en t in  th e  T ribune, w hich, on 
being read carefully , will bo found to  
contain no th ing ' more th a n  was known 
before, tow lt, th a t  Mr. Blaine would 
“ probably” bo a  candidate  If the  party  
took things In Its own hands and  nomi­
nated  him.

B u t th e  Inside circum stances of the 
conferences are  disclosed In a  letter 
which has ju s t been w ritten  from W ash­
ington. I t  was w ritten  by one o f these 
personal confidants of Mr. Blaine, to  
whom ho ta lk s of politics as a pleasing 
and am using gam e ra th e r  than  
rlous business. T he le tte r  was w ritten 
In reply to  one of the  m any questions 
which come here asking of Air. Blaine': 
real sta tu s . T he w riter said th a t  ho 
could best answ er th is  question by te ll­
ing of th e  Blalne-Alger-Clarkson confer­
ence. Ho said th a t  th e re  was another 
leading politician p resen t a t  tho  confer­
ence, of whose nam e he was no t certain  
a s  i t  had escaped his memory, although 
he though t I t was Allison. T he le tte r  
continues thus, speaking o f th e  confer­
ees and M r. Blaine:

“ T hey told him they  hadcome 
resen ta tives of his friends all o 
country, w ho were anxious to  see him 
nominated and  elected to  th e  presidency, 
b u t they d id  n o t w ish to  be pu t in  the  
position they found themselves four 
years ago, and  have all th e ir  labors 
w asted by a  la te  declination. T he sec­
re ta ry  In reply asked the ir opinion about 
the  probability of th e  succest of the  Re­
publican tic k e t n e x t fall. From  th a t 
the  discussion ran  into th c  farm ers' a l­
liance, th e  labor m ovement, prohibition 
and various o the r polltcal topics, 
before they h ad  got through ho had 
landed them  away over In tho Congo 
country  discussing th e  suppression of tho 
A frican slave trade. F inally  I 
elded th a t  Alger should m ake a  public 
announcem ent th a t th e  secretary  would 
accept If nominated. B ut I assure you 
A lger does no t know any more about It 
th a n  yon do.”

This, In short, Is an Inner view, from 
a  man w ho knows w hereof he speaks, of 
the  conference w hich has a ttrac ted  so 
much a tten tion . I t  shows th e  same 
wary a ttitude  of th e  se cretary , and the  
same adro it ability  to  pa rry  th e  one 
g rea t question which all people w ant 
answered: Is he, or Is be no t, a  candi­
date?  G eneral Alger announced th a t 
B laine would "probably” be a  candi­
date. And th u s  It rem ains a  question 
of probability and doubt. B u t It is 
evident from th e  foregoing le tte r  th a t 
th e  T ribune m ight secure from General 
A lger some in teresting  and  au tho rita ­
tive s ta tem ents on th e  Farm ers’ Alli­
ance, Prohibition, th e  labor movement 
and  the  suppression of th e  slave trade  
In th e  Congo c ountry.

Blnlne nnd the Peace Policy Had a Majority
-T he  President's Voice was for War 

and no Arbitration

W ashington, J an . 28.—T he fac t th a t 
P residen t H arrison was unable to  keep 
his cab inet toge ther on his Chilian pro­
gram m e is a ttrac tin g  marked atten tion . 
Two of tho cabinet, Secretary of the 
Navy T racy  and A ttorney G eneral Mil­
ler, were opposed to  any th ing  in  tho  na­
tu re  of a  compromise w ith Chill or to 
abating  In tho sligh test th e  amends in­
sisted upon by tho  president, believing 
th a t the  ultim atum  should bo Insisted 
upon to  tho le tte r. But, to  tho surprise 
of every one, Mr. Blaine had a  w ing of 
tho cabinet, which was entirely  opposed

tho  president's uncomprlslng a ttitude , 
and  tho  B laine w ing outnum bered th a t 
of th e  president by two to  one. Mr. 
Blaine had w ith him Secre taries Elkins, 
Foster, W anam akor, Noble and Rusk.

T h e  division was precipitated by the 
o iler of Chill, to acknowledge her 
w rong and take  steps to co rrec t It. 
T ho president had  no disposition to  
accept tho  proposition, as he m ' 
technical objections to  tho form 
Chill's proposal of am ends. Ho does no t 
th ink  she  Is entitled to  arb itra tion , be 
cause she voted against a rb itra tion  In 
tho Pan-Am erican congress. I t;is  ra the r 
n a tu ra l th a t Mr. T racy  and Miller 
should be w ith tho  president, because 
tho  former has m ade a ll tho p repara­
tions for w ar and Is thoroughly Imbued 
w ith tho  w ar spirit, w hile Mr. M iller Is 
the  president’s friend, who always 
onds his views.

On the  o the r hand, Mr. Blaine and 
tho  o the r members of tho  cabinet 
thought th a t  as long as Chill had  shown 
a  sp irit of fairness, her proposition was 
a t  least entitled to  consideration with­
out reference to  technicalities. If  the 
subject came to  a  vote In th e  cabinet 
tho president would bo defeated by two 
to  one. f t  is no t a question to  bo sub 
m ltted to  vote, however, as th e  presi­
d e n t can do as ho chooses, tho cabinet 
being merely advisory and having no 
pow er to  lim it tho  president's action. 
But tho division very much w eakened 
th e  president's ab ility  to  pursue a  bellg- 
e re n t policy In spite of Chill's la tes t 
proposition to  make amends.

Already th e  friends of Mr. H arrison 
a re  claim ing th a t  he has tho  so-called 
“ Irish  vote" for tho coming convention 
and  election. His support of Mr. 1 
and a defense of P atrick  Shields 
commented upon as draw ing from Mr. 
Blaine tho  allegiance which tho " Irish  
vote” has long given to  him.

M oreover, the  opposition of tho  Eng­

Tho in te rnal trade  is chiefly in  tho 
hands of Chinamen, who, w ith the 
Malays, add  somo millions more to  the 
estim ated population of 6,000,000. R ail­
ways a re  being constructed nnd Euro­
peans hnve been encouraged by the  
policy of Siamese royalty to settle  nt 
Bangkok and  to  develop the  external 
trade of Siam.—St. Ism is Post-Dispatch.

I t  has been claim ed th a t the  i 

modern explosives in  mines leads to  the 
production of such poisonous fumes th a t 
a  grave  danger to  th e  workm en is  thus 
incurred.
