Priva te  Secre tary  H alford 's exp lana­
tion Is no t generally  accepted and the  
opinion Is held by conservative men of 
both parties th a t tho  president m ade a 
g rea t b lunder In sending his message to 
congress. I t  Ik know n th a t  had  con- 
gross no t adjourned on T hursday  to 
M onday th e  message would have been 
sen t In on Friday , tho  president not 
deem ing It necessary to  aw ait a  day for 
th e  reply.

T he fac t th a t ho did no t w ait, know­
ing a  reply was on the  way, even If he 
did no t know th a t It h ad  been received, 
is th e  cause of a  gVcat deal of criticism.

According to  Mr. Halford tho  reply 
was n o t received u n til Tuesday. Yet, 
upon the  reply as transm itted  to  con­
gress yesterday, there was a telegraph 
m ark: "Received 12:11 a. m ., J a n . 25."

I t  It also s ta ted  today th a t a  cable­
gram  was received from M inister Kgan 
on Satu rday  tho 23d, sta ling  th a t  tho 
ultim atum  could no t be presented until 
Sunday. H ut In his message on Monday 
Presiden t H arrison speaks of his not 
having yet heard  from h is ultim atum , 
a lthough ho se n t It o n  the  21st. From 
these odds a nd  ends the  public can draw  
Its own conclusions.

I t  can be sta ted  on  th e  au thority  of a

I t  tu rn s ou t th a t there was something 

In th e  b in t of Brocltcnrldge. of the  house 
of representatives, as to the  president*: 
possession of Chili's reply when he sent 
In his w ar message. Tho message 
communicated to  congress after 
o'clock, Ja n . 25. T he president in 
th is message, adm itting the  cause for 
w ar had passed, sta tes th a t the  reply of 
Chill to  the  ultim atum  of the  United 
States was In tho hands of the  secretary 
of sta te  “ a fte r  12 o'clock m erldan Jan . 
25." I t  I s  quite plain th a t the  sta te  de­
partm ent had Chill’s Im portant reply be­
fore the  president’s message was sen t to 
congress. But tho  president fu rther 
says of this noto of Mr. M ontt It “ was 
no t translated and Its receipt notified to 
me nntll la te  In tho afternoon of th a t 
day.'*

T his Is an astounding revelation. 
Ilere  was an Issuo to  be precipitated by 
a  special message of th e  president th a t 
Involved w ar. T he secretary of state 
knew this. Is I t possible th a t  he would 
no t send a  messonger on the  Instan t of 
receiving Mr. M ontt’s  note to  th e  presi­
dent, requesting tho withholding of such 
a  momentous message pending the 
translation  of th is no te? '

If  he did no t ho Is highly censurable 
and should be requested to  reslg: 
headld do so the  president should have 
withheld the  message and Is highly 
blamable for not doing so. Fortunately 
th e  charac ter of th e  M ontt note 
such th a t It settled the  question beyond 
all recall In favor of peace on the  term s 
dic tated  by tho United States. If  this, 
however, had not been the  case, so 
tlrely , b u t w hat fu rther diplomacy 
invited and  necessary, th is  w ar message 
so Inopportunely mado public, when It 
reached Chill would have 'cu t off fu rther 
peaceful efforts and mado w ar unavold 
hie.

Such a  trilling with such a  public 
question a t  a  moment so fraught with 
the  g ravest consequences in  hum an af­
fairs would be nothing short of the 
g rea test crime In a  public man whether 
president o r secretary.

STANFORD'S LAND LOAN 
On the  22d of Ja n u a ry  Senator S tan ­

ford made a  speech In th e  senate on his 
land loan bill. I t  w as an able argument 
for th a t groat m easure and should be 
read by every voter In the  nation.

