Is a  d ifference of opinion as to  w hether 
th e  constitu tional am endm ent should 
leave th a t  m ethod of selecting senators 
optional w ith th e  several sta te s, or 
should be compulsory on all of them. 
T he first position seems to  bo most ac­
cep tab le. W hich will bo taken  by the  
com m ittee, I  am unable to  say, b u t I 
believe a  bill will be reported embodying 
some plan on the  subject."

I  might 
say, as did old Judge  Poland, of Ver­
m ont, once, when he was suggested as a 
candldato, ’You m ight do worse, and I 
know you will.’ T he office Is a g rea t one 
and no man would hesita te  to  accep t it. 
B ut I haven 't made any ollorts to  secure 
the  nomination. I  can  not, of course, 
prevent my friends from putting  forward

T ho announcem ent th a t Mr. T hu rs­
ton was In the  race for tho vice presi­
dency c reated  something of a  political 
sensation around tho G rand Pacific. 
Mr. T hurston  is well know n In ' Chicago 
and  spends a g rea t deal of his tim e here 
as a tto rney  for the  Union Pacific rail­
road and ho Is well liked.

FOR DEEP WATERWAYS

Sentiment In Favor o f Deeper Lake Channel,
and a Canal to the Rndeon Seemz to Be 

Nlronixly Developed—A Great Ad­
vantage to the Conntry.

Washington, Ja n . 30.—T ho dclega 
tlon representing th e  deep w ater Inter­
e sts of the  g rea t lakes, and a  proposi­
tion to  connect tho  lakes w ith th e  At­
lan tic  by a  ship cana l, appeared before 
tho Joint committee of the  house and 
senate  th is  morning and presented a rgu ­
m ents. T h e  delegates were carefully 
listened to  by the  members, who showed 
groat in terest, especially In tho ship ca­
nal p roject. T here  Is good reason to 
believe it  will be successful In gottiog 
an appropriation th is  year for a  survey 
and an estim ate of cost of tho proposed 
canal. T he argum ents wore presented 
by Messrs. E ly  of Cleveland Sm ith of 
Toledo, M aybury of D etroit, Youngman 
of A lbany, Seymour of Sau lt Ste. Marie, 
Sloan of Oswego, Churchill of Oswego 
and Thompson of D uluth.

T h a t g rea t Interest Is felt was shown 
by the  fac t th a t  the  hearing a ttrac ted  
members from Pennsylvania, Now York, 
M ichigan, Ohio, and all the  s ta te s  bor­
dering on tho lakes. M r. Ely read a 
lengthy memorial prepared  by direction 
of the  w aterw ays convention held in 
D etroit and a lready published, and was 
followed by Mr. Thompson of D uluth, 
who showed th a t tho  commerce of the 
lakes passing D etroit annually  is g rea t­
e r  thpn  th a t of all A tlantic ports and 
grea ter than  th a t  of Liverpool and Lon­
don, and th a t th e co s to f  carry ing  freight 
on th e  lakes Is only 1-30 as much per ton 
per mile as It costs by rail under the 
most favorable circumstances.

H e estim ates th a t with tho Increased 
dep th  of the  channels to  31 fee t th e  cost 
of carry ing  on the  lakes will be reduced 
one-half. He called 
fac t th a t tho Canadian 
now cu tting  canals 
with the  ocean, a 
within three year 
w ar vessels, draw ing 14 feet, in to  the  
lakes and s ta tion  them In fron t of every 
city on tho lakes In case of war. She 
has established modern fortifications and 
w ar facilities a t  Quebec, M ontreal, Ber­
m uda, Jam aica , and a t thom outh  of tho 
N icaraguan and P anam a canals and, 
unless the  United S tates has some way 
of ge tting  her navy Into the  lakes In 
lime of w ar, she will bo helpless.

THE COMPLETE PREPARATIONS OF THE 

NAVY FOR A FIGHT.

A Concerted Attack Could Have Been Hade 
Upon Chill Almoat Immediately Had War 

Been Declared-Coal Provided For- 
Anilllary Steamers Hired.

