How It Affected Hie Churches.
A largo num ber of people w ent to 

h ear "T ho Messiah" a fte r  a ttending 
church service last night. Inquiry as 
to  tho  effect of the  Sunday evening ora­
torio on tho churches showed 
th a t there was a  decrease In a t­
tendance a t  some of the  churches 
located a mile o r more from the 
hall. People living In the  dN tant 
portions of th e  city knew  th a t they 
could n o t a ttend  evening services w ith­
ou t being la te  a t  th e  hall. Dr. Cobb 
said the  evening audience a t his church 
was sm aller than usual, bu t he could nut 
say th a t it  was duo to  tho  Oratorio a t­
trac tion . In nearly  all tho  down town 
churches tho a ttendance  was much 
larger than  usual, some of the  audiences 
evidently being swelled by people from 
tho outlying sections of tho city. Those 
who w ent to  th e  hall early secured seats 
while many of those who attended 
church services and then  wont to  the 
hall, had to  accep t standing  room or 
were u tterly  unable to  ge t into the  hall.

YVashikgton. J a n . 31.—A t a few mo­
m ents before 9 o'clock tonight H. G. 
Snyder sho t and killed his brother-in- 
law , F ra n k  H ainllnk, and  m ortally 
wounded his wife.

L a te r  they  were married and sub­
sequently w ent to  Hvo a t the  residence 
of bis father-ln-law . I t  Is claimed th a t 
his hab its became such th a t  lost week 
ho was locked ou t of tho house and re ­
fused fu rth e r  adm ittance. T his even­
ing Snyder sen t a note to  his father-in- 
law’s house asking th a t his personal 
effects be sen t to  him and th a t  his 
wife come and live with him. Mrs. 
Snyder answered the  note by s ta ting  
th a t she would have nothing more to  do 
with him. He then  sen t another note 
which was answered by th e  elder Mr. 
Ham link, who said th a t  his daugh ter 
was absen t a t  church. Snyder then 
waited a t tho  church door until 
his wife appdared. accompanied by 
her b ro ther and sister, when he drew 
a  revolver and fired five shots. Y’oung 
H am link was struck  th ree  times, one 
hall penetrating  his head and killing 
him Instantly . Mrs. Snyder was shot 
tbrongh th e  abdomen and her wounds 
are  pronounced fatal.

Si-yder was promptly a rrested , bu t 
declared th a t he would complete his 
work by killing his father-ln-law .

CLUB MEMBERS AND CALLING.

A Woman's Duty Regarding Acquaint

There Is one question w hich often 
cansos dissension In clubs, and  th a t is 
tho right to  blackball am i tho  cases 
w here i t  is proper to  exercise th is right. 
Of course tho  la tte r  will vary w ith  tho 
size and na tu re  of tho organization 
Some societies do not perm it the  use of 
the  blackball. T hey employ instead tho 
services o f an investigating committee, 
who m ako inquiries in to  the" record of 
tho person proposed for m em bership and 
report upon her eligibility. T his would 
seem to be m erely a  sh ifting  of responsi­
bility  from  tho governing committee, or 
club, to  tho investigating committee, 
and would no t appear to  bo a  sufficient 
substitu te  fo r the  blackball in  an organ­
ization of a  social nature.

W hilo the  r igh t to  exclude another 
person from  a  club should be exercised 
very seldom, a nd  never from personal 
motives, the  experience of m ankind 
would seem to  show th a t m any  organiza­
tions need this safeguard, not only in 
order to  protect themselves from  th e  in ­
trusion of nndesirahlo persons, b u t also 
in  order to  preserve tho essential char­
acteristics of tho  body. Thus, a literary 
club, w hile i t  m ay adm it to  mombership 
a  certain  proportion of people who are 
no t literary  m en and women, m ust guard  
against allow ing too m any of th e  la tte r  
to  en ter its  lim its for obvions reasons. 
The sam e th in g  is true  of a  musical or 
dram atic  club.

Emerson says: "Do not look sourly a t 
th e  se t o r the  c lub  which does no t choose 
you. Every h igh ly  organized person 
knows tho value of th e  social barriers, 
since tho best society has often been 
spoiled to  him by tho in trusion of bad 
companions. He o f  a ll men wonld keep 
tho r ig h t of choice sacred, and feel th a t 
th e  exclusions aro in  tho  interest of the 
admissions, thongh they happen a t  this 
moment to  th w a rt his wishes."

I t is  nsual and  proper to  conduct all 
m atters perta in ing  to  the  election o r  re­
jection of proposed m em bers w ith  due 
secrecy, and  i t  would be h ighly improper 
fo r a  c lub  mem ber to  siieak of these 
proceedings to  any  one outside of the  
elective body. W here the  decision os to 
tho admission of m embers is in tru sted  to  
a  governing com m ittee, candidates and 
the ir friends should avoid questioning 
tho individuals composing, th e  board, 
sinco those questions m a y b e  difficult 
and  em barrassing  to  answer.

I t  is  an im portant feature of club 
train ing  th a t i t  teaches women not to  
ask thoughtless questions: th a t is, ques­
tions w hich place the  person interrogated 

aw kw ard position. Men soon learn 
th is lesson from  th e ir  contact w ith the 
w orld, and from  th e  rough answers 
which they often  receive when they ask- 
inconsiderate o r intrusive  questions.

