“ON THE ROCKS.

Lost Its Way In the Fog Off the Island of

Wight—It s Belleved That There ls no
Danger of Loss of Life—Danger That
the Vessel May Pound.

Loxnox, xeb. 1.—The North German
Lloyd passenger steamship Eider ran
upon the rocks off the Islo of Wright at
about 10:30 last night and is still fast.

A dense fog prevalled all yesterday
afternoon and evening, and evidently
bolng unable to see the light from the
Needles lighthouse, the Eider lost her
way and ran to the right of the Isle of
Wright instead of to the left where the
channel is located. 3

Some of the passengers and a portion
of the mail have been taken off.

Late this afternoon sensational re-
ports were published here that the Elder
was in a perilous position, and that serl-
ous loss of life was threatened by her
stranding. Lloyds agent and the agent
of the North German Lloyd gompany
both have advices contradicting these
reports. They say that shonld It be ne-
cessary to land the people remaining on
there will be no difficulty fn dolng so.

It is belleved that thers is not the
slightest danger of lossof life. The
stranded steamer lfes In sight of the
coast guard and Lloyd station, and the
1ife boats from the shore are in attend-
ance upon her. She has, of course, her
own boats, and (rom present appear-
ances not the ullghusv. fears are enter-
tained for the safety of those on board
of her. Every precaution has been
taken to land all the passengers safely
should the oceasion arlse. No accurate
Information as to the damage the steam-
er has sustained, If any, can be
talned. It can be seen that water l<
running from her scuppers, as if her
pllmps were working. Thls Is taken by

THE SUPREME COURT DECIDES IN HIS
FAVOR

The Declsion of the Nebraska Court Re:
ed—Boyd 18 & Cltizen and Therefore Kllg-
iblo—An Interesting and Important
Precedent Established.

‘WAsHINGTON, Feb. 1.—The United
States Supreme court, in an claborate
opinlon by Chief Justice Fuller, today
held that James E. Boyd Is a citizen of
the United States and was a citizen for
two yoars preceding his election as gov-
ernor of Nebraska, and that consequent-
ly'he Is entitled to the office, and that
John M. Thayer, the hold-over governor
who denicd the right of Boyd to sue-
ceed bim must give way. All of the
Justices of the court except Justice
Field united in_the conclusion that the
United States Supreme court had jurfs-
diction of the case.

Justices Harlan, Gray and Brown,
while concurring in tke conclusion of
the court that Boyd was a citizen of the
United States, did so on the ground of
the exorcise of all the rights and privi-
leges of citizenship by Boyd's father, a
resident of Ohlo, as shown on the record
established. The assertion (s made by
James E. Boyd and his father that the
Jatter had In 1854 taken out his final
naturalization papers, although there s
no documentary proof of the Issuance of
theso papers.

The court also held that there was
such a thing as a_collective naturaliza-
tion; that the enabling act of Nebraska
constituted & naturalization of all the
inhabitants of Nebraska at the time of
its admlssion, except such as desired to
retain thelr foreign rights, and that
Boyd's exerclse of varlous offices showed
his Intentlon to become a citizen.

1he people and establish a money arls-
tocracy. Inlooking over the history of
these black erimes we cannot but be-
Ifeve that the whole scheme was planned
before the passage of the act of Feb, 5,
1862, ' that dopreciated tho greenback
and each act from the first to the last
had their place in this great drama. It
sooms Iike a grest drama written in
soven acts™ The act of Feb. 25, 150
had brought to them a rich harvest.
For by this act the government wmust
place in their coffers millions of gold for
intereston the bonds, This gold was
handed out again to the fmporter for his
greeubacks, who In turn passed It back
1o the government to be again handed
over to the gold gluttons. Thus the
gamblers gained a large income at both
ends of the deal.

As the curtaln goss up in the second
act of this great play wg can plainly see
the grasping gold glutton bent upon se-
curing legislation that would bring to
him even more than 100 per cent. for
this depreciated currency. In order to
do this the contraction of the currency
must be the next step. They captured
congress, they secured the passage of
an act that authorized the calling tn of
the currency and issuing in its stead
non-taxable interest bearing bonds
worth 100 cents on the dollar. The con-
verting into Interest bearing bonds was.
not all that was intended by this dia-
bolical act to rob the people. By this
act the country was robbed of its cur-
rency and the people once prosperous
and happy were now doomed to disaster,
to poverty and suffering. To see their
children growing and enter into man-
he without a ray of hope, only a life
of endless tofl, doomed to have their
farms swept from them, their cattle
driven away to satisly tho mortgage.
Their children forced to tofl in the fac-
tory and mill, deprived of education and
broken down avd maimed in their ten-
der youth. Doomed to seo thelr daugh-
ters forced Into a life of shawme by the
unremunerative wages they received for
thelr labor. Every dollar called in and
issued in bonds not only placed s burden
of Interest bearing debt upon the people
but iy meant a dollar less in circulation.
Every doliar taken out of circulation
meant a reduction in the prico of pro-
ducts and an addition to the mortgaged
indebtedness of our people. Every dol-
lar taken from circulation meant greater
disasters to our busiuess men and low
wages and fdleness for our laborers.

