High Winds and a Heayy Sea Make It [m-
possible to Get the Vessel OIF the Rocks
Efght Hundred Thousand Dollars in
Property Destroyed—£ully Insured

Loxpoy, Feb. 2.—Nearly all hope of
saving thoe steamship,Elder, on the rocks
at Atnerfield, have been abandoned
All the passengers aud mafls have been
landed, as have also a number of the
crew, whilelife-boats are kept constant-
Iy by the side of the steamer In readl-
noss to take off the remalnder should it
become necessary. It was hoped last
night that the government and other
tugs would be able to pull the Elder off
at midnight, butall attempts in that
direction have failed. Throughout the
night a high wind prevalled, rafs-
fng o heavy sea which caused
high broakers to sweep almost continu-
ally over the steamer. The resultis
that her position this moruing has
changed decidedly for the worse. Her
propeller has been carrled away, the
sfze of the leak in her bottom has In-
creased and the water Is galning. The
Jifeboats were got ready to take off the
crew when the word to abandon the ship
should be given. The wind Is blowing
fresh and threatens a gale. Tho sea I3
breakiog furfously over the unfortunate
steamer and wreckage from her Is being
washed ashore. She Is mow full of
water,

A last attempt will be made to float
the Elder at 1 o'clock, the next flood
tide. Should it fall all hope of saving
her will be abandoried.

Acting, it Is believed, under Instruc-
tions from the agents of the company,
the officérs of the Eider refuse to give
any explanation of the disaster further
than to say thet Sunday night was so
foggy that they were unable to seo any
of the lights on the English coast while
making thelr way up the channel.

At a rough estimate the cargo of the
Elder {s valued at $88,000, not Including
the specle, which will be saved. The
steamshlip is valued at about $700,000.
Both vessel and cargo are fully Insured.

For
he who employs the idle and enables
them to earn wherewithal to buy food
and bed and to secure other necessaries
is not only a private but also a public
benefactor. Criticism of the work will
emanate chicfly from the excessively
practical and cynical, who will contend
that such methods encourage individu-
als to look to others instead of to rely on
thomselves in getting on in the world.
If Booth's methods were mevely senti-
mental; if he gave away without asking
an equivalent means for idle persons to
use in maintaining idleness and provided
home and food for the worthless and the
wasteful, objection of this nature would
have force. ut he invariably asks
service; he strives not only to provide
work, but to secure permanent employ-
ment, and he runs shops and factoried
in order to teach-trades to those who
cannot take care of themselves without
co-operative assistance.

Other censors will cry that this is so-
cialism. Well, what if it is? Socialism
in one form or another is integral in so-
cioty, as its name suggests. We bavo
state socialism under many guises that
are only the thinnest of disguises. There
are large commaunities that have delib-
erately carried communal socialism to a
stage that has proved its safety by re-
dncing taxes and securing to the public
& larger return for public investments.
Socialism, to a greater or less extent, is
inevitable if we are not to relapse into

Walnut or Butternut Pickles.

An appetizing pickle, little known at
the north, but a common dainty on the
tables of good southern housekeepers, is
made of white walnuts, or butternuts, as
they are called in New England. They
are at the right stage for pickling when
still soft enough to be pierced by a needle.
Gather and put immediately into strong
brine.

Leave until convenient to make into
pickle, occasionally heating the bring
and pouring over to keep tho walnuts
from molding. Prepare them by rul
bing each walnut with an old crash towel
until the fuzzy substance with they ard
covered has all been removed. They
stain the hands badly. Put in fresh
brine for a few duyn, after which pre-
pare the vinegar by the following rule:
To one hundred walnuts allow a gallon
of vinegar; boil eight minutes, with a
cupful of sugar, a tablespoonful each of
cloves, allspice, peppercorns and a large
piece of raw ginger, sliced.

Distribute through the walnuts three
sliced onions, then pour over all the
spiced vinegar. I[f the walnuts are a
little hard, boil in vinegar. In thres
days pour off the vinegar, boil it up and
again pour it over the pickles. Theyare
not really in their prime until they have
been made for three or four months, but
will keep for years, and are the most
delicious of all pickles. If they become
very sharp, add more sugar. They im-
prove with age.—Annie Curd in Good
Housckoeping.

Bullding a Conl Fire.

In starting a coal fire use & good sup-
ply of kindling to heat up the coal, sup-
ply & good draft, thereby allowing
plenty of oxygen. The coal should ba
in small pieces, thereby giving more sur-
face for the firo to act on. Tho bed ol
coal should not be very thick, at no time
over three or four inches, else the air in
passing through will be robbed of its
oxygen before reaching the upper sur-
face, and combustion will be imperfect.

When combustionis perfect thee will
bo 8 bright flame and no smoke, and the
result will be carbonic acid gas—an in-
tensely hot gas; but when the supply of

oxygen is insufficient or the igni
temperature has not been reached, the
result will be carbonic oxide gas, which
has but one-fourth the heating valne of
carbonic acid gas, o5 forming a
thick smoke and soot, which is deposited
on the oven and flue plates, making it
difficalt for the heat to penetrate.—
Stoves and Hardware.

Natural gas of a highly Inflammable

nature IS always present in the salt
wells, and where men are careless with
exposed lights fn the “well houses” was
a source of serlous danger. Before the
mill men made the drill honses o0 open
hat gas could not sccumulate in suf-
ficlent quantities to cause mischief, sey-
eral serious explosfons occurred and men
were injured. So sure were lumbermen

hat gas and ofl were to be had that a
rest well was put down o fe years ago,
but was sbsndoned when salt was
ceached. Gas and ofl in considerable
quantities have again reappeared to vex
the salt men, and this time it will bo sot-
led for sure whether ofl and gas exist
[n paying quantities. For this purpose
the Canfield & Wheeler Co have ar-
ranged to sink a dry well down to the
salt and beyond ft, until & point is
roached below which there are no pros-
pects of gas, oll or anything else of value
in making salt to be found.
