E HOTEL FIRE

if Hotel Royal, New York, Burned Yester­
day Morning—An Unknown Number of 

Guceta nnd Employes Burned or 
Burled In the Ruins.

New  York, Feb. 7.—An appalling 
sastor occurred a t  F o rtieth  s tre e t and 
xth avenue th is  m orning by tho burn­

ing of the  H otel Royal. A num ber of 
re burned, suffocated and 
tho ruins. Ono hundred and 

tw enty guests are  known to have been 
n tho hotel and tho employes number 

fifty-five. Of these, six were found 
dead, six arojln hospitals and slxty-threo 

reported  alive. T his leaves 100 
missing and they a re  supposed to  bo 
dead In tho ruins.

T he police have searched every accos- 
ulo p a rt of tho ruins and can  find no 
ore bodies. T hey believe m any of the 
Isslng ones will bo found to  have been 
vcd. Tho num ber killed, though, It 
believed, will exceed fifty. T ho num- 
tr Injured Is large, b u t Impossible to 
ate  exactly.

Of course tho  na tu re  of the  man In 
pos'esslon of money has something to  do 
w ith th e  Influence th a t It has over him, 
b u t th e  circum stances th a t surround 
him also have a g rea t deal to  do with It. 
T h e  men who have acquired g rea t for­
tunes themselves are  of course generally 
supposed to  be best qualltlod to  w rite 
essays or deliver lectures on "Success In 
Business,” or "How  to G et Rich” and 
klndr. d subjects. B ut while such 
men often season th e ir  discourses, some 
with a  sprink ling  of good, wholesome 
advice, the  m ain line of the ir advice Is, 
do doubt, often  fraugh t with groat mis­
chief to  society a t  largo and cram ps tho 
na tu res  and schrivels tho soul of those 
who hoed It,

T h e  advice th a t  should bo given 
young men on th a t  sub ject Is th a t  all 
who e n terta in  a  desire to  enjoy the  ad­
van tages of riches should as a m a tte r  of 
r igh t endeavor to  m erit riches. T h a t Is 
they  should try  to  Invent something use­
ful, o r  to  ge t a t tho  bead of whatever 
trade  or profession o r business en ter­
prise they may choose to  take  up, 
so as to  produce o r do som ething so de­
sirable to  the ir fellow men th a t they 
will be liberally and  rem uneratively 
patronized, so th a t  th e ir  pa trons will 
feol th a t  they got an equivalen t for the  
money they p a r t with, however large  the  
p a rt may be.

B ut th e  m ain line of tho advice th a t 
w ealthy  men generally  give young men 
on th a t sub ject Is to  so Invest every dol­
la r  th a t they can  possibly save up  from 
th e ir  earn ings so as to  furulsh them  the  
la rgest possible Income w ith tho least 
possible useful effort, and It seems th a t 
th e  men who give such advice must 
e ither be entirely  ludfffercnt to  or over­
look the  fac t th a t as a  general thing  
w hatever one man gets w lthnat doing 
anyth ing  useful fo r It, somebody else 
m ust necessarily p a rt with w ithout ge t­
ting  any th ing  In retu rn .

They  w ill advise w hat kind of bonds, 
o r m ortgages, o r o the r in te rest bearing 
securities they  had  be tter  Invest In In o r­
der to  ge t th e  h ighest possible ra te s  of 
In terest w ith th e  least possible risks of 
losing e ither p rincipal o r  Interest, teach ­
ing them  from th e ir  youth to  become 
money lenders. And th u s  to  place them ­
selves w here they will alw ays bo tempted 
to  seek th e  ruin of business and tho op­
pressing of tho  poor, fo r th e ir  Interest 
as such becomes conflicting w ith th a t  of 
all who are  engaged In any  honest n- 
dustry  or In any useful enterprise, be- 
canse In the  la tte r  I t Is best to  be 
able to  easily obtain money a t  a low 
ra te  of Interest. And to  have business 
so prosperous as to  be able to  ge t a  good 
price for the ir labor, o r fo r w hatever 
they may have to sell. B u t fo r all money 
lenders I t Is best to  have the  am ount of 
money In c irculation so small th a t they 
can readily le t all th a t they have, a t  a 
high ra te  of Interest and on good se­
curity.

