“ Wo saw Mr. Blaine th is m orning," 
they said. “ Wo asked about th e  letter. 
Ue replied;

‘The le tte r  Is float; I am not a  can­
d idate  and should refuse a  nomination 
w ere It tendered mo. T here  aro two con­
siderations th a t prom pted mo to write 
th e  le tte r. F irst, my health , which will 
n o t perm it me to  accept; second, I  be­
lieve th a t  Presiden t H arrison  has earned 
ano ther term . I  do no t th ink  th a t  my 
nam e would be any  s tronger th a n  his, 
and  therefore  th e re  Is no reason why I 
should be nom inated In preforence to 
him. L as t year 1 fancied th a t my health  
would perm it me to  accept should the 
nom ination bo tendered mo, b u t I  don’t 
th ink  so now and should have w ritten 
the  le tte r  before had It no t been for the 
Chilian business. I t  has been said th a t 
I  have been used as a  sta lk ing  horse. 1 
was determ ined th a t  It should bo said so 
no longer, and now all candidates will 
have a  c lea r Hold, so f a r  as I  am con­
cerned."

T h e  m ost fully accepted explanation 
of the  le tte r  Is th a t the  secretary  of 
s ta te  realizes th a t h is health  will not 
perm it him  to risk the  fatleuus o f an­
o the r presidential fight. P rio r to  his re­
c en t collapse he  thought he had entirely  
recovered. T hese  a ttacks prove to  him 
th a t  he was m istaken. Besides this, 
Mrs. B laine has been averse to  his ac­
cep ting  a  renom lnatlou. and  so, too, has 
his family. These elem ents combined 
a re  believed, by those w ho aro most 
likely to  know whereof they speak , to  be 
th e  true  and only cause  fo r the  letter.

Judge  Grove yesterday In the  action 
of trespass b ought by Elizabeth Kuhn 
against the  township of W alker decided 
a  very Im portant question re la tive -to  
tho liability of townships for Injuries re­
ceived by persons traveling a lo n g . the 
public highway.

T he case has been on trial four days 
and created considerable Interest. I t 
will be remembered th a t last fall Ju lius 
K uhn, husband of tho plaintiff, w 
driving on a  public road In W alker low 
ship, near tho p laster beds. W hen no 
the  ou tle t to Byers’ fish pond the  hor 
became frightened and In his effort 
control th e  anim al Mr. K uhn was thrown 
down an em bankm ent, and, It Is claimed, 
his death, which occurred la s t Docom 
her, was duo to  Injuries then received.

In passing upon tho  case Judge Grovi 
gave It as his opinion th a t  the  case wai 
purely a  law case and no t one th a t 
a  Jury should pass upon. Ho therefore 
Instructed them to re tu rn  a  verdict of 
no cause of action, which they did.

Ills honor In giving his opinion I 
occasion to  say th a t the  case m ust rest 
upon the  s ta tu te  alone a s no proof had 
been Introduced tending to  show th a t 
the  tow nship was In any way holden for 
the  Injuries sustained by Mr. Kuhn.

I soe tho Now York Votoo a few wcoks 
ago oiprosscd tho  opinion th a t tho in 
opoly of tho  s a lo o i Intoxicating llqti 
by thoso holding licenses to  soil them 
w as th a g re a te s t monopoly In existence, 
l a m  qulto Inclined, to agree with the 
Voice th a t I t may ho a  mAst gigantic 
m ateria l monopoly, but I believe th a t s 
g rea te r  monopoly th a n  th a t Is tho polltp 
cal monopoly of the  pow er to  m ake laws, 
w hich Is possessed by tho few persons 
who compose leg islatures, congress 
law-making bodies in  o the r lands.

T ho monoply of the  r igh t to  make laws 
seems to  mo tho g rea tes t monopoly th a t 
has over existed, o r Is even likely t<
1st, In th is country  or elsewhere—possi­
bly sho rt of ecclesiastical monopolies 
(or tho control of conscience and  relig­
ious feeling. O ut of th is  political mon­
opoly o f th e  r ig h t to  m ake laws < 
th e  financial and Industrial monopolies 
which atlllc t us. So long as It continues, 
Industrial monopolies, In some form, will 
continue. T ho  reason (or th is Is plain. 
F inancial, tran spo rta tion  and  other 
monopolies are  profltahlo to  tho few who 
m ake the  laws c reating  or m aintaining 
them , or who preserve th a t condition of 
lack  of law, which permits them; and 

