Chicago Times: T h e  la tes t price of 

silver bullion measured by gold in  Wall 
stree t was DOJV, which means th a t one 
ounce of gold would buy nearly  twenty- 
three ounces of silver, and  Axes the  
ratio  between tho two m otali a t 1 to 
nearly 23. In  1872 and 1873, when Ger­
many and the  U nited S tates demone­
tized silver, the  ratio  was about 1 to  10. 
For 3,500 years prior to  those years the  
ratio  had steadily oscillated between 1 
to 15X and 1 to  11, rarely, however, and 
then only for short periods, going below 
12. T h a t Is during th a t vast period one 
pound of gold never bought over Afteon 
and one-half pounds of silver, and raro- 
ly bought less th a n  tw elve, an oscilla­
tion of about four points In 3,500 years. 
Since 1873 gold has Jumped up nearly 
seven points, which means the  purchas­
ing power of gold has advanced about 
13 pur cent.; and the  holder of gold In­
debtedness, In addition to  his annual In­
terest, has grown riche r In nineteen 
years nearly  44 per cen t.

1 havo before me now a  copy of a  syn­
d icate le tte r  from  Mr. W right’s  pen 
which appeared recently  in  several lead­
ing newspapers, and tho February num ­
ber of Tho Popular Science M onthly con­
taining an article  on "U rban  Popula­
tion," by the  same gentlem an. I w ant 
to  call atten tion  to  one paragraph in 
each article, and in  doing so hope I will 
not be misunderstood. M r. W rightsays 
m any good things in  his letters, bu t some 
of his m istakes are  inexcusable. 1 have 
no quarrel w ith the  departm ent of which 
the  gentlem an is the  head, b u t claim  the 
right to  criticise m isstatem ents made 
over a  signature which , has been mode 
valuable in  the  literary  m arket through 
i ts  connection w ith th a t department.

Tho first tw o  sentences in  th e  closing 
paragraph of the  newspaper article  re ­
ferred to  she a s  follows: "1 believe the 
era  of strikes in  this country  fo r the  pres­
en t p ractically  over. They have been 
expensive educators, exacting large tu i­
tion bills, bu t they have taugh t labor and 
capital each to  respect th e  righ ts of the 
o ther.”

Does the  reader ask. W hat la the 
m atter w ith tha t statement? The 
to r is th a t i t  is not true. On the  day 
tha t Mr. W right penned the  words 
quoted, or tw o weeks either way from 
it. there wore more than 100 strikes on 
in  the  United States. I t is true  many of 
them  were sm all affairs, so fa r  a: 
number involved was concerned, but 
the  principle was the  sam e as if te r  
tim es a s  many persons had been inter­
ested. And how about tho coal miners 
of liuliana, the  telegraphers of th e  south 
and southw est, the  Fall R iver opera- 
tivesfthe  Indianapolis stree t c a r men 
all of whom wore engaged in  strikes 
which Mr. W right's agents and clerks 
will classify as "im portant?"

Do you ask , W hat does i t  m a tte r  i f  Mr. 
W right is in error? I t m atters much. 
Leaving ou t the  point th a t a  depart­
ment whose head is so poorly informed 
on a  question direc tly  related to  i t  m ust 
fail in  obtaining conBdence and  support, 
the  w orking people have ju s t cause to  
complain o f any  s ta tem ent w hich tends 
to  Create tho  impression th a t tho labor 
question is alm ost solved. W hile the 
intelligent w orkingm an understands 
tha t th e  emancipation of labor m ust be 
accomplished through its  own efforts, 
be fully  realizes the  assistance th a t may 
bo and is rendered by tho sympathy 
and co-operation of th a t largo class 
which Is not understood by the  word 
w orkingm an, os we use it, and it  is an 
im portant pa rt o f the  w ork o f  labor or­
ganizations to  keep th a t sym pathy alive. 
N othing tends more to  do th is than the  
knowledge th a t conditions compel work­
ingmen to  qu it work and lay down their 
breadwinning tools.

W hen Mr. W right, who should know 
w hat ho is ta lking abont, says " the  era 
of strikes is p ractically  over," tho unin­
form ed or only partially  informed reader 
na tura lly  concludes th a t labor is "prac­
tically" contented, and th a t tho lion and 
tho lam b havo kissed and made i t  all up. 
T he tru th  is th a t, with some few excep­
tions, whore trades have obtained reduc­
tions in hours of labor, the  conditions in 
the  field of labor are  as deplorable as 
they were ten  years ago, and in  some 
even worse. T ho "era  of strikes" Is not 
over and it  does no t show signs o f soon 
ending, and the  conditions which make 
strikes a re  little  improved.

