He Will Introduce Two Bllli-One Will For- 
frit Serrn Million Aorrr, iho Other About 

Fortr-thrce Billion Acrci-The Jui- 
Uce of the Ucunro.

Washington , Feb. IS.—R epresenta­
tive Snow la very much In earnest about 
his bill to  fo rfeit th e  unearned  land 
g ran ts  now In th e  possession of tho  rail­
roads. Ho recognizes th a t the re  will be 
a  powerful lobby against It, as the re  has 
been in  each of th e  la s t tw o congresses; 
b u t ho believes th a t  th is Is a  year In 
which tho  lobby will no t exorcise th a t 
power which has usually steered things 
In th e  desired direction.

Moreover, his bill differs from tho 
others In th a t  Instead of providing for 
th e  forfeitu re  of all lands unearned  at 
th e  tim e speclQod In th e  g ra n t th e  for­
feitu re  shall Include only those lands 
which a t  th e  tim e of th o  passage of tho 
bill shall rem ain unearned. T he num­
ber of acres Included In the  form er bills 
touched tho  50,000,000 m ark.
Snow's bill will cover only 7,000, 
acres.

' “T here  can bo no legitim ate excuse 
fo r th e  failu re  to  pass such a  bill," he 
ssld  today. " T h e  railroads can not 
sa tisfactorily  explain w hy they have not 
earned them  and m ake congress believe 
th a t  th e  lands should no t be forfeited. 
Influences which were po ten t last sea 
son will no t be po ten t th is session. And 
though I fully apprecia te  th a t the re  will 
be a  strong  objection raised and a  vigor­
ous fight made to  defeat my bill, ye t Us 
inna te  Justice will compel favorable ac 
tlon; th a t Is, If th e  members a c t accord 
log to  th e ir  convictions, and  I think 
th a t  they  w ill."

“ I  will Introduce ano ther providing 

for th® forfeiture of all lands unearned 
a t  th e  tim e specified In th e  g ran t. T hat 
bill will Include abou t <3,000.000 of 
acres. T hey were no t earned, and  tha t 
being so the re  Is no  more reason why 
railroads should be freed from the ir ob­
ligations th a n  Individuals. I  am ; 
enemy of tho railroads, b u t I like 
fa ir  play. T he unearned  lands belong 
to  tho  people and th e  people should have
them ."  ________ ___________

A Dynamite Proof Train.
An interesting  m anufacturing  process 

has ju s t been w itnessed by a  special 
commission in  the  Alexandrowski works 
of tho Societe Franco-RueSe. Two im­
perial trains were to  be constructed, tho 
carriages of w hich were to  be lined w ith 
steel p lating. For th is purpose sheota 
of very large size aud  in  n single piece 
wero required. The A lexandrowski 
Steel w orks devised a  method of obtain­
ing  from  a n  ingot sheets sixty feet long 
and four feet \vido in  one piece, and thus 
solved a  very difficult m anufacturing 
problem. M. Mttrizier, m anager of the 
steel w orks, s ta te s  th a t the  sheets could 
no t have been produced by any o th e r  
establishm ent in  Russia. Tho success­
fu l issue o f  th e  con tract is largely owing 
to  the  possession of a  tr ip le  cylinder en­
gine o f 2,000 horse power.—Mechanical 
World.

a pparently , w ith no inconsiderable de­
gree of success, on tho  tre llis  work 
w hich supports them.

As Ls common in Ita lian  private  resi­
dences, w hat wo ordinarily  describe a t 
home a s  tho ground floor is given up  to 
the  servants and  tho domestic offices of 
tho establishm ent. A  broad staircase 

loft of tho entrance , on either 
side of w hich, fixed in  tho w all, is  a  frag­
m ent of sculpture from  N ineveh. leads 
in to  a  hall of noble proportions which 
divides th e  house Itself into tw o une­
qual parts.

Hero >:rown- T hey  are  used a s  money in  buy­
ing and selling, and aro  accepted by  the 
governm ent in  paym ent o f  L ues. The 
red feathers a re  obtained from  tho  most 
abundant bird of the  islands, th e  Dre- 
ponis cocci non.

In th e  "m illion dollar m antle" the 
feathers a re  p laced so as to  overlap, thus 
giving a  smooth surface to  the  exterior 
of tho cloak. The upper and lateral 
borders of tho  m antle aro decorated with 
a lternate  tu f ts  o f red, yellow and black 
feathers, b n t only on  the  m argin aro  tho 
black feathers used, which are  obtained 
from  tho Uho. In  tho  cen torof the  m antle 
is a  large croscont shaped figure o f yel­
low feathers, surrounded by a  be lt of red 
which blends in  tho m iddle o f tho^ bolt 
on either side w ith  a  succeeding strfpe of 
red , th e  onter m arg ins of which 
vided by tw o wedge shaped processes 
of yellow.

From th is last named figure on  e ither 
side to  tho  circum ferences a re  alternate  
parallel stripes of yellow and red  about 
six inches broad. The upper circum ­
ference of the  cloak, whoro it  fastens 
about the  nock, is  about tw enty  inches, 
th e  lower one being seven o r  seven and 
a  half feet, th u s  form ing a  c loak capable 
of am ply enveloping a  very large per­
son. The m antle Ls protected by a  hand­
some case and its beauty advantageously 
displayed by  a  background of blue vel­
v e t

There a re  tw o o the r capes in  th e  col 
lection, very m uch sm aller,- and two 
boas. The larger of the  capes Ls little  
more than a  collar, Its upper and lower 
circum ferences being bn t seventeen and 
sixty-six inches, respectively. The entire 
body is  of yellow fea thers, having but 
tw o sm all crescents of red in  the  center.

