ORDER WITH GUNS

Prtcanllom Takm to Prevent Ambnih- 
Tbe Jail an Overmln a  Motion fora JoiIko 

Pro Tern ami the Prlaonera WU1 Be 
Placed on Trial Tneadaj.

Arkai.on , Kaa., Fob. 81.—E ver since 
th e  memorable morning of Ja n . 5, 1892, 
when th e  bullet-perforated body of Sam 
Dunn, Seward county 's murdered sheriff, 
was carried up  Into th e  cou rt room a t 
Springfield, and since the  a rre s t of the  
a ll men held for tr ia l, w ho a re  all 
Springfield men, th e  sm all num ber of 
clanlsh people who still cling to  th e  for* 
lorn ham let have looked upon every 
stranger as a  detective, and to  the  weary 
trave le r who has been un fortunate  
enough to  have to  s tay  w ith them  over 
nigh t they  have appeared to  be In­
formed exclusively a s  to  the  w eather. A 
guard  has been kep t about th e  tow n a t 
night, because, as s ta ted  by the  wife of 
Postm aster K line of Spring, they feared 
the  people would come In and  burn It.

T h rea ts  had  been made by friends and 
relatives of th e  prisoners to the  effect 
th a t  Ju d g e  B otkin would never be al­
lowed to  hold cou rt In Springfield af aln. 
U ln ton , fa th e r  of one of the  prisoners 
and from whom the  con test cou rt had 
taken  th e  sheriff's office, declared th a t 
he would ta k e  possession of th a t office If 
he had to  walk over dead bodies to  get 
It. N umerous o the r th rea ts  were made, 
bu t Ju d g e  Botkin Monday m orning pre­
pared to  go to  Springfield and open 
court.

T h irty  deputy sheriffs were detailed by 
Under Sheriff Law rence to  escort the 
Judge to  th e  cou rt house and to  assist If 
necessary Id m aintaining order. The 
police were armed with revolvers and 
W inchester rlfies, and ten  of them , well 
mounted, scoured th e  country  thorough­
ly on e ith e r  side of th e  road In advance 
of th e  rem ainder of the  pa rty , who rode 
In spring wagons In fro n t and In the 
rea r of th e  buggy which contained 
Judge  Botkin.

As they en tered  Springfield all was 
quiet, and If they  were observed a t all 
It was from windows and kno t holes. 
T he old Janitor of th e  court house had 
manifested bis spite by leaving the 
cou rt room floor covered with dirt, 
scraps of paper and tobacco. As the 
Judse  saw th e  filth he  smiled, threw 
aside his c igar, and  seizing a  broom as- 
aisled th e  under sheriff In cleaning up. 
Court was convened, b u t the  prisoners 
had no t ye t a rrived from Liberal and 
th e ir  cases were passed. T he  day  was 
spent In argu ing  and deciding motions, 
confirming sales, etc  . and the re  were 
few spectators.

T he most no table fea tu re  of Monday's 
proceedings was the  noon meal. “The 
long, rude pine table, used by some law ­
yers to  place books on and by a  certain  
other class to  place th e ir  fee t on, In or 
der, as Judge Botkin Rem arked, " th a t  
th e ir  b rains might run  down Into their 
heads," was cleared off and  th ir ty  d epu­
ties, with the ir rllles banging a t  their 
sides and six-shooters In the ir belts, 
clustered about a  pa latab le  meal. At 
about 4:20 p. m. court adjourned and 
Botkin was escorted back to  A rkalon.

