Mrs, Montagu Is Defended by Her Father
Confessor.

BELFAST, Feb. 22 —A declded gensa-
tlon was caused at Portrush yesterday
by the action of the Parish priest, Fath-
er McDonogh, who warmly espoused
the cause of Mrs. Ann Margarot Mon-
tagu, accused of felonlouslyslaylng her
little daughter by causig Its death
from suffocation.

Father McDonogh declared that the
coroner's jury which heard the evidence
furnished against Mrs. Montagu, and
which found her gullty of causing the
child’s death, was composed entirely of
Protestants and that they were perse-
cuting the lady on account of her re-

liglon.
Mrs, Montagu, Father McDonogh
added, attendéd mass regnlarly and the

healthy, happy appearance of her child-
ren was generally noted snd most favor-
ably commonted npon.
According to Father McDonogh, she
was peculiar fn her manvers and a be-
liever In strict disclpline, but there was
no reason to belleve that she so fll-
treated hor ehild as to cause lts death
Mrs. Montagu was & lady who did not
k10w what fear was, as she had fre-
quently shown by her daring conduct in
the bunting fleld. Finally Father Me-
Donogh expressed the opinion that the
Montagus were the victims of a con-
spiracy, the object of which was 1o per-

The Junction City Co-operative club,
known as tho *“Bellamy club,” has just
entered upon its second year with a fall
complement of members, most of whom
have been with it from the commence-
ment,
This elub was organized to_conduct a
common kitchen, in which all the fam-
ily cooking was fo be done away from
the homes of the members. Thers aro
forty-four ladies belonging to the club,
all of whom oxpress their satisfaction as
to the results of their experiment. Dur-
ing the year that the society has been in
existenco the sum of $5,820 has been ex-
pended for table supplics. All bills
have been paid as fast as contracted, so
thatno debts have been carried over.
The officers of the society all serve with-
ont pay, having the work of supervision
=0 well distributed that the task is not
great for any one. Tho secretary, Mrs.
M. E. Clark, is most enthusiastic over
the results, and predicts s prosperous
future,
All tho cooking for the forty-four
families represented has been done at
the society kitchen and the prepared
food delivered at the various residences.
The expense is estimated to be fully one-
third less than at separato kitchens, with
the advantage of greater variety and
better cooking, a professional cook hay-
ing been employed. —Topeka (Kan.) Let-
ter.

No, according to Uhns!ian(ty. God |s
not “a monster in the sky,” God Is
“Jove." His eternal son, Jesus Christ,
gave as the essence of his religion the
command to love onr neighbor, and it is
this love of the neighbor that has given
such practical results. We turn there-
fore with confidence to inquire what
Christianity has done for the world

Let me begin this subject in & rome-
what unusual way, and speak of the
harm that has been done’ in connection
with the Christian religion. This is ex-
plained by the fact that every good
thing that ever came into the world has
done harm. The power to do good isin-
separably linked with the power to do
eviL As weeds spring up in the track
of what is called civilization, so abusea
follow in the track of Christianity. The
principle of Christianity is perfect, but
the application of this pnnnpla. like all
principles, has to be learned. Christians
have been studying and learning for
more than 1.800 years and are still at
school. The mind of Christ is infinite;
but because Christians have not fully
learned to put in practice the lesson—
the principle—shall we, 8t the bidding
of an atheist, throw the principle away?

The infidel sees only one side of the
subject, and at the same time conjures | PO
up evils that never esisted. We have &
right, however, to demand that the
critic of the Christian religion shall ot
confound sccidents with essentials, or
fail to ize that harm has been
dome, not by Christian principles, but by
the misunderstanding and abuse of those
principles.

The perfect principle has been com-
mitted to imperfect and selfish men. It
was an apostle who said that the treasnure
waa committed to earthen vessels. Still
the vessel has never risen to the height
of its capacity, while positively bad men
have succeeded in making their way to

_ places of influence and power and have
manipulated the machinery of ecclesias-
tical organization for their own advau-
tage. Seizing upon evidences of malad-
ministration noisy infidels write essays
agaiust the Christlan faith ond then
straightway fancy that the faith has
been killed.
