made up for L iberia. We had

M argare t would 
refuse a t  times to  allow them  to see her 
when she was sick and tell me not to  get 
supper for th a t tribe. Mr. Brown would 
give orders for supper and M argaret 
w auld counterm and the  order when 
friends of Alice were a t th e  house.

"Allco Is hero," M argare t said one 
day, "pre tending  to  be sick for the  sole 
purpose of Influencing her fa th e r  to 
change his will, b u t  It happens th a t the 
will Is made, and I know how it  reads. 
Alice Is le ft o u t In tho cold and she 
m ight Just as well go home, for she will 
never ge t fa the r to  change his w ill."

T ho  witness heard Mr. Brown say at 
ono tim e th a t M argare t was his heir 
aud th a t Allco was not a s  sick as she 
pretended to  bo. T ho witness heard 
M argaret say ono day  th a t she  hated 
Alice from a child and did not recognize

m ate acquaintance wltti the  Browns, 
and to Mr. Brow n's kindness and love 
for Alice up to  about 1880. T he witness 
hoard Mr. Brown say one tim e t h a t  his 
wife was be tter  under the  ground than 
above It. and he hoped the  tim e would 
come when he could dance on her grave, 
and her daugh ter Alice.

REITERATES THK CHARGE. 

Congressman Belknap Insists that Dud Wat­
son Wrote that Letter.

Washington, D. C., Feb. 18, 1892. 
Mr. Geo D. Sanford, Grand Haven:

D e a r  S i r—I  suppose you have ere this 
noticed the  articles in the  s ta te  papers 
rela ting to the  Grand Haven building.

To be brief: Mr. Springer said In re­
ply to  an Inquiry th a t  ho had le tters 
from D. O. W atson, requesting th a t no 
bill bo passed for a  building a t  Grand 
Haven; saying th a t any favors I might 
receive would be to  s trengthen  me po­
litically with the  people of Ottawa 
county, and Insure my election to  con­
gress; th a t I  m ust bo defeated in every 
move and no appropriations granted me 
for any purpose.

These requests of Mr. W atson’s met 
with a  prompt reply from Mr. Springer, 
and th e  full tex t of the  le tte rs were 
wired to  the  Grand Rapids D em ocrat on 
Monday, which, of course, th a t paper 
did no t publish. T his Is no longer a  sec­
re t as the correspondents of the  New 
York World, D etroit Free Press and 
Tribune, Grand Rapids Democrat and 
many other papers have knowledge of 
the  fac ts; not from me, bu t in one case 
in full and directly  from M r Springer 
himself to  one of the  most reliable cor­
respondents In the  city.

T here  Is no denying the  Influence this 
has had upon the  committee on build­
ings and grounds, coming from the 
leader of th e  m ajority in the bouse, and 
the  only question now Is, will the  com­
mittee look to  the  commercial Interests 
of Grand Haven or to  the  point raised 
by Mr. W atson, th a t a public building, 
or the extension of the  harbor Improve­
ments and the  Improvement of Grand 
river, are  as nothing and unw orthy of 
consideration as compared to  a  few votes 
to  be gained in th e  next election? I 
shall use every endeavor for all the 
good possible for the  d istrict. I leave it 
to the  people to  decide which has the 
g rea ter merits, th e  commercial and In­
dustria l in terests of the  d istrict, or the 
political Interests of one man.
