T h e  one person aimed 
a t  more th a n  any o the r he says, was 
Mrs Blaine, and  they have perhaps 
been a t  fau lt In allowing her hear of 
the  public discussion of p rivate aHalrs, 
a nd  to  perm it so much calum ny to  go 
unanswered.

T he last ou trage , the  s ta tem en t says, 
embodied In th e  decision of th e  judge at 
Deadwcod m akes It Impossible to  rem ain 
longer s ilen t T he s ta tem en t then sum­
marizes th e  Incidents, m arriage and 
those leading to  the  separation  and 
quotes from a  le tte r  w ritten to  Rev. 
Thom as Ducoy, Now York, who per­
formed th e  cerem ony, In which he se­
verely censures Ducey for perform ing 
th e  ceremony.

Mr. Blaine then  says the  m arriage 
w as arranged  by Miss N svlns and th a t 
b u t fo r h e r active agency the  m arriage 
would never have ta k en  place. I t  was 
a woman of 21 tem pting a boy less than  
18 from his school books. Ho denies 
th a t  Mrs. Blaine broke up th e ir  m ar­
riage  rela tion  and declares the  divorced 
wife received uniform kind trea tm en t 
and  th a t his son was en tirely  free, no 
r e s tra in t w as a ttem pted  o r  desired.

On th e  day of his wife's departu re  the 
son w as as strongly determ ined as on 
th e  day of hor divorce no t to  resum e his 
relations with her. He does not hold 
bis sou blameless, bu t considers him 
more sinned ag a 'n s t th a n  sinning and 
says Mrs Blaine a t  no tim e attem pted  to 
separa te  them. On th e  con trary  she did 
no t fall by consideration and bv extenu­
a tion  to  foster In every possible way 
th e ir  happiness.

T h e  moon shone brlght- 
fy and th e  young pair were going about 
le isurely w hen they wore s ta rtled  by a 
pecu liar w hining noise from a  c luster i f  
a lders and  th e  nex t In stan t Miss Dosett 
was knocked down by a wild e a t  th a t 
sprang Upon her back from a  tree.

Cables kicked th e  anim al in  th e  side 
and  k n o c k ed lt in to  the  gu tte r , bu t It 
was a t  him Instan tly  and se t Its tee th  
and claws Into h is leg. Cables Is a  pow­
erful man, and grasp ing  the  c a t with 
both hands he to n s  it  away from his leg 
and dashed It to  th e  ground. T he beast 
landed on Its fee t and. Hew a t  the  man 
with redoubled fury. T he cat began 
chew ing  his r igh t arm , w hile with Its 
claw s I t tore his overcoat.

T h e  m an s tru c k  h is heel against a 
clod of frozen mud and fell upon his 
hack. H alf a  dozen tim es he tore the  
anim al away from his th ro a t and  as 
many tim es I t  retuned to  th e  battle . 

•Cables was growing weak from lost of 
blood w hen Miss Dosett, w ith  a  heavy 
pice of a  fence post hammered \h e  c a t 
a n d  drew  its a tta c k  upon herself. 
Cables fainted and  th e  girl fought the 
c a t  with all her m ight, and w as able to 
keep beyond Its reach  except when the 
anim al once or tw ice to re  her cloak with 
Its claws.

F o r  fifteen m inutes she wielded the  
c lub with good effect, and the  cat 
showed signs of w eariness T he girl 
rained blows upon th e  anim al until, 
maimed and whining. It attem pted  to 
craw l Into the  brush, b u t Miss Doscst 
followed and killed It. T h e  cat, a  male 
w as no t as large as some th a t  have beei 
killed In th is locality th is  season. Cables 
Is still confined to  bed from th e  effects 
.of his wounds.

Ionia , Feb. 28.—Theodore F. Bonney, 

who was charged with committing an 
t on his 3-yoar-old daughter, was 

yesterday discharged. T he case has 
c reated a  g rea t sensation from the  ou t­
rageous and u n na tu ra l charge and the 
m anner of making the  com plaint, w hich 
w as sworn to  by Bonnoy's own fa the r 
and which, If true, formed one of the  

revolting ta les  of depravity  and 
c rim inality every heard of In Ionia 
county.

A t tho examination before Justice  
Curry, the  facts as they are  came out 
and young Bonney was exonerated, tho 
evidence against him  being of such a  n a ­
ture  th a t  I t was a p paren t th a t  the 
whole th ing  was a  trum ped up nnd most 
horribly outrageous plot to  got rid of the 

m an, and tho fa th e r  gave unw ill­
ing testim ony th a t showed th a t ho was 
a t tho bottom of it.

