THE NATIONAL BANK AND CURRENCY 
QUESTIONS.

Paper by C. C. Howell Upon the Money llano, 
lew Shylock Got the Treasury and the 

People Under Ills Thnmb-Infamoos 
Lcglslatlon-Remedy Suggested.

T h a t the  financial condition of this 
country Is most perilous Is beyond cavil, 
an evidence of which Is the  grea t u nrest 
existing among the  wage workers, the  
numerous failures of m erchants, collec­
tors’ hands full of uncollected debts, 
m ortgaged homes, the  ever Increasing 
business of courts, store houses tilled to 
overflowing with m anufactured goods 
fo r which tho masses have no money to 
purchase, numerous m ortgage and exe­
cution sales, and labor unrequited.

Such a  condition Is b u t an cffect L et 
us seek for the  cause and, finding It, re­
move th a t cause th a t such a  condition 
may no longer exist. W ere th e  laws of 
th is country of equal benefit to  all of Its 
people, th e  groat financial and social 
d isparity  now so stra ined  between Its 
citizens would no t exist, labor would re­
ceive and re ta in  Its ju s t proportion of 
th e  value of Its productions, capital 
would seek Investment In Improvements 
instead of bonds and m ortgages as now, 
and a ll men and women could find use-, 
ful and  profitable employment.

An examination Into the  laws of a 
country will always divulge the  neces­
sary condition of Its people, because 
laws always operate for tho  weal or woe 

In w hatever nation or age they 
may exist. A law th a t gives privileges 
to  all alike Is beneficent and wholesome

How Lawi Hove Wotked to tko Untrnctlon 
of tho Blclits of Labor—Demands of tuo 

Deoplo—The Currency, Land and Ball 
roads the Issues of the Hour.

(Prom tbo Aron
T here  nro th ree  fundam ental question: 

pressing our solution in  America. In  
deed, they today challenge the  a ttention 
of tho whole civilized world. Thoy are 
d istinct and y e t cognate, segregated 
though Inseparable, and  seem to advance 
pari passu, and to  conquer together. 
United they form  the  tr ip le  Issue of 
ganlzed labor, w hich for m agnitude and 
im portance has never been equalled 
since man became the  subject of civil 
government. T hey are  th e  w heat which 
has been winnowed from tho chaff on 
th e  threshing-floor of tho  century.

T he patien t, long-suffering people a re  
a t la s t aroused, and the re  Is hurrying 
and  fro. T hey  seem to have received 
m arching orders from some mysterious 
source, and  a re  moving ou t against the 
strong-holds of oppression on th ree  dis­
tin c t l!ncs‘0f a ttac h , b u t w ithin support­
ing distance of e ach o ther. I t  Is evident 
th a t a general engagem ent Is bu t a short 
m arch ahead.

One arm y corps proposes to  give b at­
tle  for our fireside; for a  foothold and 
for standing-room upon th e  earth  
has Inscribed upon Its banner, "T his 
p lanet Is th e  common inheritance  of all 
the  peoplol All men have a  na tura l 
right to  a  portion^ of tho soli! Down 
w ith monopoly and speculation In land 

T ho seconfl Is m arching to  deliver 
those who s it In darkness—tho  needy 
who cry , the  poor also, and him th a t 
h a th  no helper. They seek to  open wide 
th e  door of opportunity , and to  throw  
back th e  Iron gates w hich sh u t o u t from 
the  bounties of n a tu re  tho  miserably 
clad, w retchedly housed, shivering, hag­
gard, care-worn victim of adversity and 
slaves of debt. Upon tho guidon Is the 
trac ing  of a  whip of cords, upraised by 
th e  hand of justice  above th e  heads of 
the  money changers. The legend 
dernoath  reads: "Money Is the  creature  
of hum an law! Wo will issue It fo r our­
selves! Down w ith usury! L iberty for 
the  captives!"

T he third Is leading an a ttack  
possession of the  highways and lines of 
communication w hich have been 
w renched from th e  people, and which 
connect cities, d is tan t communities 
sta tes with the ir base of supplies. This 
corps has inscribed upon Its flag th e  cry: 
"R estoration of the  public highways! 
T hey  belong to  tho people, and  shall 
no t bo controlled by private specula* 
tors!"

