The silver
men are, however, confident that If the
Dill ever comes bafore the house agaln
in any shape they will pass it So. be-
tween the debate In the senate and re-
viving activity in the house, siiver again
promises to be a live issue.

Tt is very doubtful if tho sliver dlstus-
ston will zet under way fn the senate
Dbefora Wednesday or Thursday. By
unanimous consent It has bean azreed
that two days will bedevoted to clearing
the calendar.

Resldent of Grand Baplds There.

Davrona, Fla, March 26.—[Speclal
Correspondence.] — This town Is put
down as having 1,200 {nhabitants, and
has a city government, and so It can
shut up the hogs, which Is of a good
deal of importance In Florida. It 1s sit-
uated on the west bank of the Halifax
river about twelve miles above where it

for nearly two mliles along the river
bank, which is here nearly stralght and
level, and the front stroat s right along
tho water's edge. From the river the
ground rises gradually for two long
blocks to Ridgewood avenue, which Is
the highest ground on this side of the
river. " There are two bridges across the
river, which Is here over a hall-mile
wide. On the east bank of the river,
which Is called Sllver Beacli, there aro
many fine residences with ample
grounds, which are most beautifully and
elaborately ornamented with trées of
1he natural forest growth and rare sem(-
tropleal trees, shrubs, plants and vines,
The poninsula between the river and
ocean is narrow, belng less than a half-
mile wide, and rises up lnto considerable
ridges. From Beach street, Daytona, It
1s something over a mile to the shore of
the Atlantic, where there is a fine, level
beach, over 300 feet wide at low tlde,
that stretches unbroken from Mosquito
Inlet to Matanzas Inlet, nearly fifty
miles, and is as hard and solid from
drlving as If it were concrete,
Nearly all of Daytona, except where
the homes, gardens and small orange
groves are located, Is covered with the
finest growth of a great varlety of trees,
among which are live oak, water oak,
bitternut hickory, ash, long-leaf pin®,
spruce pine, magnolla, bay, holly, cab-
bage palm and wild orange, besides
mauy kinds of small tree growth for
which I know no names. An abundant
supply of good water Is easlly obtalned
from artestan wells, 7510 200 feet deep,
that cost but little more than ordinary
wells. The hammock, upon which the
town stands, averages two miles wide
2nd extends for sixty miles down the
coast. It Is covered with a dense growth
of hard wood, Including many wild
orange trees, long-leaf pine and cabbage
palm. Near the city are several nated
orange groves, among which are the
Highby, Blake and Kingston groves,
which have been made by budding the
wild or sour orange trees found growing
In the woods.
I saw wild orange trees that weroe Iul-
Iy efght {nches In dlameter at the
me of the low hammock here is Iho
richest land I have scen In Florida. A
great part of thesa hammock lands are
sifl] covered with a heavy growth of tim-
ber, but it has nearly all been cultivated
and 2 buudred years ago was In crops of
sugar cane and Indigo. Two large, and
in places, deep ditches or drainage cuts
reach from the low hsmmock back of
the town to the river, and on the slopes
of these cuts large troes are growing.
‘These ditches form #& part of the great
draloage system inagurated and in part
carried ont by Dr. Andrew Turnbull, &
wealthy and enterprisiog Scotch gen-
tleman who recefved a grant of 60,000
acres of land from tho governor in 1767,
shortly after Florida was ceded to Eng-
ITand by Spain, on condition that certaln
Improvements shonld be made within
a specified time. Turnbull then went 10
the Mediterranean and socured permis-
slon to transport to Florida alarge num-
ber of Greek famllies, for which permit
he pald 400 hundred pounds ster)ing.
He also got a large number of peoplo
from the Belearic Isles, and altogether
some 1,500 people—men, women and
children—emigrated under his leader-
ship. He gave freo trausportation and
guaranteed good provisions and clothing.
If any of the emigrauts were dlssatisfied
after six months’ trlal thoy were to be
sent bome, and those who remained and
worked threo years were to recelve fifty
acres of land for each family and twenty-
five acres for cach child. If such a
chance as this had been offered to the
ollanders, we would have had the
country all settled up long ago.
Atier o long and tedlous passage the
people , reached this land of promlse
called Now Smyrna and begsn work with
good courage, planted crops and got
Rood returns. 0on_ as the colony
was well supplfed with food, Turnbull
planted Indigo which was then a profit-
able crop. In 1772 about 3,000 acres

Horrille Tale of Shipwreck and Suffering
1n the Chiua Sei.

Goorgo J. Merchaut, wate and tho
auly survivor of tho crew of six on the
Il fated schooner Pear], which was rau
down and sunk in tho China sea by an
ocean steamer, was. interviewed by a
roporter at his uncle's howe, on Pelliam
stroet,

ho Pearl"ho said, “was o small
trading schooner of 140 tons, and nsual-
Iy touched ports among the Philippina
fslnnds, but on his last voyage we were
chartered ut Pamay for Hong-Kong
with a goneral cargo.

“Nothing of any account happened
until the night of the disaster, when we.
syere within cight miles of our destina-

on.
