Loxnox, April 4 —Adyices lrom East
Afrlea say that thure has been trouble
late an= the natives on the gold
CO8SL ... LIl seat of the unrest was
In the eastern Corbo country, and arose
out of the conflict of British sanltary ro-
quirements with natfve customs. Sa-
kitty, the king of East Corbo, dled re-
cently after a few days' illnesss and ac-
cording to native custom, was burled in
his house. Commlssloner Williams, how-
ever, {nsisted upon burlal fu the proper
place and told the natives intramural
burfals had been prohibited by ordl-
nance. A dispute arose, which resulted
foan sttack upon the commissioner,
who took shelter fu & German house znd
telegraphed to the governor. Hostilities
wereaverted, Sakiity belng exhumed
and relnterred clsowhero, 'The late
kiog held a collar and sword from Quarn
Victorla, bestowed upon him by her maj-
esty for ofiiclent service rendered to the
Britist government In tho Ashanteo war
of 1873-74, although he was practieally
forced to bilo with the Baluisly under tho
pain of death and the immediate occu-
pation of his country. Otherwise, it is
