Money Circulation.

E d i to r  M orn ing  P re s s—In a sta te ­
m en t recently published, from 9  P re ss  
correspondent, were tho assertions th a t 
In 18G4 there  was "abou t $50 per capita 
(of money) in circulation;” th a t  under 
law  passed In 1806 for retiring  a portion 
of tho United S tates notes, "greenbacks 
to  th e  am ount of $1,200,000,000 were de­
stroyed,” and th a t "now  wo have in cir­
culation In this country about $14 per 
cap ita .” N either of those assertions is 
true. T he am ount of money in c ircula ' 
tion In 1864 was bu t $19.67 per capita, 
instead of $50, a^ shown by tho publish­
ed statom onts and records of tho  treas­
ury  departm ent. T hen  on Ju ly  1, 1S91, 
tho date of tho la tes t au then tic  s ta te ­
ment, tho to ta l am ount of money in the 
United States, according to  th e  same 
authority , was $32.85 per cap ita , and 
tho am ount of c irculation per cap ita  was 
$23.45 per cap ita  Instead of $14 as al 
l«god by your correspondent. Besides, 
th e  fac t should no t be lost sigh t of th a t in 
1864 nearly  all th e  money in  th e  country 
w as In circulation; a t  least a  much larger 
proportion of It th a n  now, when the  q 
tlty  in  th e  treasury  is a t  least fourteen 
times as g rea t as It was then.
assertion th a t $ 1,200,000 of greenbacks
(United States notes) were destroyed by 
the  "contraction  law" of 1866, It Is u t­
terly  preposterous in view of tho fact 
th a t th e  largest am ount of those notes 
ever outstanding was somewhat less 
th a n  $450,000,000 in  1864. Tho fantasy 
which some people have of counting 
eigh t or ten  hundred millions of Tnlted 
S tates bonds, as p a rt of the  currency In 
the  years imm ediately a fte r  tho w ar Is a 
fiction pure and simple. T here  was 
never a  tim e when any class of those 
bonds circulated to  any grea t ex ten t as 
currency among the  people. T he sober 
tru th  is ,th a t of tho money In gross, tho 
money per cap ita , and the  circulation 
per capita, there  has been a  steady in- 
creas froip 1862 down to the  present 
tim e and the  am ount now to every man, 
woman and child is more than  double 
w hat it  was then , showing th a t  the 
money Increase has been twice as fast 
as the  Increase In population. W hat­
ever hardships the  people may be suffer­
ing on account of the  money system, 
are  duo to  other and  entirely  different 
causes than  the  ups o r downs of the 
am ount of th e  c irculating medium.

Steaming- Magnet*.
A ccording to  a  G erm an trade  paper, 

tw o  elec tricians in  th a t coun try  have 
m ade some very in te restin g  and  im­
p o r ta n t discoveries a s  to  tho influence 
of steam  upon m agnets. By h eating  
them  for some tim e in  steam  i t  w as 
found th a t  they lo st from  28 to  67 p e r 
c en t o f th e ir  power. If  they  were then  
rem pgnetized and  again  sub jected  to  
tho  action of steam  the re  w as a  very 
s lig h t loss of power.

From  these experim ents tho  elec tri­
cians concluded th a t  a fte r  such tr e a t­
m en t th e  m agnets w ould be less liable 
to  de terio ra te  fi'om m echanical vibra­
tions as w ell as heat. Upon testing  
th is  theory  i t  w as found to  bo borne 
ou t by  th e  facts. A fter trea ting  a  m ag­
ne t w ith  s team  for fou r horn's a n d  then 

nctizing  it  w as subjected to  fifty 
blow s both transversely  and longitudi­
nally . Upon testing  the  m agnet it  
showcvd  b u t a  s lig h t loss of m agnetism , 
and repeated blow s failed  to  increaso

of these experim ents, i t  is said th a t re­
peated steam ing  and  rem agnetizm g arc  
regarded a s  tho  b e s t m eans o f securing 
perm anent m agnetism  in pieces o f hard 
steel.
