Milo E. Marsh, deputy labor commis­
sioner, w as In th e  city yesterday to 
answer a  charge of contem pt In falling 
to  pay alimony ordered by th e  cou rt In 
the  divorce case brought by his wife, 
Ida  E. Marsh.

Several le tte rs were ex­
changed between F rank  L. Carpenter, 
solicitor for Mrs. M arsh, and Jason  E. 
N ichols of L ansing, solicitor for Mr. 
M arsh, b u t he positively declined to 
cash up.

8AUUKL CHIPMAN DEAD.

A Well Known Attorney Passes Over to the 
Majority.

-Sam uel S. Chlpman, the  a tto rney  who 
has been a  well know n figure about the  
s treets died a t  th e  U. B. A. home about 
m idnight W ednesday night.

Mr. Chlpman was about fifty years of 
age and a  son of Dr. 0 .

E ditob Mousing Press — In Mr. 

H oughtallng 's allusion to  my le tte r  of 
M arch 30, J  notice a very serious mis- 
understanding of my sta tem ent and  po­
sition concerning coming events.
II. says he has bu t little  sym pathy with 
my solemn warnings as to  tho  end of all 
things w ithin th e  p resent century, 
made no s ta tem en t w hatever indicating 
a  belief th a t tho end of a ll thing: 
come w ithin tho  tim e sta ted ; b u t th a t 
all th ings pointed to  the  second coming 
of our king, and th a t  th e re  would bo 
such a  tim e of trouble as the  world had 
never seen and  never would see again 
and  th a t the  "coming klug" would dash 
tho  nations to  pieces, as i t  were, w ith a 
rod of iron and usher In a  reign of peace 
and  righteousness. However. 
H oughtallng Is no t alone In m aking tho 
above m istake. T here  are  a  g rea t many 
people who when they read anything 
honcornlng tho  second coming of Christ 
and the  tim e of trouble a tten d a n t upon 
the  transform ation of the  nations prev 
lous to  th e  fully  sotting up  of Christ' 
kingdom, jum p to the  conclusion th a t 
th e  w riter m eans th e  destruction  of tho 
e a rth  and of all m ankind, except a  very 
few "good people." T h e  Morning 
P ress and tho Eveuing L sador within 
few days have made the  sam e mistake 
when alluding to  L ieu tenan t T otten 
Boston lecture, by heading the  synopsis 
of It, "T ho  E nd of the  W orld," when 
n o t a  syllable in the  whole loetnre could 
rightly , bo so construed.

A grea t m any others m ake the  far 
more serious m istake of jum ping to  th 
conclusion w ithout any Invostigatlo 
w hatever, th a t nothing over was, Is, or 
over c an  bo known by men concerning 
Christ’s  second coming, 
readers reply, did no t Jesus say  th a t no 
m an ever c an  know tho  day o r th e  hour?
L et us settle  th a t  question w ith a 
phallc "N o" a t  th e  outset. Jesus 
said anyth ing  of the  kind. W hat he did 
say was "N o m an know eth .'e ither the 
day or tho  hour"—th a t Is, a t  th a t 
and  to  th a t generation: he did no t say 
th a t no man ever "should know ," If he 
had  he would have contradicted the 
Bible and th a t  Is something Jesus never 
old. T he prophet David tells us plainly 
th a t  a t a  certain  lim e some men should 
know and understand th e  tim e for tho 

end of th e  "ag e ."  In  Daniel, chap. 12, 
v. 26, we road; “ And one said to  tho 
man clothed In linen, ’How long shall It 
be te  th e  end of these  wonders?’ "  Tho 
contqxtshow s th a t these w onders extend 
to  th e  resurrection Itself. T hen  the 
m an made answer th a t  i t  should bo “ for 

. a  tim e, tim e, and a h a ll."  Daniel de­
clares th a t  he heard th e  saying, bu t did 
no t understand I t a t  all. A t tb ls point 
tho  man replies to  him: "(jo  thy  way 
D aniel, fo r th e  roads are  closed up and 
sealed;" th a t is they are  no t m eant to  be 
understood now. B u t was th is neces­
sarily so? Surely no t, for If-so the  giv­
ing of them  would have been b u t a  farce 
and a  mockery. B ut In tho very 
next verso ho declares th a t they 
w ere sealed "u n til th e  tim e of the  end" 
no t tho end Itself, bu t the  lim e Immedi­
a tely  preceding th e  end. The declara­
tion cf tho aogel then was, th a t Daniel 
could no t understand tho num bers be­
cause God had sealed up tho lr  meaning 
for a  fu tu re  generation, bu t th a t whon 
tho " tim e of tho end" came, then  tho 
seal would bo broken, and tho times un- 

^ tU rstood .
expressly sta tes th a t when tho 

tfine of the  end has arrived, tjien, " the  
wise shall understand, bu t none of tho 
wicked shall understand."

