If  the  move Is worked 
ou t a t  the  r igh t moment, ne ither the  In­
fluence of A lger. Blair, Sherm an, Mc­
K inley o r any other candidate can  pre­
vent Palm er from being nominated with 
a  hurrah. G etting down to brass tacks. 
I  tell you Palm er's chance for the  nomi­
nation is b e tter  a t  this tim e th a n  Gen- 
eral-Alger'i.

“ Palm er Is a  pretty  shrewd cam paign­
e r T he presidency of the  World’s fair 
was a gilden opportunity  for him to 
work up a  boom for himself without 
people suspecting w hat he was doing.

Ou ah a , April 9.—An organization was 
perfected a t  a  quie t meeting In Omaha 
yesterday th a t may have an Im portant 
bearing upon the  politics of the  state.

In Nebraska, Minnesota, Iowa, Kansas 
and N orth D akota, and a  convention 
will be held In May for th e  form ation of 
a  national organization. Tljo head of 
the movement Is In Minneapolis, but 
there  is a  strong  prospect of having the 
May convention held lu Omaha.

The Annusl Report of the Secretary of the 
Board of Health.

In  view of the  expected change In the 
board of health  officers, w hich will most 
n a tu ra lly  happen when th e  now admin­
istration takes tho helm, tho  secretary 
Is making ou t h is annual report to  the 
conncll.

T h e  following synopsis of it  will give 
the  reader a .  little  Information of the  
num ber of contagious diseases, births 
and deaths th a t ta k e  place In th is city. 
In  April, 1891, th e  first reports of births 
wore received and since th a t  tim e G25 
m ale and 521 fem ale b irth s  have been 
reported, making a  to tal of 1,14G. The 
death  ra te  for the  entire  year only shows 
a  gain of 83 over tho  births th a t are 
only reported for a  p a rt of the  year. 
T he to tal num ber of deaths during  the 
year Is 1,229 no t Including 23 accidental 
and eight suicidal. .The deaths by 
m onths beginning with Ja n u a ry  1891 
a-o 81, February 92, M arch 109, April 
115, May 80, Ju n e  58, Ju ly  83, A ugust 
134, Septem ber 133, October 128, No­
vember 93 and December 103. Tho 
d eaths In tho  different hospitals and 
homes are  as- follows: St. M ark's 18, 
U. B. A. home 37, L ittle  Sisters of tho 
Poor 12, W oman's homo and hospital 7, 

. T here  wore 
reported dur­

ing the  year and 237 resulted la death. 
T hey are  as follows: Consumption 111 
for 1891, against 105 la 1890; diphtheria  
84 In 1891, against 105 In 1890; typhoid 
fever 42 In 1891, against 30 in  1890; 
pneumonia 107 In 1891, against 69 in 
1890. Pneum onia was generally a  com­
plication of la  grippe.

T bo correspondents a t  W ashington

WHAT JERRY SIMPSON EXPECTS.

Be Gives Bis Views on the T hlnl Party's 
Prospeet. an,I I lls Iteu.on. Therefur. 
Congressman Simpson was reccutly 

interview ed by a  W ashington cor­
respondent concerning tho programmo 
and prospects of tho th ird  pa rty  w hile, 
o f  course, M r. Simpson w as giving his 
own views. Yot w hat ho said is in  the 
m ain iia rt indorsed by  all tho active men 
iu tho movement. Asked by tho  cor­
respondent w hen tho nom inating con­
vention w ould moot, M r. Simpson said: 

" In  Omaha, Ju ly  1. B y  th a t timo 
bcth tho Republican and Domocratio 
parties w ill have held the ir conventions 
and prom ulgated the ir declaration of 
principles. T his w ill m ake it  m oro easy 
for u s to act."

'D o you expect to  carry  any  states 
this autumn?"

"W o do, indeed," said M r. Simpson 
earnestly. "W e  expect to  secure the 
e lectoral vote of four northern and  four 
southern states. There is a  probability 
of our carry ing  five northern states. Do 
I  m ind  telling yon w hat thoy are? Not 
a t  a ll. Thoy are  K ansas. Nebraska, 
Minnesota, N orth  and  South D akota 
The southern sta tes are  Georgia, A la­
bama, A rkonsas and N orth Carolina. 
We feel certain  of carry ing  all of those 
w ith tho exception of N orth Dauotn."

W hen tho  horse comes in  from his 
w ork rub  him  a ll over from  h is ears to  
his ta il and  down to  h is knees w ith  wash 
as near tho tem perature of his body as 
possible. To m ake th is  w ash take  one 
pa rt alcohol, tw o pa rts  pnro w itch  hazel 
and  three o r  four tim es a s  m nch  soft 
w ater as tho  combined quan tity  of a l­
cohol and  w itch  hazel. Every muscle 
should bo rubbed thoroughly. Throw  a  
medium w eight blanket over th e  horse 
now, and  le t h im  stand  u n til you have

Use th e  sam e wash for tho  legs as for 
the  body, b u t have i t  cold. A fter put­
ting  tho w ash on th e  legs, ru b  them  well 
w ith  the  palm  of tho hand, alw ays ru b ­
bing down, never up. P u t tho bandages 
on  imm ediately a fte r  tho rubbing. Rub 
a ll h is heels perfectly dry  w ith clean, 
d ry  rags. Care shonld bo taken in  this, 
as cracked heels a ro  very stubborn and 
often  lay  a  horse u p  for the  season.

Throw  th e  blanket back from  tho 
head and  scrape o u t a ll w ash th a t re­
mains, m ost of i t  w ill have entered tho 
pores of the  body; cover up  h is shoul­
ders and  scrape tho  re s t of the  body;
