T he board of corrections and charities 
visited tho  D etroit hom e of correction 

hursday, A pril 7. T his institution, 
while under the  control of tho  city  au- 
horltles, receives prisoners from many 

of the  counties and U nited States pris­
oners. Of the  form er, the  sho rt term  
men a re  paid for by the  county; the  long 
term , men moot the  expense by the ir la­
bor. T he Industries are  chair making, 
and the  m anufacture of bu ttons lately 
Introduced. T he la tte r  Is adapted to 
men who have no trade  and whose skill 
must be quickly acquired. T he pecun­
ia ry  success of tho Institution Is rem ark­
able for the  year ending Dec. 31, 1891. 
"T h e  n e t ga in"  was 810,077.29, of which 
825,000 was paid Into the  treasury  of the 
city of D etroit. T he Item of board for 
977 received from outside th e  city of De­
tro it,"  880,515.43 pa rtly  accounts for 
thls-

Tho whole num ber of prisoners re­
ceived during tho  year was 2,701. The 
releases 2,541. T his is explained when 
It Is sla ted  th a t  the  commitm ents of 
1,824 were for less th a n  sixty days, and 
th e  average tim e those discharged re­
mained In confinement was slxty-elght 
and one-half days.

T b ls  Is th e  weak poin t of o ur crim inal 
law, and It Is emphasized when i t  Is 
noted th a t  84:. were recommitted from 
one to  ninety-four times.

T he only women prisoners outside the 
Jails a re  here. T ho monthly average  of 
women Is seventy: generally th e  most 
degraded, whom It Is no one's In ten t to 
keep ou t of confinement.

T he success of th is Institution sug­
gests, were it  no t wlso and economical 
fo r tho  city  of Grand Rapids to  establish 
a  house of correction. Only those actu ­
ally receiving sentence could be com­
m itted, bu t In tbls and adjoining coun­
ties the re  a re  alw ays a  num ber of such 
cases. T his would do something to  
abolish our shameful jail

If 
Instead of try ing  to  fit to  our tim es and 
conditions those old w ritings, which 
history so plainly shows have como 
down to us from no one knows where or 
by whom, and Interpolated and tinkered 
over by tho minds and hands of king:'

Now take 
th e  literal words: "T hen  shall tho  Son 
of M an be seen coming In tho clouds, 
etc. W ith any knowledge of the  earth  
ro tundity , Its atm osphere. Its times and 
seasons, you know th a t  m ankind as a 
whole could never witness tho spectacle.
