The new governor, Embank, who was
prevented from landing from the
steamer which took him to Matto Grosso
from Rio Janelro, was fired upon by the
fort. He s now on the Paraguay slde
of the river.

© Wheat Is In Only Falr Shape, Avéraging
$91°2 Per Cent.

LaxsiNG, Mich., April 13 —The Mich-
Igan crop report for April s compiled
from retarns made by 527 correspon-
dents, 378 of which come from the seuth-
ern four tiers of countles. Up to April
1 the wheat plant had sustuained no ma-
tcml lnjnry. Although the top is more

wn the root Is belleved to be
llsnadnm.gad but the conditfon is not
up to last year, when It was 97 per
cent. In tle southern and 92 in
central countles. It s now 90 and
89 per cent. respectively. With warm
rains during April and May the wheat
crop will be good. Clover meadows and
- pastures have suffered from freezing
and thawling, and the condition is 10
per cent. below one year ago, but 10 per
cent. better thau in 1890. Elghty-three
per cent. of the mills and elevators re-
POt 1,085,007 bushels of wheat marketed
in March, and the number of bushels
marketed io the efght wonths from
August to March was 12,302,515. The
outlook for frult is very promising.
