Klag Is & German workingman 30
yoars old, with a wife and four children.
He has heretofors borna a good reputa-
tlon and has never been In any trouble.
He llves nelghbor to Mrs. Bonzheim,
whose husband was killed a short time

The two familles became {nvolved In
some misunderstanding, and Mrs. Bonz-
heim told Mrs. Plag that the latter's
husband had attempted to criminally
assault her daughter 12 or 13 years of
age, This report reached the argus
yed and/keen sconted sleuth hounds of
the law, and Plag was forthwith taken
into custody.

Mrs. Bonzhelm and her daughtér were
taken to headquartersand their storles
were duly taken down. The mother
safd that at one tims Plag made a pro-
posal to her which she Indignantly re-
Jjected. The girl said that Plag once
coaxed her to sit on hislap and offered
her ten cents togo Into another room,
t sho refused. Plag denled every-
thing but the fact that the girl sat on
bis lap for a few minutes. If both stor-
fes aro entlrely true thero Is no case
against Plag whatever, yet he is con-
fined In jall, the papers have been filled
by the officers with accusatfons, and an
Irreparable injury has been done to hls
reputation and standing In ‘the com-
munity.

The truth seems to be that Plag
while making a neighborly call coaxed
the daughter to sit on his Iap; that af-
terwards the women got Into a tiff, and
s. Bonzhelm talked more freely than
she ought.

An Expensive Monument to Aldermanic Stn-
pliity or Jobbery—Discarded Street Lamps
and Useless Streot Signs.

Nearly all the gas snd naptha poles
have been removed from the streets of
the city and stored fn the garret of the
clty hall, where they will remain and
rot, and In that condition be an appro-
priate reminder of the council that
placed them there.

The poles cost in the aggrezate S$14,-
000, but that does by no means represent
the losses sustained by the tax payers.
An item of no small consequénce that
should be added to the cost of the poles,
18 the street signs that were aflixed to
the lamps. These signs are now useless
for all purposes, as they are too small
to place at the intersection of streets and
would be passed unnoticed. The signs
cost nearly $700, which brings the loss
sustained by tax payers to nearly $15,-

00.

Whero Spools Are Made.

“Oxford county, Me., turns out nearly
all of the spools on which the thread of
this country is wound,” said a wholesale
notion dealer, “The spools are mado
from white. birch timber, and they are
produced by themillion in Oxford conn-
ty, There are many other points in west-
ern Maine, also, where the industry is
important. There are many sawmills in
that part of the state which are kept
busy the year around sawing white birch
logs into. strips four feet long and from
one to two inches wide and of the same
thickness.

““These strips are sent to the spool fac-
tories, where they are quickly worked
into spools by most ingenions labor sav-
ing machinery, Thestrips of white birch
are fed into one machine, and they are
not touched, in fact aré hardly seen,
again until the spools, all finished for
market except polishing, drop out by the
bushel from another machine several
rods away from where the strips started
in, The spools get their gloss by 'being

pidly d in barrels by inery,
the polish resulting from the contact of
the spools in the barrel,

“In the backwoods villages of Oxford
county one sees scarcely any other in-
dustry but spoolmaking, and every one
is in some way interested in the business.
The factories have been eating into the
Maine birch forests for years, but there
seams to be enongh left yet to feed them
well for- years to come, Hundreds of
thousands of feet of logs are cut and
sawed into spool timber annually,”—
New York Sui.
