w ithout tho pleasures th a t come from  
money, w ithou t tho  social standing  th a t 
a  good bank  account gives, w ithou t be­
ing  able " to  keep u p  w ith  tho  proces­
sion" of those w ho are  well dressed, weU

d, well s ituated  and  weU off.
Singularly  enough, those w ho demand 

these things—who w ill n o t accept m ar­
ried life w ithou t them —aro generally 
no t well supplied w ith  th is  w orld 's goods. 
People who have been rich  all th e ir  lives 
do not realize w hat i t  m eans to  go w ith ­
out the ir luxuries. B u t people who have 
been poor know  ju s t tho w retchedness 
of having to  w ear patched boots a nd  go 
w ithont lunch ; of h aving to  w alk long 
distances, because cor faro "m ounts up;" 
of having to  refuse nico invitations, be­
cause they have no clothes o r no  means 
of retu rn in g  proffered civilities. To 
these, poverty  is a  b itte r  thing, and  they 
loathe it. M arriage, unless i t  means 
escape from  carping cares of th is  kind, 
they eschew as a  hopeless evil. B etter 
endure those tr ia ls  th a t wo have than  
fly to  o thers th a t wo know  n o t of, they 
say.

N early  twenty-five years ago congress 
enacted th is  law . Tho language of the

Believing they 
had a  r ig h t of action against thegovcrn- 
yient, those employees p u t in  c laim s for 
money duo them  by reason of tho  extra  
tim e they had  w orked, and memoriaLi | 
and petitions have been presented d u r­
ing m any years asking th a t some law 
bo enacted fo r tho adjustm ent of these 
claims. Testimony has been taken  bear­
ing upon tho  various questions involved, 
and  extended reports have been m ade by

A fter considering th e  various bills 
th a t were introduced to  reim burse these 
m en the  money duo them , SenatorC aroy 
reported favorably a  bill which is  in­
tended as a  substitute. I t provides tha t 
the  s ta tu te  of lim itations shall no t bo 
interposed in  any  su it brought by  any 
laborer, w orkm an o r mechanic in  the  
court of claim s against tho U nited 
S tates to  recover w ages claim ed ter bo 
duo him  under tho  national eight hour 
law , provided th a t such su its  shall bo 
bfought w ith in  th ree  years a fte r  tho 
passage of this ac t, and th a t any  num­
b e r of c laim ants m ay join in  ono suit.

Tho com m ittee in  its  report says: -
“ These c laim s have from  tim e to  tim e 

been passed for paym ent. M any ques­
tions are  now involved fo r w hich the  la­
borers, workm en and mechanics wh 
did tho  labor aro  in  no wise responsibb 
W hether it  w as expedient to  pass tho 
original ne t th e  com m ittee is no t now 
called upon to  discuss. I t  is a  law  of 
congress, and should have been observed 
or repealed. The committee believes 
th a t th e  passage of th e  bill, as amended, 
will do justice , though tardy , to  a  largo 
class of citizens. I t  w ill enable them  at 
least to  have the ir c laim s passed upon 
by a  cou rt upon a  s ta tem ent of facts.” 

W ere  tho in terests o f  capita lis ts in ­
volved in  such a  b ill as th is , say the 
friends'of th e  m easure, and they  only 
asked th a t tho b a r of tho  sta tu te  of 
lim itations bo removed, as in  th is  case, 
th e  bill would have gone through  both 
houses of congress in  less tim e  th a n  it  
h as taken  to  g e t th e  report of the  com­
m ittee. I t  is  tho  commonest th ing  in 
the  w orld for congress to  remove the  
bar of tin s  sta tn te  and  allow  citizens to  
sue in  the  cou rt o f claim s and  liavo 
the ir r igh ts  adjud ica ted  by  th a t conrt.

Ever)' do llar o f  th is m oney. i t  is claim­
ed, is  due under a  special agreem ent on 
tho p a rt o f th e  governm ent to  pay it. 
M arch 21, 1S78, R. W. Thompson, secre­
ta ry  of th e  navy, issued an order, to  take 
effect on th a t  da te, fixing the  tim e  of 
w orking hours a t  th e  W ashington navy 
yard and  elsewhere. A fter fixing the  
hours the  secretary says: "Tho dopart- 
m eu t w ill con tract for tho labor of me­
chanics, forem en, leading men and  labor­
ers on the  basis of e igh t hours a  day. 
All men c lcc tiug to  labor ton  hours nday  
w ill receive a  proportionate increase in  
the ir wages.”

U nder th is  order these poor men work­
ed ten  110111-8 a  day for over five years, 
and no t a  do llar has ever been pa id  them 
for overtime. T hey begged from  year 
to  year in  tho departm ents fo r th e ir  pay 
un til tho tim e for b ringing su it in  the 
cou rt, w hich is  six  years, h ad  expired, 
and now they  sim ply ask to  havo th a t 
bar removed. T he object of tho b ill re ­
ported by S enator Carey is to  g ran t this 
simple a c t  of justice .—W ashingtonPost,

Egyptian and Irish Crosses.
T he lord bishop of L im erick, Dr. 

Graves, who has examined th e  Christian 
antiquities rem aining am idst the  ruins 

e ra l of tho  grea t E gyptian temples, 
sta tes th a t m any of these monuments 
bear C hristian inscriptions and a re  in­
scribed w ith Christian crosses. Thus 
tho  grea t tem ple called the  Kameseum, 
a t  Thebes, w hich lias been used in  part 
as a  Christian place of worship, bears a 
Coptic inscription on one of the  columns, 
w ith  the  figure of a  cross, and  on  walls 
and  columns of th is  tem ple a  g rea t many 
crosses have been rudely inscribed.

In  the  magnificent court of tho  temple 
o f  M edinct Haboo tho  traveler w ill see 
a  score o f columns, several of them  bear­
ing G reek inscriptions, and in  th e  cham ­
bers on th e  northw est side of tho  temple 
he w ill see crosses designed to  consecrate 
pa rts  of the  building w hich had pre­
viously been devoted to  pagan uses. 
These crosses va ry  g rea tly  in  form, and 
tho  bishop calls a tten tion  to  tho  close 
semblance th a t exists between them and 
those on m any of tho  m ost ancient Irish 
monuments. There are  m any examples 
of oriental crosses, he says, "w ith  
w ithou t circles, on Ogam m onuments 

Ireland and elsewhere."—Philadel­
phia Ledger.
