BRITAIN.

Boclillne Crop* Bnrleil Twflre InchH D «P 1 
Snow—The Cold Severe and Moch Suf­

fering Among the Poor] of London— 
YeiKla and Railroad! Blockade*.

London, April 10.—Southeast E ng­
land was amazed this m orning on rising 
to  Und about twelve Inches of snow on 
th e  ground. Never In the  English mem­
ory has such a  spectacle been witnessed. 
T he budding crops wore burled o u t of 
sight and everything wore n garb of the 
deepest w inter. T he cold is severe, the  
m ercury having fallen th irty  degrees 
w ithin a  fortnight.

T ravel on roads and railways Is ob­
structed , and grea t hardship Is reported 
among the  poor, whom the  sudden visi­
ta tion  found entirely  unprepared. In 
view of the  extreme cold, farm ers and 
gardeners a re  Inclined to  welcome the 
snow as likely to  preserve the  buds from 
destruction.

In  all th e  ports of sou theast England 
vessels aro  blocked, owing to  the  soow 
storm  which has been as heavy and 
blinding as a  channel fog, and It Is 
feared th a t a  number of disasters have 
occurred.

T he tra in s  coming to  th e  metropolis 
from a  sou theasterly  d irection wore all 
more or less delayed, while th e  streets 
aro In an Indescribable condition. Every 
Salvation Army shelter In London was 
crowded la s t nigh t and m any applicants 
could And no room, although as usual 
when th e  w eather Is bad nobody w as re ­
jected for lack  of the  nominal sum usu­
ally charged for lodging.

All reports agree th a t the  unemployed 
and homeless In London have seldom. If 
ever, seen a tim e of g rea ter suffering, 
as owing to  the  recent genial sunshine 
thousands had adopted th e  out-door 
hab its of warm w eather.

A woman who fell exhausted on Lon 
don bridge last n igh t with a  babe In her 
arm s said she had no t tasted food for 
two days. T he babe was alm ost dead 
from exhaustion and cold. O ther cases 
of privation and suffering are  reported 
and It Is said thousands would perish In 
the  E sst End b u t for the  charity  of 
o thers little  removed above themselves 
Is th e  grade of poverty, as the  au thori­
ties are  unable or unwilling to  deal ade­
quately  with the  necessities of the  u tte r ­
ly helpless and Impoverished.

T h e  declaration of the  plaintiff sets 
lo r th  th a t  a t  the  point where It became 
necessary fo r th e  plaintiff to  step be­
tween the  rallslthere existed a  deep hole 
or ru t; th a t  plaintiff did no t see the  
sam e, stepped Into It, was throw n down 
and run  over.

T he defendant contends th a t a  rail­
road company owes Its employes no duty 
to keep Its side tracks perfecl: th a t  the 
risks of such Imperfections Is one of the 
r isks of the  business: th a t it  was 
duty of th e  plaintiff to  ta k e  nolle 
such Imperfections, and th a t the  defect

th e  roadbed having existed for some 
tim e. It m ust have been readily observed 
If the  plaintiff had used care.

Justice  McGrath holds, and his opt 
Ion is concurred In by the  bench, th a t 
"employes may bo chargeable with 
knowledge th a t side tracks aro not 
always perfect; th a t they a re  sometimes 
constructed over ditches o r  gutloys, and 
aro no t alw ays ballasted with the  same 
care  th a t  main tracks u sually are, but 
railroad  employers owe to  the ir employes 
to  protect them  from unnecessary and 
dangerous plt-falls and unusual condi­
tions.

“ The Injury complained of occurred 
a t  a  way station. I t  does no t appear 
how long plaintiff had been In the  de­
fendan t's employ, or th a t  he ever saw 
th e  sta tion , track , or side-track before 
th a t. I t  w as his duty to  use care, and 
to  exercise a  higher degree of care If 
th e  place was strange, or if upon a  side­
trac k , bu t it  Is n o t a  rule th a t  a railroad 
company owes no duty to  its employes 
respecting the  roadbed of Its side-tracks, 
nor Is a  dangerous hole In the  bed of a 
side track  necessarily a  risk which em 
ployes assume."

T he Judgment of the  lower cou rt h 
affirmed, and the  record remanded for 
fu rth e r  proceedings, w ith costs to  the 
p la in tiff.

This is sad  read ing  for tho  s tudent of

Tho church  of C hrist is an invisible 
empire. W horovertho soul of man looks 
up into tho heavens and  says, "O ur 
F a the r,"  th is  is tho tem ple of tho Most 
High. I t is exceedingly dimCplt fo r a  
m em ber of a  trad itional denom ination to 
g e t in to  our heads th is  conception of tho 
invisible, universal church.

I t  w as hard for tho people in  tho days 
of C hrist to  understand this. Jesus had 
to  repeat and repeat tho groat thought, 
G od is  sfiirit. They th a t w orship him 
m ust worship in  sp irit and  in  tru th . Ho 
had to  repeat again  and  again  tho idea 
th a t ne ither in  tho  m ountains of Samaria 
nor in  Jerusa lem  could bo found tho 
tru e  temple of divine worship, b u t it 
could only be found in  tho soul of man.

