‘WAsmINGTON, Aprll 18.—General Al-
ger left here for New York at midnight
last night. Before going he had con-
ferences with Senators Stockbridge and
McMlillan durlug which his presidential
candldacy was folly considered. The
senators were told with positiveness that
General Alger would stay [n the race
untilthe Minneapolis convention was
open. Both of the, senators sald this
noon that the Alger candldacy would
not be dropped nor carrled forward as a
perfunctory cofapliment to the Michigan
man, but would be earnestly and per-
sistently urged.

Notwlthstanding these -assurances
from tho gencral and the two senators,
General Alger leaves behind him a very
much befogged public impression as to
his intentlons. This Is so groat that
the Washington Star will this afternoon
reassert that General Alger is out of the
race and that President Harrison bas
assurances that the Michigan delegation
to the national convention will ult{matly
be In the Harrlson column.

Senator Stockbridge, whose views are
the resylt of his talk with General Alger
last night, said:

General Alger does not intend to re-
tire. On the contrary, he will remain
, with a view to

concentrating all the opposition to Har-|

rison. Itis, nota complimentary can-
didacy, but one which the general is
conducting in dead earnest. He has
the support of Michigan, and expects to
augment that by New York state, Penn-
sylyania, Tennessee, part of Missourl,
and other locallties which have shown
any anti-administration  sentiment.

Loxnoy, April 18 —Conslderable sur-
prise has been caused by the resolution
of 10,000 non-unfon miners of Durham
to resume work on Thursday.

Owing to the stoppage of furnaces
snd other works during the strike, be-
tweon 18,000 and 20,000 men, women
and children, who are not parties to the
dlspute were deprived of the means of
earning their liviog. Therefore theré Is
deop and widespread dlstress in Darling-
ton, Stockton, Middlesborough, thé
Hartlepools and the surrounding dis-
trict.

An appeal was made to the non-unlon
miners by the coal owners to come
work and earn brend for themselyes
aud familles, ag well as_to relleye -the
thousands of other working people  de-
prived of support by the strike.

For some time the non-unfon miners
wore afraid to accopt the offer, for fear
of violenco at present and persecutlon
n the futars But they have at last
consented, baving besn promfsed full
protection, to the extent, I necessary,
of calllng upon the military, A num-
er of them have already worked three
shifts {n safety.  They will relleye the
situation to a great extent, and may
induca the unlon miners to come to
tesms.

To bring home to the mind the stu-
endous size of the colonial oak, as the
i pine of New Zealand has " been
called, it must be compared with me
largest trees in these islands. In
laud there are several elms 70 feet ln"h
and 30 feet in girth; s 80 feet high
and with trunks 40 feet in girth; and in
Scotland there is an ash 90 feet high and
19 feet in girth. But theso are regarded
s extraordinary and grow in solitary
grandeur.

The average girth of treesin Britain is
not more than 18 feet, nor the average
height above 60 feet. Butin New Zea-
land there are miles of kanris whose av-
crage height is not less than 100 feet,
and whose girth is not less than 80 feet
or 40 feot, Tholargest kauri yet discov-
ered was 70 feet in girth, and the tronk
was 200 feet high.—London Globe.
