S a n  Fbaxcibco, April 19—T he whole 
n o rthern  portion of the  s ta to  of Califor­
n ia  w as visited bv a  severe earthquake 
shock a t  an early hour this morning. 
T he villages of Dixon and  V acaville, In 
Solano county, and W inters, In Yolo 
county, ere  said to  have been demol­
ished, b u t as all wires connecting with 
these points are  down the  report cannot 
bo verified, and no pa rticu lars of any 
sort a re  as ye t obtainable.

Dixon and Vacaville a re  post villages 
situated In the  beautiful and  fertile  val­
ley on the  California Pacific railroad. 
Dixon Is tw enty-two miles southw est of 
Sacram ento and Vacaville Is seven miles 
beyond. Dixon has something over a 
thousand Inhabitan ts and  Is a  flourish­
ing place, supporting two newspapers 
b in k  and a  flour mill, besides other i 
dustrles. T here  are  six churches.

Tho C alifornia college, founded by the 
B aptist denomination In 1S70, is located 
a t  V acaville. V acaville has three 
churches, high school and m anufactures 
b randy and wine. I ts  population Is be- 
400 a nd  500. W inters Is a  post village 
of about the  same site  as V acaville, and 
Is twelve and a  ha lf miles northw est, in 
Yolo county.

T h e  shock struck  San Francisco about 
2:45 this m orning. I t  awakened every­
body, and  many people rushed • 
s treets In te rro r  In the ir nigh t clothes 
expecting the  houses to  tumble about 
the ir heads. Clocks stopped all over the 
city, many of them being throw n down. 
T he long rows of bottles In tho  drug 
stores w ere Jostled violently a gainst each 
o ther, In many cases cracking them  anr 
spilling th e  contents. , .  „  „ .

Some of the  older and fra iler build 
Ings were badly racked and  considerable 
damage was done to  business houses 
and dwellings In course of construction 
N o one, however, has so fa r  been re ­
ported os having been seriously hu rt 
and the  g rea test damage is believed to 
have been done a t  other localities In the 
s ta te . , ,

Date th is  afternoon It is reported th a t 
E lm ira, in  the  same county with Vaca­
ville, was also damaged, bu t to  
te n t Is no t known.

Dixon, Cal., April 19.—T his morning 
about 3 o'clock th is  place was visited by 
a  severe earthquake. The M asonic hall 
was badly shattered . T he south Are 
wall of this building fell on John  Du 
gan's dry goods store, crushing It 
ground. T he north  fire wall of tho same 
building fell on J ,  R. Rockford's butch 
e r shop, crushing It Into splinters. Ros- 
block had the  fron t fire wall brok. - 
down. E pplnger & Co.’s fire wall fell • 
John  Rehme's saloon, crushing same 
down and injuring Rehme badly. The 
Palace lodging house was badly 
sha ll ered. All 'h e  buildings
town were more o r less In jurtd  
All the  chimneys In town were 4>rokeu 
Several windmills and tanks 
shaken down. All goods In stores were 
throw n from th e  shelves. Immediately 
a fte r  the  shock several fires s tarted  but 
were extinguished w ithout serious dam 
age. The loss to  this tow n is fu ll, 
520,000.

Oakland, Cal., April 19.—T he Indlc; 
to r  a t Chabot Observaaory shows th a t 
th is morning's earthquake lasted fifty- 
e ight seconds; tim e, 2:49:02. V ibration 
east to  west. _  ,

M krceD, Cal., April 19 —Two distinct 
earthquake shocks were felt here early 
th is  morning. T he first occurred about 
2:47 a. m. and  the  second a  few minute 
la ter. No damage w as done.

San Fbanoisco, April 19 —T he earth- 
' quake th is m orning was the  heavle' 

since 1SG0. I t  occurred a t  2:51 and 
lasted fifty-eight seconds. Vibrations 
w ere from east to  west. N ot a  tow n ' 
th e  s ta te  escaped a  shock, and the  total 
loss will reach half a million dollars 
M any were Injured, b u t none 
known wore killed. T he shock was pre 
ceded by a booming, roaring sound

In  th is city tho people rushed from 
th e  hotels and their homes lu the ir night 
clothes. Only one building collapsed.

Tho towmof Vacaville Is one mass of 
gains. All business houses aredestroyed, 
several caught fire and burned. Thirty 
persons were Injured, b u t none danger­
ously, T he w ater m tin s  a re  leaking 
and the  town Is in  darkness tonight 
The streets are  blocked w ith debt Is.

A t Dixon the  m ountains quivered c n l 
the  whole valley rocked like tho sea. 
M any buildings w ere destroyed. The 
people In Sacram ento and M afyvllle re­
mained In tho s tree t until daylight. 
T here  wore th ree  shocks a t  Colusa. All
