N ew Yoiik , April 22.—T he business 
community was greatly agitated  last 
nigh t upon learning th a t .lames A. 
Palm er, one of the  best known business 
men In the  ;clty , bad been arrested 
charged with stealing S50.000 from T  f- 
fany & Co. ,

I t  Is claimed th a t  Palm er’s peculations 
have been carried on  systematically, for 
many years. D uring th e  la s t few years 
of th e  older Palm er his son, Jam os A. 
Palm er, was m anager of th e  business 
which consisted of m anufacturing fine 
bronr.e goods, THIany & Co. being the 
principal customers. Upon the  death  of 
the  fa the r the  son succeeded to  th e  bus­
iness and  Invariably Insisted upon mak­
ing out Tiffany’s bills In person.

On Monday a  discrepancy of S20 was 
observed In one of Palm er’s bills, and 
although I t had been chocked with tho 
tho Initials of one of tho Tiffany brio, 
an investigation was Inaugurated which 
disclosed the  fac t th a t  the  Initials had 
been forged.

L ater developments proved th a t Pal 
mer was the  c u lprit and th a t his pecula­
tions exceeded S50.000. As soon as ar­
rested he confessed his g u ilt and wished 
ho had  taken  his own life before tho dis­
grace came.

He Is m arried and has th ree  children. 
Charles T iffany, head of the  Jewelry 
firm, had been Palm er's Intim ate friend 
from  boyhood.

LIVING IN TENTS.

Further Slight Earthuuake Shocks Felt at 
Vacaville, L'ah, Last Nleht. 

VACAVILLE, Cal.. April 22.—A num ber 
of ten ts  arrived hero from Sacram ento 
last night, having been sen t by Governor 
M arkham . Many people wore afraid 
to pass the  nigh t In th e ir  homes, and 
slept in  tho  ten ts. Several slight shocks 
were felt during the  night. The work 
of repa ir  is going on rapidly.

W in ters , Cal., April 22.—in  response 
to  a  request of tho citizens of th is place 
Governor M arkham  sen t a  special train  
from  Sacram ento la s t nigh t w ith a  load 
of ten ts. T ho work of se tting up these 
ten ts was a  pitiable sight. A few hand 
lamps seemed only to  make tho dark 
ness visible, and it  was slow w ork a 
best. T here  were m any who were toi 
weary, and scores of people stretched 
ou t on the  ground and even on door­
steps too tired to  heed the  danger of 
ano ther shock.

Dixon, Cal., April 22.—T here  was 
other sharp  shock of earthquake a t " 
last night, followed by several slighter 
trem ors during the  night. No further 
damage was done. Residents are  still 
g rea tly  excited and very few people 
w ent to  bed la s t night.

San F rancisco, April 22.—M any peo­
ple in the  earthquake d istric t slept in 
te n ts  last night.

Monday n igh t Mrs Harvell th o r­
oughly sa tu rated  with kerosene tho bed 
on which her husband and Infan t 
sleeping, and throw a  firebrand thereon 
and dashed ou t th e  door. T he building 
was soon w rapped In fiames.

Among those a ttrac ted  to  tho scene 
by th e  fire was Brady. A fter looking 
on a  few moments he and Mrs. Harvell 
s tarted  away together across a  field 
T hey wore a ttacked  by a  savage bulj 
and both gored to  death. Mr 
lived bu t a  fow hours and acknowledged 
the  facts as related above.

F o r  th e  past tw o weeks he has been 
growing be tter  and has been ou t several 
times. Y esterday m orning he boarded 

s tre e t car, te lling his folks th a t he was 
going to  see Dr. F rench a t  H artm an’s 
hall. Instead of doing so, however, ho 
left tho car a t the  corner of W est Broad­
way and s tarted  tow ard the  river. M eet­
ing H endrick Kam p, tho two sa t down 
on a  lum ber pile and conversed for 
short tim e, and as they parted  Moore 
bade Kam p good bye, saying, “ I  may

iver see you again."
K am p's suspicions wore aroused, and 

ho determ ined to  keep w atch of his 
friend Moore w ont directly  to  the 
river, Kam p following, b u t keeping out 
of sight. As Moore diew  near the  river 
bank, Kam p realized bis Intention and 
sta rted  on a  run  to  ca tch  him. Moore 
caught sight of his pursuer and started 
down tbe bank  as fa s t as he could go, 
w aving his band and shouting, “ Good 
bye, H endrick," and th rew  himself Into 
tho water.

