SWEET'S HOTEL

A Sweet Warbler 1 & Church Chofr Canght
fnn Little Flirtatfon—A Carlous Etory
of Love and Shame—The Od Plea, “she
Tempted me and I Fell.”

Ono of the most sensational arrests
that has occurrcd fn this city for some
time wds'mado yesterday In room 72 at
Sweel’s hotel by Detective Kennedy and
Sherlff McQueen,

‘The partles orrested were Mrs. Birdio
Tyson, wite of A. K. Tyson, foreman ot
the Stanton printing office, and E. H.
Mortimer, employed assalesman by Mer-
rill & Co., State street, Chlcago, and at
one time a salesman for the firm of
Trankla, Jamleson & Co. In connection
with the arrest there is a story of
1llicit love, the parallel of which has
not been told for many & day,

About a year ago Mrs. Tyson became
acquainted with Mortimer while dofng
some tradiog at the Boston storo. She
recalved the formal fntroduction and oc-
caslonally met Mortimer when down
town. Mra, Tyson finally spoke of Mor-
tlmer to her husband and described him
as belng an accomplished gentleman.

He
offered to pay a good price for board in
order to get {nto a qulet famlly and Mr.
