A DISASTROUS  FIRE:

A THEATER AND NEWSPAPER OFFICE
BUBNED IN PHILADELPHIA.

The Cartain at ths Theater Catches Fire and
Tostantly the Stage {8 Ablaze—Sixty Peo-
ple Injared, Some Fatally—The Times
Annex ts Destroyed.

PHILADELPEIA, April 27.—A dlsas:
trous fire broke out at S o'clock tonight
in the Central theater on Walnut street
Jjust above Eighth and before it was
gotten under control it destroyed the
theater, the handsome eight story Times
annex and several other bul'dings on
Eighth street, and Hamilton & Dless-
Ing’s jewelry store, besides damaging
soveral other buildings by falling walls.

Sixty people forming part of the
audlence of the theater were Injured
and probably fatally. Three actresses
are missing.

The curtain was about to rise on the
production of the '‘Devil's Auctlon’
‘when the scenery caught fire and In an
1nstance the whole stage was in a blaze
and a pavic ensued. The audfence was
almost entirely composed of men and a
flerce fight epsued between them to
ronach the exits.

Many were trampled down In the
made rush and the fames spread with
such rapidity that they caught fire and
many were severely burned.

It was but a fow moments until the
Times office caught fire and 150 compos-
ftors, editors and others on the seventh
and elghth ﬂmm made s scramble to
Teach the street. They all escaped, but
many lost all of Aha{E Alathlc,

The annex burned like tinder and
soon several bufldings on Eighth street
‘were ablaze.

To add to the destruction the Immense
walls of the annex toppled on the ad-
joining buildings crushing them to the

kround.

Hamilton & Deessenger’s wholesale
Jewelry house was crushed, not even a
wall remsining.

In two hours the fire was under con-
trol, but nothing but ruins - remained of

ral wooden structures.

The Times loses everything except
thelr business office, fncluding their Hoe
presses, all machinery, libraries and
everything in tho editorial rooms. Total
Joss caused by fire is about §500,000, of
this the Times loses $350,000, insured for
two-thirds of the sum. *

Of the sixty Injured some are badly
burned, others had legs broken, and
others were bruised In trylng to escape,
Tt is not belleved that any will die.

At late hour It is reported that the
three actresses who are missing _are be-
lieved 1o be in the ruins of tho theatre.
It 1s fearcd that tomorrow others will
)50 be reported missing.

GRANTS MAUSOLEUM

THE CORNER STONE LAID AFTER MANY
YEARY WAITING.

Imposing Ceremonies and Favorable Weather
—Prestent Hrrison Formally Lays tho
Stone—A Notablo Gathering—An Elo-
quent Oration by Ingersoll.

NEw Yorg, April 27.—Tho first stone
of the great mausoleum which fs to per-
petuate the memory of General Grant,
was laid In Riverside Park at 2:30 this
afternoon. President Hirrison, In the
presence of his cabinet and thousands
of citizens, lald the granite block.

The ceremonles were [mpressive, and
the weather favored them. Long be-
fore the hour set for the ceremonial tho
park presented an animated appoar-
ance. President Harrison arrived at
1:30. He entered tho park, and when
the crowd beheld the coach of the chief
maglstrate he was givon an ovation.
Ths president was accompanied by sev-
eral members of his cabluet, and they
all witnessed the ceremony except Sec-
retary Blaine. Blalne's ill health was
the ronson assigned for bis absence.
The state department was, however,
represented.

There was no marked martlal display
attending the ceremonies, save the pres-
ence of a sprinkling here and there of
officers of the army and navy, and Troop
A, which accompanied the president to
the park. Tho whole ceremony was
civll from every point of view.

Notable among those gathered around
the bier of the hero of Appamattox were
Generals Howard, Slocum, Schofield and
Dodge, a quartette composing the only
living generals who were associated with
Grant in the greas civil struggle.

Around 'tho space whers the monu-
ment will be lenl’m‘l wasarranged an {m-
provised platfor n this were
clustercd the prmdont Mrs. Grant and
amlly, snd 2,475  committecmen,
through whose efforts the fund was
ralsed. Near by was another piatform,
which accommodated 300 members of the
Loyal Leglon,  The Rev, John Hall of
the Fifth avenue Presbyterian church
opened tho exerclses with prayer. Gen.
Horace Porter, president of the Grant
Monument assoclation, then, in o brief
speech, reviewed the work done by the
assoclation.

‘When he concluded the cornor stone
was swung Into place and President
Harrison placed the first cement upon it
with a trowel made of gold, after which
he made a brief speech.

Chauncey M. Depew then delivered
the oratlon of the day, His address
was an eloguent euloglum of tha life of
General Grant, whose predominant sen-
timent the aker declared was his
famlly and home. Hls record through
the WAr was nxtolled and kis great adll-
ty as a strateglst mentioned. The
speaker closed with the following worde:

THE ROVACHAL JURY WAS UNDOUBT-
EDLY INTIMIDATED.

Peopls Are Beglning to Talk About Mil-
tary Goverpment—Rovachal a Murderer,
Robber and all Bound Crook—Cold-
Blooded Murder of Two Women,

Pams, April 27.—The finding of ox-
tenuating circumstances in the cases of
Ravachol and Simon, by which they go
to prison Instead of to execution, and
the acquittal of thelr three assoclates is
Mitributed to pusillanimity on the part
of the jury. Itlsasserted by some that
If Ravachol bad not chosen to avow his
gullt the jury would have acquitted him
als0, as from first to last they wers nn-
able to conceal thelr terror. Indeed,
the anarchists were treated by every-
body throughont the procesdings with
far more consideration than the dyna-
mite criminals, and Ravachol seemed to
notlce and to appreclate the dread with
which ha was regarded.

The general publle are greatly disap-
pofuted with the verdiet, as it s feared
that it will encourage fnstead of deter-
ring the enemles of soclety, and there is
 growlng feellng In favor of martial
law for a time and the suppression of
the anarchists by a serles of court mar-
tinls and summary executions, such as
crushed the communists twenty years

ago.
Tt {s posalble that the authorities may
conclude to try Ravachol for some one
of his other crimes, which would bring
him to the gulllotine.

One of the anarchlsts has related how
In June last year Ravachol killed two
women who kept & shop at Saini Et-
lenne. He was hiding with this man,
and the day after, remarking that If he
stald thero much longer he would be
caught, sald that hie wanted money.
“There aro two old women close by
who must ba well off,"” he sald. **Walt
for mo and you will see.” He took up a
hammer and went out. In half an hour
he coolly returned, remarking that he
had killed the shopkeepers but that he
liad not been able to find anything.
Ravachol is alto accused of other erlmes.

Upou belng returned to prison alter
bis sentence Ravachol showed every
sign of grasification. e told the jall-
ers that he was prond of his perform-
ances. Soclety, he sald, was rotten to
the core. Men tolled like siaves in work-
shops, fialds and mines, with starviog
wives and chlldren. nnﬂ with no hope ot
capital, while the
