Some of tho ablest Southern 
Democrats, like Senators Colquitt and 
Morgan say the  Democratic party  may 
lose several Southern sta te s, and N orth 
Carolina, South Carolina, Georgia and 
Alabama are  named; w hile six or seven 
w estern sta tes may be lost to  tb e  Repub­
lican party . A re  alignm ent o f parties 
would natura lly  follow such a  Jumble, 
tho Democracy would move forward; 
tho oast would become solidly R epubli­
can: the  west would be somewhatmlxed; 
bu t tho Democracy, os tho  pa rty  of tho 
people, would finally control the  nation­
al government.

Tho Indfcallons are  th a t In some of 
tbo Michigan congressional districts 
anll-Republican candidates may be nom­
inated upon whom the  entire  opposition 
can unite. Parties do no t m ake Issues; 
events and tho people do th a t; Issues 
make, crush or reorganize parties. I t  
Is best to  watch events and move with 
the  people.

GOVERNMENT RAILV/AYS.

oricnl seminary in  Baltimore 
R icha rd  T. E ly read a  paper 

"Railw ay and  Social Democ-

other excellent things ho sa id ;8 " !  was 
very m uch impressed during  my stay in 
G erm any by  th e  superior service of the 
sta te  controlled railw ays o f th a t oountry 
as compared w ith  tho careless manage­
m ent o f  our own lines. There w as scarce­
ly  an  accident in  P russia during  the 
whole summ er, w hile in  th is country 
nearly  five limes as m any passengers are 
in jured  o r killed outright. The Am eri­
can railw ays havo no t enough employees 
to  insure safe ty  and  attention. England 
has four tim es as m any m en and G er­
m any even more.

"W e  are  fully  th ir ty  years behind 
G erm any in  safety for passengers. There 
are  no unguarded crossings allowed to  
menace the  public. E ven a t  tho  stations 
the re  is no crossing tho tracks to  reach 
outgoing trains, a s is the case in  our own 
union station. T o  get on the  o the r side 
in  G erm any you m ust descend a  flight 
of steps and pass through a  tunnel under 
the  track. Tho stations themselves are 
models of beautiful architecture. The 
now ono in  F rank fo rt cost $8,000,000. 
W hen tbo governm ent intends to  erect a 
now station i t  offers a  prize to  architects 
fo r ornam ental designs. There is a  max­
im um  of com fort received in  railway 
travel, as the  stations are  a ll union sta­
tions, w hich is possible since th e  govern­
m ent controls all the  lines.

‘•Since I  w as in  G erm any ten  years 
ago m any  improvements in  speed have 
been made, fifty miles an hour being the 
schedule tim e for m any trains. Tho ex­
press from  B erlin  to  H am burg made 
fifty miles an hour, a ll stops included. 
Government ow nership also opens a  
w ay for the  use of tho railw ay for social 
purposes. Tho general opinion is tha t 
the  population is too m uch centralized 
in  th e  large cities, and  by th e  cheap 
zone o r  bo lt railroad  system, soon to  be 
opened in  Berlin, workmen m ay live in 
the  suburbs and w ork  in  the  c ity  w ith ­
out m uch  expense.

“ The governm ent m anagem ent of the  
railw ay finances has also been a  bril­
lia n t sucoess, surpassing all expecta­
tions. I n  P russia alone last year, a fte r 
paying the  in te rest and  p a r t of the  p rin ­
cipal on  the  bonded debt, there  was a 
surplus of $25,000,000. The reduction 
in  fares and  fre igh ts annually  am ount 
to  a  general d istribution of over $25,- 
000,000. I  m ust also say a  w ord for tho 
h igh quality  of tho fre igh t service, 
which is  fu lly  equal to  the  express tra f ­
fic in  m any pa rts  of our country. A

Labor In Holland.
S ir  Horace Rum  bold has m ade a  re­

po rt fo r tho uso o f  the  B ritish royal com­
mission on  labor:

A t tim es bare ly  earn ing  enough to 
support themselves a n d  those who de­
pend upon tthom, or loitering about u n ­
der an inclem ent sky in  search of work 
often snatched from  them  b y  compe­
tition from  outside; a t  intervals kept 
day  and n igh t to  the ir task and only tho 
shortest of breaks allowed them  for rest 
o r  food; under tho  best of circnmstances 
w orking tw elve or fourteen hours a  day, 
and, in  accordance w ith w hat seems to 
bo tho m ore general custom, being given 
barely sufficient tim o to  go t the ir m id­
day m eal in  any th ing  like  comfort.

No doubt theso are  only too fam iliar 
fea tures in  a ll g rea t laboring centers, 
b u t the  inquiry made a t  R otterdam  as­
suredly reveals a n  unsatisfactory state 
of things, moro especially as regards the 
pow er w ielded by the  middlem en and 
the  uses to  w hich i t  is put.

I t  would appear, continued tho  Eng­
lish embassador, th a t the  conditions on 
which w ork is carried on in  tho two 
grea t D utch trading centers are  ill regu­
lated, and  in  some respects, indeed, 
chaotic. A lthough things are  said to  be 
going on pre tty  smoothly, a  deep current 
of discontent—as yet a lm ost inarticulate 
in  its  expression—is c learly  perceptible.

EoiTon MonsiNQ I’mrsn—Almost ovory 

trad e  In 'th is  city Is organized In part 
Into trade  unions and also represented 
In a  trade  council o r  th e  Central Labor 
Union, and the  o rder of the  K nights of 
Labor Is working and looking a fte r  the 
general Interest of the  tolling masses of 
every calling o r occupation.

