GUOSTLY DISCOVERIES IN THE PHIL-

Two Bodles are Becovered—One Identificd as

crowd is gathered around the rufns of
the Central theater on Walnut street,
where workmen are clearlng away the

 debrls and hunting for the bodlies of
those who are supposed to have been
lost.

At 9:30 this morning one of the bodies
was found. It was a headless trunk.
From theshrads of costume which clung
to the charred form it Is believed by
Mrs. Overbeck, the wardrobe woman of
the “Deyil’s Auction” company, to be
that of Mrs. Thomas Lorella,

Shortly after s second body was
found, but it has not yet been identified.
George E. Thatcher, a young man who
‘was reported to the police last night as
missing, and who was supposed to have

of the fire, was seen this morning and
stated that ho had been out of town and
‘Wwas 1ot at the theater at all.

DBEMING 15 ON TRIAL

HIS ATTORNEY TRIES 50 PROVE THAT
OE IS INSANE.

The Young Lady to Whom He Was Engeged

fATells the Story of Her Acqnalntance—He

Was Polite and Atten:fyo—Great Crowds
That Throng the Court Room.

Mernounye, April 20..~The trial of
Deeming for killing his wite at Windsor,
& suburd of Melbourng, was continued
In the central criminal court today. The
prisoner wassilent and downcast. Sev-
eral witnesses woro called by the prose-
cutlon and they all testified to quarrels
that had occurred between Deaming and
his wife while thoy were living at Wind-
sor,

The most intoresting witness, how-
ever, was Miss Kate Roupsevell, the
young lady to whom Deeming was en-
gaged to be marrled, and who was upon
the potnt of joining him In the Southern
Cross gold flelds, when he was arrested:

When
Miss Rounsevell went fnto the witness
box the audience leaned forward In ex-
pectancy 1o hear her every word. She
narrated the story of how she met Deo
fuig on a steamer nound for Ssdney, il
how finally she accepted the proposal of
marriage he made to her, all of which

resentfully. She deciared that Deei-
ing’s manner towards her had always
been courteous and kind. A number of
ordinary love letters written to hor by
eeming were then handed to her for
identification.

ROTHFUS & POWESS MAKE TERMS WITH
THE STRIEERS

Tho Question Seems to Be One of Sentiment
88 to Dictation—Ths Demards of the Men
Aro Not Deemed Exorbitant, but Em.
ployers Don’t Want to Give In,

Tho plumbers, gas and steam fittors
strike fastlll on with but very little
change, except that the strikors yester-
day secured o victory by winniog the
firm of Rothfus & Powers to thelr

ause.

When the striko camo on Mr. Rothfus
was out of tho clty and Mr. Powers,
knowlng tho firm was a member of the
master plambers assoclatlon, refused to
sign the contract. When Mr. Rothfus
came bome and loarned the situstion he
withdrew from the masters assoclation
and slgned the contract.

Yesterday fn speaking of the strike
and Its merits ho safd. “We have always
felt kindly toward the unfon, After
Tookinig over their demands we concluded
there was nothing very cruol in them
and conéluded to'sign the contract. The
Jarger firms may not come In rightaway,
but oventurlly I think thoy wlil sign.
“There fs noth{ng In &3 I can seo that fs
unreasonable unless the demand of ten
hours' pay for nine hours’ work islooked

upon as such, but as the seals of wages
15 fixed by the master plumbers I fail to
see how any serlous results can follow.

0 b sure the master plambers have
men whose wages thoy would be glad to
advance to the amount of tha hour's
time demanded, while they have otliers
swho are not worthy of the ralse of &n
hour demanded.”

The firm of Weatherly & Pultc when
soon yesterday sald: “The whole mat-
tor is ono of dictation, and while we feel
very friendly towards our men and labor
unfons, we fecl that we cannot safely
grant the demands as laid down in their
resolutions. We have no serious oblec-
tlons t0 glving our men ten hours pay
for nine hours work when they are de-
serving of the rafse, but thero Is some
objuction of a wholesale e 1n wages
of one hour's pay for a i

At the state convention of the Peo-
plo's party, held at Boston for the pir-
jose of electing delegates to the Omalia
conyention, George I, Washburn, of the
national central committee, delivered an
able nddress, from which the following |
ract is made:
