M illan has Ju st come on to  his homo Id 
D etroit ffom his dulles a t W ashington.
His mission hero Is to  preside a t  the  ap­
proaching meeting ot the  Republican 
s ta te  cen tral committee, a t  which will 
probably bo discussed the  Interesting 
problem o l the  Republican gubernato­
rial candidacy. W ith  John  T . Rich, 
Reprosoutatlve Jam es O'Donnell, S tan ­
ley W. T urner, Haacn S. Plngreo and 
othe r men In th e  Held, i t  Is likely th a t 
th is meeting will have some unpleasant 
problems to  solve. Inasm uch as there 
a re  several able and InOuontlal political 
mathem aticians on this committee, how­
ever, the re  is no particu lar use of deny­
ing th a t some kind ot a  solution will re­
sult.

A  reporter of The F ree  Press saw 
Senator McMillan la s t evening and 
asked him if the re  had  been any misun­
derstanding about his position as to  the 
leadership of the  Republican state 
ticket.

•’T here  Is no necessity of any misun­
derstanding about it,"  said Mr. Mc­
M illan promptly. " I  have nothing to 
say, b u t w hat I  have already said. I 
will s ta te  th a t my position will adm it of 
no m isunderstanding w hatever. I  am 
personally In favor of th e  nomination 
of John  T . Rich for governor because I 
consider him the  strongest candidate we 
have for th e  position. I  am not opposed 
to  Mr. Pingroe, bu t personally I  am In 
favor of Mr. Rich. M r. Pingroe as well 
as o the r gubernatorial candidates un­
de rstands my position. I  do no t oppose 
them  and have told them  so. B ut, as I 
said to  R epresentative Jam es O’Donnell,
I  believe It wou’d be for th e  best Inter­
ests of the  party  to nominate Mr. Rich.” 

S enator's McMillan's atten tion  was 
called lo  the  steadily  Increasing senti­
ment among Republican leaders In favor 
o t the  nomination of Jam es G. Blaine 
for President:

“ I  am aw are th a t there are  many who 
regard Mr. Blaine as the  strongest can­
didate Republicans could nominate. 
T h a t sort of sentim ent as expressed at 
th e  American club of Pittsburg, tecently 
and probably grown on t of the  fight be­
tween Dalzello and Quay for the  
senatorshlp of Pennsylvania, 
is also true  th a t  P la tt . !

T hey represent a  section of the  party 
which believes th a t the  prospect of Re­
publican success would bo more n a tte r ­
ing with some new man a t  the  head o ' 
the  ticket I  do no t moan by th a t tha" 
they think  th a t H arrison has made i 
weak president. T hen  there, a re  other 
leading RopuDIIcans fit the  W est, among 
whom are  Senators T eller and W olcott 
who have declared against H arrison ot 
account of his position on th e  silver 
question. From all sources, considering 
w h a t is heard, 1 am inclined to  hcllevo 
th a t H arrison will be the  nominee.

“ There is a division of feeling among 
th e  leaders as to  the  presidential nomi­
nation, each candidate having many 
friends. Our own candidate  
moans o u t of th e  race. There 
who feel strongly in  favor of General 
Alger and he may be nominated.

"Legislation In which Michigan Is dl 
rectly concerned has gone on very sa tis­
factorily  a t  W ashington. T his 
has hold its own In th e  m a tte r  of appro 
p rlations for river and harbor Improve­
m ent. Michigan received 51 per c~— 
of the am ount asked for, whereas 
general average Is 33H  Per cent. This 
is duo to  the  fac t th a t Michigan Is pecu 
llarly situated Inside the  grea t w ater 
ways and  needs more th a n  the  amount 
allowed to  other states.

One of th e  reasons why Michigan 
trea ted  so liberally was th a t the  chair­
manship of the  river and harbor com­
m ittee fell Into th e  hands of Representa­
tive Blanchard. He was with the 
pedltlon on th e  lakes last summer which 
visited th e  harbors along th e  coast and 
w as very much surprised a t  the  mag 
tude  of the  vessel Interests of Mlchiga 
I t  Is a good plan to  got these southern 
congressmen to  visit th e  lakes for the 
purpose of enlightening them  as 
e x ten t of the  w ater tratllc . T he 83,000,- 
000 continued appropriation for the  Im­
provement of th e  locks a t \b c  S ault; the 
8500,000 for a  deep w ater channel and 
the  contlnusd appropriation for the  Hay 
L ake channel are  no t included in  the 
river and ha rbo r appropriation.

