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T he council cliaraber last nlRbt was 
the  scene ul much oxclteinont as the  
lobby was lliled with all classes and 
kinds o t men awaiting anxiously for 
words t h a t  would shape the ir careers.

T he m ayor's and clerk 's desks wore 
loaded w ith c u t Dowers and ho t house 
exotics, and each alderman and munic­
ipal reporter had  a  bouttounlro In the 
lappel of his coat.

A groat m any ladles w ere p resent and 
w atched the  proceedings w ith much In- 
terest.

A t 7:45 Mayor S tu a r t appeared and 
was the  recipient of much applanse, 
which he acknowledged with the  same 
genial smllo which is characteristic of

him. He proceeded to  the  husln1 
hand w ithout any form alities and the 
first sentence he uttered m eant buslnos:
I t was, “ The council will please come to 
order."

A fter th e  m inutes of the  la s t meeting 
were duly approved A lderm an Conger 
moved th a t  a  committee of th ree  be 
pointed by the  mayor t °  d ra f t a  new 
of ru les fo r th e  council, which motion 
prevailed. T he same a lderm an moved 
th a t the  mayor deliver his address, 
which he did, the  substinco  o f which is 
as follows:

O0I  congratu la te  you on having boon 
chosen to  m anage and conduct the  af 
fa irs of th is large  and progressive city. 
I ts  various olllcers have, within the  past 
week, filed complete and exhaustive re­
ports of the  condition of the  various de­
partm ents of the  city government, 
which enable us who are  ju s t now en­
tering  upon our duties to  judge of the 
vast im portance of the  business inter­
ests en trusted  to  us.

PROQHESB.
I t  cannot be denied th a t th e  past year 

has been one of g rea t progress and ac­
tivity . If we a re  to  judge by the  amount 
of work done and the  money raised and 
expended, and It Is not my purpose,dur­
ing my term  of office, to  check tho 
wheels of progress or re ta rd  any healthy 
activity  th a t will tend to  keep this city 
a t  th e  head of th e  procession, bu t only 
to  try  and avoid ex travagant and need 
less expenditure, and keep within the 
bounds of our ability to  pay as we go, 
and  so as no t to  be too grea t a burden 
upon the  people: for while we exult In 
progress made and the  manv public im­
provements carried oo, a  careful exam­
ination of tho financial condition of tho 
city m ust cause some anxiety and de­
mands our serious atten tion  a t  once.

various funds is liable to  be construed as 
tho product of wllfull waste, and wo 
must devise some moans to  correct, a t 
th e  earliest possible moment, th is annuJ 
al condition which is annually  growing 
worse.

W e had In the  treasury  of th a t fund 
from  a  former appropriation S2i),000,and 
yet only $7,000 was put Into tho tax  bud- 
g e t for the  past year, which will leave 
us short $32,055.31, which m ust bo paid 
and  for which we m ust shin around and 
10b o ther funds till It can be raised by 
taxation . Besides as soon as tho building 
fs completed, It m ust be furnished a t  an 
exphnse of $4,006.53. for which no pro- 
vision has been made, except th a t It be 
paid ou t of tho general fund.

T he first relief to  t()6 depleted fund 
th a t  wo can got will be from tho collec­
tion of the  liquor tax and tho licenses 
and I urge upon tho  ways and' moans 
and  tho license committees to  see tha t 
these  taxes a re  collected promptly and 
even these may no t suffice till tho gen­
e ra l taxes begin to  come In. Auuual In­
te re s t on the  several w ater works loans 
am ounts to  upwards of $60,000. on a 
deb t of nearly  $ 1,000,000.

On the  city hall loan of $130,000 the
in te rest Is $7,500 per annum .

And on bonds Issued for local Improve­
ments, to  the  am ount of $2,000,000, the
lutorest Is $10,000 annually , of which 
principal sum one-fourth—$50,000—ma­
tu res  A ugust 1st, 1803.

