In  Ibo m onth of I-'ebrunry, '90, tho 
m M ter pain ters of this city soot word to 
us, tho Journovmon pa in ters and decor­
a tors , to  assemble a t Mr. D. O. Henry's 
store, then located on O ttaw a s treet, to 
w hich call a  num ber of us replied. A fter 
a  num ber of us assembled tho  meet­
ing was called to  order by tho m is te r  
pa inters, of whom th e re  was quite  a 
number. T hen  the  spokesman of said 
m aster pa in ters s ta ted  as th e  object of 
tho  call, th e  purpose of w hich w as tho 
organization of a  pa in ter 's  union for tho 
protec tion of th e  trade  In general.

A fter debating the  object pro ami 
con and a fte r  tho m aster pain ters as­
sured us of all th e  assistance and pro­
tection to  fu rth e r  streng then  and up­
hold our cause wo decided to  form an 
organization. A call,was then made on 
the  Journeym en the re  assembled for 
the ir signature, declaring the ir Inten­
tion to  become members of th e  organiza­
tion . A fter all had signed tho  roll th a t 
wished to  become members tho number 
was found to  be fifty. A motion was 
then  made and  carried to  mako the 
organization tem porary and elect offi­
cers, which should correspond w ith ,lhe 
ex-board of B rothers of P a in ters and 
Decorators a t Baltim ore to  g ran t us a 
c h a r te r  and  tran sac t such business as 
was necessary to  carry  on tho w ork of 
organization.

I n  duo tim e wo received tho  charter 
w hich gave us th e  power to  a c t under 
tho  general ox-board as local Union 119, 
Brotherhood o f P a in te rs aud Decorators 
of America. Wo remained In the  employ­
m ent of the  m aster a s ‘heretofore, but 
never receive any encouragem ent from 
them according to  tho promises, on tho 
c on trary  they tried In every way to  re ­
ta rd  our cause and tried all In their 
power to  break up our local union. Wo 
having received no encouragem ent we 
notified our employers In tho month of 
Ja n u ary , 1391, th a t  a fte r  April 1, 1391 
we would no t work with o the r but 
union men, and  eight hours to constitute 
a  day 's work, bu t If agreed upon nine 
hours w ithout reduction of wages.

Receiving no favorable reply until tho 
31st of M arch we called on respective 
employers on th e  m orning of April 1 and 
asked them if they would gran t our re ­
quest, which they refused, whereupon 
we refused to  work. On th e  2nd of 
April, ’91, th e  M aster P a in ters associa­
tion sen t ns a communication signed by 
the ir respective officers In which they 
g ran t us nine hours as a  day's work with 
th e  same pay as for ton hours. N ot be­
ing satisfied with th e  communication we 
notified th e  bosses of th e  same to  which 
they sen t us a reply sta ting  a  delegation 
would m eet us In session If agreed upon 
which request was granted, whereupon 
the  delegation m et us In our hall. A fter

NEW UtNDFACTDBING CITY.

Chicago, May 1 —T h e  g reatest pro­
je c t fo r the  upbuilding of now m anufac­
tu ring  centers In Chicago suburbs, since 
Pullm an was founded. Is the  one 
under w ay for a  new city on tho shore 
of L ake M ichigan, Just east of tho  In ­
diana sta te  lino. A strong  syndicate 
has purchased 1,000 acres of land lying 
directly upon the  lake  a t  th e  point 
where the  so-called Wolf river, In p re­
historic times, before tho  sands had 
filled Its mouth, em ptied Into the  lake. 
I t  Is prhpdied to  re-opeii the  month 
W olf river and build up  a second Calu­
m et region. T here  Is no t more tha 
qua rte r  of a  mile of dredging between 
whore the  w ater ceases In the  river and 
tho lake. I t  Is of soft sand and ca 
easily removed. Wolf river Is a  so 
bayou through the  Calumet m arsh, and 
follows a crooked course to  Wolf lake 
about two miles from  tho  lake shore 
I t  resembles the  Calumet river before 
tho government had  expended S3.00U 
31,000 In dredging and straightening 
I t  Is said th a t considerable lois money 
will bo taken  In giving Wolf river 
navigable channel lhau  was the  ct 
w ith  the  Calumet.

I t  Is the  syndicate's aim to establish 
rolling mills a t  tho  en trance  of tho now 
harbor, and with the ir refuse build out 
Into tho lake. Tho site Is said to  bo 
even be tto r than  th a t of the  Illinois 
Steel company a t  tho  mouth of the  
Calumet. Several propositions have 
boon received for th e  establishm ent of 
m anufacturing Industries on th e  now 
site, bu t none have y et been closed. One 
concern which would employ 1.200 men 
was ready to  come, bu t tho  bonus It re­
quired was so largo th a t the  syndicate 
were afraid  all dho profit of the  deal 
would be lost to  tho new-comers.

The plan Is to  undertake  tho opening 
of Wolf river by a  p rivate enterprise,- 
and then , when a  satisfac tory  showing 
has been made of the  feasibility of the 
the  now harbor, to  ask congresilonal 
aid In completing Wolf river. As the  
now town will be In Ind iana  In a  very 
close cougresslonlal d istric t, the  promot­
ers hope to  carry  enough local w eight to 
secure the  required appropriation.
