WHO 14 TO BLAME?
The D emocrats claim  th a t the  Peo­

ple’s  party  defeated them In the  con. 
gresslonal election last fall and In the 
city election this spring.

As to the  congressional election this 
sta tem ent Is certainly no t true. As 
long a s  political ba ttles were fought In 
th is d istrict strictly  between Republic­
ans and Democrats the  d istric t always 
w ent Republican. The first change In 
th e  d istrict was made In 1882 when 
Julius Honsoman was elected. l ie  won 
th e  ejection by the  aid of the  Greenback 
pa rty  vote. T he same can be said of 
Comstock’s election In 1S3-1, anj* of 
Fo rd ’s election In 1880. I t  Is true  Ford 
was elected In 181)0 ln >  stra igh t contest 
between Republican a n d  Democrat, but 
every Intelligent man knows, so fa r  as 
Michigan Is concerned, the  Republicans 
lo t the  election of th a t year go by de­
fau lt. Too much Jim  T urner and con­
gressional extravagance sort of dazed 
the  Republican voters.

The sam e line of rem arks applies to 
th e  state. I t  never was Democrat, and 
always was Republican, until the  r ls fo i  
the  Greenback party , save in 1890, and 
then  the  peculiar and exceptional con- 
dlslons elected the  Democratic state
tlckotr

In  a  s tra igh t fight between Republican 
and D emocrats this city  was close and 
doubtful, bu t ra th e r  Inclined to  be Dem­
ocratic up to  the  organization of‘ the 
Greenback party.

If the People’s party  had made no 
nominations this spring and left the 
field to  Demcftrats and Republicans it 
m ight have gone Democratic and It 
might not. No man can certainly say 
which. I t  Is true  If the  People’s party 
voters had voted the  Democratic ticket 
I t would have been elected. If  the 
People’s pa rty  had voted for Lawrence 
he would have been elected, bu t if the  
I>dple’s pa rty  had never organized and 

no fight fo r Its own and th e  con­
test had been left entirely  to  the  Repub­
licans and Democrats the  former would 
have won beyond all doubt.

T he G reenback or People’s pa rty  Is 
no t owned by the  Democrats, the  Demo­
c ra ts  m ake the  grea t mistake of sup­
posing they had swallowed th a t party. 
I t  Is a  distinct, separate, Independent 
organization with an Issue peculiarly 
its own. I t  never has been an Injury to 
the  D emocrats bu t has frequently aided 
them  to a victory when It acted with 
them . B u t the  fac t th a t th e  Democrats 
always have lost when no t allied with it 
Is no loss to  the  Democrats to  bo as­
cribed to  It, because the  Democrats 
never could lick the /R epublicans when 
the  two old parties had the  scrap  all to 
themselves.

T h a t no alliance was made w ith the 
Democrats last fall and this spring in 
th is  d istric t and city Is no fau lt of the 
People's party , on the other hand the 
fau lt Is entirely  with the  Democrats 
themselves. The loaders of the  Demo­
cra tic  party  hereabouts, with the  excep­
tion of a  few, would ra th e r  be defeated 
by the  Repnbllcans than  w in a  victory 
In an alliance with the  People’s party. 
As long as th e  D em ocrats p refer Repub­
licans to  People’s party  men, Just so 
long they will ge t them . If  the re  never 
had been a  G reenback party  o r a  Peo­
ple’s pa rty  the  D emocrats would never 
have carried Michigan nor one side of 
It. If  the  political lines were draw n in 
th is sta te  Just a s -th ey  wore up to  1676 
this s ta te  would be today from 20,000 to 
50,000 Republican. Tho elections of 
th is  sta te , as In Pennsylvania, Ohio, In ­
d iana  and many other sta tes prove It. 
T here  Is no grea t change In tho nation 
anyw here excepting through the  Green­
back pa rty  and Its successor.

I t  can be farthe r said th a t  without 
the  People's party  the  D em ocrats c an­
n o t carry  M ichigan this year, nor a  con­
gressional d istrict In the  sta te , w ith tho 
possible exception of two, nor can they 
carry  the  legislature with all th e  ad­
vantages they now have In tho appor­
tionm ent.

T h e  damage of tho grea t floods result­
ing from th e  enormous rainfall of this 
spring will soon bo repaired w hen the 
sun bursts forth  again In his splendor 
and power. T he earth  will pu t on a 
thicker, richer verdure, and the  fields 
will soon be ladened with th e  heavy 
crops ttfat heat and moisture will com­
bine to  produce.

T h e  Democrats will now have to  re­
vise their platform s In regard to  the  bil­
lion do llar congress. The orators will 
have to  go over their preparations for 
th e  cam paign and carefully expunge all 
references to Reed's ex travagant con­
gress.

THE INTERNATIONAL CONFERENCE
I t  Is announced th a t England will i 

cept tho Invitation of the  U nited Sta.tes 
to  a ttend  an international conference 
on sliver. England has accepted ib is  
Invitation twice before and noth ing  
came of It and It Is no t probable this ac ­
ceptance means anything more th a n  
the former ones. T he grea t power 
Europe are owned and  run  by tho ere l i ­
te r  class and It Is not to  the  Interest of 
th a t class either In Europe or tlio  
United Slates to  bring about the  freie 
coinage of silver on any basis other th a n  
a  ratio  th a t makes a ll coinage equal to  
gold In bullion value. T his would bo 
un just to  the  debtor class and will not. 
be submitted to  In the  U nited States.

T he tim e has come when tho oppressed 
debtors in this country aro determined 
to  have fair play. T hey  have righ ts In 
all honoity  as well as tho creditors.

There Is no harm  In a- silver confer­
ence, and there  may bo some good; but 
it  need not be expected th a t a  confer­
ence now will result In an agreement for 
International coinage. There is no spe­
cial reason why a  conference should be 
held now excepting only tho exigencies 
of American politics. Tho gold Inter­
est Is scared, and It Is feared the  United 
States will vote for free silver To avert 
th a t and keep the  people fooled with 
ta lk  of International coinage Is tho pur­
pose of this proposed In ternational con­
ference which will be kep t on Its feet 
until a fte r the  November election as a 
foil against free silver and to  again 
cheat the  people. A fter election the 
conference will promptly adjourn with­
out reaching an agreement.

T dk Republicans of this city plume 
themselves upon the  resu lt of tho elec­
tion th is  spring th a t confers upon them 
many nice, neat ofilces from mayor 
down. These Republicans should check 
their ardor and arrogance by recalling 
to memory the  fac t th a t by Republican 
rule if they were In Connecticut they 

d probably no t be In office a t  all. 
Tho m ajority of votes In ‘ the  city are 
unalterably opposed to  Republican.rulo, 
and th a t majority could nevor be Induced
