through  th a t  section last n igh t and tho 
waves were so high th a t  no m easure­
m ent could be taken  with any degree ol 
accuracy. A num ber of farm  houses arc 
reported forced by wind and w ater from 
the ir  loosened foundations and floated 
off down tho muddy w aters. T ho  occu­
pants hoisted Improvised signals of dis­
tress and were rescued by relief steam­
ers. T he wind was so strong th a t small 
boats were swamped and many people 
narrow ly escaped drowning. So far 
the re  has been bu t little  loss of hum an 
life. T he doctors say th a t the  danger 
to  and loss of llfo will come during the 
ho t sum m er m onths a fte r  the  w ater has 
receded from  th e  low lands.

DESTRUCTION IN AN EARTHQUAKE.

Odessa. May 20.—D ispatches have 
been received hero telling of a  ca ta s­
trophe caused by an earthquake  In 
T rancaucasla .

T he Inhabitants 
rushed terrified from their tottering 
homes, only to  bo killed or maimi ' 
tho falling structures.

ISLANDS OF THE SEA

Several Hundred People Are Killed, Hsny 
Thousands Are Injared and the Crops Are

ful Storm—Belief Called For.

London, May 20.—A telegram  wa 
ceived from tho  Island of M auritius this 
afternoon.

sons w ho arc  g ift' d w ith fair Intellec­
tua l powers iu d  who uso these powers 
to  the ir u tm ost In th e  ordinary business 
of life, will passively accept tho  dictum 
of others on religious m atters. They 
fear th a t  Invsstlgatlon will shako their 
fa ith  or a t  least will cause them  to be­
come lukew arm  if no t Indeed absolutely 
cold as to spiritua l things. T heir re ­
ligious education has brought them to 
feel t h i t  a  blind acceptance of tho 
teachings of the ir religious guides Is ab­
solutely necessary to  tho maintenance 
of tru e  religious fervor. "Child like 
faith '*  h ss  been so o ia ltod  In public 
teach ing  th a t grown up men and 
men rea lly  feel they ought to  bo "babes 
In C hrist;"  and th a t  th e  loss thinking 
they do on religious m atters th e  bettor 
lest they lose th e ir  hold on w hat 
called divine things, as If all th ings 
w ere no t divine things.

Old ways are  supposed to  bo safe ways 
and  new ways a t least uncertain , If not 
even dangerous. Of courso some old 
ways aro safe because they  have been 
tried, b u t o the r old ways ought to  be 
discarded because they  aro obsolete, 
cumbrous, barren , and no t to  bo com­
pared with th e  newer ways. All tru th  
Is old; I t seems now sometimes because 
we have Just discovered It, and  being 
new to us seems strange until tvo be­
come used to  It. L e t us no t be so fool­
ish  as to  hastily condemn a  thing  be­
cause i t  Is new or scornfully re jec t It 
because Is Is old. L et us “ prove all 
things and hold fa s t th a t  which Is 
good."

I apprehend th a t one of the  chief rea ­
sons why elderly people especially aro so 
loth to  accep t fir even consider now re ­
ligious views Is found In the  fac t th a t 
th e  old Ideas have satisfied them  and 
yielded them  comfort, and so long as tho 
old faith  does thle fo r them  they cannot 
see any good reason why they  should 
trouble thomselvcs with any  disturbing 
elements. Wore new discoveries to  take  
aw ay  our p resent comforts and give us 
noth ing  b u t un rest and discomfort 
In the ir place as do some of the  new 
fashions and  wild theories of tho day 
we m ight well hesita te  before making a 
change, b u t experience has shown us 
th a t the  m ajority  o f modern discoveries 
have tended to  g rea tly  enhance oar com­
fo rt end general welfare. Science has 
Introduced us to  a  new world, the  glories 
of w hich have only ju s t begun to  dawn 
upon us. V ast strides have been made 
In every departm ent of hum an endeavor 
except—religion shall we say? Is It reas­
onable to  suppose th a t m an m ust look 
back many centuries fo r his religious 
guidance, b u t forw ard for all o ther 
th ings? Is  It possible th a t  all tho mighty 
movements of our day are  to  be opposed 
by  th e  man of faith  lest he be carried 
o u t to  an unknow n sea  w ithout chart or 
compass? Nonsense; none b u t cowards 
will m ake such a  declaration.

