From Alton to  St. Charles, twelve 
miles from the  mouth of the  ' Missouri 
river, the  country is one vast body of 
muddy w ater. The w ater has worked 
Its way around th e  high land and  for 
miles back of these cities th e  country  is 
inundated to  a  dep th  o f from  two to 
feet. T he same condition exists 
many miles down the  river tow ard St. 
Louis, and should th e  flood begin to 
code today it  will be m any weeks before 
th e  river will have re tu rned  to  Its regu1 
la r  channel.

T he am ount of dam age and suffering 
caused by th e  overflow can scarcely be 
estim ated. T he whole country  is a  des­
o late w aste. H undreds of families a n  
d riven from the tr homes, th>lr live stock

A HINDOO TEMPLE.
«ITES AND CEREMONIES BY WHICH 

THE IDOL IS HONORED.

The Hindoo loniple of any  size or pre­
tentions is a  complex institution. I t  is 
a gronp of buildings inclosed w ithin one 

I or more walls. I t possesses certain  priv­
ileges. granted by native ru lers in days 
gone by and s till respected by the  pres­
en t government. I t  enjoys \rh a t may 
a lm ost l>o term ed a  royal revenue from 
houses, lands and  offerings, and  i t  pos­
sesses hoards of treasure  in  jew els, gold 
and  silver vessels and coins. The prop­
e rty  is in  the  hands of trustees, w ho are 
elected o r who c laim  an hereditary right 
to  tho office.

These have pow er over a n  enormous 
w ealth. Untjer unscrupulous trustees 
valuable jew els have disappeared or been 
replaced w ith glass. Pots of silver and 
gold coin have been refilled w ith copper. 
R ich lands have been le t a t  a nominal 
ren t to  the ir relatives, and  offerings in­
tended for the  templo have been appro­
priated personally. Occasionally a  trus­
tee is prosecuted for his dishonest prac­
tices, b u t i t  is  no t often  th a t he is  pun­
ished.

Tho erection of the  Hindoo tem ple is 
tho w ork of a  slow system of evolution. 
Some holy m an perhaps dies on the  spot, 
o r  ho has an ecstatic  vision of the  god in 
one of tho incarnations. Tho space is in ­
vested w ith  sanctity  and a n  im age sot 
up  to  the  deity. The landow ner s tra igh t­
way builds a  sm all shelter over i t  to 
propitiate tho god in  his favor. The 
ground around tho  edifice is  next in­
closed w ith a  fence.

By and by tho shed ,1s removed and 
something more preteutious and lasting 
erected. Tho dowan, or prime minister 
o f tho province, m akes a  pilgrim age to 
tho  shiiuo and  leaves a  rich offering in 
tho  1 lands of thp  Brahmans, wlio have 
institu ted  themselves os receivers, trus­
tees and  m inistrants. Moro pilgrim.- 
come; offerings in  k ind as well as in 
jew els and money pour in , and new 
buildings aro  erected. Courts, halls, 
galleries, a  tank, pillared platforms, 
w alls, gatew ays and tow ers slowly grow 
around th e  shrine—tho cen te r point of 
tho edifipe. O ther shrines of affiliated 
deities m ay group  themselves near th. 
original, b u t the  m ulasthanum  is  al 
w ays tho  same.

I t holds the  imago of th e  deity to 
whom tho^cm plo is  dedicated, and i t  is 
the  scene of daily ceremonies. A t all 
risks i t  m ust bo jealously guarded 
against tho  in trusion of any  b u t -the 
tw ice bom . W hen Clive took the  templo 
of Srieungham—the largest in  southern 
India, and a  powerful stronghold in 
those days—2,000 fierco Rajputs stood 
before tho door of the  M ulasthanum, de­
claring th a t th e  Europeans skbuld only 
pass in  over the ir dead bodies. Their 
superstitious were respected, and  Clive 
left the  fanatics in  possession.