A t th e  tim e of Its delivery the  press 
reports represented th a t In reply to 
ato r Mitchell Mr. Stanford had 
mltted th a t under the  operations of th is 
measure tho  largo railroad companies 
could borrow largo  am ounts Of money 
from tho governm ent ou  tho pledge of 
land gran ts . T his admission was pur­
posely sen t ou t In th a t shape  to  enable 
the  W all s tree t o rgans to  m ake a  howl 
and prejudice th e  people against the 
scheme.

In  reply to  Mr. Mitchell Mr. Stanford 
said:

"T he  governm ent can  no t afford to 
p a rt with Its money except upon a  full 
consideration. But unfortunate ly  for 
tho  railroads, the ir lands are  generally 
already nortgaged a t  0 per cent.

Tho la tte r  p a rt of this answer was not 
given to  tho press. Mr. Stanford ac­
knowledged th a t under the  Impartial 
workings of his law any man or corpor­
ation having unincumbered rea l estate 
of value could effect a  loan, bu t 
land g ran t railroads, he points ou t a  gen­
e ra l fac t th a t these corporations 
ready mortgaged under long tim e bonds 
and  could no t effect a second mortgage 
loan from the  governm ent under tho 
te rm s of his bill. T his c learly  points 
o u t tho folly of any hue and  c ry  a gainst 
th e  land loan scheme, because the  big 
land gran t railroads would.get the  money 
and thus monopoly bo strengthened 
T h is  objection to  tho bill Is n o ta n  ho 
one In tho mouths of the  o rgans of 
nopoly, b u t the  objection Is a  good 
and should be considered In good faith 
by Senator Stanford.

The preferences of this land 
scheme a t  Its Inauguration a t  least, 
should be 'confined to  Individual land 
owners who are  In peril of loss from 
mortgage or foreclosure.

"THE NORWEGIAN PLAN."
T here  Is an evident purpose In the 

high circles of th e  People 's party  and 
tho  Prohibitionists to  m ake common

or somewhere else for consumption, and 
the  saloon Is to  be absolutely suppressed. 
T his p lan might abolish th e  saloon, bu t 
would It abolish th e  drunkard?

I t  Is no t the  saloon the  reform ers are  
a fte r , b u t th e  curse of Intem perance. 
How much more consclencloos would a 
politician be In distribu ting  liquors than  
a  saloon keeper? Could no t this a r­
rangem ent wed th e  liquor business with 
base party  purposes, and make whisky 
and politics a  stronger union than  now?

T he Prohibitionists of the  nation 
would hardly consent to  any such a r­
rangem ent, they a re  opposed to  th e  use 
of liquor as a  beverage under any  cir­
cum stances w hatever. T his Is a  first 
glance a t  th is so-called "Norwegian 
plan" fo r the  suppression of th e  liquor 
traffic, I t Indicates objections to  I t tha t 
m ake i t  unsatisfactory as a  compromise.

MINING IN 1849.

neerD ay.
The m ost nxpensivo Instrum ent of tho 
irly m iner was tho rocker, which, 

though simple in  construction, cost In 
the  mines from  fifty to  a  hundred dol­
lars. In  general appearance i t  w as not 
Unlike a  baby 's cradle as used by our 
grandm others and a s  s till seen on the 
frontier. I t consisted of a flat bottom 
w ith tw o sides th a t flared outw ard, and 
an ond board a t the  head, w hile the  foot 
w as open save a  riffle about an inch and 
a  ha lf high a t  the  bottom  to catch  the 
gold th a t m ight pass another riffle acroes 
tho bottom near th e  middle. A t the 
head of the  cradle w as n hopper about 
eighteen inches square, w ith a  perforated 
sheet iron bottom o r  wire screen. U n­
der this was an apron, or board, sloping 
dow nw ard tow ard the  head. Two sub­
stantial rockers under the  whole com- 
plbted tho siinplo machine which gave to 
the  world minions o f dollars.