Washington, Ja n . 30.—I t  was openly 
admitted a t  the  navy departm ent today, 
now th a t there Is no longer any reason 
for concealment, th a t this government 
was fully prepared to enforce Its de­
mands against Chill by w ar. The entire 
available naval force had been concen­
tra ted  so as to  be able to  make an al­
most concerted a ttack  on Chilean ports. 
The Pacific squadron, consisting of the  
San Francisco, Charleston. Baltimore, 
Boston and Yorktown would have been 
speedily reinforced by the  South A tlan­
tic squadron now a t  Montevideo, con­
sisting of the  Chicago, A tlantic , Ben­
nington and Essex, and  the Philadel­
phia and Concord of the  N orth A tlantic 
squadron.

T he two last named vessels are  now 
on the ir way to  Montevideo. T he Con­
cord arrived a t Bahia today and the 
Philadelphia Is probablv beyond tha t 
port on her way to  Montevideo. Should 
she touch a t Bahia It Is probable th a t 
she and the  Concord will be ordered 
back to  th e  W est Indies. The Mlanto- 
nomoh, N ew ark and Vesuvius also were 
hold in  reserve for possible w ar service.

A t the  same tim e g rea t stores of coal, 
ammunition and provisions have been 
forw ard on both the  A tlantic and Pa­
cific coasts so th a t the  fleet should be 
amply supplied In case foreign ports 
should be closed to  them . Arrangements 
had been made for the  Immediate use of 
a  number of transports and auxiliary 
cruisers and the  steam ship Ohio was to 
be fitted o u t a t Boston as a repair ship. 
Four steam ships were chartered from 
th e  F a rn  Line Steamship Co., laden with 
coal and sen t to  Montevideo. I t  Is be­
lieved th a t one of them  has already 
reached Montevideo and th a t the  others 
will arrive the ir In a  sho rt time. These 
vessels were to  be used as colliers, to 
ply between the  naval fleet and home 
ports. T he steam er Bento had been 
chartered for sim ilar services on tho Pa­
cific coast and o the r arrangem ents made 
so as to secure a  delivery of 10,000 tons 
of coal a  month a t  a  point convenient 
for th e  naval vessels.

The plan contemplated the early seiz­
ure of a  Chilian port fo r use as a base of , 
supplies.

These preparations entailed groat ex­
pense. roughtly  estim ated a t about 58.-
000,000, including cost of coal, the  ad­
ditional expense attending  th e  pushing 
of work on vessels now under contract 
and the  extra  work a t  the  different 
yards and shops. T ho orders of officers 
aud mon to  the Ohio have been revoked 
and the  work of fitting her out sus­
pended. T he departm ent will now be 
b i%  for a  long time undoing many of 
Its p reparations and restoring the  naval 
establishm ent to its usual peace basis.

BEET SUGAR.
Professor Kedzlo, th e  em inent chem­

ist of the  faculty of th e  Michigan A gri­
cultu ral college, read a  timely and very 
Interesting paper on tho sugar beet In­
dustry  In Michigan a t the  Farm ers' In­
stitu te  bold In Ionia th is  week. A brief 
synopsis of this valuable essay has been 
given In T he Morning Press, bu t the  
subject will b ear fu rther reference.

It Is said th a t three-fifths of the  sugar 
used Is made from beets. T here  a re  six 
beet sugar factories In tho  U nited States 
and they are highly profitable, bu t large 
Invostments representing from 8250,000 
to 8500,000.