It is usual a nd  custom ary to  no tify  the 
mem ber w ho has proposed a  friend for 
election, of th e  resu lt of the  vote, a t  the  
proper tim e and  place. Since it- is a l­
w ays a  m ortifying experience to  be 
blackballed, it  wonld seem to  be the 
pa rt of wisdom to  keep the  nam es o f tho 
candidates a  p rivate  m a tte r  u n til they 

■e elected members of the  club.
There  is  quito  a  largo class of clubs, 

the  m eetings o f w hich a re  held in  ro ta­
tion a t the  houses of the  different m em­
bers. Some persons dislike going in 
this way to  an en terta inm ent given by  a 
lady w ith  whom they are  not acquainted, 
or who has failed to  call upon them. A 
Little reflection, however, as to  the  true  
nature  and  ob ject of a  club, w ill show 
th e  fallacy o f th is view. People who 
belong to  an organization of th is  sort 
bind themselves to  m eet together fo r a 
certain  purpose, and instead of resen t­
ing th e  fac t th a t you r fellow  m em ber 
has n o t y e t found tim e  o r opportunity  to  
call upon you, yon should ra the r con­
sider th a t she is in  a ll probability  quite 
w illing to  m ake your acquaintance, or, 
if  i t  is already  mode, to  im prove it— 
otherw ise she would no t have joined the 
club.

One m ust observe a  happy medium , 
however, betw een ungracious reluctance 
and over effusiveness. I t  is very possi­
ble fo r tw o people to  be on pleasant and 
friendly term s as fellow  members of a 
club w ithon t belonging each on the 
other's visiting lis t. A fter a ttend ing  an 
enterta inm ent given a t a p rivate house, 
w hether i t  be a  c lub  meeting or an or­
d inary  pa rty , one should call upon the 
hostess. T his is th e  custom am ong the  
members o f tho  Town and Country club 
a t N ew port. The hostess m ay return 
the  call i f  she choose, h u t i f  she should 
not do so the  guest need not feel in  tho 
least d isturbed, fo r she has fulfilled an 
obvions duty.

Some persons send cards instead of 
calling in  person. W here tw o ladies 
belong to  the  sam e c lub  or society, bu t 
have never visited each o ther, neither 
should offer to  do so too prom ptly.— 
Florence Howe Hall in  Homemaker.

There are  a  grea t m any  people of mod­

erate means w ho would like to  spend a 
w inter in  New  York, bu t who look upon 
our b ig  c ity  as a  grea t devonrer of money 
and who fancy th a t those w ho live com­
fortably in  sm aller cities or tho country 
would be obliged to  sojourn in  a  ga rre t 
i f  they tried to  m ake the  same am ount 
"do” in  New  York.

One is an a r t  student: the  other is em­
ployed as a  private- secretary. Their 
means are  ridiculously sm all, yet they 
have one of the cosiest homes iu  New 
York, and for it  they each pay 82.50 a 
week. For tw enty do llars a  mouth they 
rented a  little  flat on the  third stage, as 
the  Parisians say, of a  large  apartm ent 
house in  a  respectable b n t unfashionable 
block. I t has a  pleasant sitting  room, 
tw o bedrooms, each larger than the  aver­
age "h all bedroom." a  ennning little  
kitchen nud a  good sized bathroom and 
hall. Their gas bill averages eighty 
cents a  m outh, and  the  flat is  heated by 
steam  heat w ithont extra  charge.

A ll the  rooms are perfectly light, and 
the  sitting  room has tw o big windows. 
Bnt it  was no t furnished, you say. No, 
bu t in  the' sam e house other apartm ents 
had been furnished by th e  landlord and 
rented for th irty  dollars each per month. 
But these b righ t g irls w anted th e ir  own 
L ares and Penates, and  how m uch do 
yon snpjiose the ir  fum isliinga cost? The 
entire  flat was tastefully  arranged and 
yet fo r all the  fu rn itu re  tho price paid 
was loss than  sixty dollars. The floors 
were stained and  in  the  sitting  room a 
sm all ingrain a r t  sqnare was used. There 
were th ree  pretty chairs, a  table, book 
shelves, b its of bric-a-brac, and each bed­
room had a  com fortable wide cot.

A t th e  w indows dain ty  cream colored 
curta ins were looped aside, and the  lit­
tle  a r t  student gleefully told me they 
cost " fonr and  three-fourths cents 
yard." Sketches and  engravings were 
pinned lavishly on th e  w alls, tho oak 
rocker had  boon deliciously enshioned ' 
crim son; in  one of the em brasured wi 
dows tho packing box “ in which our 
china cam e," the  secretary confided to 
m e w ith an a ir  of conscious pride, had 
been converted in to  a  window scat, w ith 
a  b righ t shaw l throw n over i t  and  a  big 
pillow in a  slip of crimson cashmere for 
a  back. 1 looked around and i t  w  
sw eet and  dain ty  and homelike th a t I 
pined to  s tay  there—especially when I 
thought of the $2.00 a  week each girl 
paid for th is haven of rest.

F or tho low priced New York board­
ing house I  have no  good word. In  the 
m ost m oderate priced of these where 
young w oman of refined ta ste s ' could 
live, she would l)e obliged to  pay for a 
cold hall bedroom w ith wretched food 
a t  least six dollars a  week; she would be 
throw n w ith undesirable people and 
have none of the comforts of home. 
These girls told m e th a t they lived ex 
cellently. and th a t the ir  food and fuel 
cost them  for the  tw o but $5.50 a  week.

B ut they were living w ithout a  chap­
eron’? Yes, indeed, and neither wai 
over tw enty-five; b u t these g irls were 
ladies, brought up in refined homes. 
They were exposed to  fewer annoyances 
and dangers living happily thus than i 
a  third rate  boarding house, w hich w» 
all they conld otherw ise have afforded.

If some am bitious little  woman with 
a slender purse who w ants so m uch to 
have I he advantages offered by some of 
Now York's g rea t free institutions—such 
as Coojier union, for instance, gives the 
a r t  student—reads this, let her profit 
thereby, especially if  she has some friend 
who will join h e r in  making a  b it 
homo iu our big city.—New York Cor.