hie farmers, cheered by the prospects
of the future, places a morigage on his
farm of $2,000, 1o enlarge his possessions
and improve his facilities for greater
production. Feeling sure he could clear
off the debt with wheat per
bushel. He figures 00 bushels each
ear, for two years, a wenty bushels
for interest, and he would be a free man
ain.  Wheat has dropped to $1.50 and
it requires 766 bushels and forty pagnds
1o pay the first half of-his mortgage,
This is a loss of 166 bushels of wheat,
or §332. The pest time his payment
comes due wheat has dropped to $1.00,
and the debt is just as large as when It
was contracted, notwithstanding the
farmer has paid $1,465 of it at the rate
of $2.00 per bushel for wheat. He Is
powerless to pay the $1,000 balance with
wheat at §1 00, and he extends the mort-
gage. Wheat drops to 83 cents, and it
requires 1,204 bushels of wheat to pay
off this balance. At the rate of §2.00
per bushel the $1,000 has swollen to
$2,409, and the farmer {5 powerless to
‘pay even the interest; his farm is sold
and he is driven from the land he has
redeemed from the forest to make a
home for his children. Where is the
man who will say that this falling off In
the price of wheat is due to over uc-
tion? He who claims that it is not due
1o the condition of the currency Is either
as stupld as an ass or a willful deceiver
of the people. Itfs true that never in
the history ol any nation were such
rapid strides made In manufacturing
and raflroad construction, building up
of citles and a show of great wealth as
In this country from 1806 to 1880. This
I8 the great prosperity the Republican
party have been boasting of as a result
ol ﬂmgrnnd administration of the g, o
Now, my friends, let us investigate
thll boasted advancement and see if we
can call {t prosperity. The bankers and
brokers of Wall street controlled the
money that was nsed fn the construction
and operation of the factories and rail-
roads. Good security must be given for
the use of this money and high rates of
interest were exacted. The security
must be given mainly upon the future
prospects of the industry. The opera-
tors carries this loan from year to year,
declaring dividends on the whole capital
represented; of this about 20 per cent
is actually owned by the operator
while he compels the laborer to pay the
interest upon the 80 per cent. loaned
from the Eastern money king. This
they call prosperity. What a prosper-
ous condition this country s in when
the producers of wealth must toll from
daylight until after dark the year around
to pay the Interest upon the money that
was used In the construction of the mng»
nificent factory he labors in. To
the Interest upon 90 per cent. of Rbe
money {nvested In the home his family
occuples or the interest upon the money
his Jandlord has invested in the rooms,
hovel or house the Iaborer occupies,
while his wife and children have barely
enough to live upnn, while they are de-
prived of the ylasures of the carriage
Lo “the. sulnmer cxcursion and the
healthful summer resort and those who
recelve the bonefits of the toll of the la-
borer fares sumpto every day.
Shame on the man who calls this" condi-
tion of things in a free country prosper-
ity. It fs slavery, scrfdom, unnatural
and fnhuman, and yet they tell us that
we are the most prosperous people un-
der tho sun. We are slaves In tighter
fetters than was ever the black slaves of
the South. Wa must have care for our
little ones, they had none; we may
starve whon out of work, they were fed
st all times; wearesued for debts we
cannot pay, they went free; we aro

Tegulute Railways.
Therecml fatal collision on the New
York Central road at Hastings was made
the subject of Rev. Thomas Dixon, Jr.’s
prelude to his sermon in Association
hall.

It seems to me that the public shonld
demand that the block systew of signals
shonld be required by Luw of every rail
road in America. We shonld have
fully and clearly fixing the responsibility
for criminal negligence in the manage-
ment of our railroads, and that officers
found guilty of such negligence should
receive the full penalty of the law. For
every murder on the tracks there should
be an officer who should stand triul for
his life.

Every railroad in America shonld be
requiréd to bulletin every accident along
its line at every ticket office within one
hour of the time it received the informa
tion, and no train should be allowed to
ran to this accident unless every passen-
ger was fully informed before he pur-
chased his ticket of the fact that the
track was blockaded. For every offense
in running such train, and obtaining
money under false pretenses thus from
its passengers and imperiling their lives
the superintendent of the road and train
dispatchers should be put in the peni:
tentiary.

It would
give to the 9,000,000 laboring people of
the country eighteen days' work each
year at §1.25 a day, or to the 2,225,000 of
idlo people it would furnish seventy-two
days' work each year.—Pittsburg Dis-
patch.