Those who simply lend to  Individuals 
ore  som ew hat Interested yet In having 
business prosperous enough to  |en- 
courage a  liberal Investm ent In business, 
as th a t  leads to  increase th e  dem and for 
money, bu t even th a t  Is n o t absolutely 
essential to  th e ir  prosperity, because If 
money Is only scarce enough so th a t the  
supply Is considerably less th a n  th e  de­
m and they c an  secure high ra te s  of In 
te re s t w ithout prosperity in buslnes, and 
a scarcity  of supply has even th is ad­
van tage  to  them  over a  liberal demand 
created by prosperity In business tb a t a 
sc an t supply, while i t  tends to  m ake in­
te rest high It tends also to  m ake every­
thing  bu t money cheap  And thus bene- 
d ts money-lenders In a double ratio—In­
creasing the ir Incomes and decreasing 
th e ir  expenses.

But to  those who have largo snms In­
vested In the  best of long-time securities 
It Is especially beneficial to  have busi­
ness greatly  depressed, because th a t, of 
course, tends to  reduce wages and sal­
aries of all the  help they have to  employ 
direc tly , and of all tho  labor t h a t ' 
way produces w hat they  consume or 
use, and  to  m ake everything very cheap, 
and  thus to  g rea tly  diminish the ir ex­
penses w ithout diminishing tb c lr  Income. 
So If the re  Is any policy th a t  has a 
tendency to  bring about th a t condition 
of th ings It Is na tu ra l men who has 
th e ir  money thus Invested should fe< 
strongly tem pted to  favor It. °

Now it Is no t r ig h t fo r a  Cl ylstlan or 
any o the r person to  place himself ' 
position where tho best thing  th a t  he 
can do to  advance his own In terest Is 
something th a t  tends to  Induce larg- 
masses of people able and willing to 
work to  poverty, by depriving them  o r 
an opportunity  to  find w ork to  do, or of 
depriving ipen of an opportunity  of 
making a  com fortable living a t  a  useful 
ent'orptlse. H igh Interest and low wages 
Is over m oreln jurlous to  labor than  ben 
c-ficlol to  money lenders, because, while 
It benefits tho money lender In a  double 
ratio , I t Injures labor In th ree  directions 
I t  Increases the  laborer's expenses—for 
even though he has to  pay no Interest 
himself directly, ye t a portion of the  In­
te rest t h a t  any producer of whatever 
consumes has to  pay Is added to  the 
price ef those commodities, and his 
come Is no t alone dim inished by the  low 
wages th a t a  scarcity  of money causes 
p u t low wages and a  loss of tim e always 
gp together. As a  general thing  tho 
lower wages are, the  more tim e Is losth 
Idleness by the  laboring communities a 
a  whole, because tho more men are  Idle 
hpntlng  for work the  cheaper they can 
be hired.

Slonal disadvantage, th a t  when they 
pd tho least work to. do for o thers they 

pro the  least ablo la  do ooipethlng for 
themsplves, because then  they have tho 
least money with which to  purcha:

W hen a  m an Invests his money and 
t ‘mo Id some m anufacturing, profes­
sional, literary  or o the r producing <-r 
m ercantile  enterprise, or occupation, he 
p[ courtp desires to  make as much as 
possible.

and ho therefore  c lings to  It very tena­
ciously.

T he m an who depends on his profes­
sional or o the r labor for a  living, or 
oven the  man who Is engaged In busi­
ness, Is generally tho most liberal when 
he Is m ost prosperous. B ut w hen the 
money lender gots high Interest and Is 
therefore most prosperous, then  ho di­
minishes his Income tho most by being 
generous, and when In terest Is low then 
he needs m ost to  save every dollar, for 
then  I t takes more of them  to bring him 
another.