, these monopolies arc  unprofitable to  the 
tnauy uu-nibers of the  nation who pro- 
duce tho  products and pay th e  bills of 
th e  nation. T he financial, tran spo rta ­
tion and Industrial monopolies will, 
tr.ereforo, continue to  exist so long as 
they depend for existence only upon th e  
ded.-lon—In th e  shape of law  m aking— 
of the  few; and they will begin to  disap­
pear, g radually , perhops, b u t surely, 
wheu th e  decision as to  w hat laws shall 
a t  one tim e be In force over th e  nation 
rests w lih a  m ajority of th e  voles of the 
whole nation, Instead a few persons.

I t  is a fac t alm ost Incredible, a  fact 
seldom over realized, tb a t In the  s ta te  of 
California, for Instance. 120 persons 
m ake and decide upon a ll th e  sta tu to ry  
law for all th e  people o f th a ts ta te ; they 
fix th e  form s of Judicial procedure; they 
have and they execute the  pow er to  pro- 
vent any changes In the  s ta tu to ry  law or 
constitution of th e  s ta te , save such 
cnanges as please them  and  leave In 
the ir hands a  prac tical monopoly of pub­
lic affairs. In  every o the r one of the  
forty-two s ta te s  of th e  un ion  a  sim ilarly 
small num ber—from 100 to  300—dom in­
a te  the  w elfare of tho  people. And 
some SCO men ru le  th e  welfare of th e  en­
tire  U nited States. No one knows, save 
the  few, w hat trem endous tem ptations 
th is custom of pu tting  all the  law  m ak­
ing pow er Into th e jf  hands subjects 
them  to I t  is no wonder th a t  the re  Is 
sp much corruption among them. I t  Is 
s trauge th a t  so few, n o t so many, yield 
to  tem pta tion. T he w onder Is th a t 
th e y  do no t a ll yield.

A strange  and Instructive p icture of 
the  lim itations of hum an knowledge 
and though t Is afforded by th e  spectacle 
o f more than  30,0(10,000 of C hristian peo­
ple In th e  U nited S ta le s  every once In 
seven days praying "L ead  us no t into 
tem pta tion." and then going o u t Into 
the  busy ways of life and supporting a 
political system which focuses all the 
power and blandishm ents of the  plutoc­
racy of this country  upon, th e  120 per­
sons In a s ta te  or 460 persons In the  na­
tion, charged In tb ls  system, with the 
fearfu l responsibility of m aking all the 
laws! I t  Is astounding. We, the  peo­
ple, d iscredit ourselves lu  the  eyes of 
th e  th ink ing  people of th e  world by re ­
ta in ing  such a  system o f government; 
and we reap the  fru its  of our blindness 
and of tb ls system In the  shape of mo­
nopolies Ineradicable so long a s  tb ls  sys­
tem exists.

T he monopolies which curse us are 
th e  n a tu ra l outgrow ths of a  system of 
governm ent which gives the  ru le  of the  
m any Into the  bands of a few—a  rude, 
crude. Imperfect, colonial system of gov­
ernm ent, made to  fit an entirely  differ­
en t s ta te  of m aterial things than  exists 
now—and are  In no sense to  be blamed 
upon human na tu re . H um an n a tu re  Is 
all r igh t when hum an beings learn  to 
organize so th a t th e  m ajority  shall rule 
Our system of governm ent Is good 
enough so fa r  a s  It goes, bu t I t don 't go 
fa r  enough In the  direction of the  peo­
ple. I t  needs to  be extended and per­
fected In th e  direction of giving th e  peo­
ple some d irec t say In the  m a tte r  of d e ­
ciding w hat tho laws shall be.

And in closing I may say th a t If tho 
Voice and our prohibition fcllow-cltlzens 
generally w ant to  see th e  grea t liquor 
monopoly knocked ou t they  should favor 
direct control of th e  law by the  people, 
because whenever the  people get a di­
rect chance a t  tho  liquor traffic they a l­
most Invariably adopt the  policy of pro­
hibition In some form. T he tem perance 
agitation m akes such slow and unsatis­
factory progress because little  legislative 
bodies, of 120 or so persons stand  te  
tween the  people and th e  liquor traffic, 
preventing the  people from  effective ac­
tion In this and o the r weighty m atters.