IN THE LAND OF PROMISES.

Deluded Would Be Americans Who A n  
Victims ol New York's Bweeters.

The sw eaters and the  sweated?
Their sto ry  forma one of the  most ro­

m antic and painfnl chapters in  the  his­
tory of labor. Like Uauquo's ghost, this 
lam entable story "w ill not down." It 
rises again and  again, c rying for a tten ­
tion a gainst m onstrous Injustice.

The g reat, rich and powerful c ity  of 
New York m ust learn w hat Iniquities, 
w hat oppressions, w hat tyrannies are  
practiced within its boundaries. The 
pnblicforgetssoeasilyl Eighteen months 
ago it  was ready to  weep over the  woes 
of the  complaining cloakmukera. Today 
it  scarcely remembers the ir  existence 
save when It sees ono of the  pale faced, 
heavy eyed slaves of to irh a lf  asleep In a 
corner of a  horse car, or wandering aim ­
lessly on the  Bowery of an evening—so 
stupefied by the  possession of a  little  
leisure tha t he does not know w hat to  do 
w ith I t

Yet since the  grea t cloakmakers 
s tr ike  the  evil of “sw eating" has been 
growing rapidly, sim ply bocanse every 
week a  now arm y of helpless immt 
gran ts , refugees from  oppression else 
where, has presented itself, asking for 

work for bread."
These refugees num ber nearly  50.000 

in the  metropolis today. They occupy 
and monopolize whole qua rte rs of the 

oast side." They have come to stay 
G reat indeed most bo the ir desire to 

become American citizens if  they persist 
settling down where nothing is offer­

ed them  but crash ing  toil a t  derisive 
wages.

They were told w hen they turned 
the ir backs on the ir homes and set out 
across tho storm y A tlantic th a t they 
would find an earth ly  paradise in Amor- 

In  the  picturesque language of 
Joseph Barondeas. the ir prophet and 
loader, "N oth ing  can persnade the  ref 
ogee who is s tarting  for A m erica that 
ho will not find the streets paved with 
gold, and th a t roasted qnails will not Hy 
into his m outhl" N ot even a  letter f 

w orkm an who has been through  a 
sw eating experience would prevent the 
poor people from  se tting  forth. Have 
they no t been told all th e ir lives tha t 
America is the  “ land of promise?"

Judging  from  the  conversation of 
some of tho  50,000 now here, they have 
lost the ir illusions and have cpme to 
consider A m erica as th e  land o r  prom ­
ises—ill kep t

cross the  A tlantic, Seeing from  tho 
w rath  of czar or emperor, to  fancy one'i 
self sailing to  a  new A tlan tis or to  tbi 
Hesperidos, where life is a  perpetual do- 
ligbt—and then to  land in H ester s tree t1. 
The downfall m ust be startling .

And these people," says Mr. Baron- 
s, “ w ith few exceptions, w ere fairly 

well to  do a t  home. They were 
herded in  sm all and unsavory rooms and 

polled to  work from tw elve to 
teen hours daily  fo r a  miserable pittance. 
Each worked a t ta iloring in  his or her 
own homo, and a lthough they did not 
receive h igh wages, it  m ust be remem 
bered th a t one dollar in Russia w ill buy 
more than five dollars in  New York city 
—especially when everything has to  bo 
bought in  sm all quantities."

Mr. Joseph Barondess is coming to  the 
fron t again. Ho is one of those intense 
and earnest na tures w hich cannot endnre 
Inactivity so long a s  there is w rong to  
righted. As a  leader of his people 
hod some harsh experiences, and doubt­
less m ade some m istakes a t the  tim e of 
the  lost cloakmakers strike. But 
did not discourage him. for beyond 
present d reary panoram a of toil and 
privation, of injustice  and slavery 
sees tho promised land. "These people 
a re  all here to  become Americans," 
says, and it  helps them  through  tb 
troubles to  th ink  th a t they are  acquiring 
right and  title  in  the  great republic 
which has received them  so harshly 

A  representative o f The Journal spent 
an hour in  conversation with Mr. Baron 
dess the other day, and became convlm-ed 
of the  sincerity  of the  famous young 
labor leader’s  convictions.—New  York 
JonraaL