T he rem aining cape, virtua lly  
one. has- only tw o sm all designs of yel­
low  feathers and consequently Is much 
less valuable.

frs. Anna Montagu Cruelly Tortures Her 
Little 5-Year-Old Dasghter and Strangles 

Her to Death-The Wicked Mother 
Arrested and Imprisoned.

T he use and  application of metal work 
and decoration, both a s  fixtures for ap­
pliances and useful domestic articles, 
are  very ancient. We Bud records of 
bronze being extensively used by the 
G reeks and Romans, Greece especially 
bringing the  a rts  of working bronze to 
perfection.

R obert M ontagu, was committed for 
tria l th is m orning on the  charge of 
causing the  death  of her daughter, Mary 
Helen Montagu, a  child only 3 years of 
age.

T he ba re  details of th e  affair are 
known a t  p resent as th e  g rea tes t efforts 
have been made to  keep the  m atter 
c re t and to  shield as fa r  as possible the  
Im portant family Involved, b u t the  crime 
Is of such a  shocking na tu re  th a t  the  
servants, neighbors and o thers Insisted 
th a t Justice should be done, and there 
seems to  be a  prospect th a t a  lady of the 
M ontagu fam ily may m eet death  a t 
th e  hangm an's hand. From the  ac­
counts of the  affair th a t have reached 
here, I t seems th a t th e  poor child, for 
some Infan t escapade, was locked up  In 

da rk  room a s punishm ent by her gov­
erness, who Informed th e  m other, Mrs. 
Montagu, of the  child’s  offense and of 
the  punishm ent she  had meted ou 
her fo r It.

T he m other appears to  have become 
so enraged a t  her little  daughter's 
duc t th a t  she resolved to  punish her 
still more severely, and going to  the 
da rk  room In which the  child had been 
confined by the  governess, Mrs. Mon­
tagu tied her baby daughter's arm s be­
hind her back w ith some stou t twine 
which c u t deeply Into th e  child’s tender 
limbs, and, no t satisfied w ith th is severe 
trea tm ent, she connected th e  end 
th is siring  about the  child 's arm s t 
ring In the  w all, h a lf stringing her up 
and half fastening her to  th e  wall In 
der, apparently , to  prevent her from 
moving about w hile she  was under pun 
Ishment.

T he child cried piteously to  be re ­
leased, promising amid heart-rending 
sobs never to  offend again, but the 
m other's h e a r t was steeled against her 
baby's p rayers fo r m ercy, and she went 
away and locked th e  door behind her, 
leaving the  child alone In the  dark

A fter the  m other left the  child In the  
position mentioned, the  cries grew 
fain ter and then  ceased entirely . Those 
who noticed th a t the  child had cqased cry­
ing came to  the  conclusion th a t she had 
become reconciled to  her Imprisonment 
In the  da rk  room ana th a t she had con­
cluded th a t  th e  less noise she made the 
sooner she would bo placed a t  liberty. 
T hree  hours passed before anybody went 
to th e  da rk  room to see If she wanted 
any th ing  o r If she was safe.

Several knocks a t  the  door failed to 
obtain a  reply from the  child. The door 

opened and little  Mary was seen, 
huddled up under th e  ring In the  wall,
’ er pretty  curls covering her face,which 
ras hanging downward, the  body being 
pheld by th e  cruel string  fastened 

around her a rm s and secured to  the  ring 
referred to. T he face was horribly dis­
colored and distorted and a  fu rther ex­
am ination showed th a t the  child had 

:en choked to  death.
T he house was soon alarmed and 

medical a ttendance  was sen t for, bu t all 
efforts to  bring th e  child back to  life 
proved fruitless. T he m other and gov­
erness were In despair, bu t the  physi­
cians, servan ts and  neighbors who heard 
of th e  affair were furiously Indignant 
against th e  cruel m other and Insisted 
th a t justice should bo done. T he result- 
was th a t the  police were Informed of the 
trag ic  death  and Mrs. M ontagu was 
taken  Into custody. She sobbed bitterly 
and again and again asserted th a t she 
bad no Intention of tak ing  the  child’s 
life, th a t she was u tterly  broken-hearted 
a t w hat had occurred and th a t her sole 
object In fastening th e  child to  the  wall 
was to  prevent her from kicking a t  the 
door of th e  room In which she had been 
confined and  so disturbing everybody In 
the house. Mrs. M ontagu's explana 
tlons, however, did not satisfy the  po­
lice, nor did they satisfy the  police mag­
istra te. Despite the  efforts of her Influ­
ential relatives and friends Mrs. Mon­
tagu was committed for tria l without

In some of the  everyday 
life women exhibit m uch more moral 
courage than men.

Does she a c t as i f  she were asham ed of 
herself? Does she seek to  avoid the 
glances tha t a re  bestowed upon her by 
hiding her face behind a  newspaper? 
N ot a  b it of i t  She doesn't le t her con­
science make a  cow ard of her. She 
looks the  people about her square in  the 
eyes w ithout flinching. She says, or 
ra th e r  seems to  say, "W ell, 1 know th a t 
you don 't like i t ;  bu t w hat are  you go­
ing to  do about it?"