Tuesday m orning when the  cou rt con­
vened th e  prisoners and  th e ir  attorney 
were present and  the ir cases were 
called. Mr. E llis presented a  motion 
for a  Judge pro tern. In th e  case of the  
S ta te  versus B! O rner, based on the 
ground th a t  the  Judge bad expressed an 
opinion as to  bis guilt, w hich motion the 
cou rt sustained w ithout hearing the  a r­
gum ent. T he case against Samuel 
M inton w as then  called. A s im ilar mo­
tion w as presented on his behalf sup­
ported by the  affidavit of th e  accused. 
County A ttorney Beaucham p filed as a 
counter affidavit th a t  of the  Judgeof the 
court, In w hich ho alleges th a t  he had 
never had an unkind feeling tow ard the 
defendant, never had spoken a n  unkind 
word to  him, nor done him a  wrong 
knowingly and w illfully, and In which 
all th e  averm ents In the  defendant' 
affidavit w ere- contradicted. T he mi 
tlon was argued until d a rk , when court 
adjourned.

I t  w as feared th a t In case th e  motion 
for a  Judge pro tern, should be overruled 
on- W ednesday the re  would be more 
trouble and e x tra  precaution was taken 
to  guard  against any  posslb'llty of an 
outbreak . Four deputy sheriffs 
sta tioned a t  the  north  of the  
house s ta irs, w ith orders to  search 
every one who en tered  excepting officers 
pf the  court. Mounted scouts In th e  vi­
cinity of the  tow n made I t Imposslbl 
fo r a mob to  e n te r from any direction 
without being seen long before the ir  a r­
rival. T here  were several little  qua r­
rels on the  stree ts , bu t they 
once checked by deputies.

T he cou rt room was crowded with 
apectators, for It was well known thatJ 
th e  motion for a  pro tern. Judge would 
be passed upon th a t evening. A fter 
listening to  th e  argum ent of counsel the 
Judge calmly rummed up the  substance 
of all th ey  bad said, discussed a t  length 
the  au thority  quoted, and  overruled the 
motion. The case was se t fo r tr ia l next 
T uesday and by consent and order was 
Issued for a special venlr# of 100 Jury­
men. T he num ber of deputies will be 
Increased nex t week and this promises 
to be the  most Interesting term  of court 
ever held In th is county.

Alb a n t , F eb  81.—T he city Is alive 
w ith Dem ocrats tonight. H otels are 
filled, cots and  m attresses occupy par­
lors and d ining rooms, and many will bo 
In luck to  get a  billiard table for a  bed 
tonight. T he red badge of Tam m any 
hall Is seen on every corner.

Reports from counties no rth  and west 
of here Indicate th e  heaviest snow storm 
of the  season, and the  highways have 
been blockaded for a  week and  are  Im­
passable. T he  Taromanyltos are, how- 

, In too good hum or to  mind any­
thing bu t a  cyclone, and a re  making 
th e  best of th e  bad w eather with a  good 
grace. I t  looks ton igh t as If the  Hill 
men would sweep everything before 
them tom orrow  w ith little  If any oppo­
sition. T his Is th e  first tim e In tw enty- 
four years th a t  the re  has been no con­
testing  delegation from New Y ork city. 
Of 384 delegates Hill will have a t least 
371, and m any of th e  rem aining thirteen  
a re  wavering, perhaps on account of 
the  unlucky num ber. George T ra in  of 
Rochester will probably be chosen as 
presiding officer. He has a  good pres- 

a  sonorous voice and has had con­
siderable experience In a  like capacity.

Senator Hill k e p t open house a t  the 
Delaven House all day. Conferences 
have been held between th e  leaders, 

of whom have been In the  city 
since yesterday. No definite programme, 
however, was announced as the  result. 
T he le tte rs  and papers which have lit­
tered the  senator's rooms for some days 
have been cleared away as the  work of 
ge tting delegates Is over, and now It Is 
tim e for th e  "b rass  band."

Considerable opposition to  the  unit 
ru le  h as m anifest Itself, b u t Hill Insists 
th a t th e  delegation to  the  Chicago con­
vention be Instructed for him. Richard 
Croker and H ugh M cLaughlin are  
known to be opposed to  Instructions.

T he present sta te  committee will bo 
reta ined, as most of th e  men are  vete- 

and  up to  all th e  tr ick s of the 
trade. T he delegates a t  large will 
probably be Edw ard M urphy of Troy, 
John  Boyd T hatche r of A lbany, ex- 
Mayor Chapin of Brooklyn and Richard 
Croker of New York. T here  was ta lk  
of Governor Flower as th e  head of the 
delegation, b u t S enator Hill evidently 
th inks the  governor m ight prove a  dan­
gerous com petitor and  his name was 
dropped.