A bout four yoats ago Bonney was 
m arried, being less than  20 years of age. 
H e took his wife to  his fathe r 's  home 
w here ho lived Tho woman was some­
w hat gay and  soon the  fa th e r  began 
paying ra th e r  more a tten tion  to  her 
than  was expected of a  fathorlnlaw . 
Old Mrs. Bonney was an Invalid and she 
protested against the ir conduct, bu t to 
no avail.

One day the  young m an upbraided the 
fa th e r  for his conduct and he promptly 
th rew  him out of tho house and then had 
him a rrested  for a ssau lt and  battery 
and th e  young man, having no friends, 

sen t to  Jail. His m other was pros­
tra ted  th e  while and shortly  afterw ards 
she died, and then  tho  conduct of the 
fa th e r  a nd  young Bonnoy's wife became 
more scandalous, in  so much th a t the  
neighbors a t  one tlmo th rea tened  to 
take  the  m a tte r  Into the ir own hands 
and ad ju st things.

T he fa the r adm itted on th e  witness 
land and said th a t he took th is woman, 

the  wife of h is son, to  several fa irs  last 
falh-loavlng the  boy a t  homo Finally 
th e  son separated  from his wife entirely 
s ince which tim e th e ir  lit tle  3-year-old 
daugh ter has been left a t  one place and 

T. A favorab le  excuse to get rid 
of th e  young man presented Itself 
through th is Innocent child, who was 
ta u g h t to  tell a  horrible story about her 
fa th e r  and he was arrested.

A t first public opinion was very much 
against the  young man, bu t gradually as 
the  fac ts  leaked ou t and the  neighbors 
saw th a t It m ight bo a  conspiracy on the 
p a r t of th e  old gent to  ge t rid of the 
young m an, sen tim ent changed and 
where before be  had bu t few friends, 

he has many, In fac t so many th a t

A flcr listening to  a  score or more of 

witnesses, all supposed to  bo against the 
young m an, Prosecuting A ttorney Davis

P reparations, It says, are  In ac tive  pro­
gress In th is and o th e r cities, as well as 
upon the  Island Itself. W hen It will 
b reak  forth  Is as ye t unknow n, b u t from 
all Indications a ll th e  plans of tho load- 

re nearly  ripe and the  first blow 
may be struck  w ithin a  few days.

T he movement Is stated upon good 
uthority  to  be the  largest and most 
ompletely organized ever Inaugurated 

for Cuban Independence. T here  are 
said to  he 8.000 Cuban pa trio ts In this 
country  ready to  Join In the  w ar. In 
Cuba the  revolutionist party  Is also ac­
tively preparing for the  ou tb ieak , and 
when th e  word Is given the  forces on 
Spanish and United S ta le s  soil will net 

njunctlon for the  overthrow  of tho 
Spanish yoke.

T ho plans have been In progress for 
veral months. Now Y ork has been 

made th e  headquarters, bu t so much 
secrecy has been m aintained th a t  the 
news of the  contem plated uprising only 
leaked ou t yesterday. T hen  It became 
known th a t for several m onths past 
meetings of Cubans have been held In 
T am pa and Koy West, F la  , and during 
the  past six weeks In New Y ork, for .the 
purpose of organizing an arm y and ra is­
ing funds to  assist th e  residents of Cuba, 
who are  dissatisfied with tho Spanish 
government.

In  Now York throe revolutionist* 
elubs have been formed. A nother club 
will bo organized nex t S unday. The 
names of the  clubs are  the  Los Inde­
pendence, the  Jose M arti c lub, named 
In honor of Its prom oter, Senor Jose 
M arti, th e  U ruguayan consul and the 
Penns Nuevo. N ext Sunday the  Porto 
R icans of New York will form a  revo­
lutionary association.

A Cuban now In th is city, who Is one 
of tho most prom inent In th e  movement, 
says the  people of Cuba a re  dissatisfied 
because the  Spanish governm ent did not 
carry  o u t th e  reform s which It promised 
a fte r the  la te  revolution. T h e  clubs In 
th is  c ountry, he said, have been thor­
oughly organized and tholr plans have 
been mapped o u t In good shape. The 
revolution, he added, would come soon.

Two coasting vessels le ft th is port a 
few weeks ago and It was reported th a t 
each one carried a cargo of arm s for 
V enezuelan Insurrectionists, b u t It was 
said In Spanish circles a few d ays ago 
th a t th e  arm s w ere landed a t Key West' 
and were destined for use In Cuba.