The constitution provides th a t "T he 
United States shall guaran tee  to  every 
s ta te  in th e  union a republican form of 
governm ent." T h is language implies a 
perm anent con tract—a jo in t pledge on 
the  p a rt of th e  federal and s ta te  govern, 
m ents united to  m aintain democratic 
institutions throughout all th e  states; 
the  general governm ent pledging Its 
g rea t power th a t  the  people shall no t be 
deprived of the  form , and the  s ta te s  un­
dertak ing . as to  all m a tte rs  w ithin the ir  
jurisdiction, to  m ake the ir  local Institu­
tions republican In spirit, substance and 
adm inistration. In  o the r words, we 
here have a  solemn declaration of pur­
pose; a  gua ran ty  to  all th e  people th a t 
governm ent.‘ both s ta te  and national, 
shall ho held srtie tly  to  ils original ami 
lofty  function, th a t  of securing to  the 
cilizen "certain  inalienable rights." 
which ho received a t  th e  generous hand 

. of his c reator and which noigovernm ent 
has the  r igh t to  im pair or to  perm it to 
bo impaired o r taken  away. T he pledge 
Is th a t  th is obligation shall never be de­
parted  from, n o t even In form.

These “ Inalienable righ ts" are , flrst, 
such as grow o nt of the  rela tion  of man 
to  his Creator; and, second, those which 
spring from his relation to  organized so­
ciety, or government. Tho land ques- 
tlon comes under th is first subdivision.

Can It be denied th a t all men have a  
n a tu ra l right, to  a  portion of tho  soil?
Is n o t th e  use of tho soli Indispensable 
to  life? If  so, is no t the  r igh t of all men 
to  th e  soil as sacred as the ir righ t to  life 
Itself? These propositions are  so mani­
festly tru e  as to  He beyond tho domain 
of controversy. Todeny  them  Is to call 
In question th e  righ t of m an to  Inherit 
tho  earth.

T ested by those axioms, th e  s ta rtling  
wickedness of our whole land system, 
which operates to  deprive tho  w eakest 
members and  even a  vast m ajority  of 
tho  community of tho  power to  secure 
homes for themselves and families, ren­
dering them fugitives and outcasts, and 
forcing them to pay tr ibu te  to  o thers for 
th e  righ t to  live; tho m urderous system 
which permits tho rich and powerful to 
reach  ou t and wrench from tho unfor­
tu n a te  their resting placo upon tho 
•planet and to acquire title  to  unlimited 
areas of tho earth—is a t  once revealed 
in all ils hideous and  monstrous ou t­
lines. I t  also discloses to  us th e  unw el­
come tru th  th a t our government, which
was Instituted to  secure to man tho  un­
molested enjoyment of his Inalienable 
righ ts, has been transform ed Inio an or­
ganized force for tho destruction of 
those rights. Ordained to  protect life,
I t proclaims death; undertaking to  In­
sure liberty to the  citizen, It decrees 
bondage; and having eurouraged Its 
confiding subjects to s ta r t In pursuit of 
happiness, it  presses to  tholrfam lshcd 
lips the  b itte r  cup of disappointm ent.

Society may, In some respects, bo 
compared to  a groat forest. Wo caq  no 
moro conslrnct and  flourish a'commou- 
w ealth am idst a  community of tenants 
than  you can grow a th rif ty  forest dis­
connected from the  soli. Both men and 
trees receive the ir  s trength  and growth 
from th e  earth . One tree  cannot gather 
food from another. Each takes from 
tho earth  Ils own nourishment. When 
it  cases to  do so It m ust perish. A nd the 
moment you sever man from the  soil 
and deprive him of th e  power to re tu rn  
and till th e  earth  In his own righ t, the 
love of homo perishes within him. Ho 
Minos as a  freem an, and Is transformed 
into a predial slave. And hence, con­
cerning tho  absorbing question of land 
reform , we contend th a t th e  child who