In  M att. 24, M ark 13, Luke 21, Jesus 
gave certain  signs which would Indicate 
w ith unerring  accuracy the  tim e of tho 
end and spake unto the  disciples a  par­
able saying: "Behold the  fig treejund all 
tho trees: when they now shoot forth , 
ye see and know of yourselves th a t sum ­
mer Is now nigh a t hand. So likewise 
ye, when ye see those things to  pcss, 
know ye th a t tho kingdom of God Is 
nigh a t hand. Verily I  say unto you,
T his generation," th a t is th e  generation 
beholding thoso signs " shall not pass 
away till all be fulllllod.”

Is ho th a t readeth tho words of tho 
prophesy of th is book."

No wonder S a tan  likes to  te ll people 
V  th a t Ahoy cannot understand th is book 
»  "of Revelations,” for It of all o ther de­

ta ils his final overthrow, and tho tr i­
umph of Jesus. W hat thon can bo 
known concerning tho prophetic end of 
tim e? Much more than  the  averago 

I Christian Is aw are of. In tho first place trU 
wo know th a t tho numbers In Daniel aro in  s 
to  bo road on tho year day, plan. T hat ei-ir 
Is, each day stands for a year; th a t ke;. 
m uch has been proven In a t  least one of 
these fulfillment:-. Tho 423 years from 
the  going forth of tho  commandment to 
restore and rebuild Jerusa lem  unto Mes­
siah the  Prince was literally  fulfilled In 
weeks of years, and th a t tho other 
periods shall also bo fulfilled according 
to  tho same method cf reckoning Is be­
yond all question.

A decision of m uch  importance to  m ar­
ried women has recently  lieen rendered 
by tho court o f appeals of th is sta te  in 

case o f  Herwig B laechinska against 
Howard Mission and  Home for L ittle 

W anderers.
e  plaintiff, a  m arried  woman, sued 

the  defendant, a  charitable  corporation, 
recover dam ages for injuries which 

she sustained by falling  over a  coal hole 
In the  sidew alk which tho servants of 
the defondant had  failed to  gua rd  prop­
erly. Upon th e  tr ia l she recovered a  

•rdict o f $500, w hich was affirmed by 
the general te rm  of tho snprem o cou rt in 
th is city. Tho case w as taken  to  the 
conrt of appeals and  w as there argued 
before tho  second division of th a t t r i ­
bunal. The only erro r upon w hich the  
appellant asked for a  reversal of the 
judgm ent w as the  instruction of the  trial 
judge to  tho  ju ry  th a t in  estim ating tho 
damages sustained by Mrs. Blaechinska 
they  m ight take  into consideration tho 
loss o f wages w hich sho had  sustained 
by reason of h e r inab ility  to  w ork  in  
consequence of the  accident.

A t tho  tim e sho w as in jured  she w as 
living w ith  her husband, w ho w as a 
custom ta ilor, and  w as w orking for him 
as a  seamstress a t  a  sa lary  of five ond 

do llars a  week. Tho general term  
held th a t th is money w hich tho plaintiff 
received from  her husband for services 
outside of her household duties w as her 
own property, and  th a t " th e  loss of the 
sa lary  could be g iven in  evidence as an 
elem ent of damage, tho sam e as if  she 
had been w orking for a  stranger." Tho 
appellant insisted th a t th is vifew of the 
law  as i t  now exists in  th e  sta te  of New 
Y ork w as erroneous.

The opinion o f th e  cou rt of appeals is 
w ritten  by  Judge  Irv ing  G . V ann, of 
Syracuse, and  is  concurred in  by  a ll the 
members o f the  second division. H e re­
views tho  legislation in  th is s ta te  re­
moving the  disabilities of m arried wom­
en, w hich began w ith  tho e nabling act 
of 1860. g iving a  wife a  separate estate 

w hatever she m ay acquire by  her 
trade , business, labor, o r  services car­
ried bn o r  perform ed on  her sole and 
separate account, and  extending down 
to  the  a c t  of 1887, w hich authorizes a 
m arried woman to  convey lands directly  
to  her husband a ud  accept conveyances 
of land  direc tly  from  him.

H e shows th a t i t  h a s  uniform ly been 
held, no tw ithstanding tho  various 
changes effected by  th e  successive s ta t­
u tes rela ting  to  m arried  women, th a t  a  
husband sh  1 has the  r ig h t to  the  serv­
ices o f  his wife so fa r  a s  household work 
is concerned, oven if  th a t household 
work be o f a  som ew hat exceptional char­
acter, and  th a t even w hen she does out­
door w ork upon h e r husband’s farm , sho 
cannot recover any  wages fo r snch labor, 
a lthough she holds h e r husband’s  w rit­
ten  promise to  pay her fo r it .  If  she 
w orks for a  th ird  person, the  ru le  is  dif- 
ent, and  under ai; a c t passed in  1884 her 
earnings in  th a t event would be h e r own.

Find ing  tho law  to lie well se ttled by 
adjudica tion to  tho  effect we have s ta t­
ed, Judge  V ann inquires, inasm uch as 
" a  m an.cannot m ake a  valid c on tract to 
pay  h is w ife fo r extraord inary  services 
rendered in  Ids household o r fo r work­
in g  on  h is farm , how  can he make 
valid contract to  pay h e r fo r helping 
h im  m ake clothes in  his business 
custom tailor?” The learned judge 
comes to  th e  conclusion th a t there  is  no 
basis for any  distinction.