A n evangelist w alk ing  down tho aisles 
o f  a  church  on one occasion a fte r  his 
serm on asked his usual stereotyped 
question of a  lady, “ Madam, are  you a 
Christian?" Tho lady regarded th e  ques­
tion a s  som ew hat im pertinent. She drew  
herself up ra the r stiffly and  replied, 
“No, sir; 1 am  an Episcopalian!" Her 
conception o f the  church w as confined 
to  four w alls of an historic institution. 
A nd so the  B aptist is inclined to  think 
th a t his church  in which he w as bom 
a nd  reared is the  tru e  apostolic church 
of Jesus C hrist and  a ll others aro w ith­
o u t

V ELECTED FOE WHAT?
B ut w hat is the  church? you ask me, 

then. W hat is  th is organization for 
w orship—w hat is i t  hero for? I t is  tho 
body of tho elect. But elected for what? 
T here arc  tw o doctrines of election; ono 
is tru e  and  the  o ther is false. Tho doc­
trine  of individual election for the  pur­
pose of individual salvation is  a  doc­
trine 1 cannot reconcile w ith the  tru th  
of spiritua l religion in  Christ. I never 
saw  a  man wiio believed in  th is doctrine 
of election who did no t believe th a t ho 
w as elected. 1 am alw ays afra id  of the 
doctrine because of th a t e lem ent o f per­
sonal self in terest th a t seems to  be its  
determ ining characteristic. 1 believe in 
the  doctrine of Biblical election. The 
children o f  Israel were an elected peo­
ple, b u t elected for what? Chosen tha t 
in  and  through  them  th e  world m ight bo 
saved. The church is tho  chosen body 
through  w hich C hrist reaches and  saves 
the  world. W e arc  no t elected to  save 

indiv idual selves; we are  elected
society is no t only no t an honor, b u t th a t  th o  outside world m ay bo reached 
rather to  comprom ise ono s  charac ter fo r j alui  6aved. 1 read a  little
honor, integrity , tru th , purity , manhood 
and womanhood.

I t  is  ’w orth  con- 
ndering, a t  least, w hether th e  custom 
of society women appearing  a t  all social 
functions in  so called full dress is ju s t 
tho th ing  to  develop© v irtue  and  m an­
hood and  womanhood.

F o r  now adays " fu l l dress” meaiui as 
nearly undressed as th e  police w ill allow.

Is i t  ju s t tho  th in g  for women who 
claim to  be the  leaders of m odern society 
to  hab itually  appear before men, in  their 
homes and in  public ha lls, in  a  condi­
tion of nakedness whoso vu lgarity  pass­
es th e  lim its of sane discussion? I f  any 
woman is fool enough to  believe men 
have no t tw o eyes in  th e ir  heads they 
will w ake to  the  fac t by  and  by. A 
spado is a  spade. I t  is  a  f a c t ' th a t tho 
inatom ical display in  the  boxes a t  the  
cpera of today fa r  exceeds in  a rea  th a t 
which is seen behind the  footlights.

ity , labor? No. As I  w alk  through tho 
s treets of Now Y ork and  look np to 
those grea t tenem ents w here tho cloth­
ing  is m ade, i t  seems to  m o th a t  I  con 
feel in  th e  v ery seams of m y coat tho 
throbbing, aching nerves of women who 
have sowed into those seams the ir  very 
heart's  blood. T hey  d id  the ir work 
w ell, and they were no t paid for tho 
e lem ents of faithfulness th a t w ent into 
th a t w ork. T hey d id  the ir w ork 
the  Lord. “ Servants obey your mas- 

N ot because you a re  a  slave and 
they yonr m aster, b u t obey your mas- 

un to  tho  L ord.” Such w as tho 
only doctrino of slavery over taugh t in 
tho'Bible.

TOR ELEVEN HUNDRED YEARS IRE­

LAND HAS HONORED ONE MAN.

Clu Ml by Irish!

Uccir CnsworclnE T hioiifh  Jinny Vonrs.

.A m ericn, so fa r  as we kuow, lias no 
patron saint. Columbus w as never cau- 
onizerl, and  G eorge W ashington lived 
too la te  Tor such honors. B u t she has 
compensation for th is lack in  the  num ­
ber of sa in ts b rought w ith  h e r settlers.
S t. Nicholas, St. David, St. Andrew , St. 
George and  wo know  n o t how  many 
m ore have become dominciled, each 
bringing his quota o f history, legend, 
poetry, song and  g enial a ssociation, but 
they are  inc idental—throw n in  w ith the 
bargain, as i t  were—and our republic 
has no  ono patron saint.