Kam p plunged In a fte r  him, and m an­
aged to  keep Moore's head above w ater 
until his shouts b rought assistance.

Moore was taken  to  tho house of his 
b rotherlnlaw  on W est W ealthy avenue, 
and made as comfortable as possible. 
Ho said th a t ho had suffered so much

T his c onstitutes all of the  proceedings 
th a t  tho commissioners th ink  tho public 
has any r ig h t to  know about; b u t if they 
should finish the  report they would say 
th a t Sergeant Conlon was called before 
the  board w ith other officers to  give his 
version of tho charges brought against 
him by several patrolmen who have be­
come tired of his abuse and overbearing 
m anners, and also upon the  chargo of 
being drunk  while on duty.

These charges are  serious enough If 
made against an ordinary patrolm an to 
w arran t a  suspension, pending an Inves­
tiga tion, and th e  Investigation would 
no t take  up the  g rea ter p a r t of two days 
and require tho evidence to  be taken  
down In short hand; bu t th is  man Is a 
se rgean t and an especial friend of E as t­
man and H urley, and If there  Is a  possi­
ble show of keeping him on It will be 
done. Therefore ho is allowed to wear 
his badge and go about his duty as If 
there  were no charges hanging over bis 
head.

Superintendent E astm an wa 
all through the  session to  see th a t a  fair 
show w as given and occasionally ven­
tu red  to  ask a  question.

Conlon was asked If he ever took any­
th ing  Irom a  bottle while on du ty  on 
certain  n igh ts and if he en tered  certain 
saloons, also regarding certain  conver­
sations with Patrolm an Shears on the 
corner of X erry s tre e t and W ealthy ave­
nue; also with Patro lm an  Fitzpatrick.

Here Mrs. Polsell said tho confession 
ended by Mrs. Cox throw ing herself on 
the  floor In a s ta te o f  semi consciousness. 
N ext tho  pastor's wife salfi th a t  Mrs.
Cox had called on her husband and 
asked him to pray for her. T he good 
m an and his wife both kne lt beside tho 
unhappy woman and supplicated God to 
bring her relief. Suddenly Mrs. Cox 
th rew  herself headlong to  tho floor and 
scream ed: "A  man shot him, and a 
w oman c u t his th roat."  'T w o or three 
times more she w ent to  th e  pastor's  
house to  be prayed over, and each time 
w ith a  llko resu lt as to  actions and 
words.

All of those occurrences took place 
during tho  w inter. F or some tim e the 
story w as neighborhood ta lk  only 
finally reached th e  ears of a detective 
In the1 employ of th e  “ Big Four" rail­
road, for whom Cox was working 
trainm an. Tho detective quietly 
about a  few Inquiries a t  Cincinnati. Uls

A month la ter  a ghastly skeleton 
was pulled Into shore a t tho  same pi 
by some boys, and another Jury Impan­
eled before It found It to  bo tho same lot 
of bones tha t, covered with flesh, had 
drifted In thero  a  month before. Hogs 
had found Its resting place, feasted till 
th e ir  tee th  wore stopped by tho  h a rd ­
ened bones; I t had again been c ast Into 
the  w ater and again brought to  shore. 
T he effort Is now being made to prove 
th a t luckless carcass to  bo tho victim of 
A lbert and Mrs. Cox’s avarice.

T he story so long known to th a t little 
neighborhood has Just leaked ou t In tho 
city. Mrs. Polsell, w henscon by repo rt­
ers, stoutly m aintained th a t tho confes­
sion was made to  her, though both Mrs. 
Cox and her husband deny In a  nervous 
manner, th a t It was true. T he latter 
denies having ever lived In Cincinnati 
bu t confessed th a t ho had ru n  away 
with his wife.

Detectives are  a t  work on the  case, 
and during the  Interval th e  little  neigh­
borhood In w hich tho happenings oc­
curred gather itself Into groups and ta lk
fil nothing else.