Although m anyo t.tho  working classes 
havo become members of those trade  
unions, still a  very largo percentage are 
yet non-uuton men. T he m utual object 
of organizing tho  working masses Into 
trad e  unions Is principally to  assist and 
protect each o the r In tho execution of 
th e ir  respective codlings, to  educate and 
acqua in t them  w ith tho  righ ts and ben­
efits to  bo derived from a  government 
by, for, and  through  tho people, and 
assist to  acquire those demands, as sot 
fo rth  In tho  preambles of tho divers 
unions, by a ll legal m eans possible, 
namely, honest legislation and tho ballot 
box.

Law s for tho  Interest of the  masses, 
made and kep t In execution through 
honest and ju s t legislation can only bo 
obtained by a  thorough knowledge by 
tho  masses of the  principles contained 
and  advocated by the  diverse political 
parties, and by electing such men Into 
public offices as we, according to  their 
past official and prlvato records, as well 
as to  tho  pa rty  principles they advocate 
and adhere, have reason to  expect th a t 
th e ir  honesty and unselfishness In ad­
m inistration and  In th e  discharge of 
the ir official functions can bo trusted.

I t  Is self-evident th a t if the  preambles 
of tho  trad e  unions ask  for legislation in 
th e ir  behalf, tho principles of the  diverse 
political parties m ust be fully under­
stood by the  members and consequently 
politics m ost bo discussed a t  the ir meet­
ings. Still we find In nearly  all the 
trade  unions some chronic cranks, who 
never have any th ing  else to  say, or If 
they occasionally do, have no w eight or 
In terest a ttached  to  the ir views, but 
jum p up on e very occasion th a t the  field 
of politics Is slightly touched, by more 
clear-headed members, and scream  In a 
m ost a larm ing m auner, "M r. President! 
I  move you to  call the  member (or dele­
gate) to  order, fo r th is Is no t a political 
society," then  so t down w ith an a ir of 
Im portant gravity and a  complacent 
smile, charac teristic  of blunted Ignor­
ance o r arrogance, up the ir countenance 
looking lo every direction as If challeng­
ing th e  union and th e  member on the 
floor w hether he Is no t perfectly  right 
and vigilant In upholding the  preamble 
and by-laws of the  union.

In  nine cases o u t of te n  Is this point 
fo r calling an addressing member to 
order, sustained by the  chair, principal­
ly In order to  avoid a  tiresome debate, 
no t direc tly  bearing upon th e  question 
before tho  house, w hich would follow 
should th e  chair  ru le  otherwise.

T hus It Is th a t In one mooting follow­
ing th e  o ther, to  say so, shavings and 
saw dust a re  discussed and  tim e, wages 
and condition are  kept constan tly  lu the 
back ground In consulting and  trying to 
exact our r igh ts and the  demands pro­
claimed in  tho  declaration of principles 
governing our trades unions, from a 
stubborn boss, a  too imposing foreman 
or niggardly corporation, when honest 
and ju s t legislation In our bohalf Is the  
only channel through which thero  Is 
any hope for success to  gain our right­
ful demands.

T his Is also the  m ain cause th a t  30 
per cent, of union members become dis­
interested in  the  old and  everlasting 
complaints, w ithout ever or seldom ac­
complishing any measures acting per­
m anently  In our favor, and consequent­
ly are  b u t occasional visitors or cease to 
be ,a  member altogether; and  th e  main 
object of organized labor, namely, a 
political education In order to  acquire 
tho  demands se t fo rth  In tho preambles 
of tb e lr  organizations (through honest 
legislation In our Interest). Is constantly  
rem arked by unpardonable Ignorance 
and even In some Instances to  bo a t­
tr ibu ted  to  vile purposes, fo r It Is an 
open secret th a t  even In our secret so­
cieties o rganized capital and  monopolies 
re ta in  the ir spies and Individual 
schemers.

We do no t mean th a t th e  points of 
calling or addressing a  member o r dele­
gate to  order Is alw ays ou t of place, and
w ithout p roper regard  to  the  by-laws, 
bu t we call th e  a tten tion  of presiding 
officers particu larly  to  those Ignoram­
uses alluded to  above and to  advise 
them  to carefully  study for awhile the 
preambles of the ir organizations; tc ‘ 
v ig ilan t In guarding tho  ta lk  and 
tlons of persons who habitually  Insist In 
leaving political discussions In oui 
unions alone: and, we m ost em phatt 
cally Insist t h a t  in every organized labor 
union meeting a t  least from  one-half to 
one hour should be allotted for the  dls- 
cussion of political questions of tho  dl- 
verse political parties In order to  Justly 
solve the  political conundrums and con- 
Juratlons'by  which the  always-scheming 
agents of organized cap ita l, plutocracy 
and monopolies everlastingly try 
•'bulldoze” tho  too confiding and unedu­
cated masses.

I t  Is fo r th e  exclusive purpose 
remedy th e  above deficiency and p a r­
ticu larly  In regard fo r tho benefit and 
education of our countrym en th a t  tho 
II. F. W. U. of this city have resolved ti 
allow a t  every union meeting from one 
half to  one hour fo r political discussions 
and for those who c an  not, on account of 
tim e o r distance, a ttend  or Join a  labor 
union, they  havo concluded to  publish 
Holland newspaper exclusively for the 
Interest of tho tolling masses and 
political education, called