T h is  congress has dispatched Its busi­
ness with more th a n  ordinary rapidity.

CONGRESSIONAL PEOGRABUK.

The Work Laid Ont for the llnnse and tfcnats 
For The Coming Week.

Wasuinoton, May 1.—T he resolution 
to  expunge from the  congressional re­
cords the speech of R epresentative W al­
ker of Mass. still stands as an Impass­
able barrier to  th e  regular order In the  
house and necessitates unanimous con­
sent fo r the  consideration of any  busi- 

a fte r  the  m orning hour. T he Re­
publicans have been willing enough to 
allow m atters to stand  thus, and the 
Dem ocrats have been unw illing lo  risk 
a  repetition of th e  filibuster, which fol­
lowed Its consideration la s t week. I t  Is 
understood, however, “ th a t It will bo 
called up on Monday and finally dis­
posed oil In order to  remove such an 
effectual barrier to  th e  regular order.

The rem ainder of the  week will 
b ,  devoted to  the  appropriation 
bill. T he  consular and diplomatic 
bill will probably require a t  least 
tw o d iy s  more as iw j  very 
po rtan t Items remain as ye t unacted 
upon. These aro Mr. Chlpraan's am end­
m ents to  preven t the  contingent fund of 
the  diplom atic service to  bo used In 
tlem ent of claims against the  govern­
m ent, the  am endm ent being called forth 
by the  action of tho  president In paying 
th e  Ita lian  Indemnities from th a t appro­
priation, and B lount's motion to  strike 
o u t the  appropriation for a  tran s  contl- 
nen lal railway survey. On th e  comple­
tion of tho diplom atic bill the  river and 
harbor bill will be taken  up.

Considerable tim e will bo required by 
tho senate  to  complete the  consideration 
of the  resolution offered by Jones of Ar­
kansas to provide for th e  Chickasa and 
Choctaw Ind ians for the ir In terest In th< 
Cheyenne and A rapahoe reservation. 
T he fac t th a t this resolution Is a practl 
cal criticism of tho  president and car­
ries an immediate appropriation of 8300,- 
000, with a  prospective onoof 87,000,000. 
will give rise to  much discussion. I l l s  
no t likely th a t th e  resolution will be 
adopted.

During th e  week Senators roller, 
Morgan and S tew art expect to  address 
tha  senate a t  length on tho  president's 
response to  th e  resolution asking for 
inform ation as to  the  sta tu s  of the  pro­
posed m onetary conference. Morgan 
will probably m ake tho  opening speech 
on th is subject, as ho h as already com­
pleted th e  preparation of bis remarks. 
These gentlem en I t Is understood do 
not intend to  discuss tho question of 
free coinage, bu t will confine them­
selves to  the  subject of tho monetary 
conference. I t  Is expected th a t tho 
portion of the  president's message In 
which ho sta tes th a t It Is no t com- 
oatlole w ith public Interests to  make 
known the  progress of tho negotlaTons 
for the  holding of such a  conference 
will be attacked .

I t  Is no t probable th a t the  consular 
and diplom atic appropriations bill will 
reach  tho senate  fo r consideration this 
week, bu t when i t  Is brought up  for dis­
cussion several senators are  prepared to 
express the ir disapproval of the  m anner 
In which tho Ita lian  Indemnity was paid 
o u t of the  s ta te  departm ent contingent 
fund w ithout asking congress for tho 
custom ary special appropriation. I t  is 
expected th a s  th is portion of tho  dlplo 
m atlc bill will c reate  a  lively debate.

fu rth e r  th a n  te lling thoss who made 
thorn th a t they  wore unnecessarily 
alarmed and really had no cause 

mplaln.
F inally  It came to  his knowledwo th a t 

Conlon go t te rribly drunk  on th e  night 
of Patrolm an F itzpatrick’s m arriage, so 
much so th a t ho w ent to  sleep on a  lum­
ber pile, where ho was found by Patro l­
man Bchlneman, b u t fo r some reason 
Mr. Schlnoraao has no t ye t been called 
to  testify  as to  w hat he knows.