T he Indebtedness Incurred for school 
purposes of nearly  $300,000 Involves an 
annual Interest c harge of over $11,000

Expenditure for police and fire protec­
tion cannot well bo reduced In a  grow­
ing city like th is  „ ,

The condition In w hich wo find tho 
treasury  and tho largo am ount cf money 
necessary to  bo ra ls e l each year by gen 
e ra l taxation Is due In some degree t< 
th e  method, or lack of m ethod. In which 
In some directions tho business

city has for many years beou conducted, 
till It has become a lm ost an established 
custom. _ ,

Again, lltlo 1, sec. 11, page 53, of the 
charter  provides th a t a fte r  each session 
of the  common council, a t  which any 
claims or demands against the  city have 
been duly allowed, tho  clerk and comp­
tro ller shall d raw  a  w arran t o r check on 
tho city depository, payable to th e  city 
treasurer for tho  aggregate sum of all 
claims and demands against said city, 
allowed as aforesaid, “ provided, how­
ever, th a t no Item or Items of such 
claims or demands, fo r tho paym ent of 
which the re  a re  no t sufficient funds In 
tho treasury, ou t of which they may be 
lawfully paid to  m eet the  saiuo, bo In- 
c lu led  In such aggregate of such w ar­
r a n t o r check."

T ho pa rk  funds, th e  police headquar­
ters building fund and Madison avenue 
and Sixth ward engine houses funds, 
mentioned above as overdrawn, are 
special funds and tho common council 
are  prohibited from tm nsforrlng  money 
from the  regu lar funds to  them. The 
query a llie s , how can they beoverdraw n 
without using tho money of the  other 
funds and violating tho plain provision 
of tho  charter?  A gain, every order 
d raw n on tho treasu rer specifically 
s ta te s  th a t  It bo paid ou to f some certain 
fund, "whenever there Is any money 
th a t fund "

I  am not disposed to express an opl 
Ion w hether It would bo good policy for 
tho  treasu rer In all cases to  refill 
paym ent of an order, when there 
money In th e  fund, as Is o ften  done In 
s ta te  and nuinlclpal governments, 
oven by tho U nited States, bu t I t would 
have one salu tary  oBect by calling our 
a tten tion  pointedly to  tho fa

re living beyond our means, and tho 
council If It thought best to  g ran t relief 
would thus have its a tten tion  called 
specifically to  the  question w hether It 
was best to  m ake a  tem porary transfer 
to  the  exhausted fund or not, before It 
became too heavily Involved 

As a  fu rther means of relief, I  recom­
end th a t tho committee oo ways and 

moans make a  general overhauling of 
tho salaries and pay of all tho officers 
and employes ot tbo c ity  and fix them 
a t  such sum as will adap t them to our 
straightened circumstances, giving the  
going or m arket price for all service, 
and dommonclng with tho mayor end all 
the  officers If reductions are  to  be made, 
Instead of c u tting  down simply the  per­
sons who already get the  sm allest pay.

T o  th(*ob!ervant eye of tho taxpayer 
tho p icture of our city w ater works 
hangs framed In a  bonded deb t of near- 
ly $1,000,000, principal and Interest, and 
to many the  fram e looks too big fo r the 
picture.

Forty  per cent, of th is deb t bears In­
terest a t S per cent, per annum . One- 
fourth of the  principal of tbo  entire  
w ater works debt will fall due October, 
1SD3, It having been Incurred nearly 
nineteen years ago, and yet the question 
of w ater supply has no t so much as n~ 
proached a satisfactory settlem ent.

I notice In th e  treasu rer 's  report 
tran sfe r of $15,000 from th e  w ater works 
Income fund to  th e  w ater works fund, 
which of course can and will bo used for 
extending mains or any llko object 
while In tho tax  budget for la s t year ap 
pears an Item of $26,151.22 for w ater 
w orks Interest fund, and It a fterw ards 
appears properly credited to  th a t fund, 
b u t I t seems to  mo th a t In the  present 
condition of taxation  In th is city 
the  surplus Income from tho  w ater 
works should bo devoted lo  paying In­
te rest on tho bonds Instead of being 
used for other purposes.