L et us now consider a  few of th e  old 
conceptions which our enlarged know l­
edge of the  universe compels us to  give 
up  forever and let us see If wo a re  not 
rea l gainers thereby. Wo read In Genesis 
fo r Instance, th a t God repented th a t  ho 
had made man, and was grieved In his 
h e a r t as his creation which he had ju st 
pronounced good, had to  his grea t 
chagrin  and discomfiture tu rned  o u t to 
bo a m iserable failure—a lam entable 
ru in—which his utm ost labors during 
long long centuries have no t repaired. 
Aye, the  work of repara tion  has scarce­
ly begun. Is this being, who is nearly  
crying In the  garden of Qden over the 
m iscarriage of his plans, the  Infinite 
being who created add  sustains tho 
Illim itable universe of shining worlds In 
th e ir  majestic movements.

I f  you hold th a t th e  God described In 
Genesis Is the  Gsd of this boundless u n i­
verse you m ust conclude he has mo­
m ents of weakness such as an ordinary 
man In our day would be ashamed of. 
E ith e r  th is God of Genesis Is th e  creator 
and sustatner of tho uulvense or he Is 
not. I f  you say th a t the  Idea se t forth  
In Genesis Is th e  Idea men had of God In 
those days, you are  doubtless speaking 
th e  tru th . Surely, men's childish con­
ceptions of God In the  early  history of 
th e  race ought not to  be confounded In 
our minds with God’s magnificent reve­
lation of himself in  na tu re  and especially 
In man.

Sslonce Is a  revelation of God which 
we cannot Ignore, for I t Is simply au 
orderly exhibition of his mode of opera­
tion. N ot long since I was fairly  s ta r t­
led a t  a  photograph of some snow 
flakes. Hero was God’s w ork; exquisite 
w orkm anship In most unmistakable 
form s r ig h t before my eyes. I  had uot 
dream ed th a t  such perfect geometrical 
pa tterns could be found In endless va­
riety  r igh t under my feet. No gold­
smith ever began to  fashion jew elry in 
such beautiful form s as those. I wonder 
th a t our a rtisans do n o t go to God's 
snow studio for th e ir  models. Shall we 
go to  somo anonymous book of uncer­
ta in  date  which has been copied and rc- 
copled, tran s la ted  and retranslated , 
thousands of times for our tru e  know l­
edge of God and no t to bis unm istaka­
ble revelation of himself in  th e  heav­
ens and In the  earth . I f  there  Is ever 
any conflict o r  seeming conflict between 
th e  revelations of na tu re  and the  teach ­
ings of a  book, we ough t not to  h esitate 
an Instan t In making our decision as to 
which we will accept.

Now for the  comfort which we may 
derive from this larger though t of God. 
For ages our religious teachers have 
bu ilt th e ir entire theological system 
upon tho stupendous assumption tha t 
God—the c reator and sustalnor of this 
Infinite universe—made an awful blun­
der In th e  creation of man. Can wo rec­
oncile th is teaching with the  Idea of an 
om nipotent and all wise creator of all 
th ings? I  do no t seo how It can bo 
done; and so I  long slnco abandoned the 
system which Is bvllt upon this founda­
tion. T ho God I  worship I am 
never m akes any blunders, and  never 
needs to  repa ir  any mistakes, a 
I f ,  however, ho saw fit to  make a  crea­
tu re  who was fallible, bu t capable of 
endless development, and If he Is slowly 
b u t surely  unfolding th a t creature 's 
powers, and If our elder brother Is but 
an earnest of w hat we cau be and shall 
bo I can wonder and adore, bu t If man 
kind may bo likened to  a  shipwreck Ir 
which the  vast m ajority of tbo passen­
gers have already  been lost or will t 
lost, I  cannot help bu t believe th a t a 
d readful responsibility rests upon some­
body, or th a t somo unforsoon or una­
voidable accident has happened. W ith 
an all-wise and om nipotent God as ship­
builder, captain, pilot and weather 
bureau, such au unspeakable calamity 
Is unthinkable. I t  seems to  me we can­
not think  of a  “ ruined race" or of "en d ­
less woe" and a good all-wise and all- 
powerful God a t  th e  sam e time. In  the 
final analysis we come to the  fac t th a t

the two Ideas are  forever unrecondl 
able: So fa r  as I  know our theologians 
have never tried to show they am  recon­
cilable by hum an reason bu t hold their 
both because they believe they aro re 
scaled. 1 prefer to  believe tho popular 
theory of this wsrlu Is b u t a  nightm are 
of human folly declared to bo so by the  

I true  revelation in  m aterial fiaturo and 
tho human reason.

W hatever I t be which th e  groat Provi­
dence prepares fo r u l, It m u tt bo some­
th in g 'la rg o  and generous, and In tho 
groat style of his w ork." Is no t this 
conception more comforting th a n  tho  old 
one under w hich m ost of us have boon 
reared?