In  preserving tho integrity  of tho  sa­
cred shrine the  Hindoo has something 
moro to  consider than  his religious scru­
ples. Tho restitu tion  o f  tho  divine or 
inautric essence is a  very expensive and 
in tricate  process, requiring large sums 
o f money for its different rites. A t V el­
lore there  is  a  handsome tem ple which 
was desecrated years ago by the  Mo­
hammedans. They killed  a  cow in the 
M ulasthanum. Tho building now stands 
empty and  unoccupied and  the  Euro 
pean m ay go  in to  outer and inne r court 
as he pleases. The M ulasthanum  is u 
small hall, rich ly  decorated w ith  c aw  
mgs. I t  contains nothing b u t a  stone 
dais, on tho face of w hich is a  tortoise 
in  outline.

Tho im ago rested form erly on th e  to r­
toise. There is a  sm all g u tte r  around 
tho  p latform , which conducted tho sa­
cred w ater—used for tho ablu t ions of the 
idol—in to  a  reservoir outside. P ilgrim s 
drauk  of th is w ater eagerly in  belief of 
its miraculous powers of healing and 
purification. Tho tem ple would proba­
bly bo used again by  Hindoo w orship­
ers if  money were forthcoming suffi­
cient to  restore tho divine essence.

T he idol is no t usually  m ade of wood 
or stone. I t  i s  molded in  a n  amalgam 
of five m etals—gold, silver, brass, cop­
per end lead. In  size i t  is sm aller than 
tho hum an figure. I t is no t called a 
"Sw am i" u n til tho m an tr ie  essence has 
been infused in to  i t  by  the  proper cere­
monies. These aro performed by  the 
Brahm ans, who claim  th e  pow er of 
placing tho  essence in  any object, an i­
mate or inanim ate th a t they choose. 
Sometimes the  ob ject is a  man, the 
chief trustee  o r “ Moktcsoor.” He is 
then said to  be divine, and is called 
“Sw am i,'' and  moreover, is worshiped 
a s  a  god. The daily r itua l which con­
cerns only tho idol, takes place inside 
tho  shrine  a t  in tervals during the day.

No worshipers aro present except 
those who are  tak ing  p a rt in  the  func­
tion. Tho im ago is tended in  every m i­
n u te  particu lar as though it  were a  liv­
ing  hum an being. Nothing is omitted.
I t is washed w ith  w ater from  tho 
sacred tauk . I t is dressed and fed. It 
i s  supposed to  take pleasure in  the  com­
pany o f th e  dancing girls; i t  sleeps and 
wakes, and finally is p u t to  bed. Dur­
ing  its  toilet hym us o f  praise are  sung, 
lamps aro  lighted, cam phor and incem-o 
burned, and the  tomtom is frequently 
introduced. P a r t of th e  revenue of the 
tem ple pays for all of this, and a  great 
m any Brahm ins find their oscupation 
and the ir living in  i t  

Tho r itua l of tho festival is much 
m ore imposing. The imago is covered

In  the  early  days of cattle  raising 
Wyoming and  Colorado, whenever 
range thieves became too bold, tho 
ranchmen for miles around would or 
fanizo, g e t on the  trac k  o f the  thieve: 
run them to  the ir  holes and then shoot 
jr  hang them. A fter a  visitation o f this 
t in d  herds would be comparatively safe 
lor a  tim e. Nevertheless thousands of 
lead  of ca ttle  and  horses were stolen 
sach year and  shipped to  Chi-ptgo, for 
which tho righ tfu l owners reA ived  not 
i  cent. The stockm en o f W yoming or­
ganized a  stock growers’ association and 
ippointeu for each, county in  tho state 
itock inspector. Colorado followed suit 
i t  a  few  years, to  bo followed la ter  by 
Montana. Tho duties of these iuspect- 
trs were no t to  look ou t fo r diseased 
rattle , b u t to  inspect every carload 
rattle shipped outrof the  sta te , g e t a  list 
if  tho  brands, who the  consignee was 
tnd report tho fac ts  to  th e  secretary of 
die association.