The m odus operand! may bo described 
as follows: T w o sticks of wood hewn on 
tho upper side were imbedded a t  the 
river's brink, one four inches lower than 
the  o ther, on which the  rockers were to  
rest, thu s securing a  grade in  tho ma­
chine to  fac ilitate  the  outw ard flow of 
tho w atqr and sand. Two m iners usual 
ly worked together as partners. One 
shoveled tho earth  Into the rocker, while 
the  o ther, seated on a  bowlder or block 
of wood, dipped the  w ater from the 
e r  and poured it  upon the  earth  in  tho 
hopper w ith  one hand, all tho tim e rock­
ing  w ith  tho other. W hen the  earth 
was thoroughly washed, he rose, lifted 
the  hopper from Its placo, th rew  out thi 
stones and gravel, replaced it, and thus 
the  work w ent on. As th e  ground about 
the  rocker became-exhausted to  the  bed­
rock', recourse w as had to  tho bucket, 
and  the  earth  was carried sometimes a 
few rods, m aking laborious w ork for the 
miner.

To keep the  rocker going another hand 
would be employed to  carry  earth , and 
each would carry  tw o buckets a t  a  time. 
Hard w ork of th is k ind suggested Im­
provem ents in  mining. A t noon th e  gold 
and black sand collected above tho riffles 
were taken  up on a  scraper and throw n 
into the  pan, which was carried to  the 
river and carefully  washed to  remove as 
fa r  as possible a ll b u t tho gold. The 
j-icld of the  forenoon w as carried to  the  
camp, dried over, a  blaze, tho  dry  sand 
blowfi ou t, and thagold  w eighed inscalca 
o r guessed a t, and poqred into the  p a rt­
nership purse and  - deposited under the 
bed or anyw here e lseout of sight.—'~ 
ury.

W ithout dropping the 
from his bridle hand ho grasps th is sub­
s titu te  for a  saddle a t  tho  w ithers, and 
tu rn ing  fu ll ha lf w ay to  tho  righ t and 
looking backw ard, gives k sw inging cu t 
w ith  h is sword to  tho rear, covering os 
big an arc  of the  circle as the  best 
swordsman who ever sa t in  a  saddle.

The s ta tue  is full of life and natura l 
to  a  degree. If  not L j-sippus'work, it 
is tha t of n consum m ate artist. The po­
sition show s grea t freedom of movement 

the  horse, and  a  seat strong and  elas 
tic . T hat tho M acedonians kept their

Fatigue 4»f Metals.
The question as to  tho fatigue of 

m etals under long continued stress hae 
been tested and, i t  is believed, satisfao 
to rily  settled, in  tho trea tm en t of two 
sim ilar suspension bridge links and tho 
results obtained. A  square iron link 13 
inches wide, 1 inch thick  and  about 12 
feet long w as taken  from a  bridge a t 
Kieff, Russia, then  about forty  years old, 
and  tested against a  sim ilar link which 
had  lain unused in  store ever since the  
building of the  bridge. U nder these 
circum stances the  m eans of comparison 

i considered in  th e  h ighest degree 
favorable, and  the  resu lt necessarily of 
a  reliable character in  determ ining 
w hether or n o t iron  a ctua lly  loses, and  

w hat ex ten t, any  of its  s treng th  in  pro­
longed service.

The effect of th e  test showed for tho 
old used link  an ultim ate  tensile streng th  
of 21.8 tons per square inch, a n  elastic 
lim it of 11.1 tons per square inch, 
elongation of 14.5 per cent., and  a  c 
trac tion  of 17.35 per cent, a t  the  point of 
fracture. In  the  case of tho unused link, 
the  tensile s treng th  w as found to  be 22.2 
tons per square inch, w ith  an elastic 
lim it of 11.0 tons, and  a n  elongation and 
contraction a t  fracture  of 18.42 per cent, 
and 18.75 p e rc en t., respectively.' From  
th is i t  appears, therefore, th a t th e  two 
pieces of iron were o f p ractically  identi­
cal streng th—tho sm all difference actual­
ly  observed being well w ithin the  ordi­
na ry  range of variab ility  of sim ilar pieces 
of such m etal.—New  Y ork Sun.