Professor K cdzlc,' under the  direction 
of the Agricultural college, has been 
experimenting In Michigan with the 
sugar beet, and finds the  soil and cli­
mate are adapted to  th a t product, 
sandy soil, or clay loam, Is best suited 
for tho highest sugar producing beet, 
and the crop Is worth to  tho  farm er 
about 872 per

Tho farm ers In th is  section should try 
a small patch of these beets tbls year. 
No doubt the  r igh t kind of' seed can be 
obtained through Prof. Kedzle. By the 
way he sta tes th a t the  beet does no t Im­
poverish the soil bu t Is beneficial to  tho 
farm. Good cu ltu re  Is required. If  the 
farmers In various directions around 
this city would this year try  a small 
patch of these beets tbls year and next 
fall send samples to  the  agrlculturaljcol- 
lege for analysis and the resu lt of such 
analysis should bo favorable In the  per 
cent, of sugar obtained the  safe founda­
tion would bo laid for a suga r factory 
here In th is  city.

If capital c an  bo assured of a full sup­
ply of good sugar beets In this m arket 
would be ventured In such an enterprise 
and greatly add to the  w ealth of this 
city and surrounding country, 
factories In th e  United States, devoted 
to beet sugar m aking, a re  paying big 
dividends. T heir  success la easily dem­
onstrated as they cab bo scon In opera­
tion and no r isk  or theorizing nqod be 
Involved In th is  now Industry.

It Is the duty of th e  farm ers who will 
bo tho g reatest beneficiaries In tho  m at­
ter to  take the  load as herein suggested 
by producing the  beet tbls year In suffi­
cient q uantity  and In various places to 
demonstrate to  cap ita l beyond a  doubt 
that a sugar beet In any needed quantity  
of good quality  can bo produced In this 
section

divine was once asked. "D o you con­
sider ilm t Jesus C hrist w as a  m e re ' 
m an?” llo  replied^ " I f  you will tell mo 
w hat It Is to  bo ‘a  m ere m an,' 1 will tell j 
you w hat I  th ink  about It."  T he troubled 
questioner could no t reply; ho was no t ( 
p repared to  d raw  the  line betw een the  
hum an and th e  divine. Je sus himself 
assures us he did no t toll his disciples 
all he know, and  by no moans displayed 
all his powers. lie  promised his disci­
ples they should do oven g rea ter things 
th a n  he did, so th a t If It was possible for 
more men to  perform  ovon g reater deeds 
th a n  Jesus did. Ho declared th a t his 
powers wore given him by God, and th a t 
the re  were some th ings w hich ho did not 
know. I t  seems to  mo th a t  the  modesty 
of Je sus w as his most charm ing grace. 
He even rebuked the  man who addressed 
him as "good M aster;” by saying, 
“ W hy callost thou me good? there 
Is b u t one good, th a t  Is God." I t  would 
seem then  th a t this calm , modest 
was no t a wild, visionary enthusiast 
given to  Ill-considered declamation 
Idle boasting. If he had highly exag­
gera ted Ideas of his powers ho was not 
conscious of th a t fact. Ho certainly 
seemed to  speak from a  profound con­
viction th a t ho was a  divinely appointed 
medium through  whom m ankind was to  
be blessed. "T he  Savior of th e  world" 
seems to  be a  title  peculiarly appropri­
a te  to  Jesus, and no man since his day 
has felt w orthy to  claim the  title  for 
himself.

Of course, th e  u tte rances of Jesus are  
w eighty and a u thoritative  only to  those 
who feel th e  pecu liar power of boauty 
of his c harac ter. His words are  the 
words of God only to  those who a re  con­
vinced th a t ho Is bearing witness to  the 
tru th . T o  those who are  so convinced I 
wish to  o iler a  few suggestions as to  how 
we should proceed to  Judge a  man’s 
character and work. These suggestions 
may throw  some ligh t on the  question 
W hat Is th e  n a tu re  of th e  tru e  gospel?

I t  seems eviden t th a t a m an should be 
Judged a t  his best aud  no t a t his w orst 
by th e  genera) teno r and  courts o f his 
life and n o t by some exceptional or acci­
dental c ircum stance In his career. 
T ake A braham  Lincoln fo r instance. I t 
may be possible for some unfriendly 
critic to  p ick o u t a tew expressions or 
some Incidents th a t  seem to reflect un­
favorably on his c harac ter. Y et these 
things are  burled In obllvlou by th e  gen­
eral hlstorv of his life.