W hen Interest Is highest aud labor tho
w est then  money lenders absorb tho 

largest am ount of o the r people's labor, 
and a re  th e  m ost oppressive. W hen In­
te re st Is low and  labor high then  money 
lenders scheme tho ha rdest to  secure 
legislation, or the  Inauguration of somo 
system th a t  will have a  tendency to 

change in  the ir favor and

I t  Is plain enough th a t  the  word nsu- 
was no t the re  Intended to  mean an 

exorb itan t ra te  of Interest o r "m ore In­
te rest th a n  tho law  allows," as It Is now 
generally defined to  m ean, because the 
blble In no Instance gives the  slightest 
Intim ation as to  w hat Is a  fair or an ex­
o rb itan t ra te  of Interest. Laws In re­
gard to  It differ In d ifferent countries 
and Indifferen t s ta te s  of our union, and 
In some countries the re  Is no law regu­
la ting  tho ra te s  o f  Interest. Tho aboli­
tion of them  has been urged In some of 
th e  U nited States. So with th e  modern 
Interpreta tion  of the  word "u su ry” we 
a re  le ft to  grope about In total darkness 

w hat tho  blble authorizes or prohib­
its In regard  to It B u t If we consider w hat 
enormous burdens th e  masses are  made 

ly  by direc tly  paying In­
te re st, b u t by also paying a  higher price 
for pretty  much everything th a t they 
consume on account of th e  In terest paid 
by the  producers, and how m any peo- 

> are  oftan  deprived of an opportunity  
secure rem unerative employment bo­
use of th e  manoeverlngs of money 

lenders to  secure high rate s of Interest 
and cheap  living: and how th e  practice 
tends to  "cram p  th e  n a tu re  and 
sh rink  th e  soul”  of those who engage In 
It, I t is no wonder th a t the  Blblo do- 

unces th e  practice of Individuals e a rn ­
ing money for In terest as a  crime.

I  th ink  th a t  about tho  best a rgum ent 
th a t  can be produced In favor of tho 
governm ent loaning money to Individ­
uals a t  a  low ra te  of Interest, Instead of 
borrowing It from Individuals, Is th a t 
th a t policy would mako money lending 
by Individuals so unprofitable and  tend 
to  m ake business so prosperous aud 
profitable th a t  those who had money 
would be more likely to  Invest it  them- 
elves in a  business en terprise  of somo 

kind th a n  to  try  to  lend It to  o thers. I t 
would tend to  remove an elem ent from 
society th a t Is exceedingly powerful for 
mischief.

One of th e  oddest fea tures in  th e  proc- 
s of m aking glass is the  construction 

of the  "po ts” or crucibles in  w hich the

sad to  witness. If  the  observer 

happens to  bo on foot in tho vicinity  of 
the  scene of tho  ceremony, however, he 

ap t to  find i t  anj-thing bu t odd, unless 
there  bo a  tree  or somo other pinco of 
refuge convenient, or tho ourions onlook­
e r bo unusually  fleet of foo t 

But doubtless the  average reader does 
no t know w hat a  c a ttle  funeral is like, 
and perhaps is no t inclined to  give cretlit 
to th e  possible existence o f snch a  thing 
If  ho has novor lived in a  locality where 
ca ttle  of a  more or less untam ed disposi­
tion are  w ont to  range, he w ill certainly 
never have had an opportunity  to  learn 
by observation any o f the  peculiar and 
notable facts connected with th is  re ­
m arkable phenomenon of the  range.

A  cattle  funeral, then, is nothing moro 
o r  loss than  exactly w hat the  w ords seem 
to indicate—a ceremony of m orning over 
tho untim ely fate  of a  departed herd- 
m ate, in  w hich every individual member 
of th e  band th a t is w ithin long range ear 

s sho t is bound to  participate. In 
detail th is ceremony consists o f n sort of 
walk around, accompanied w ith tho 
m ost doleful, ear piercing and heart 
rending moans, shrieks and bellowings 
and varied by  ponderous pnwings in  the 
ground and tho most s ingularly  dexter- 

flingiugs of the  resu ltan t dust upon 
the  backs of the  four footed morners.