T his Is the  a ttitude  of labor in England 
today—detenulnutlon and hope, and both 
a re  very strong at present. It 
qualities which characterize tho great 
emancipation movoment If the  Mi 
comes w hen determ ination still llv< 
w hile hope dies, we shall enter npon a 
period of "civil disorder" w ithout any 
doubt, and we may havo our Robespierre 
B ut tho tim e is not yet. Tho wage 
slaves a re  feeling the ir bondage 
ly, b u t they are  "prisonersof hope." The 
difference botwoen their sufferings and 
the  sufforings of periods o f "civil disor­
der” Is the difference between the  pains 
of purgatory and the  inferno. Ten years 
o f progress on present linos will work a 
peaceful revolution in th is country 
Shall we have ten years of It?

1 wish 1 could think  I was wrong In 
m y estim ate of the  condition of things 
In America, Since living there, some 
years ago, 1 have regarded England 
in  a more hopeful condition than  ' 
United Statoe, and I regard it so today 
bu t still more strongly.—John  Trevor

And 
then  If a  labortng,m an wishes to  buy a 
homo and g o u  81,000 secured by m ort­
gage. he takes ou t ten  shares a t  30 cent* 
per share, each  week be will pay 82 
principal, th e  same on Interest and pre­
mium (of 5 per cen t premium) 
make 82 more, making 84 per week. Now 
then  If paym ents a re  demanded weekly, 
In de fau lt of which he Is liable to  a  fine, 
suopose he Is taken  sick and c a n 't  earn 
these paym ents for a  num ber of weeks 
he will w ake some fine m orning and 
find he has no  home, while If the  
paym ent of In terest could be raised 
each six m onths he Is no t obliged to  pay 
on principal or have no home In th e  old 
way.

My advice, according to  experience Is,

Dinner, which is eaten  a t 1, is al­

w ays a  good, substan tia l m eal, and 
am ple justice  is done to  i t  a fte r  the 
ra the r th in  breakfast. No study is al­
lowed dnring  the  hour and a  ha lf fol­
lowing dinner. A ll who are  well enough 
m ust join in  tho  public games, which 
for the  m ost p a rt a re  played w ith great 
sp irit a nd  keenly enjoyed.

A t 8 o'clock the  studies commence 
again, nnd class and lecture or prepara­
tion for them , w ith half ad hour's rest 

un til 7 o r  ha lf past, when 
th ir ty  m inutes are  given to  prayer and 
th e  reading of the  life of some saint. 
A fter the  prayers all go to  the  refectory 
for supper, w hich, like dinner, is eaten 
in  silence, broken only by the  voice of 
the  reader, who reads a loud some bio­
graphical or historical work.

A fter supper there is recreation, and 
a t  foreign colleges th is  is a lw ays the  
favorite hour of th e  day. A nd very 
p leasant i t  is  to  hear the  fresh young 
voices and  m erry hearted la ughter echo­
ing  a long tho  college cloisters.

A t A th e  b ig  bell rings o u t again  for 
the  la s t tim e th a t day , and  n t i ts  first 
peal th e  ta lk  and laugh a re  hushed, the  
groups break  up, all—professors and 
church students alike—m ake the ir way 
to  the  church for n igh t prayers. Prayers 

the  points fo r the  nex t morning's 
m editations a re  read o u t, and a fte r  the  
yinging of a  hym n all retire  to  a  well 
earned rest, which in  m ost cases is only 
too soon distu rbed  by tho noisy clanging 
of th e  grea t Ijell in  th e  early  morning. 

the work is  hard.
Of course, every day is n o t a  study 

day. Sunday is  alw ays, m ore or less, a 
day of rest, and  a t  least one afternoon 
every week is devoted to  outdoor recre­
ation.

Y et, In spite of occasional play days,
; they are  called, and the  holidays tw ice 
year, the  life  is  ha rd  enough. I t  m ast 

necessarily go on  for some dozen years 
before th e  s tuden t le called up for ordi 
nation. The life of a  Catholic priest is

I saw 
rags th a t w ere the  sport of ribald  winds, 
a nd  behind th e  rags ware tender flesh 
and benumbed and breaking hearts. I 
saw w an t and misery and  their sister, 
care, evermore the  companion piece to 
good old fashioned w intry w eather. 1 
saw  an everpresent background of da rk ­
ness whereon the  diamond splendor of 
zero w eather w as cast in all its glory.