Senator Hill has a  speech prepared to 
deliver In case ho considers It wise. The 
general belief seems to  be th a t  th e  dele­
gates will be unpledged, b u t th a t a reso­
lution will be passed sim ilar to  th e  Til- 
den and Cleveland resolutions calling 
atten tion  to  the  distinguished services 
of Senator Hill. No platform bas been 
onnouncod.and If Senator Hlllm akes his 
speech the re  will probably be none, his 
rem arks standing in  lieu o f a  p la tf -rm.

T he Tam m any delegation will hold a 
convention a t  10 o 'clock tomorrow morn-

g. T he ball where the  convention
III be held Is well suited for th e  pur­

pose and has been e laborately decorated. 
T he telegraph companies will have 
about a  dozen wires In th e  room.

Robert Makwell will probably lead 
th e  Cleveland revolt. N ot since John 
Kelly’s bolt In 1870 has the re  been any 
sp ilt Jn th e  Dem ocratic ranks and this 
bolt Is the  exciting fea ture  of tomorrow 's 
convention.

PAUPER IMMIGRANTS, 

tasures Taken by Other Governments to 
Dump Them on our Shores.

PiB ia, Feb 20.—A. A. H ayes of New 
York, who has for years made th e  em i­
g ration  question a  special study, said to­
day: "A distinguished  Englishm an re- 

n tly  said to  me th a t  the  U nited States 
Is now the  B otany Bay for England." 
So f a r  b ack as 1881 the  land commis­
sioners authorized the  guard ians of the 
poor to  give £200,000 In order to  ship 
paupers to  America. T he U nited States 
governm ent p rotested, b u t th e  paupers 
reached th e  U nited States Ju st the  same. 
One committee sont over 8,000 paupers 
to  th e  U nited S ta te s  between 1882 and 
1880.

A nother agency for the  emigration of 
crim inals Is In London and Is called the 
Pioneers ' Aid society. So fa r  as I know 
they m ake no a ttem p t to  conceal the 
business they are  engaged In The 
Jew ish Board o f G uardians of London 
have shipped, between 1882 and 1880. 
8,429 Hebrew paupers' principally Rus 
slans. I t  seems curious th a t Baron 
H lrsch, a fte r  having made sta tem ents to  
th e  New York H erald th a t bo was 
Ing to  send his Russian Jew  em igrants 
to  th e  A rgentine Republic, should be 
sending them  to the  United States.

Sweden and Germany are  regularly 
sending the ir crim inals to  America. 
U ntil recentlv Switzerland did the  same, 
and  It requires all the  vigilance of the 
A merican consuls In Sw itzerland to  pre­
v en t It. As to  Italy , I t Is notorious th a t 
th e  w orst crim inals of th a t coun­
try  a re  assisted to  emlgato to  the 
U nited States, and the ir num ber Is rap­
idly increasing.

An evening 
paper says It 1« reported th a tth o  friends 
of W alter B. E arle , a  former patien t of 
the  Institute, who died Insane a fte r 
dorgolng the  trea tm e n t and being dis­
charged "cu red"  of his Intem perate 
habits, a re  going to  m ake things lively 
fo r the  Keeley people.

T hey  claim th a t E arle’s  death  was di­
rectly caused by the  bl-chlorldo of gold 
trea tm ent, a re  making arrangnm ents to 
bring an action for $10,000 damages 
against Dr. Keeley and his associates.

G arza revolutionist Is In the  custody, 
the  deputy U nites S tates m arshal hav- 
'n g  today arrested  Ju a n  Antonio Flores. 
Flores Is a  prom inent ranchm an of Z a­
patas county, and besides furnishing 
G arza w ith money and supplies, was 
with him In the  fight near Mler. Mex­
ico. He was convicted by the  Federal 
grand  Jury a t  Brownsville for violation 
of the  neu tra lity  law aud was nabbed 
while here on ostensibly private business.