J acksonville, Feb 18.— [Special 
Correspondence. |  —From  A tlan ta  to 
Jacksonville  It Is 383 miles, and In all 
th a t distance one 1s never ou t of sight 
of pine trees, and very much of the  way 
Is through  plno forests—not thick, 
heavy forests like M ichigan, b u t an 
open forest of ra th e r  small trees. From 
A tlan ta  to  Macon the  railroad passes 
through  w hat seems to  bo a fair farm ­
ing country, a lthough th e re  are  no 
fences and the  land seems to be much 
worn. Some peach orchards aro seen 
and small patches of w heat, bu t tho 
land Is largely used for e. tton . Between 
Macon and A lbany the re  are  thousands 
of acres of land th a t has been cultivated 
until worn ou t and then abandoned, and 
now growing up to  sedge grass and 
young pines. South of A lbany It Is all 
one level, monotonous pine region, with 
farms th a t look as If th e  people who 
cultiva te  them have a  struggle for ex­
istence. About Thomasvllle the  soli 
looks more loamy, and the re  are  some 
fields of w inter w heat of considorable 
extent. T here  are  many extensive pear 
o rchards and the  trees  look th rif ty  and 
are  generally well cared for. Groat 
success has been achieved In raising the 
Leconto and Koifer pears. From 
Thomasvllle to  W aycross, and from 
the re  to Jacksonville Is tho  sam e unin­
teresting  fiat pine region, with some 
small farms and occasional lumbering 
sta tions. Much of this stre tch  is a  tu r ­
pentine region, and th e  broad facings 
on tho base of the  plno trees, w ith a 
boxing a t  the  bottom to catch  the  exud­
ing pilch show how th e  Inhabitants 
m ake a  poor living u n til th e  trees are 
ruined and then tho people move fur­
th e r back and a ttac k  new forests.

BRAINS AND BRAWN

Channcey M. Drpew on the Importance of 
Athletics in Kducatlun — Nome 

Taffy for Yale.

N ew  York, Feb. 28.—D uring a  speech 
delivered la s t nigh t a t  a  dinner given by 
Yale men to  W alter Camp, Chauncey M. 
Depew addressed himself to  college a th ­
letics, and among o the r u tterances, de­
livered the  following:

" T he  Yale a th letic  d inner th ree  years 
ago was the  first significant recognition 
by the  universities of th e  dependence of 
a  liberal education upon athletics . A fter 
the  evolution of centuries It was the 
tr ibu te  w rung from brains by braw n.

" I f  Yale continues many years more 
in  her p resen t career o f alm ost un in ter­
rup ted  victories she will be compelled 
to  re tire  from competitive arenas, and 
her crews, hor base ball nine and her 
foot ball team  will be k indergartens for 
the  students of those colleges who hope 
for victory a nd  fame.

" I t  Is not tw enty-five years since a 
largo m ajority  of th e  men and woman 
of th is country  associated physical 
tra in ing  and a th letic  superiority  with a 
close-cropped, bullet-headed typo of 
manhood, and Intellectual prominence 
with a  frail figure and a  hacking cough 
surm ounted by a  dome of thought. All 
of us who are  in middle life can remem- 

th a t tho m inister, th e  law yer o r the 
doctor of tho village who could box, be­
longed to  a  club o r was a member of an 
am ateur swing association, had no hope 
of success. I t  was felt th a t such te n ­
dencies were Incompatible with tho  care 
of estates, tho  curing of bodies or the 
avlng o f souls.

"T ho  a thletic.field Is recovering from 
some of the  peculiarities which have 
m arked Its development.

Bru ta lity  Is a rare  Incident, chivalry 
and m anliness tho constan t factors In 
college athletics . I t  w as the  saying of 
an English political economist th a t It 
took the  th ree  B’s to make a Lord Chan­
cellor, tho h ighest prize a t  th e  English 
bar, belly, back and brains. A full de­
veloped and healthy body, harmoniously 
trained by an expert Instructor and 
growing stronger with the  enlarging in­
te llect furnishes the  combination which 
in  th e  rough com petitions of life enab­
les a  man to  help himself, and better 
still, help others. .A  healthy soul, a 
healthy breathing apparatus , no t only 
stride  masterfully tow ard tho  pearly 
gates of heaven, b u t draw s many weaker 
vessels behind.