tneso inougnif, comes into tho 
world clothed with all tho 
natura l r igh t which Adam possessed 
when hoV as tho solo Inhabitan t of tho 
e arth . L iberty to  occupy tho soil In his 
own righ t; to  till i t  unmolested, as soon 
as he has tho  strength  to  do so and to 
live upon tho fruits of his toll without 
paying tr ibu te  to  any other creature, 
a re  amoug tho most sacred and essontlal 
o f .these rights. Any sta te  of society 
“which deprives him  of those na tu ra l and 
Inalienable safeguards Is an organized 
rebellion against tho providence o f tho 
Creator, a conspiracy against human 
life, and a  menace to  the  peace of the  
community. W hen complete ad justm ent 
shall come, as come It m ust quickly, 
will proceed In accordance with this 
fundam ental tru th . Tho stone which 
tho builder rejected will bccomb tho 
head of tho corner.

T he money and transporta tion  prob 
lem srelate to  tho second class 
llenable righ ts above mentioned. But 

our day thoy aco so directly related 
those conferred by tho  Creator 

bo practically  Inseparable from them. 
T hey are  the  Instrum entalities through 
which tho  na tu ra l rights of man 
rendered available In organized society 
Such I t Is c lear, was the  conclusion of 
tho fathers when they Incorporated 
Into th e  constitution tho 
among o the r far-reaching and awooplng 
provisions:

Congress shall have the  power to 
regu la te  commerce with foreign nations 
and among tho several states, and with 
tho Ind ian  tribes."

W hatever may be tho  m oaning of this 
provision, It Js certain  th a t the  framers 
of tho constitution regarded tho power 

be exercised as too Im portant to  he 
confided to  th e  discretion of Individuals 
o r  loft to  tho control of tho states. I t  Is 
taken  away from both and grouppd 
other m atters which a re  of national

i—things which require tho united 
wisdom of tho country to  solve, and the 
constan t exorcise of Its combined now- 

■s to  sustain  and enforce.
W hen this clause was Incorporated 

Into th e  constitution, th e  union was 
composed of only th irteen  s ta te s  grouped 
together along tho A tlan tic  seaboard 

the  tlmo our internal commerce 
was b u t trifling. T oday forty-four fixed 
s ta rs  and  four m inor planets shine 
from our galaxy. In te rs ta te  commerce 
has become annually  so vast as to bailie 
computation. T hen  wo had b u t 3,000,- 

souls; wo now num bsf more than 
I.OOO.OOO. Wo have crowded the  nine­

teen th  century full of marvellous achieve­
ments; bu t during the  la s t qua rte r  of 
th a t  tim e' the re  seems to  have been 
studied effort In certain  powerful cir­
cles to  discredit our declaration of Inde* 
pendence, and to circum vent all th a t 
was accomplished for Individual right: 

r  fo r self-governm ent and oni 
la ter  struggle  for em ancipation. We 
have been vigilant concerning every­
thing except hum an righ ts and constitu ­
tional safeguards, and have suffered in­
juries to  bo Inflicted upon th e  g rea t body 
of the  people which a  cen tury  of the 
wisest legislation possible cannot fully 
efface.

We will lirst consider tho provisions of 
the  constitution negatively, and  point 
ou t some things which congress may 

it do under th is  g ran t of power.
First, congress cannot disavow the  ob­

ligation which this provision imposes, 
retrocede it  to  th e  s ta te s  or surrender it 
to  various trafllc  associations. I t  cannot 
g ran t to  Indlvldualsor corporations such 
control over tho  Instruments 

orco as will place tho  grea t body of 
ie people a t  the  mercy of those Individ­

uals or corporations. I t  c a n n o t___
la te  commerce am ong tho sta tes as to 
compel th e  farm ers of the  N orthwest to 
ship the ir produce to  Chicago and Ne 
Y ork when they  wish to  tran spo rt It I 