T ho effect of th is  decision m ay be 
p lainly staled. T he husband cannot 
now compel his w ife to  do w ork for 
him which does no t f all w ithin the  defi­
n ition and  scope of household services 
any more th a n  ho could a t  common law, 
b u t if  the  wife consents to  do  "Tiny 
o ther w ork she cannot compel her hus­
band to  pay  h e r for it. In  Other words, 
“such services as sho rendera him, 
w hether w ithin o r w ithou t th e  strict 
line of h e r du ty , belong to  him, and  if  
ho pays h e r fo r them  i t  is a  gift."  On 
the  other baud, w hatever she earns by 
m eans of labor perform ed under h e r own 
independent contracts fo r persons other 
th a n  h er husband is  m ade by  sta tu te  her 
individual property.

Tho caso is ouo of exceptional interest 
as presenting a  clear sta tem ent of the 
r igh ts  of m arried women as they now 
exist in  th is  sta te  w ith  respect to  com­
pensation for the ir services.—New  York

L assa, tho  principal c ity  of Thibet, 
a  rem arkable placo for one thing—gov­
ernm ent recognizes tho ab ility  of women 
to  m anage and  control a  large  propor­
tion  of th e  reta il trade , th a t a t  certain 
seasons of the  year demands unusual at- 
teution. From  December to  March 
brisk business is carried ou w ith  “ neigh­
bors from  abroad.” H ue, tho distin­
guished explorer, relates th a t china- 
w are, r ich  carpets, a ttrac tive  silk stuffs 
and o the r commodities in  g rea t variety 
and largo quantities are  b rought from 
w estern China; and from  other quarters 
appear traveling  m erchants, w ith well 
laden camels and  horses, revealing a 
tem pting display o f Russian goods, 
among w hich m ay be found gold lace, 
silken tex tures and  peculiar styles of 
jew elry, m uch in  request in  tho citiep 
and villages of T hibet; also many kinds 
of fu rn itn re  are  included in  the  lis t, and 
e astern  T hibet fails not in  am ple pro­
vision o f m uch prized musk.

Tho ow ners o f  these valuable “ packs 
of richness and elegance" th row  them ­
selves h e a r t and  soul into the  w ork of 
disposing of the ir various properties, for 
in  th ree  m onths " th e  season of absence 
from  homo w ith  them  is past, and  early 
in  M arch they m ust again take  u p  the  
claim s o f  farm  aud  store and  shop * 
the ir ow n land."—H arper’s  Bazar.

Superftlitlou* W earers of Bings.
he use of am ulets fo r disease seems 

to  belong to  a  past age, yet, in  tru th , su­
perstition is  alm ost as rife  today as in 
the  rom antic tim es w hen people discov- 

ed fa iry  rings in  tho meadows and , by 
■ery w andering stream , tho footprints 

of the  w ater sprites. I t  hard ly  seems 
possible th a t copper rings or inlaid rings 
of iron o r other base m etal should be 
w orn today  to  w ard  off disease. Yet 
there a re  wise people, m en of affairs, 
who would scorn to  show  superstition in 
g rea ter things, who a re  firm ly convinced 
th a t they  owe im m unity from  disease to  
some such token.—Exchange.

The follow ing curious instance is re­
ported by  M. SchAirer of tho case w ith 
w hich consumption germ s m ay be dis- 

uinatcd. W hile a t  work one day  in  
the  laboratory of W eichselbaum, ho 
sent fo r some grapes to  cat. The fru it 
had been kept fo r some tim e in  a  basket 
outside the  lavatory  and  w as covered 
w ith  dust, so  th a t  th e  w ater in  w hich i t  

as w ashed was black. On exam ining 
i t  he reflected th a t, inasm uch as the  
neighboring s tree t w as traversed by  con- 

ptive patien ts going to  the  clinic, 
the  dust probably w as charged w ith 
tubercle bacilli. T o  settle  th is , M. 
Schnirer in jected  in to  th ree  guinea pigs 
ten  cubic centim eters of w ater in  which 
tho grapes had been washed. One an i­
mal died in  tw o days from  peritonitis, 
the  tw o others died on  th e  forty-eighth 

d  fifty-eighth days, respectively, pre­
senting m arked tuberculous lesions, 
especially a t  th e  placo of injection.

Tho w ater in  w hich th e  grapes had  
been washed w as taken  from  th e  faucet, 

d  the  glass containing i t  had  been 
sterilized; ne ither the  boy w ho had 
bought th e  grapes, nor th e  m erchant 
who h a d  sold them , w as consumptive. 
The cause o f  th e  in fection was, beyond 
donbt, th e  dust on th e  grapes. This ex­
perim ent illustrates the  danger arising 
from tho dissemination of desiccated 
tuberculous spu ta  in ' the  a ir.—H all's 
Journal of H ealth .