W o wonld no t w illingly say  a  dopre- 
c iato iy  w ord  o f those distinguished pcr- 
.onages whom wo m entioned, but simple, 
Biodest, historic tru th  compels us to  say 
th a t no one of them  is more than  a  "c ir­
cumstance" on  A m erican soil to  him 
whose anniversary day, crisp, breezy 
and  bracing, calls ou t the  long proces­
sion, th e  harp-decorated green flag and 
the  indestructible sham rock w hich re­
appears in  fresh verdure every year. 
For something like  1,100 years the  17th 
of M arch has been observed as St. P a t­
rick’s  Day.

And y e t i t  is  carious how  entirely  this 
em inent sa in t has been overlooked in 
nam ing places. You have sa in ts all 
th rough  the  alphabet, from  St. Albans 
to  St. V incent, bu t no St. Patrick . The 
Scotch have go t in  th e ir  St. Andrew , in 
the  cold north, to  bo sure, as w as fit. 
The Anthonys, Augnstines, Bernards, 
Charleses, Christophers, Clairs, Francis- 

-es, Johns, Josephs (run in to  Joes pro­
fanely), Law rences, Louises, Marys, 
Pauls, Peters and a ll tho rest have their 
nam es linked w ith  towns, parishes or 
stream s, b u t there  is no t a  notable St. 
P a trick ’s  anywhere. This can only be 
explained by the  modesty of those who 
hold him  in regard , and  i t  is  a  wrong 
th a t ought to  b e  redressed.

I t  is  to  bo lam ented th a t so m uch of 
the  poetry, song and  d rollery of a  lively, 
m irth fu l, m ercurial and  imaginative 
people have gathered  around th is name 
th a t tho  historical character is lost sight 
of. and the re  stands up to  the  popular 
eye a  legendary figure, exorcising the 
snakes and displaying tlif  shamrock. 
N oth ing  can bo fu rther from  the  reality 
th a n  th is  p icture. A  grea t am ount of 
rea l scholarship has been expended on 
tho investigation of St. P a trick 's his­
tory, and w hile differences of opinion 
exist as to  details, St. Pa trick , unlike 
St. G eorge, of E ngland, is recognized by 
all a s  a  tru e  m an w ith  a  definite record 
and  a  solid claim  to tho  veneration of 
th e  gdod.

According to  history, P a trick  w as a 
farm er's son, either on the  coast of 
F rance  or of Scotland, m ost of the early 
church an thorities representing him as 
being bom  abont 410, in  the  neighbor­
hood of w h a t is  now Boulogne. His 
original nam e w as Snccath, which the 
early  w riters o f  the  Irish  Christian 
church s ta ted  m eant “ brave in  heart,"  
a n d  the  L atin  nam e Patric ius was la ter  
given to  h im.

A t sixteen ho w as carried captive into 
Ireland and  w as in  slavery fo r six years. 
'W hile serving as a  herder in  compara­
tive  loneliness in woods and w ilds tho 
C hristian tru th  of his early  days came 
to  h is m ind. Ho prayed, m editated, be­
lieved; and  w hen liberated re tu rned  to 
his home w hat would now be called a 
converted, actively religious man. H e re ­
membered w ith  p ity  tho  heathen among 
whom he lived, and  re turned  to  them  its 
a  Christian teacher. T hat is  supposed 
to  have been abont the  year tad. He 
preached the  Gospel w ith  singular elo­
quence and  such ex traordinary effect 
th a t ho established Christianity  so 
strongly  in  Ire land  th a t it  could no t bo 
overthrow n. H e baptized the kings of 
D ublin "and M nnster aud tho sons of the 
k in g  of Connaught. H e also established 
num erous monasteries.

H ere a re  h is own words rendered into 
English from  tho stiff L atin , tinged with 
Celtic, in  which his “ Confessions” are 
w ritten :

“ I am  g reatly  a  deb tor to  G od, who 
has bestowed his grace  so largely 
upon m e, th a t m ultitudes should bo 
born a g a in  to  God through me, and  tha t 
of these, clergy should bo everywhere 
ordained for a  people lately com ing to  
the  faith , whom tho L ord took from  tho 
ex trem ities of the earth . Tho Irish, 
who never had tho  knowledge of 
God, and  h itherto  worshiped only idols 
nnd unclean things, have la tely  become 
the  people of the  Lord, and  are  called 
the sous of G od.”

The “ Confessions” tho shortest, the 
genuine work, w ithout la ter interpola­
tions—is in  the  "Book of A rm agh," ono 
of the  richest literary  treasures of tho 
Irish libraries, —Daniel D. Bidwell in 
Now Y ork Ledger.

Somo w hites in  Borneo believe ps 
firmly in  tho superstition a s  th e  natives 
do, and  a lm ost ©very h u t  along the  coast 
has its  "dead finger" bottle  w ith from 
nine to  fifty seed pearls a nd  tw ice tliut 
num ber of rice g rains carefully  and 
evenly stowed aw ay  am ong them . P ixj- 
fcssor K im m erly says th a t nearly  every 
burial place along the  coast has been 
desecrated b y  "pea rl breeders" in  search 
of corks fo r the ir bottles.—St. L ouis Re­