T he Investigation proceeded Saturday 
with a. full board and nearly  all the 
patrolm an In the  city th a t  had no t been 
called horqtofore wero up with th e  ex­
ception named; they oven though t it 
necessary to  summon the  operators and 
Janitor from headquarters to give evid­
ence In Conlon's favor.

B u t th is  is no t a ll. Tho commission­
ers ouco sta ted  when Superintendent 
E astm an w as “ upon the  carpet” th a t 
thoy could no t bring private citizens up 
before them  by Issuing a  summons for 
them, bu t had Issued Invitations for 
them to be present. I t  Is quite  evident 

, th a t tlm o they did no t seriously
  tho  private citizens to  appear
against Eastm an; if they had, they 
woulu no t n a .e  been able lo apply the 
whitewash brush so effectively. In  the 
Conlon case things aro reversed. I t 
now appears th a t  a certain  private citi­
zen can give a  little  testim ony th a t is, 
if It bu true, detrim ental to  tho charac 
to r  of tho  patrolm an who m akes the 
most serious charge against Conlon, and 
now they are  no t Invited, bu t by sub- 
pu-na commanded to  appear before the 
board and  thero  make a s ta tem ent re ­
garding a  little  bill th a t the  patrolman 
owes. If It would benefit Conlon's case 
to  havo no mention made of the  mattor. 
neither E astm an nor Hurley would ever 
havo though t of having the  W est Side 
business man como before th e  board.

I H t  Is fa ir  to  havo one business man 
stlfy for Conlon why don’t  the  commis­

sioners Issue a  subpena for a  certain  
South Division s tree t restau ran t keeper, 
located near F ifth  avenue, lo  come be­
fore them  and sta te , as It Is told tho  ro- 
lorters, how Conlon entered tho  restsn- 
a n t la te  one night, w hile on one of his 
pylng rounds aud considerably tho 

worse off for generous libations and In 
a bru tal, over-bearing m anner dem and­
ed th a t ho bo given a  lunch because he 
was sergean t of the  police.

Tho whole of this unsavory affair 
might have been avoided and expense

Now, was the re  not a  possible chance 
th a t Conlon "fixed" the  witness so th a t 
he would no t testify  against him?

Commissioner Bender once told a 
Morning P ress reporter th a t they could 
no t m ake a  floating InqolsltorIM board 
ou t of tho police commissioners and ho 
would no t accompany tho  reporter to  a 
certain  lady’s  homo In order to  ge t her 
statem ent. T h a t was a  tim e when E ast­
man was on th e  carpet And the  evidence 
would have Injured his cause.

I t  should be borne in mind by 
the  tender hearted  th a t all of these havs 
the ir legitim ate needs provided for by 
munificent public aud private charities. 
Every able bodied man should. It fed at 
all, be made to  work and osrn It.

I 
don 't say th a t my scheme will wipe out 
tram ping r ig h t away, b u t If an anli- 
tram p society with these principles as a 
basis wero founded in  every considerable 
town and village In tho country you 
would soon see a  surcease of sorrow 
from th is cause.

T rnt Morning Press has nothing 
say against the  commissioners as 
dlvlduals. Thoy are  w ithout exception 
roputablo, capable and energetic 
uniformly successful In tho  m viage- 
m ont of business affairs. Thoy se 
tho city w ithout pay, aud the re  Is 
opportunity , If they possessed the 
cllnatlon, fo r official corruption, 
m ust bo said, howover, th a t they 
strangely, and apparently  wilfully, blind 
to  the  mismanagem ent, Incompetence, 
bru tal arrogance and gross favoritism 
which characterize police headquarters. 
By the ir  neglect to  Inform themselves 
of tho true  fac ts, the ir unhesitating ac­