A con tract for city lighting, extending 
over a  te rm  of th ree  years, has hereto- 
fore been made and has been In opera­
tion so short a time th a t it  rem ains to  bo 
dem onstrated w hether or not It Is to 
prove successful. Presen t appearances 
of tho lights leave room for Improve­
m ent. Any man th a t has over paid a 
gas bill knows th a t  light can be meas­
ured as It Is sold. If  light can be meas­
ured In the  Interest of the  seller. It m ust 
be susceptible of a  llko process In the 
in te rest of the  buyer. A fair measure­
m ent of ligh t supplied should be satis 
factory In both directions. T ho above 
con tract has a  provision th a t e x tra  low 
lights may bo ordered, from tim e to 
time, as desired, a t  an agreed price. The 
committee on lamps, before proceeding 
to  recommend ex tra  lights, should de­
m and proof by ample and sufficient tost, 
both p ractical and scientific, th a t the 
lights, in respect to  which tho con tract 
is now In force, are  so generated and 
conducted a t  all hours of the  nigh t as t< 
be well up to  th e  standard  of Illumina­
tion. as se t forth  In the  con tract

Ecough has already been said lo  Indi­
c ate  th a t we have undertaken a  duty of 
the  very highest Importance 
tho very threshold resolve to  discharge 
th a t duty to  the  very best of our ability.

Public servants are  subject to  close 
scrutiny and to  sharp  and often unjust 
criticisms and tho feeling is becoming 

i prevalent th a t  there Is no such thing 
official honesty and Integrity. I t  be­

hooves us therefore to  avoid as fa r  as 
possible giving any occasion for oven 
suspicion, and In dealing with all those 
who are  seeking franchises from us, or 
our patronage, In the  way of con tracts 
w ith us, or othorwls--, lot us avoid 
the ir blandishments, by absolutely 
fusing all free passes, free rides and 
free suppers, and lot us deal with them 
llko business men a t  our place 
ness, In a  business like manner.

T he adm inistration of the  public 
a lfalrs of our city hitherto  has been free 
from open and notorious grounds of re­
proach. I t has passed along the  several 
s tages of transition from a  ham let on 
the  banks of G rand river to  tho metro­
polis of W estern M ichigan, w ithout sc 
much as a  single stain  on its fair fame 
Let I t be oifr aim In all our doings to 
preserve unimpaired th a t high staudard 
of Integrity and th a t noble prestige 
which Is placed In o ur hands as a  sacred 
trust.

L e t It bn our aim. farthe r, to  equal, 
and In so fa r  a s added observation may 
enable us so to  do to  excel th a t high de­
gree of enterprise and  Intelligence which 
has characterized th e  doings of those 
who have gone before. Respectfully 
submitted, W. J .

Retiring Address of the President of 
Board of Commissioners-Some of 

Points of Interest Broached bv Illn 
Minor Busluess Transacted.

A t a  mooting of tho board of police 
and Are commissioners tho president 
who is tho retiring member delivered his 
farowoll address as follows: Gontlomon 
of tho  board—Tho tim e of my retire­
m ent from service upon tho  board has 
a rrived and by virtue  of a  tim e honored 
custom I claim  your a tten tion  for a 
words of farowoll. D nrlng my tim e of 
service the  departm ents under tho 
trol of th is board have steadily grown in 
numbers and  officers; tho  cost of main­
tenance has increasod from $95,485.49 to 

0,300.57, as estimated. In  1887 thoro 
re 76 men In tho  fire departm ent and 
In tho  police dopartm ont, now there 
:1 00 In the  form er and  87 In tho lat-

So long as tho city  enjoys the  rapid 
and substan tia l grow th I t has experi­
enced In tho past the  size and cost of 
tho  departm ents and the  duties and 
sponslbllltlcs of the  board m ust necessa­
rily Increase; the  cost of these depart­
ments Is a  largo Item In tho  a nnual bud­
get and It Is not unusual for tho taxpay­
ers to  complalt*of It. I t may, however, 
bo safoly said th a t In no city  of like size 
In tho country Is life and property but­
te r  p rotected aud  betto r order preserved 
a t  loss cost th a n  In this city. I t  
would doubtless bo the  aim of this board 
In tbo  fu ture, as In tho past, to  expend 
tho  monies en tru s ted  to  Its custody with 
Jndgiuont and economy, and to  maintain 
th e  h ighest degrso of efficiency In the 
departm ents a t the  least cost to  tho ta x ­
payers. Tho board has boon In th  
p a it, and so long as It continues to  per­
form Its du ty , will be sub ject t j  
and un ju st criticism In connection with 
Its m anagem ent of tho police depart­
m ent. T he function of th is depart:
Is to  enforce the  law.