There were of course m istakes made 
i t  first, b u t of la te  years so perfect has 
;he system become th a t  i t  is a lm ost an 
impossibility fo r a  th ie f to  ship a  head of 
beef by rail ou t of Montana w ithout de- 
lection. G radually  th e  duties o f the  in- 
ipectors were added to, and  in  addition 

w g g re j »  w atching the  shipping points they 
ntve become th ie f chasers. Tho ir 
ipectors aro  selected fron t the  braver 
rlass of w estern men, thoroughly con- 
rersant w ith  tho country, and men of 
intelligence. Their powers in  M ontana 
ire equal to  those o f o  deputy sheriff, 
md the ir au thority  is  recognized all 
iver the  state.

Among the  M ontana inspectors 
nen  who could te ll some th rilling  sto­
nes o f the ir adventures, no t ouly w ith 
torse and cattle thieves, b u t w ith  In- 
lians as well. - I n  poin t o f continuous 
lervico Inspector W . D. Sm ith, now the 
representative of tho  M ontana associa­
tion a t  Chicago, aud  whoso headquarters 
were form erly a t  Miles City, outranks 
ais associates. H e has been in  tho 
Ice of the  association some eigh t o 
rears, previous to  th a t tim e being o 
ipector in  W yoming. He is  a  typical 
westerner, close m outhed and  w ithout 
i  particle  of fear. H e w alks will

A fter contiuupus prognostications of 
dire d isaster for weeks, May D ay passed 
off iu  Europe a s  quietly  a s 'in  CTiicngo. 
Hero and  thero sensationalists or jokers 
mode a  little  s ti r  and  created some tem ­
porary excitement. The rea l working­
men of Europo proved to  be as o rderly 
and as prudent a s  tho w ork in^nen  of 
tho U nited States.

I t  has never been truo  in  raoro thao  
oikj instance tha t actual labor engaged 
iu  Violence to  any  form idable degree. 
Tho ono instance was the  French revo- 
Hition. T h a t w as no t a  ery  of poverty 
against w ealth , o f industryagainfit idle­
ness, of virtue  against vice in  France 
only. I t  was tho uprising of the  hitm an 
race against tho clim acteric of human 
oppression as i t  had been gradually  
heaped up  iu  France, where tho  rebellion 
found a t lust i ts  m ost te rrib le  and its 
m ost cruel vent. Its excesses continued 
to  shock th e  moral sense of th e  world, 
But ou t of i ts  m onstrous evils cam e in ­
calculable good. From  its throqs the  
political w orld drew  powerful precepts 
of order and  stab ility  th a t found their 
first form ulation in  ihe  U nited S tates of 
America.

Tho po tty  disturbances of Europe, tho 
cowardly and devilish employment of 
explosives to  in ju re  p rivate  individuals 
and create  panic am ong women and 
children, are  no t tho w ork of w orking­
men.—Chicago Herald.

uio unrortnnato—Testimony of an Im ­
partial InToattrator.

, "Tiio grea test of tlieso is  chanty ." 
A nd its tho  "com fortnblo classes" lay 
claim  to and generally  soenro tho h.'st 
o f  everything, wo nro heing constantly 
to ld  by  the  spokesmen of tho  rich thnt 
o u t of th e ir  treasure  they a rc  spending 
m illions anm tnlly to  relieve tho distress 
o f tho  poor. The nnnnnl reports of tho 
ch a r ity  societies, which nro heralded by 
tho blow ing o f capitalistic  paper horns, 
te ll us how k ind  tho havealls a re  to  tho 
havennnghts, A  few  observing people 
a re  th ink ing  th a t there is m ore horn 
blow ing th a n  feeding. Tho Kov. Dr. B, 
F . Da Costa, of Now York, in  a  recent 
lecture  said:

Tho Charity Organization society Isa ham- 
bos nod fraud. It docs uot recognize tho 
fatherhood of God or the brotherhood of man. 
K  is a  conspiracy against society. It Is sup­
ported by the wealthy, who And It more agreo- 
ahlo to pay ten dollars a year to tho society 
than to do their duly to their brethren. I t Is 
supported by philanthropists. Who aro these 
philanthropists? Some of thorn may have 
got their money honestly, but most of thorn 
nro simply breaking off little bits of tho wealth 
stolen from tho people and doling them out In 

, tho form of charity. Society makes our men­
dicants. A false social system makes our 
thieves, our prostitutes, our outcasts gener­
ally. The Church Organization society Is n 
black, disgraceful, heartless and Iniquitous 
thing. I t Is a  cheat and a  lie.

A  few days prior to  th e  utterance  of 
th e  foregoing nn article  appeared in  tho 
New  Y ork Telegram  on tho sub ject of 
charity  organizations. Follow ing is tho 
substauco of th a t a rticle:

A dish o f  stew ed codfish a n d -n  bowl 
o f  w eak teal T his w as tho  ex ten t of 
nourishm ent secured by a  reporter, who 
m ade a  p ractical test of tho various 
charity  organizations of th isc ity . If  tho 
unfortunates of New  York w ho are 
w ithou t food or shelter do no t fare  bet­
te r, the  situation is  desperate. Tho 
trouble  m ay bo th a t tho  m achinery for 
th e  distribu tion  of a id  is  clum sy o r en­
tangled  w ith  red  tape.

In  its  f irst stages m y w ork w as in te r­
esting  in  tho  abstrac t throngh strange­
ness o f th e  role 1 h ad  assumed, b u t later 
m y task w as invested w ith  the  gravest 
m om en t A ppeals carried over tho 
grea ter portion of the  c ity , except in  one 
case, failed to  get mo a  m outhful o f food. 
Tracts, scrip tura l quotations and con­
cern for tho  w elfare of m y soul I  m et 
w ith  on all sides, b u t fu rther th a n  the  
ono exception noted deaf were the  ears 
on which fell m y plea th a t 1 wos a  
stranger w ithout friends o r funds and 
sought som ething to  eat. I t  is a  safe 

• estim ate to  say  th a t there  aro 300 char- 
itab le  and  000 congregational agencies 
for tho relief of distress in  th is  b ig  city. 
Mine w as a  desen-ing case, tru ly , as pre­
sented by. me—hungry  and  homeless.

T he places v isited were h i t  a t  random, 
and  w here reference w as given to  an­
othe r poin t of relief th is w as visited as 
advised. I  sought to  proceed exactly  as 
would such a  person as 1 personated, 
bent-on a  sim ilar mission a n d  ignorant 
of a ll m ethod. H aving supplied myself 
w ith  ju s t  such a  ga rb  as would be pos­
sessed by  a  penniless young m an adrift 
in  Now Y ork 1 w as ready for the  to u r  to  
th e  homes of charity.

I t was yet too early  to  call on tho 
C harity  Organization society people 
w hen  I le t m yself ou t o f tho basement 
door of m y home. F u r th e r  th a n  a  cup 
o f coffee 1 refrained from  breakfasting, 
determ ined to  delay th n t m eal u n til 1 
secured i t  from  charity . T o  add realism 
to  tho  rolo 1 w as enacting I  had only 
seventeen cen ts in  m y pockets.