To observe or participa te  in  a cattle 
fnneral let th e  curious minded go out 
npon tho range, select some spot which 
is open and affords no obstruction to  the 

, and from which no ’’c ritte r"  is in 
s ig h t

H aving selected snch a  spot, let ono of 
o "critte rs” be brought quietly and se­

cre tly  from a  distance, and w ithout un­
due ostentation, as becomes poachers 
upon another m an’s range, let him bo 
dono to  death. Let the  offal bo secreted 
w here oven the  coyotes cannot find it, 
and  le t the  hide and flesh bo carried 
carefu lly  away. T hen le t earth  be 
throw n on th e  blood sta ins to  hide all 
traces of disturbance, and lot th is all be 
done so well th a t even the  hnm an eye 
can detect nothing th a t would reveal 
w hot had been done.

n iR  LEADER SKIFFS THE WIND.
T hen let the tw euty-four hours, or 
■en less, pass, unless indeed the re  bo 

c a ttle  w ithin a  mile or less a t the  tim e 
of the slaughter. But fo r the  purpose 
of illustration  suppose th a t tw enty-four 
honrs have elapsed 

Then suppose a  lot of one or tw o hun­
dred head of ca ttle  come d rifting  down

No whooping, yelling, throw ing 
stones and snowballs, teasing children 
o r  ridiculing ago and  deform ity can be 
endured. Grown persons shall be met 
w ith civility a s  they pass. T hus shall 
honor be reflected on the  school.”

Onco in  the  classroom the  pupil 
taugh t deportm ent as well as his three 
" R ’s." Ho is told how to walk, stand 
and speak, and a  b lo t upon his book and 
a  smudge on his face are  regarded 
equally b ad .—Youth's Companion.

W omen students am bitious of finish­

ing  a t  O xford will be surprised to  know 
th a t SomerviUe hall, tho O xford annex, 
is not a  college a t  a ll, bu t simply halls 
or homes where g irls desirons of Oxford 
privileges live in  tho protection o f  an 
academical house. Tho association for 
prom oting tho education o f women at 
Oxford engages lecturers to  give special 
instruction to  the  students and  obtains 
admission for them  to the  university 
lectures. These lectures a re  not given 

tho  hall according to  th e  custom at 
Barnard college. New  York, and  Newn- 
ham and G irton, of Cam bridge, Eng­
land, b n t the  g irls go  to  the  university 
accompanied by  a  mem ber of the  associ­
ation and listen to  tho same lectures os 
their brothers.

So accustomed have th e  men become to 
these fair invaders th a t they scarcely 
look up  when they en ter the  room. Six 
hours' work a  day including th e  lectures 

recommended by one of the  princi­
pals os sufficient, as every hour a fte r 
th a t counts for loss and  no t fo r gain, 
her opinion. The g irl th a t is no t clever 
enough to  g e t on w ith  th a t is not apt 
distinguish herself if  she w orks nine 
hours a  day

age th a t hardly any one is able to

Mr. M ills touches the  southern cotton 
planters on a  sensitive spot when he 
points ou t th a t a  reduction of tho tariff, 
even to  25 per cent, above the  revenue 
basis, would make such an increased 
foreign demand for cotton as to  raise 
the price several cents a  pound and  put 
$150,000,000 a  year more into the  plant­
er's pockets. No economic _ fac t is 
plainer than  th a t th e  cotton growers 
have been brought close to  ru in  by tariff 
discrimination against the ir best cus­
tomers, the  English m anufacturers.

This is a  fac t on which they would do 
well to  keep the ir atten tion  focused. 
The trouble w ith them  is not overpro­
duction, bu t tariff, noth ing  bu t robber 
tariff. So long a s  English goods are  ex­
cluded for tho  benefit of New England 
m anufacturers, old England cannot 
afford to  pay  good prices fo r our raw  
material. She can send little  in  ex­
change for it. And so, having run  down 
the prices of raw  cotton and run  up  the 
prices of m anufactured  cotton goods b’- 
the  sam e stroke o f tariff legislation, the 
northeastern m anufacturers are  a t lei­
sure to  rob  the  plan ters with both hands.

I f  Europe should have good crops next 
year the  western grain  grow ers will find 
themselves in  m uch tho same i>osition of 
helpless poverty th a t the  cotton p lanters 
are  in  th is  year. Being denied the  priv­
ilege of selling m anufactured goods to 
tho west, England will of course seek its 
grain  supplies in  Russia, or in  other