1 saw  a ll this, and felt in my heart to  
question God why should such sharp  
con trasts bo.

The Musical Well of Tacoma.
One of tho most curious w ells in  the 

w est is on tho place of Henry M. Hen­
derson on Oakes avenue. T his well can 
play on a  dozen different musical in­
strum ents a t tho sam e tim e, and has 
done it ,  which is an accomplishment 
th a t no hum an being Is known to pos­
sess. Tho well is about 400 feet deep. 
A t nearly  a ll hours o f  the  day or nigh t

w ind blows up  from  the  bottom  of it  
and  w histles th rough  tho  cracks in  the  
tig h t board covering. W hen tho wind 
does no t b low  o u t i t  seems to  be sucked 
in  by  the  well.

An abundan t supply of good w ater is 
in  th e  well a t all times, and w here the  
w ind  comes from  o r  w here It goes is  a  
m ystery  w hich Mr. Henderson has not 
solved. One day  no t long ago Mr. Hen­
derson collected all the  musical instra- 
m ents he could—am ounting to  eight— 
from  his neighbors nnd friends. Ho 
bored holes in  tho boards covering the  
w ell and  a t  one aperture  placed a  com et, 
a t  ano ther n bass horn, a t  ano ther a  
clarionet, then  a  fife, an immense tin  
hom  about th ree  yards long which he 
had m ade, a  m onth o rgan  nnd other in­
strum ents up  to  th e  num ber mentioned.

One a fte r  another they  hegan to  blow 
as ho p u t them  in. The hoarse growl of 
the  bass horn mingled w ith the  clarion 
tones of the  com et and  clarionet, etc. 
W hen a ll were going the  d in  w as te r­
rible, and the re  did no t seem to be a  
good note sounded. The w ind docs not 
come up from  th e  well in  a  steady blow, 
b u t in  gusts of more or less force, and  it  
w as am using os well as astonishing to 
hear the  old bass a nd  the  nine foot tin  
tube  snort together.—Tacoma Herald.

No Club Skates
OFFICIAL RslLHOAD T H E  CARDS.
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T h . Pinkerton Thngv.
Congressman W atson said, w hen ta lk ­

ing to  a  reporter about his resolution 
calling fo r an investigation of Pinker- 
tonism: "W hen 1 said th a t the  Pinkertons 
m aintain a  standing  arm y  of 85,000 men,
1 take  i t  for g ran ted  th a t the ir claims 
are  true. They have claim ed th a t in  on« 
day they could tu rn  over to  a  big cor 
poration 85,000 men, provided the  place 
where they were to  be congregated 
near any of tho large cities. My a tten ­
tion  w as first a ttrac ted  to  th is g rea t evil 
a t  the  tim e of the  Missouri Pacific rail­
road strike. D uring th a t period the 
Pinkertons advertised for men and  in 
the  advertisem ent i t  w as s ta ted  th a t only 
men w ho had  courage and m eant busi­
ness need apply. T his is th e  only quali­
fication th a t th e  Pinkertons require from 
the ir men. T hey do not c are  w hat their 
character m ay be, and th e  chances are 
they would prefer a  lo t of rad ians and 

h characters, m any of them  un­
doubtedly being ex-convicts.

The c lass of men they employed dur­
ing  the  Missouri Pacific strikes in  Mis­
souri and again  dnring  the  New  York 
Central strikes in  New  York-were men 
belonging to  th e  w orst elem ents of so­
ciety. Hero w as M r. Hoxey, then the 
general m anager of the  Missouri Pacific 
system, employing a  la rger force of 
arm ed men than  was controlled by tho 
state. These ruffians showed th a t they 
placed no  value on hum an life, fo r d u r­
ing tho strike  m any innocent people 
w ere killed and  wounded. Every one in  
Now Y ork will rem em ber how an inno­
cent m an was shot down in  tho streets 
o f A lbany by a  P inkerton detective, and 
1 rem em ber th a t during  th is sam e strike  
th a t the  sw eetheart of a  young striker 
while w alking a long the  street w ith  t  
w as shot down by one of th e  villains.