The occasion of the  dedication of St. 
Mary's German parochial school yester­
day afternoon w as an auspicious one, 
especially In Germ an Catholic circles.

T he magnificent building Is situated  on 
T u rner s treet, between F irs t and Sec 
ond streets, and Is Immediately north  of 
St. M ary’s church. I t  Is composed of 
w hite brick w ith w hite sandstone trim ­
mings, 71x76 fee t In size, th ree  stories 
high, with a  commodious a ttic  and large 
basement, and cost $16,000 completed.

T he money was alt raised by subscrip- 
in ,  and In accordance w ith the  in­

s tructions of Bishop R ich ter of the  dlo- 
th e  building m ust be free from debt 

before I t Is used.
T he new edifice takes the  place of the 

fram e s truc tu re  on Broadway, which 
first occupied seventeen years ago. 

F or th e  first few years the  school was 
under the  Immediate charge of a  male 
teacher, bu t th e  many fights and skir­
m ishes th a t wore Indulged In between 
the  pupils of the  Old Stone Union school 
and those of th e  parochial school made 
I t necessary to  place sisters In charge, 
and a lthough th e  trouble did not Im­
m ediately cease, th e  Influence of the 
good sisters began to  have Its effect and 
tho trouble w as finally brought to  a 
close. A fter a  continuous service of 
fourteen years th e  s isters have cause to 
rejoice a t  the  fru its  of the ir labor.

T he first step tow ard tho erection of 
the  present s truc tu re  was taken  about 

year and a  ha lf ago when the  follow­
ing bulldlpg committee was chosen: 
Messrs. F. E. Pnlte, Charles Schmidt. 
A nton Brogger, F. W. Berles and Joseph 
Oppenhelm.

Tho gentlem en were assiduous In 
the ir labor, and yesterday w itnessed the 
crowning of the ir work.

T he line of m arch was taken  up from 
the  Casino, th e  Catholic club house and 

posed of tho  following Catholic 
o rganizations headed by a  b and of mu­
sic: S t A lbertus society, St. Casslmon 
society, St. H yacinth society. B ranch 81 
O. M. B. A., B ranch 15 C. M. B, A., 
B ranch 48 C. M. B. A. and St. Joseph so­
ciety. T he procession was under the  
supervision of tho following mounted 
m arshals: F ra n k  P la tte , B  O ttenw est, 
W. Voss, Charles Drnoko, William Henze 
and A ndreas Bott.

T he long line of people w earing re­
galias began to  move a t  8 o’clock and 
proceeded to  St. Andrew 's cathedral 
w here Bishop R ichter and F a the rs  Ben- 
nlng and F rlncke  were escorted to  a 
carriage  and Joined the  procession, 
which moved to  St. M ary's church 
w here vespers was held. A fter vespers 
F a th e r  Schmidt, pastor of the  church, 
m arched down th e  aisle holding aloft a 
large cross. Imm ediately In h is rear 
were four a lta r  boys followed by F a th ­
ers C lark and  Pulcher. T hey  proceeded 
the  bishop on each side of whom was 
Fa the rs Bennlng and F rlncke, follow­
ing  the  last named wore S isters of 
Mercy and a  num ber of school children 
decorated with flowers. T he school 
building was entered In th a t  o rder, the 
a lta r  boys chanting  psalms.

T he building was gaily decorated with 
American flags and bunting  and In the 
main hall wore pictures of Pope Leo and 
George W ashington. A fter th e  formal 
blessing and  reciting of prayers by tho 
bishop and clergy, which were answered 
by the  a lta r  boys, the  Arlon q ua rte tte  
sang in  Gorman "T he  Lord Is G reat, tho 
chorus being Joined In by th e  school 
children.