"W hen I  was In Greece last year I 
gazed with aw e and  adm iration upon the 
sta tue  of Herraesby Praxiteles. " 
the  perfection of physical beauty and 
noble expression. I ts  model was t ' 
Greek youth who won tho  prizes a t  t 
Academy and  carried off the  w reath 
th e  Olympian games. K  was perfected 
and harmoniously developed hum anity, 
w'hlch the  sculptor had fashioned, and 
then  w ith, an Inspired touch, glvi 
conception of deity. I  could no t help 
rem arking as I  afterw ards wandered 
through the  Ita lian  galleries and  gazed 
upon the pic tu res of Christ, whoso typo 
has been formod .by tho  artis ts  of the 
middle ages, th a t In the ir efforts to  sur 
pass th e  man find delineate the  God. 
they had  conveyed through  his face and 
figure an Impression of w eakness the re­
fe rs  of our p resent Ideas of tho Savior 
I could no t bu t lam ent th a t the  wonder 
ful geniuses who had given us o ur pic­
tu re  of the  Redeemer had no t lived In 
period of the  Olympian gam es o r'the  
college athletics."

P a rticu larly  the  gold dol­
la r  a nd  tho silver do llar woro of equal 
value In all transactions, and equally 
available In paym eut of dobts, and  In 
tho  purchase of commodities and of la­
bor. T h is  Is not saying th a t the ir pur­
chasing pow er was uniform In a ll direc­
tions, b u t th a t as com pared with each 
othe r they were equal.

I t  Is not easy to  determ ine the  value 
of money during  th a t period as compared 
w ith labor and  w llh tho general lis t of 
articles of trad e  or exchange. For 
within the  memory of men now living, 
and  estim ated In c ither gold or silver, 
common laoqr advanced from  an  aver­
age scale of about Sid per month to  one 
of from S13 to  $20 per m onth, board In­
cluded. I t  the  day laborer of sixty years 
ago could live and did live, amV enjoyed 
life a t  the  form er ra te  of' wages, how 
does It happen th a t  an  Increase of from 
fifty to  100 per c en t lu  w ages leads him 
to cry a loud th a t " th e  times are  hard ," 
and  th a t he Is "ground  Into the  dust un­
der tho heel of cap ita l?" Is  i t  th a t  all 
men then  were poorer th a n  paupers, or 
Is It th a t all a rc  now come to  r egard  as 
necessaries of life w hat under th e  for­
mer conditions were considered ' as lux­
uries, and as such were cheerfully  dis­
pensed w ith?

S etting  aside th is fac t of th e  Increase 
of w ages and general prices, which cor­
responds to  a  decrease In th e  purchasing 
value of th e  precious m etals, a s  Imma­
terial In some degree to  tho  present cur­
rency discussion, wo have still tho fac t 
of tho  alm ost absolute parity  of gold and 
silver In the  coinage, aud in the  raw  
m etal also, down to 1873, w hen our coin­
age law was revised and tho sliver dol­
lar throw n out. I t  was then as good as 
th e  gold one and slightly  be tter  In In­
trinsic  value. But here came a change 
th a t is m ateria l and Im portant. Gold 
a t once began to  Increase In value. In  
1S73 the  price o f silver bullion for coin­
age lu  th e  London m arke t w as about 
5SJ£ pence per ounce. In  1389 gold had 
so much appreciated In valuo th a t  42% 
ponce would bny an ounce of 
silver. I t  Is claimed by many

I t  rea lly  represen ts th e  power of a  given 
quan tity  of gold to  purchase in  1689 not 
only much more sliver b u t about 25 per 
cen t more of tho  leading a rticles of con­
sumption than  th e  same would buy In 
1873; w hile a  given q u a n tity  of silver 
would bny the  sam e o r nearly  the  same 
quan tity  of those articles In 1639, th a t 
It would purchase in 1873. In  other 
words, While gold has advanced In Its 
purchasing value some 23 per cen t or 
m ore, sliver, since th e  do llar of th a t 
m etal was degraded by law  in 1873, has 
still very nearly  kep t pace w ith Its m er­
can tile  value as bullion, w hen compared 
with th e  leading articles of prbductlon 
and  consum ption for the  sam e time.

T h is m eans m uch more th a n  appears 
upon th e  surface as In terpreted by the 
.■ulvocatea j*f a  single (gold) standard  for 
money. I t m eans th a t every m an1; 
deb t h as grown accordingly to  the  ap 
preda tion  of gold In value or pu rchas­
ing power. I t  m eans th a t  the  farm er, 
the  producer of any of tho leading a r­
ticles of consum ption, and th e  laborer, 
m ust expend 25 per cen t, m ore of his 
labor a nd  muscle power, and of his pro­
ducts, to  pay a  given am ount of debts 
now, th a n  th e  sam e would have cost him 
tw enty years ago; because then his 
debL* and b!5 products were valued ac­
cording to  the ir silver values, which 
were alike. T hey  a re  now rated  by the ir 
gold values, which are  som ething like 30 
per cent, less th a n  they were then . Here 
Is a  m a tte r  for study while considering 
the  problem of free  silver coinage and 
the  restora tion  of th a t  m etal to  Its old