Louis a nd  New Orleans. Tho coi 
gress could no t prescribe such discrimi­
nation In fre igh t ra te s  as would compel 
W estern m erchants a n d  jobbers l!o pur­
chase the ir supplies in  Chicago or Phtla- 
'  Iphla w hen they  desired to  buy a t  Des 
Moines o r Omaha. Congress may not 
prescribe ru les fo r th e  control of com­
merce among the  s ta te s  which are  des­
ignated to  b ank rup t the  m erchants and 

ufac turers of one locality and to  en­
rich those of another. I t  could not 
scheme to 'stlm ulato the  growth of trade 
In one city  o r m anufacturing center and 

destroy It In another. Congress can­
no t rightfully  g ran t to  Individuals and 
yndicates such control over the  public 

highways and facilities fo r in terstate  
traffic as will enable them  to concen- 

tho entire  cattle  trade  of th e  con­
tinen t Into a  single city, or number of 
cities, dominated by a combination of 
harpies and commercial bandits. I t 
could no t conspire with Individual* to 
g ran t to them  such ra te s  of tran spo rta ­
tion as would build up a  gigantic oil 
monopoly and enable them  to crush out 
all competing producers and refiners. I t  
could not e n te r  Into a  conspiracy with 
the  grea t a n th rac ite  coal companies to  
afford them  ample facilities to  tran sp o t t  
th e ir  products, and refuse like favors to 
competing companies.

If  congress should openly a ttem pt to 
commit such outrages as these, an In­
d ignant people would sweep them, from 
place and power like a to rren t. If prc- 
Isted In despite public sentim ent, it 

would be regarded as a  declaration th a t 
governm ent had dissolved, and tho peo­
ple would lly to  arm s as tho  only refuge 
from the  atrocity.

T he fathers evidently foresaw th a t 
evils of this c h arac ter would arise If 
th e  power to  regula te  commerce wore 

Individuals o r  to  the  states, and 
hence took It away and vested It ox- 

slvoly In congress A pprehending 
th a t a t  some tim e localities might still 
a ttem pt to  levy tribu te  upon others, and 
th a t  congress itself m ight no t always be 
disposed to  a c t with fairness, the  t r i ­

a l th e  constitution were careful to 
express th a t "N o preference shall be 
given by any regulation of commerce or 
revenue to  th e  ports of one sta te  over 
these of ano ther."

We w lll'now consider th e  powers and 
corresponding duties which th is pro­
visions confers and  enjoins upon con­
gress.

Commerce among the  s ta te s  consists 
In the  Interchange of merchandise or 
other moveable property on an extended 
scale between the  people of the  different 
states. I t finds Ils chief expression In 
the  Instrum ents used in the  exchange 
and transh ipm ent of tho same. These 
are  th ree  in number.

Money.
Facilities fo r transporta tion .
F&cilltlos for tho transmission of 

Intelligence.
I t  will bo readily seen th a t these In 

strum entalltlcs are  the Indispensable 
factors of modern civilization and relate 

o  tho  acquisltlonaand dlstrlbu- 
w ealth , and hence to the  t r a n ­

quility of society and the  maintenance 
of personal rights. Faithfully  wielded 
by th e  general governm ent thoy constl- 

triplc-plated armor, capable. If 
hold steadily tow ard tho fee, of turning 
aside the  heaviest projectiles of tyranny, 
and broad enough to  shield a t  all times 
the  whole body of the  people. W ith this 
view of the  ‘subject before our minds, 
tho wisdom of the provision which vests 
this power In congress and which o 
hides tho Insatiable passion of avarice 

from any share  in  Its exercise becomes 
apparen t to  all.

How has congress discharged this Im- 
i r ta n t trust, and with w hat effect upon 
unocratlc Institutions? I t  will bo 