In a ttem pting  to  discharge th is  func­
tion It stands between tw o fires If It 
falls to  enforce tho law  I t Is sharply 
censured by tho  law  abiding people; if It 
enforces the  law It Is bitterly  attacked  
by tho  law breakers and th e ir  sym pa­
thizers. B ut little  difficulty arises from 
of tho  more serious oBensos such 
as m urder, burg lary  aud tho like. 
Such oBenders are  few  and have 
few friends. I t  Is tho  enforcem ent of 
the laws regulating the  liquor traffic 
and prohibiting gambling and prosti­
tu tion  which give tho  board and police 
departm ent m uch trouble. T he oflen- 
ders ngalnst’thoso laws are  numerous 
and have m any sym pathizers and  apolo­
gists of Influence,

pllno and efficiency which has 
strengthened this departm ent. In con­
clusion I  thank  you gentlem en of the 
board for tho uniform courtesy and con- 

dcratlon shown m o a t your presiding 
officer, and w hile I  am not loth to  es­
cape tho  duties and responsibilities of 
th e  office I  much reg re t the  approach­
ing end of tho p leasan t official relations 
which have existed between us, and I 
assure you th a t you will have my sym­
pathy  and support In the  perform ance

THE SANTA MARIA

Will ha Built In Spain and Sent Out From 
tho Fort of Bales.

M ad rid , Spain, May 2.—N otw ith­
standing all reports to  the  c ontrary , tho 
famous caravel lu which Columbus dis­
covered America, the  S an ta  M arla, will 

constructed a t  tho O arraca arsenal In 
ample tim e to  be moored on the  second 
day of next A ugust In tho harbor of 
Pales, from which th a t g rea t navigator 
se t ou t on his first voyage. I t  will cost 
about $25,000, will be of 270 tons bur­
den. about 70 foot from stem to stern, 25 
or 20 fee t lu w idth aud between 11 to  13 
fee t In depth.

SERIOUSLY IlUEr.

Jacob Stad Thrown from a  Moving Street

Jacob  Stad, 07 years old, living a t  111 
F ifth  s tre e t, Comstock's addition, and 
employed a t  the  refrigerator factory on 
O ttaw a street, was seriously Injured last 
evening by being throw n from an elec­
tric  s tree t car. He struck  on bis bead 
causing concussion of tho  brain. Dr. 
Boot and the  ambulance were sum­
moned and the  Injured man removed to 
his homo. His chances fo r recovery are 
fairly good although there  Is a  possibility 
th a t serious results m ay follow.

T h is s ta te  wisely abandoned the  fru it­
less a tiom p t to  prohibit th e  liquor traffic 
and resorted to  tho  policy of so regulat­
ing it  as to  reduce the  resulting evils to 
a minimum. Since my connection with 
the  board Its policy has been to  enforce 
these regulation^ and tho  a ttem p t to  do 
th is has m et with the  hearty  approval 
and support of a very largo m ajority of 
tho  citizens of all political parties and 
w ith b itte r  opposition of a  low persons 
engaged In tho business, who find the ir 
profit in persistent and continued viola­
tions of tho law. T h e  board had this 
opposition to  contend w ith from tho 
s ta r t and alw ays will so long as It per­
forms Its duty. In  view of tho good 
results a ttained  In tho past tho bosyd 
Is not only justified In pursuing 
th is policy bu t Its pursu it Is an Impera- 

du ty , the  perform ance of which 
m eet and receive tho hearty  commenda­
tion of a very large m ajority  of our cit 
zens. T he experiences of all largo con 
munltlcs Is th a t gambling and prostiti 
tlon cannot bo effectually prohibited 
Until recently It was tho policy of this 
board to recognize tho oxlstence of those 
evils and to  keep them  under close re ­
s tra in t and surveillance. A t the  re­
quest of tho common council the  board 
abandoned th is policy and adopted the 
policy of suppression. T his policy has 
no t been and  cauuot bo effectually car­
ried ou t and tho results of the  change 
are most unsatisfactory. During the  past 
yoar th e  city has passed through  the 
most serious labor d isturbance in  Its his 
tory.