A m id the  scenes of opulence and on a 
perfect day w hen all na tu re  seemed in 
joyous pteans to  welcome spring, i t  was 
ha rd  to  reflect th a t in  tho  persons of 
thousands grim  w ant w as a-stalk in  our 
streets. B ut 1 m et them , and one told 
m e he had  w alked a ll n igh t, h a rin g  had 
no place to  sleep. I  w as soon to  pene­
tra te  farthe r in to  tho  w orld o f the  hol­
low  cheeked, listless eyed men o f sham ­
bling  gait. One whom 1 supplied with 
a  pipeful o f  tobacco directed me to  the  
Galjjee mission, 340 E as t T w enty-third 
street. T he placo w as closed, b u t a 
young m an w ho w as studying  a  page of 
"w ants” posted outside inform ed mo 
th a t Mr. Cook, w ho had charge  o f  the 
relief departm ent, m igh t be the re  a t  12 
o'clock, b u t th a t ho d id n 't come every 
day. Ho would bo the re  a t  n ig h t to  
conduct services.

A t tho  foot o f the  s tree t w here stream s 
of people arrive  and  d epart by th e  W il­
liam sburg ferries 1 had  a  chut w ith  a 
policeman. 1 presented m y case to  him :
1 w as hungry and  not afraid  to  w ork; 
did he kuow  of any  plueo where I  m ight 
got Something to  eat and a  place to  sleep? 
Nol he told mo ho did n o t  D uring a 
conversation w hich followed he said 
there  w ere thousands of young fellows 
like  m yself, "broke” a n d  looking for 
w ork. "T here 's no place in  New  York 
th a t helps a  follow hungry and  w ithout 
a  home."

1 drifted  along  u n til I  cam e to  Fifty- 
n in th  s tree t and  followed i t  over to 

. F ifth  avenuo. A t 0 E as t Fifty-ninth 
street 1 found ono o f tho  d is tric t officers 
of tho Charity  O rganization society and 
ra th e r  s tartled  n  lady in  charge—pre­
sum ably  Mrs. H . M. Russell. She lis­
tened  to  my story, and w hile her ques­
tions w ore propounded w ith a  perpetual 
r in g  to  he r voice, h e r m anner w as kind, 
and i t  w as w ith evident regret on her 
p a rt th a t sho inform ed m e th a t she could 
no t a lleviate my hunger.

L w as told th a t  the re  w as a  mission at 
353 E ast Forty-second street, where 1 
would probably find shelter and  food. 
The sm all boy in  attendance  told me “ Dt 
mission is moved across do street,"  indi­
cating  tho  palatial pile known as St. 
Bartholom ew's. Rescue mission, 203, 207 
and  200 E ast Forty-second s tre e t 

There is a  restau ran t in  tho basement, 
b u t  the  scalo of prices precluded m y pat­
ronizing it—“ Roast beef, fifteen cents,'1 
etc. A t tho  vestibule door a  well fed 
negro boy in  livery burred fu rth e r  en­
trance. Ho did th is by standing in  the 
opening and  holding tho doorknob firm­
ly. My questioning w as persuasive, Irat 
was cu rtly  answered by him , No, they 
had no free meals the re  and no lodging 
r.ccommodations of any  nature!

1 om itted to  mention th a t on m y w ay 
down from  Fifty-ninth stree t 1 had 
slopped a t Dr. Channcoy M. Depcw’s 
Y. M. C. A. building for railroad  men, 
corner Forty-fifth s tree t and Madison 
nvonno. and talked w ith  ono of tho of­
ficials. This building w as supported by 
the  Now York C entral; they  had no re­
lief fund for the  aid of destitu te  railroad 
men such as 1 represented m yself to  be; 
1 m ight try  one of the mission houses.

1 am a  novice a t  being hungry nnd nm 
afraid  I could no t starve  gracefplly. 
F rom  all sides tem pting odors of cook­
ing  wore w afted tow ard mo. 1 dotor- 
mined, however, 1 would stand  it fo r a 
w hile longer before 1 invested anj-of my 

Venteen cents.
A  tour through  Holl's K itchen nnd In­

quiry  from  various persons a s  to  whero 
o r  how 1 could ge t food nnd shelter for 
tho night, now close a t hand, failed to 
e licit any information.