According to  a  report m ade by  the  
B ritish vice consul a t  Berlin the  produc­
tion of an edible fa t from  th e  m arrow  
of the  cocoanut has been carried on for 
th e  last tw o years by a  firm a t  Manne- 
heim, the  process having been discov­
ered th ree  years before by  Dr. Schlinck. 
F actories having tho  sam e object in 
view a re  about to  be established a t  Paris 
and a t  A m sterdam . The nn ts come from 
tho Bouth Sea islands and also from 
c ertain  places on the  A frican  a nd  South 
A m erican coasts.

Tho bu tte r, w hich is sold a t  less than 
half th e  price of ord inary  b u tte r  in  Lon­
don, o r from  th irteen  to  fifteen cen ts per 
pound, contains from  60 to  70 per c e n t 
of f a t and  from  23 to  25 per c e n t o f  or­
ganic m atter. I ts  color is w hite and it  
is  of an agreeable taste , is suitable for 
cooking purposes and  is being purchased 
by tho  poor, who prefer i t  to  m argarine.

Being free from  acid i t  digests with 
g rea ter ease th a n  dairy  bu tte r , and is 
preferable in  other w ays to  the  bad b u t­
te r  w hich too often finds its way to  m ar­
ket. I t  is  also a  more a ttrac tive  com­
pound than  th e  various preparations 
called m argarine, some of which have 
very questionable origin.—G oldthw aite'e 
Geographical Magazine.

No Animals In Ilia Dry Paris of Carrs.
No anim als w hatever a re  found in  the 

dry  pa rts  of caves. Dampness, or a  cer­
ta in  degree o f  moisture, seems to  be es­
sential to  the ir existence. U nder the 
stones one finds w hite, eyeless worms, 
and in  the  dam p soil a round about a re  to  
be discovered blind beetles in  lit tle  holes 
which they excavate and bugs of the 
thousand-leg sort. These thousand-leg 
bugs, which in the  upper world devour 
fragm ents of dead leaves nnd other veg­
etable debris, sustain life in  the  caverns 
by  feeding upon decayed wood, fungus 
growths and bats ' dung. Kneeling iu  a 
beaten path  one can see numbei-s of them 
gathered about hardened drips of tallow  
from  tourists’ candles. There a re  plenty 
of crickets also.—W ashington Star.

TH E FIRST ATTACK

General Alger's Candidacy Draws the Fire of 
the New York Sun-The Charges 

and Counter-Charges.

T he New York Sun T hursday t 
Ing editorially made a  b itter  a ttac k  upon 
General Alger's w ar record, the  point of 
which Is contained In tho following par­
agraphs:

In September, 1864, Colonel Alger and 
his regim ent were In tho  Shenandoah 
valley tak ing  p a rt In Sheridan's great 
raid  against Juba l E arly . A bout the 
first of th a t month Colonel Alger ap­
plied fo r ten  day’s leave of absence. The 
application was disapproved and re­
turned by his division commander, Gen. 
Wesley M erritt, because of tho  active 
operations then  In progress. Upon the 
retu rn  of his application for leave,disap­
proved, Colonel Alger le ft his regimen 
and w en tthe  W ashington w ithout leave 
There he procured a  detail on court m ar­
tial du ty  In th a t city. T h is fac t wi 
ported to  G eneral M erritt, w ho reported 

tu rn  to  G eneral Sheridan, who 
brought the m a tte r  to  the  atten tion  of 

var departm ent, recommending th a t 
Colonel Alger be dishonorably dls- 
hargod from th e  service fo r beiog ab 
ot w ithout leave. In  consequence of 

th a t recommendation from Philip  H. 
Sheridan, Col Russoll A. Alger was dis­
charged from the  service on Sept. 29 

T ho record does no t read th a t he 
"dishonorably discharged." The 

punishm ent recommended by General 
Sheridan was softened, and he 

erely discharged. T he Incident 
Inated his military career. A fter the 
a r  was over he procured In some way 
10 brevet of brigadier general and 
a jo r general of volunteers. These facts 
•e no t sta ted  In th e  c u rren t biographi­

cal sketches rela ting  to  Gen. Russell

In  reply to  The Sun G eneral Alger In 
yesterday's D etroit T ribune published 
the following:

" I  was honorably discharged from the 
service and  was no t dismissed as stated. 
On Aug. 25, 1864, a t  Shepherdstown, 
Va , on the  Potomac, where we had en­
gaged the  enemy, and were driven 
across the  river by superior force, I  was 
ordered to  cover the  crossing w ith ray 
regiment. General Custer had crossed 
a t  the  hoad of the  brigade. I  effected 
the cross and was the  last man to  ford 
the  river. For sovoral days I  had been 
111, b u t on duty. I  w ent Into camp that 
night, and no t being able to  m arch thi- 
ooxt m orning was sen t with o thers who 
were sick to  the  hospital a t  Annapolis, 
Md. A fter rem aining the re  a  few days 
and recovering sufficiently to  bo around 
tho camp I  was detailed on court m ar­
tial a t  W ashington, where I  reported 
and served a  little  time and resigned as 
I was no t able to  en ter the  field and did 
not like cou it m artial service. I  never 
heard a word of G eneral Custer's recom­
mendation until during the  Chicago con­
vention In 1888, where my friends te le­
graphed me there was some question 
about my military record. I  telegraphed 
back th a t it  was absolutely false. 1 
never heard a  word directly  or 
indirectly up  to  th a t date, al­
most tw onty-four years, th a t then- 
had been any such recommendation, 
which I  found afterw ards, to  my sur­
prise, was true. I  never had any more 
suspicion th a t I  was no t regularly sent 
to the hospital th a n  anything Improba­
ble on earth . T here  was never a  more 
cruel or un just a c t committed by man 
I served th ree  years; participated In slx- 
ty-slx ba ttles and skirmishes; was pro- 
uioted to  all grades from capta incy to 
colonel and was brevetted brigadier and 
m ajor general w ithout my application. 
I was never absen t from my command a 
moment except on account of w ounds or 
sickness. I  never received a  censure 
from my superior officer In any way. 
shape or m anner during th e  w ar. Had 

n of the  existence of such a  docu­
ment during the  lives of G eneral Sherl- 

wbo was a lways a  personal friend, 
and G eneral Custer, who alw ays claimed 

lend and visited me frequently,
I could easIIvTiave had tho  record cor­
rected; bu t when I first heard o f Gene­
ral Sheridan was on bis death  bed and 
unable to  see any  one and G eneral Cus 

r was dead.
"Along In Ju n e  and Ju ly , 1864, Gen­

eral Custer requested me several times 
have his brother Thomas appointed 
a  lieutenant In my regim ent, as he 

wished to have him servo on his staff 
As he d id ho t belong to  my regim ent 1 
declined, and In a  ho t conversation 
about It ono day he told me I  would re 

me day. I  said to  him I would 
ra the r resign than  to have an outsider 
promoted Into my regjm ent w hen I  had 
deserving men yet In the  ranks. He 
afterw ard prevailed upon Col. J .  H 
Kidd of th e  Sixth Michigan cavalry, 
now of Ionia, Mich., to  do the  same, 
which he did and has alw ays regretted 
It. These facts are  known to General 
Kidd.

" If  you will e xam ine.the record of the 
w ar departm ent and the  recommenda­
tions made for my promotion there, by 
my superior officers a t  several different 
limes, from General Custer to  General 
G rant, you will see w hat was thought of 

never knew  or suspected tha t 
tbero was the  sligh test question about 

being properly sen t with th e  large 
number of sick and  wounded 
Annapolis, and, as I  said, on General 
Custer's recommendation. If  he knew 
tho facts, I t was one of th e  most cruel 
outrages th a t was ever perpetrated  upon 
a  soldier. I dislike very much to say 
any th ing  against a  dead soldlor, but 
these are  tho facts, and a  reading of the 
records will prove th a t  one statem ent 
made by General Custer concerning my­
self In th a t docum ent cannot be true, 
for he sta tes th a t I  tried to  absent my­
self during th e  year, and yet, bu t a few 
weeks before I  le ft th e  service, and 
when we were In th e  valley, he recom­
mended me very strongly for promatlon.
It was a  g rea t wrong committed upon 
me and my family.

There are  a  g rea t m any articles le ft in

A  Pullm an 
porter said: "W e  are  required to  tu rn  
every article  we find in  the  cars over to 
the  company. These articles are  labeled 
a n d  laid away in  a  building especially 
constructed.

of the  gu lf stream  is a  little  fish th a t 
makes its  nest in  the weeds. For its  
own protection from  enemies, i t  is made 
so like the  weeds themselves, being or­
ange colored w ith  w hite spots, th a t one 
cannot detect the  scaly anim al w ithout 
actually  taking a  handfu l of the  vege­
table stuff In  w hich i t  seeks shelter and 
scrutinizing i t  The fish builds its  nest 
by binding together bunches of the  gu lf 
weed w ith long, sticky gelatinous strings. 
Its  eggs are  laid  in  a  cavity. I ts  very fins 
are flngershaped, counterfeiting the  form 
of the  weed fronds. T hey are  more like 
hands than  fins, and are  actually  em­
ployed for w alking through  the  seaweed, 
ra th e r  than  for swimm ing. The fish 
utilizes them  also in  pu tting  together its 
nests.