Fully 2,000 people w er e gathered on 
the  sidewalk and In the  s tre e t when 
F a the r Schm idt appeared on tho steps 
and delivered the  dedicatory address 
German. He called tho atten tion  of the 
Catholics to  the  magnificent building 
which they had erected and which would 
stand  as a  monument to  the ir rellgl 
zeal. He told them  th a t every effort 
would be made to provide teachers th a t 
would be fully equipped, not only 
teach  the  children of Catholic parents 
tho requirem ents of this world, b u t w hat 

more necessary, th e  requirem ents 
of th e  world to come.

He w arned tho Catholic paren ts to  send 
the ir children to  th e  schoolonpalnof tho 
displeasure, both of himself and his lord­
ship the  bishop, and gave them  to uu 
dorstand th a t If they failed so to  do they 
would o r  could be refused the  sacra ­
m ents of the  church. Ho closed by say 
Ing th a t F a th e r  Pulcher would address 
them In English.

F a th e r  Fulcher’s address was 
radical than  tho one th a t preceded him. 
He sta ted  th a t If ho could translate  
Father Schmidt's address Into English 
he would be glad to  dp so. Ho said 
there are  a  g rea t m any people In this 
world, who th ink  they know everything 
and when they are  sifted down It 
found ou t th a t they don’t  know any 
thing. He told them th a t I t was a  hard 
ship for them  to pay double taxes 
support both the  public and  their own 
school, b u t It was a hardship th a t i 
be borne with C hristian fortitude 
til the  daw n tvould break through the  
clouds "Look a t Imperial England, 
ho said, "an d  P ro testan t Ontario th a t 

tho east T he people 
of those countries do no t have to  pay for 
w hat they do no t receive, tho  taxes are 
apportioned and th e  parochial schools 
are  supported by Abe governm ent as 
they should be. Do you think  this 1s a 
free governm ent? Fall to  pay your

noble, tru e  and  good. T he sta te  
has no more righ t to  educate 
children than  they have to  direc t w hat 
religion they shall observe. 'T h e y  say 
wo are  attem pting  to  pull down tho  pub­
lic school system, which I  stam p as 
false. We do no t wish to  do th a t. All 
wo ask Is to  bring  up  our children as 
th e  d ic tates of our conscience demand, 
and Inculcate In the  heart of tho  child 
th a t which will no t only benefit him In 
this world, b u t In a  world hereafter. 
Look a t those banners w aving In the  
breeze. Does th a t  no t show th a t wo a n  
A mericans, a s  wo alw ays have been 
and always will bo—th a t flag th a t wo 
defended In tho d a rkest days of our 
cpuntry 's h istory, and which will wave 

ve us Catholic, now and forever I"
is no r ig h t to  say which 

iftffiool a  child shall a ttend  any more 
than  It has which church they shall a t­
tend. I claim  th a t tho  sta te  has no 
r igh t to  tax  us for w hat wo do no t re­
ceive. As a  Catholic you should claim 
vour r igh ts, and you will have them  In 
spite of all tho P ro testan ts on the  face 
of the  earth ."

Both addresses wore listened to In si­
lence, m any of those In tho crowd doing 
so with uncovered head.

A fter the  address of F a th e r  Pulcher 
tho procession of clergy and a lta r  boys 
wended Its w ay to  the  church, where the 
rosary was recited a fte r  which th e  peo­
ple dispersed to  the ir homes.

The Matters Which Led lo His Arrest and 
Imprisonment — He Was a Fence for 

8neak Thleves-Hls Escape From the 
Jail While Acting as a  Trusty.

W hen tho  sun sinks behind the  hori­
zon W ednesday n igh t Sam Kow will 
have served ou t his year a t  the  county 
Jail and unless re-arrested can walk 
forth  a  free man.

Kow, It will be remembered, was com­
m itted from the  Superior court a fte r  be­
ing convicted of receiving stolen prop­
erty . A t th e  tim e of his a rre s t he and 
his b ro ther " J im "  were known as sec­
ond-hand shoe dealers, bu t owing to  the 
rough elem ent which continually hung 
around the ir shops the  boys were sus­
pected by the  police of being " a  fence" 
fo r thieves. T he presence of William 
Davis, a  notorious sneak thief, around 

ip ran  by "Jim "  Kew lead the  po- 
belleve th a t J im  was using Davis 

as a  tool. A close w atch was kep t upon 
th e  shop and the  actions of Davis.