readily seen th a t within tho lim its of

this paper we can only tr e a t the  subject 
suggestively. B ut the  mere Interroga 
tlon foreshadows tho s ta rtling  outlines 
of our n atlonal dilemma, and tho p: 
dlgfoua growth of corporate power 
once rises like an Impassable barrier bo* 
fore th e  inlnd. Tho whole trin ity  of 
commercial Instrum ents have been 
seized by corporations, wrenched from 
federal control, and are being used tb 
crush ou t th e  inalienable righ ts of tho 
people. Thoy are  Interlocked by 
tna l Interests; and advance together In 
the ir work of plunder and subjugation. 
T hoy constantly  do a ll those th ing  which 
congress could no t do w ithout exciting 
Insurrection. Thoy m ake wa 
ganlzed labor, and annually  lay  irlbuto 
upon a  subjugated people g rea ter  than 
was over exacted by any conqueror or 
m ilitary ch ieftain  since m at 
gaged in tho brutalities of w ar. Thoy 
c orrup t our elections, contamlnato 
bur legislatures and pollute our courts 
o f Justice. T hey  have grown to bo 
stronger th a n  tho  governm ent; and tho 
arm y of rP lnkcrtons, which Is over 
the ir bidding, Is g rea ter bysovoral thou 
sund than  tho standing arm y of 'the 
U nited States. Instead of the  govern* 
mont controllng tho  corporations, the 
la tte r  dominate every departm ent of 
sla te . Wo may no longer look to 
gross, as a t  present dominated, fo r the 
regulation of these  facilities. T h a t  body 

bent on farm ing ou t its sovorelgi 
power to  Individuals and corporations, 

be used for personal gain.
Our national banking system Is th e  i 

su it of a com pact between congress a 
certain  syndicates, congress agreeing 
exorciso tho power to  create  money

as a  gift, and to  enforce Its 
c irculation, w hile the  syndicates 
determ ine the  quantity  and say when It 
shall be Issued and retired! No cu rren ­
cy w hatever can be Issued under this 

unless It Is flrst called for by associ­
a ted usurers, and then thoy may retire  
It agsln a t pleasure. If  thoy decline to 
call for its issue, tho  ollllctlon m ust br 
borne, If  Issued, and speculators de­
sire to  destroy It, the  disastrous sacrifice 

jiMurod. The power of tho 
governm ent to  issue lies dorm ant until 
vokod bv a  p rivate  syndicate. Then 

tho money flows Into tholr hands, no t to 
be expended In business or paid ou t for 
labor, b u t to  bo loaned a t usury on prl 

>unt. I t  can  no t bo reached by 
any o the r citizen of the  Republic except 

It may bo borrowed of those favorites 
who a rb itrarily  dispense it  solely 

personal gain. T o  obtain II 
tho borrower m ust pay to  those dls* 
ponsers of sovereign favors from six to 
tw enty tim es as much (according to  lo­
cality) as was paid by the  flrst recipient.
I t  Is a fine exhibition of Democratic 

le n t to  see our treasu  y dep 
mont create  th e  currency, bestow i t  as a 
g ift upon money lenders, and then stand 
by w ith cruel Indifference and  witness 
the  m isfortunes, tho sha rp  competition 
and the  allllctions of life drive the 
of Its devoted subjects to  the  feet of 
these purse-proud barons as suppliant: 
and beggars for ex tortionate, second­
hand favors. T his system was borrowed 
from tho m other country, where It was 
planned to  foster established nobility, 
distinction of casto and Imperial and 
dynastic pretensions; and those who 
filanned it  have always been satisfied 
w ith Its operation. T his, then , Is our 
situation:

F or a  homo upon tho  e arth , the  poA- 
ust sue a t  the  fee t of the  land specu­

lator.
our cufrency we are  rem anded to 

tho  mercies of a  gigantic money trust.
F or term s upon which wo may use the  

highways, wo m ust consult the  king of 
the  rail and the ir private trafllc  associa­
tions.

F o r  rapid tran s it of Information, we 
bow obligingly to  a telegraph monopoly 
dominated by a  single mind. i

money, our facilities for rapid In­
te rs ta te  trafllc , the  telegraph—th e  throe 
subtle messengers of our Intensified and 
advanced civilization—all appropriated 
and  dominated by nrivate greed; wage 
labor suspended by tho Invention of ma­
chinery. and cast-off labor forbidden to 
return  to  the e a r th  and cultiva te  it  in 
his own righ t; population rapidly In­
creasing; highways lined with tram ps; 
cities over-crowded and congested; rural 
distric ts mortgaged to  tho utm ost limit, 
and  largely cultivated by tenants : crime 
extending Its cancerous roots Into the  
very vitals of society; colossal fortunes 
rising like Alpine ranges alongside of 

ever widening and deepening abyss 
of poverty; usury respectable, corpora- 

formed by thousands to  crowd out 
Individuals In th e  sharp  competition for 
money, and  th e  tru s t to  drive weak cor­
porations to  th e  wall.