T he duty of tho board was clear and 
im perative to  preserve o ide rand  protect 
life and  property a t a ll hazards and to 
the  utm ost of Its power. In  the  attem pt 
lo do th is no member hesitated. The 
board acted as a  un it from the  begin­
ning to tho end of the  m atter. I t  took 
no sides in tho controversy except tho 
side of law and order. Prom pted by bad 
leaders and Instigators of violence am 
lawlessness, many of th e  s trikers and 
their supporters censured the  board bit 
terly and  most unjustly. T he law 
against crim e and disorder, which It 
tho duty of tho board to  enforce, makes 
no distinction between classes. I t  pro­
tects cqually 'the  righ ts and property of 
corporation and Individual, and In tho 
enforcem ent of the  law tho board and 
police departm ent did nothing bu t their 
du ty , and every honest man among the 
s trikers and  th e ir  supporters cannot fall 
upon calm  reflection to adm it th a t the 
perform ance of th a t duty was a benefit 
lo  the  city and to  himself and 
them from th e  dlsgrato of permitting 
disorder and bloodshed to  go unchecked 
and unpunished.

I  leave the  departm ents In a good 
sta te  of discipline and efficiency; the 
fire dopartm ont Is well housed and 
equipped, tho officers and men are 
w orthy of the  highest praise for prompt, 
fearless and conscientious service they 
render tho  city. Tho police departm ent 
which has boon compelled to  pu t up 
w ith restricted accommodation will scon 
occupy the ir new c en tral station which 
is nearly  completed and which will be a 
boon to  tho departm ent and a credit to 
tho city. Tho personal of thl- dopart­
m ont Is exceptionally good, tho  appear­
ance and deportm ent of the  m°n and 
the ir atten tion  to  duty and efficiency 
cannot bo surpassed In any police de­
partm ent In th is o r any other state; 
some Jealousies have existed among tho 
men and from tim e to  tim e broaches of 
discipline are  brought to  tho a ttention 
of the  board.

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THE PAINTERS AND DECORATORS.
I t  Is hard to  understand why a  work­

ingman In any lino of employment 
should object to  joining a  union of his 
fellow craftsm en. I t  is through unions 
th a t  labor has secured a ll Its advances. 
I ts  g rea test victory Is ye t to come In the  
shape of th e  olght-hour day, and  It cer­
ta in ly  is a  little  e xasperating th a t a  few 
men should stand  back and refuse to 
help w hile ready to  receive the  advan­
tage the ir aggressive fellows have se­
cured by the  expenditure of th e ir  own 
money and time.

In  the  case of the  painters' and decor­
a to rs’ s tr ike  the  cause of th e  trouble Is 
more w ith w orkingmen who for some 
Inscrutable reason will no t join the 
union than  It Is with the bosses. The 
union men are  n o t to be blamed for re­
fusing to  w ork w ith men who are  unfit 
to  belong to  unions or who, If fit, refuse 
to  Join them  because of selfishness or 
crankiness. On th e  other hand, It Is 
hard for th e  employer to  realize th a t It 
Is bis du ty  to  force his workingmen Into 
onions, because the  unions Is labor or­
ganized for Its own advantage and Is on 
th e  offensive and defensive against the 
oppressions and wrongs of greedy 
capital.

Reasonable and Just employers, how­
ever, should seo th a t union laborers are 
the  best and th e  most reliable. They 
should see the  unreasonableness of the 
conduct of their workingmen refusing 
to  Join unions and making themselves a 
p a r t of th a f Intelligent and powerful 
mass th a t m ust become a be tter  and 
more reliable ally fo r capital than  a  wild 
mob th a t may tu rn  a t  any tim e from Its 
own destruction to  destroy In fury and 
w ithout reason th e  best hopes of capital 
and  of the  nation.

T he union pain ters and decorators are 
m aking a  manly and dignified protest 
against a  wrong, bu t no t a  wrong th a t 
can  be blamed on the  employers. This 
wrong comes from fools or knaves In the 
ranks of labor Itself. I t  seems a  pity