T he Charity  Organization society has ! 
a  d istric t office a t  1,473 Broadway under 
th e  charge of Miss Eliza F isher.' L found 
two ladies in  when I pushed open tho 
door. Had a  bomb throw er m ade his 
advent more surprise  could not have 
bebn created than  I  occasioned. 1 told 
a  story to  those ladies which would have 
w rung  the  h e a r t of a  brass monkey. 1 
told it  brokenly and  w ith  a  dash of tho 
pathetic about i t  W hen I  had described 
how, w hen nnd why 1 w anted relief 1 
w as told, "W e  are  no t a  society for re­
lief; wo only investigate.”

Tho Salvation A rm y headquarters in  
Fourteenth street, ju s t off Sixth avenue, 
w ere nex t visited. To ono eshoso a t t i r e  
m arked him  an  officer 1 addressed my­
self. Ho stood a t  tho  en trance  and  wel­
comed m any of tho  worshipers arriving 
for evening services. Ho listened idly 
to  m y tnlo of w ant, and  1 m ade i t  loud 
enough for several bejowoled ladies to  
hear. No penny was offered me. No 
k indly eyo consulted m y face. The 
A rm y officer to ld  mo 1 m ight g e t shelter 
a t  th e  Bleecker S treet mission, b u t 1 
w ould no t bo able to  find any m eals there.

A n acuto headache and  u tte r  physical 
exhaustion, engendered largely by  tho 
abstinence from  food, caused m e to 
abandon fu rther investigations until 
morning.

T urn ing  ou t nex t m orning in  good 
season to  reap such resu lts a s  charity  
m ight bestow  on petitioners, 1 learned 
th a t 1 w as too Into to  secure nn early 
breakfast a t  F leischm ann's, com er of 
Broadway and  T enth  s tr e e t  A t  3 o'clock 
every morning, eo ran  tho  sto ry  o f my 
inform ant, who had  been there, tho 
bread w hich rem ains unsold from  tho 
previous day's baking is given  o u t 
F rom  400 to  500 aro the re  each morning 
a t  th is unseemly hou r to  secure a  sup­
ply. A ccording to  m y "coach" in  the  
devious w ays to  secure a  meal, 1 m ight 
ge t coffeo nnd h u n sn tS t. Joseph's union, 
in  G reat Jones streo t; b u t a  t r ip  to  th a t 
s tree t revealed only a  closed exterior. 

Before leaving tho  aforem entioned 
coach" I asked him  about tho chances 

o f  success should 1 te ll m y story to  tho 
police,

“ Stay aw ay from  tho police," said he; 
you 'll have a n  audience w ith them  all 

too sopn. A ll you w ill ge t if  you tackle 
them  w ill bo ton days a t  tho island  for 
vagrancy." Here in  sententious phrasing 
was an im plied connectiou betw een crim e 
a nd  want.

A t th e  corner of N in th  s tree t and  F ifth  
avenue, in  commodious quarters, tho 
C harity  O rganization society has its 
headquarters. A t tho  side door, on 
N in th  street, 1 entered and  w as bidden 
into the  presence of a  young lady  whoso 
conduct of m y "exam ination” would 
havo m ade a  ba rriste r blush. Like u 
broadside cam e tly> interrogatories: 
W hero w as 1 from ? W hy did 1 leave 
there? How o ld w as I? W hat brought 
mo to  Now York? W hat w as m y re ­
ligious belief? W hy d id  1 no t go back 
to  my home?

I  told a  stra igh tforw ard  story, and 
was rew arded w ith a  m em orandum  of 
Commissioner B lake's address w ith  tho 
advice th a t 1 could g e t som ething to  eat 
there  and  another m em orandum  on  a 
lette rhead  of tho  society bearing the  ad­
dress, "C atharine  Mission, Southstrce t."  
i  was informed i t  would secure mo quar­
te rs  for the  n igh t if  1 w ept earl}-. I had 
taken the  precaution to  b reakfast a  bit 
more substan tia lly  th a n  on tho  previous 
day , b u t in  spite o f so doing 1 felt th a t  I 
would b ring  a  keen zest to  anytliing th a t 
m ight be serrijd  me by m ine  host Blake.