The grea t gulf curren t, in  its course 
northw ard along the  A tlan tic  coast and 
around the  great c ircu it th a t form s w ith 
its eddy the  famous Sargasso sea 
marine grasses, carries along w ith  it  
endless stream  of life in  connection with 
the  gu lf weed which floats upon it  
"windrow s." The Weeds, of varied 
kinds, bring  w ith  them from the  tropics 
creatures m ultifarious, conveyed by the 
m ighty river of w arm  w ater through the  
m idst of the  colder ocean. Most of them  
diew hen thecoolerlatitudes are  reached 
and  thus i t  happens th a t th e  larva) of 
m any form s are  found on th e  shores of 
N antucket and  elsewhere in  places to  
which the  a d u lt anim als are  unknown. 
They never live to  g row  up.

The floating gu lf weed is literally 
crowded w ith life. One cannot pick up 
a  piece th a t does no t carry  many shrim ps 
or p raw ns of d ifferent kinds as passen­
gers. There are  crabs, too, sm all and 
bigger, w hich m ostly im itate  the  grasses 
in  the ir  coloring. Of sm aller Crustacea 
there are  numerous species, such 
so called " sea  fleas” and barnacles. 
Barnacles are  Crustacea which have ui 
dergone a  "re trograde  metamorphosis, 
as i t  is term ed, having been free swim 
m ers in  the  early  stage of the ir  existence. 
They, too, take passage on the  seaweed 
rafts and voyage to  th e  land of nowhere, 
seeking the ir fortune.

In  the  gulf weed also is  an infinite 
num ber of mollusks, some w ith  shells 
and others w ithout any. A mong the 
la tte r  are  the  "seaslogs," resem blingthe 
garden slugs, dovonrers of plants, which 

true  mollusks also. A nother mollusk 
often  picked np among the  gu lf weeds

the  beautifu l argonaut, a  cephalopod, 
celebrated in  m ythic story. I t  is  only 
the  female argonaut th a t is interesting, 
T he male has no shell, and is very sm all 
comparatively.

There a re  lots of curious m arine 
worm s among the  g u lf  weed, such as 
the  "sea  centipedes,” abundant in  the 
W est Indies, which have long detach­
able bristles th a t sting  th e  hand like 
nettles*when the  anim al is incautiously 
grasped. These worms hide in  crevices 
of floating driftwood. The la tte r  floats 
until destroyed by  the  boring of the  ship 
worm s th a t a ttack  it ,  meanw hile afford­
ing  a  lodgm ent for barnacles and l ittle  
Crustacea. Sm all fishes follow the 
pieces o f driftw ood as they are  carried 
along by  the  current, feeding upon both 
Crustacea and barnacles, w hile many 
seabirds slrim about depending for their 
meals upon the  same small animals. 
There is  a  species o f  crayfish, too, found 
in  th e  weed th a t m akes a  curious click­
ing  noise w ith  its claws.

W hat most people call th e  " fru it”  or 
“seed pods" of the  gulf weed are  sim ply 
lit tle  a ir  vessels designed for the  purpose 
of keeping these interesting  vegetables 
afloa t Microscopic creatures called 
“ brivzoa” weave around the 
bcrs a  delicate lacework, w hich often 
rem ains in  shape a fte r  the  vegetable 
m a tte r  has decayed away and disap­
peared, thus form ing exquisite filamen 
tons capsules. However, these a re  only 
a  few  of th e  passengers th a t journey  by 
the  p a th  of the  gu lf s tream  on  ra f ts  of 
d rifting  weeds.—New York Sun.

Cleaning Car Wheels.
Very efficient work is  now being done 

in  various departm ents by  the  use o f  the 
sand b last. One o f th e  la test applica­
tions is  to  th e  cleaning of car wheels. 
The wheel, a fte r  being carefully soaked, 
is rolled in to  a  sm all cham ber, where it 
stands in  a  vertical position. The tread 
of tho wheel stands on rollers, which a 
moved by.gearings so th a t the  wheel 
slowly revolved w ithout changing i 
position.