Finally Davis was caught In th e  act 
of sneaking goods from  the  "Bee Hive," 
and when placed under a rre s t peached. 
His s ta tem ents made to  tho  police Im­
pleaded Sam and Jam es Kew as his 

fence," and they were a t  once placed 
under a rrest. Before tho  whole secret 
was unearthed several persons w ere Im­
pleaded with Davis, and finally the  gang 
was broken up. Sam Kow was con­
victed and sentenced as already stated. 
His brother J im , a fte r  two tr ia ls  was 
acquitted, a lthough a  largo am ount of 
the  goods stolen was found In the  pos­
session of his wife. Davis was finally 
s e n t to  Ionia for five years. Mollle Pax- 

commltted to  th e  county Jail 
lo r receiving a  cape stolen by Davis, 
nd other convictions were secured un­
it the  gang then  w orking th e  city be­

came terrorized and either fled o r  ceased 
operations.

Of la te  the re  Is considerable thieving 
going on and th e  police a re  keeping a 
close w atch of those suspected. W hether 
Kew when he Is released will re tu rn  to 
his old haunts and associates, remains 

be seen. During his confinement a t 
the  Jail he has been the  cause of much 
trouble. A t first he gave notice th a t  he 
would do as he pleased, b u t a  bread and 
w ater d ie t and a  private cell Just large 
enough to  tu rn  around In soon had the 
desired effect, and  he concluded to  do 
as the  authorities w anted him to. He 

,e as kind as a  k itten , and  finally 
Iven m any liberties outside the 
During the  sum m er It was his 

work to keep the  law n In shape, and a t 
nigh t ho was allowed to  alt outside the 
Jail all alone and look a fte r  the  wotting 
down of the  law n. McQueen finally 
took an Interest In him and la te  In the 
summer made ufr his mind to  speak to 
Judge Burlingam e with a view of In­
ducing th e  Judge to  rem it p a rt of the 
sentence.

T h a t nigh t Kow was lo ft outside to 
look a fte r  th e  law n, and when ho was 
w anted could no t be found. N othing 
was said about tho m a tte r  and Deputy 
Sheriff B eaver was placed on Kew’s 
trail. Kew w ent to  an obscure logging 
camp In Lake county and procured em­
ployment as cook, aud one day was sur­
prised when he walked up ou t of the  
cellar Into the  arm s of th e  deputy 
w as b rought back and has been kept In­
side the  ba rs ever since, although he 
has tried every way to  got ou t Into the  
fresh a ir. A t the  tim e ho w 
m ltted o the r charges were made against 
him, bu t a t  p resent the  prospect Is th a t 
they will no t be pushed, as th e  au thori­
ties seem disposed to  give Kow a  chance 
to  live a different life If he so desires 
A close w atch of him will be kep t, how- 
ever, and a t  the  first sign of crooked- 
ness his chance to  spend more tim e at 
the  Jail Is quite  flattering.

T unnel company has purchased consld 
erablo land Immediately ad jacen t to  thi 
site of th e  p iesen t International tunnel 
between C anada and the  U nited States, 
and will begin operations fo r the  con­
struction of an other tunnel Inside 
sixty days.

Women Receive Higher Wages In Grand 
Rapids Than In Any Other City But One.

Heal Estate In tho City and Country 
Contrasted-Other Matters

From Labor Commissioner Robinson': 
report tho  following In teresting partlcu 
la rs are  gleaned:

T he average wage of the  13,139 wo­
men reporting is 79 cen ts a  day, $4.81 a 
week. $216.45 a  year. Of this number 
only 2,382 reported saving anything 
from the ir wages, and  these  averaged 
$62.37 each. B ut while th e  average 
wago w as $216-45, th e  average expense 
was $202 21, leavfflg an average saving 
of $14 24—about th ree  weeks’ wages. 
T h a t  is, had they to  depend on their 
wages alone they would be, If without 
work, aex t door to  s tarvation  Inside of 
a  month.