Such a re  some of th e  evils which have 
given rise to  tho  discontent now so uni­
versal throughout th e  I nlon. From the 
Investigations which th is unrest has 
awakened has been evolved th e  "T h ree ­
fold Contention of Industry ,"  covering 
the  grea t questions of land, money and 
transporta tion . Should It be the  sub­
je c t of criticism or m a tte r  of astonlsh- 

our Industrial people feel 
compelled to organize for m utual and 
peaceful defense? T h a t they  are  actu ­
ated by tho purest motives and highest 
behests of judgm ent and conscience In 
raking the ir demands, cannot for one 

moment bo called In question. Thoy 
o conscious, also, th a t tholr contention 
based upon the  im pregnablo rock of 

the  constitution and intrenched in  the  
decisions of -our courts of last resort. 
T hey  do not seek to  Interfere 
with tho rights of others, bu t to 
protect the ir own; to  rebuild 
constitutional safeguards which have 
been throw n down; to restore to tho 

eoplo tholr law ful control over th e  es­
sential instrum ents of commerce, and to 
give v itality  to  those portions of our 
g rea t charter  which wore fram ed for tho 
common good of all.

T he greenback was tru ly  tho people'! 
money; It was In tho hands of tho  peo­
ple and bore no Interest. B u t by th a t 
Infamous contraction law the  green­
backs, to  the  am ount of £ 1,200,000,000 
were destroyed, crem ated In a crema­
tory th a t cost the  government £10,000, 
and government 5 20 gold-bearing, non- 
taxable bonds Issued In the ir stead d u r­
ing a period from April 12, 1806, to  May 
13, 1873, when, under the  leadership of 
the  fearless, ga llan t G eneral Weaver, 
who In the  name of the  people demanded 
the  cessation of such destruction of our 
money, congress passed the  a c t prohib­
iting the ir fu rther destruction.

B ut oh! th e  awful ruin th a t had been 
rought In th a t tim e, and  the  misery, 

crim e and  woe th a t Was entailed upon 
by reason of thus contracting  the 

currency; for from 1866 to  1878 there 
wore 66,653 business failures In this 

untry, with liabilities am ounting to 
tho appalling sum of £1,807,071,000, to 
say nothing about tho mortgage fore­
closures, wrookod railroads, ruined 
homes, sulcldos, and tho millions of 
tram ps th a t now Infest our country. 
My pen falls to  p icture th a t awful devas­
ta tion  and destruction. And still tho 
parties In power offer us no relief. Nor 

tho end yet, fo r d uring tho last week 
Bradstrco t reports 191 business failures 

tho country. M ortgage and execu­
tion sales a re  plentiful, .-trikes are  Im­
m inent, and all over the  country labor 
Is organizing to  be tter  th e ir  condition, 
and poverty, w retchedness and crlmo 
are  rife In the  land, the  na tu ra l results 
of tho financial condition of th e  people 
b rought ou by reason of “ class legisla­
tion."

T hen  to  add still g rea ter burdens 
th e  people, and especially to  the  debtor 
class of which Uncle Sam was one ,at th( 
behest of England In 1873 congress de 
monetized silver. In  th is Instance  It 
took English capita lis ts who hold 
bonds, with 3500,000 to  “ Influenco" 
American congress. Is It any wonder 