I  found h is reception room crowded, 
w as received in  a  m a tte r  of fac t way, 

and  w hen 1 s ta ted  m y business 1 was 
told to  s it down. T his 1 did , and  an 
hour and a  ha lf expired before th a t re­
poseful occupation w as disturbed. Tho 
m oralist would here find a  r ich  harvest 
for h is reflective talents.

"G o down sta irs  and  g e t some dinner," 
was th e  injunction o f a u  official to  whom 
1 had first addressed myself. 1 ap­
proached tho first m eal vouchsafed me 
in  the  nam e of charity  w ith mixed

A t a  table snug  against the  w all 1 
found several hungry ones like myself, 
and before mo was soon served a  pla tter 
of stew ed codfish and  w hite potatoes, 
w ith a  cup of weak b u t wholesome tea. 
T he nervous greed of m y fellow  diners 
le ft them  no tim e to  note th a t 1 had 
lit tle  appetite, for unfortunate ly  I al­
w ays detested codfish. N ot so, however, 
as regards tho o thers a t  the  board. They 
were schooled in  those channels which 
throw fastidiousness to  th e  winds.

Tho next poin t visited by me was the 
Bowery branch o f tho  Y. M. C. A ., a t 
153 Bowery, corner of Broome streot. 
T he official in  charge is  exceedingly 
pleasant voiced and explained how he 
was a t work try ing  to  aid cases like 
mhio. H is place w as full o f  young men. 
Before I  secured an  audience w ith him  1 
overheard h is direc tions to  tw o parties 
to  go  to  " 201,” and  w hen |io told mo that
1 would probably find a  place of shelter 
and  get breakfast a t  201 Catharine  
street I recognized th a t tho overflow was 
being tu rned  in  th a t direction.

1 took Catharine s tree t a t  its  com- 
mencement a t Chatham  square and fol­
lowed i t  down to  Catharine  slip and then 
to  South street, b u t  could find no such 
num ber a s  "201." But 1 fared better 
to  locating (he Catharine Mission, 
w hich 1 had been directed from tho 
headquarters of the  Charity  Organiza-

!t io u  society.
1 found the  mission tw o doors below 

Catharine slip, bu t the doors were closed.
| W andering down Sonth s treet, w ith  tho 
! creaking of the  cordage of tho shipping 

rigging in doleful consonance to  my ri 
flections. I continued until 1 had passe- 
W all s treet, w here 1 stopped a t  a  St. An­
drew ’s coffee booth nnd for u  penny p u r 
chased a  cup of a  mongrel decoction 

! w hich had the  semblance of tho reputed 
beverage. The party  in  charge te l ‘

. th a t the  Catharine  mission did great 
- good, but th a t Mrs. Delnuy, tho lady 
1 charge, had no lodgings, bu t would 
sometim es give deserving ones orders 

| fo r beds and b reak fast W hen I told 
him of m y necessities he advised m 
go to  tho  Bleecker S tree t mission,
| th is  1 did , boarding a  Sixth Avenue ele­
vated train  a t  Sonth ferry.

On a rriv ing  a t  the  mission 1 w as told 
by tho official in  charge th a t he 
very sorry, b u t I ha t they were taxed to  
the ir utm ost. Ho thought 1 m ight get

in  a t Iho Bow ery mission, 105 B ow ery.' 
B ut here, too, I found the  dem and hud 
exceeded the  supply. On tho sidewalk 
a  grim  looking veteran, who had also 
ju s t m ade application, told mo ho In­
tended try ing  the  McAuley mission in 
W ater street.

1 avulkcd |t couple of blocks with him. 
He had no t been able to  secure any  steady 
w ork since navigation closed on tho  lakes 
and had come on to  New  York from 
Buffalo in  a  c a r loaded w ith horses. Ho 
d idn 't care particu larly  w hether ho se­
cured lodgings., as tho nigh t was balmy 
and he could sleep outdoors.