Coming down to  tho cities and towns 
canvassed, It Is seen th a t In D etroit wo­
m en’s wages average  75 cents a  day, 
$4 05 a  w eek; G rand Rapids, 93 cents a 
day , $5.09 a  week; Sagluaw , 79 cents a 
day, $4 04 a  week; Bay City, 72 cents a 
day, $4.33 a  week; Jackson , 80 cen ts a 
day, $5 45 a  week; Pontiac, $1.02 a  day; 
Rochester, 07 cen ts a  day; Beldlng, 77 
cen ts a  day; -Three Oaks, 00 cen ts a day; 
W yandotte, 59 cen ts a  day; Muskegon, 
93 cents; Lansing, 73 cents; Ypsllantl, 
83 cents; Owosso, "Sjconts.

T he low est wages paid was In Bay 
City and Saginaw—$1 a  week, or 162< 
cen ts a  day. Several places paid $18 
and $18.75 a  week to  a  choice few—$3 
and $3.12X a  day.

Of these women w orkers 9,108 lived a t 
home, 730 lived with relatives and 2,103 
lived, a s  tho report says, "outside tho 
home Influence."

T h e  hours of work to  the  g rea t m ajor­
ity were 10 a  day. One said she worked 
18X  hours a  day, 118 reported working 
15 hours a  day, 108 said 13 hours, 377 
said 12 and  7,101 said 10. Some 1,501 
worked 9 hours, 908 worked 8 hours, 135 
worked 7 hours, 86 worked 6 hours and 
1 worked 3 hours a day.

E verything considered, the  environ­
m ents of the  women w orkers are  ebowo 
to be good. In  some Instances they are  
very superior. T here  are  some com­
plaints, however. In  an Industry In 
Grand Rapids employing girls "n o  sep­
a ra te  closets are  provided for men aud 
women * • •  .b ad  smells pervade 
the  shops from th e  m aterial aud from 
other sources. T he emvloyes are  re ­
ported restless and discontented." A 
m attress factory Is also reported to  be 
w ithout s eparate  closeta. "L ittle  regard 
Is manifested for the  na tu ra l modesty of 
the  females, and a  gonoral condition of 
disorder and uncloanllness prevails.

How m any property owners are  the re  
In D etroit? T his Is a question th a t was 
answered by Mr. M cGrath In 1885. Mr. 
Robinson, a fte r  a  lapse of six years 
answers It again, and thus tho  Investi­
ga tor for the  first tim e Is able to make 
comparisons and draw  proper conclu­
sions. S till I t m ust be remembered th a t 
the  D etroit of 1892 covers muoh more 
te rrito ry  than  th e  D etroit of 1885. This 
year the re  are  14,400 acres In D etroit; In 
1885 the re  were 8,000 acres. A nd since 
1885 there  have been 59,713 lots p latted 
and throw n upon the  m arket. Only last 
year 158 plats were recorded, containing 
20,793 lots.

Personally. I have no quarrel w ith the 
Cniversalist church. 1 have no qnarrel 
w ith any creed th a t expresses hope for 
all of the  hum an race. 1 find fau lt w ith 
no one for filling the  fu tu re  w ith jo y — 
for dream ing splendid dream s and  for 
u ttering  splendid prophecies. 1 do not 
object to  C hristian ity  because it  promises 
heaven to  a  few. bu t because i t  th rea tens 
the  m any  w ith perdition.

It does not seem possible to  me th a t a  
God w ho loved men to  th a t degree th a t 
he died th a t they m ight be saved, aban ­
dons his child ren  th e  moment they  aro 
dead. I t seems to  mo th a t an infinite 
God m ight do som ething for a  soul a fte r 
it  has reached the  o the r world.