:a t congressmen like Blaine, Sherman 
id others, even upon a  sa lary  of £5,000 
year, can become millionaires In a  few 

sho rt years? On whom does this bur­
den fall, if no t on the  people? English 
and American capitalists have "Influ­
enced" and  directed th e  course of tho 
financial legislation of congress (or 
many years. If  i t  could n o t be done 
without bribery, th a t m eans was used. 
And righ t hero It m ight bo well to  call 
atten tion  to  a  c ircu lar Issued by, one 
Hazzard, a  London banker, and which 
found Its way to  th is country  In 1863 It 
says: "Slavery Is about to  be abolished 
by the  w ar power, and chatte l slavery 
destroyed. T his, I  and  my European 
friends a re  in favor of, fo r slavery Is b u t 
tho owning of labor, and carries with It 
the  care  of the  laborer, while the  E uro 
pean plan, led on by England, Is capital 
control of labor, by controlling wages. 
T his can  bo done by  controlling the 
money. Tho grea t debt th a t capitalists 
will see to  It Is made ou t of tho 
must be used as a  measure to  control 
tho volume of money; To accomplish 
this bonds m ust be used as a  banking 
basis. We are  now w aiting to got tho 
secretary  of tho treasury  to  m ake his 
recommendation to  congress. I t  will 
no t do to  allow tho greenback, as It l‘ 
called, to  c irculate as money any  length 
of time, for wo cannot control th a t."

Now le t me ask, has not -all th a t been, 
successfully done? Do not tho bank ­
ers and bondholders control the  volume 

'  money today, “and through money 
Control wages? As long as tho green­
back circulated among tbo people the 
volume w a-; stable and tho  price of 
labor rem unerative; bu t as soon as the  
greenbacks wore eliminated from tho 
circulation wages declined, the  banks 
could loan tholr money, and today tho 
lands of th is country are  mortgaged for 
half th e ir  average value.

I t  Is a  well settled and undisputed 
principle of economics th a t tho volumo 
of money In circulation In any  country 
governs the  price of any commodity, 
other things being equal. Now wo have 
In this country about £14 per cap ita , and 
In circulation less than  £7 per capita, 
when the re  ought to  bo a t least £50 per 
capita.

There  are  then two methods of ellmt- 
atlng tho currency fro«^ circulation; 
ne by governmental contraction, and 

tho  o the r by corporatlou absoptlon— 
each equally dlslructlvo to thq in terests 
of the  laborer. T he tariff, banks, ra il­
roads, telegraphs, telephones and land 
monopolies are  Instrum ents by which 
corporations absorb from circulation 
our currency and make tho rich richer 
and tho  poor poorer.

T ho People's pa rty  promise and de­
mand th a t those grea t wrongs shall be 
rlghled. I t  can only be done through 
tho  ballot box. The D emocrats offer us 
no relief, nor could thoy give relief If 
promised, because while a m ajority  of 
them would do so tho necessary percent 
of them  to control legislation, like the 
Republicans, are  dominated by banks, 
combines and monopolies, and are  pow­
erless to  help us out.

Como and help us to throw off the  gal­
ling yoke and hurl from power forever 
those who have enslaved us. L et us be 
no longer slaves to  a  horde of petty ty­
ran ts  who, by controlling th e  currency 
of this country, control us. Wholesome 
laws can be enacted and  executed on i/

by those In perfect accord with 
equal distribution of the  w ealth of this 
country—not In an annrchlstlcal method 
bu t in a  m annar th a t says to  tho gold 
king, railroad m agnates, mine owners, 
land barons, tru s t combines and monop­
olies, you shall no longer ro 
shall with us bear your Just proportion 
of tho burdens of th is country, and shall 
glvo to  tho laborer his share of tho val 
of his productions.

T hey  rob us now because the  law  per 
mils them to do so. Wo ask tho repeal 
of such Iniquitous laws, and In the ir 
stead such laws enacted as shall oporat- 
for th e  benefit of all tho  people alike. 
Men are  no t so much to  blame for doing 
th a t  which tho law enables them 
and hence wo have no contention with 
Individuals, bu t do most emphatically 
demand tho  repeal o f tho laws th a t thus 
enable Individuals to  legally rob u 
This can be done only by tho election 1 
office of those men who are  in harmony 
with the 'dem ands of th e  People's party , 
because the  Republicans, with tho aid 
of tho D emocrats In congress, burdened 

with those Infamous laws and neither 
of the  old parties has stretched forth 
hand to  remove such hurdens.