Among tho places visited during tho  t 
second day  w as the  United Hebrew  - 
charities, 123 Second avenue, bu t not ba- 

g a  Hebrew 1 was deuied aid. |
N igh t had for a  second tim e closed in 

nnd fotmd me w ithou t a  place of shelter, 
rust depend on the  charity  which 1 

had m ost earnestly  besought, and a s  the 
chance w as as slim  as a t  early  m orn 1 
p referred  m y own bed to  tho ono th a t 

tigh t rew ard m y ooarch. Besides, i t  is 
w ithout tho province of th is article  to 
deal w ith tho despair of tho hum an who 
paces tho  s tree ts  all nigh t in  w an t of

Tho 
supply a t  homo is no t equal to  th e  de- 

1, and w hen th e  strong  young Cana­
d ian m akes h is appearance in  Lockport, 
a s  ho docs about the  1st of A pril, ho is 
quickly gobbled up  by ono of tho m any 
farm ers w hy are  on tho lookout, and  is 
h ired fo r th e  nex t eight m ouths 'a t nn 
average rnto of eighteen dollars per 
m onth. N iagara comity alone affords 
employment to  a t  least 600 of o ur young 

eu. As n ru le  they a re  w illing to  work 
for tw o or throe do llars less per month 
than  tho average A m erican farm  hand. 
T hey nro n o t so pa rticu la r either about 
eating a t  tho  sam e table w ith th e ir  em­
ployer and his family oa aro  tho  A m eri­
cans, and  for th is  reason a re  preferred, 
and find ready  employment.

W hen fall conies they have worked 
say eigh t m onths. W hen th e ir  contract 
expires they draw  the ir wages in  a  lump, 

hich am ounts to  no t fa r  from  $150. On 
th is  basis a  lit tle  figuring w ill show  you 
th a t tho COO m cu havo an aggregate of 

,000 in  th e ir  possession. The bulk of 
th is  is taken  back to  Canada, and  is 
c ither invested hero or is spen t in  m ain­
ta in ing  themselves during  four m onths 
th a t they  nro o u t o f  work. Tho samo 
sj-stem o f operations is  m ain ta ined  year 
a fte r  year, and  no ono is any  tho wiser 
for it ,  o r  i f  they  nro noth ing  is said 
about it ,  fo r i t  a lw ays goes. W hat is 
tru e  of N iagara  com ity is also tru e  of all 
tho  sections lying a d jacen t to  Lake Erie 
a nd  L ake Ontario.—F o rt Erio (Out.) 
Cor. Buffalo Times.

Fined for Overtime.
A  cou rt decision w as recently  rendered 

in  Pa ris  forbidding tho  omnibus com­
pany to  keep employees a t  w ork ’fo r more 
than  tw elve hours os a  day, and  in  ease 
th e  decree wasdisobeyed a  penalty  o f  1(10 
francs a  day w as to  be paid to  tho  syndi­
c ate  (union) of tho  men. The company 
ignored tho decree, and tho m en con­
tinued  to  w ork fo r tho  sta tu to ry  twelve 
hours and fo r certain  hours in  addition. 
Thereupon tho syudieato communicated 
w ith  th e  company, b u t no notice was 
akcn of tho commuuication.

Tho men continued to  work during 
th e  forbidden hoars and th e  company 
continued to  employ them . As tho next 
s tep  tho syndicate claim ed tho penalty. 
B ut tho  company still pursued a  course 
of m asterly  inactivity . I t ignored tho 
c laim . Thereupon the  syndicate became 
aggressive. A  sheriff's m an appeared at 
th e  bnreau of th e  company and asked 
for tho  full am ount o f  the  penalty from 
tho day  of the  decision and, the  claim 
being ignored, seized tables, chairs, 
lesks and office fu rn itu re .