Is it  possible th a t infinite wisdom can 
do no more than  is done for a  m ajority  
of sonls in  th is world? Think of the 
millions born in  ignorance and filth, 
raised in  poverty and crim e. T hink  of 
the  millions w ho are  only partially  de­
veloped iu  th is world. Think o f the 
w eakness of th e  w ill, of the  pow er of 
passion. Think of the  tem ptations in­
numerable. Think, too. of th e  tyranny  
of m an. of the  arrogance o f w ealth  and 
position, of th e  sufferings o f  the  w eek­
end can we then say th a t a n  infinite God 
has done, in  th is w orld, a ll th a t could be 
done for the  salvation o f his children? Is 
it not barely possible th a t something 
m ay be done in another world? Is there  
nothing loft for God to  do for a  poor, ig­
noran t. c rim inal hum an soul a fte r  it 
leaves th is world?

If  the  orthodox creed bo tru e  the  u n i­
verse is a  vast blunder—an infinite crime. 
Better a  thousand tim os th a t every pulse 
of life should cease—better  tha t a ll the 
gods should fall palsied from  the ir 
thrones than  tha t the  creed of C hristen­
dom should be true  

T he ed ito r o r m anager o f a  newspaper 
occcpies a  public position, and he m ust 
not trea t his' patrons as though they 
w ere weak and  ignoran t children. He 
m ust not. in  the  supposed interest of an 
ism . suppress the  t r u th —neither m ust 
ho be dic tated  to  by a ny  church or any 
society of believers o r unbelievers The 
Telegram , by its course, has given a  cer­
tificate of its manliness, and the  public, 
by its course, has certified tha t it  appre- 
ciates tm e  courage.

A ll C hristians should rem em ber tha t 
facts a re  not sectarian  and th a t the 
sciences are  not bound by the  creeds.
W e shouhl rem em ber th a t there  aro  no' 
sncb th ings as Methodist m athem atics 
o r Baptist botany or Catholic chemis­
try . T he sciences a re  secular.

T here  is in the  nistory 
of C hristendom  no instance w here th< 
church has extended the  hand of friend 
ship to  a  man who denied the  tru th  of 
its  creed.

There is in  the  church no spirit, no 
clim ate of comprom ise In the  nature  
of th ings the re  can  be none, because the 
chnrch claim s tha t it is absolutely right 
tha t the re  is only one road leading tc 
heaven It dem ands unconditional sur 
render. I t w ill not bear contradiction 
It c laim s to  havo the  absolute truth. 
For these reasons it cannot consistently 
compromise any  m ore than  a  m athe­
m atician could change th e  m ultiplica­
tion tab le  to  meet the  view of si 
who should deny th a t five tim es 
twenty-five.

The c hurch does not g ive its o p in lon - 
U claim s to  know —it dem ands beliel 
Honesty, industry , generosity count for 
nothing in  the  absence of belief. I t has 
taught and s till teaches th a t no I 
reach heaven sim ply th rough  good and 
honest deeds. It believes and teachee 
tha t th e  m an who relies npoif himself 
w ill be eternally  punished—and why 
should the  church forgive a  tu 
it  th inks its  G od Is w aiting  eomewhat 
im patiently  to  damn?

T he Rev. Mr. Peters asks—and prob­
ably honestly th inks th a t the  questions 
are  pertinent to  th e  issues involved — 
"W hat has infidelity done for the  world; 
W hat colleges, hospitals and  schools 
it founded? W hat has it  done for the  
elevation of public morals?- And 
quires w hat science or a rt has been ong  
inated by infidelity He asks how many 
slaves it has liberated, how m any inebrt 
atea it has reclaim ed, how many fallen 
women it  has restored, and  w hat it  did 
for the  relief of the  wounded and dyin 
soldiers, and concludes by asking what 
life It ever assisted to  higher holiness 
and w hat death  it has ever cheered

A lthough these questions have i 
ing w hatever to  do w ith the  m atters 
under discussion, still i t  m ay be well 
enough to  answ er them.
