N ew Orleans , May 24.—T he car 
drivers’ strike  has assumed serious pro­
portions today and rioting has been go­
ing on all over the  city since early  this 
morning. Tho m ayor has sworn In over 
150 citizens as special officers, who ac­
company tho  few cars th a t a re  being 
run . T he police force Is exhausted, 
having been on d u ty  since th e  s tr ike  be­
gan. Over fifty of the  s trikers were 
arrested  and heavily fined today for 
throwing cars off tho tracks. T he presi­
dents of thevsrlousllneshaveattem p ted  
to  have tho strike  settled by arbitra tion, 
but the  union will n o t listen to any such 
proposition. T he s tr ike  has affected 
every labor organization In tho city and 
a  gene raj tle-np Is expected tonight, 
should th is happen It la feared serious 
riots will result. T he public have con­
demned the  strike  and promise the  rail­
roads a ll tho protection necessary to  run 
cars. T he exchanges have all appointed 
commlttees-on tho  subject and members 
say th a t  they will a c t a s police If neces­
sary.

A Methodist Bishop Says they are Neete- 
sary.

Atlanta , Ga., May 21 —Bishop Flf - 
gerald, one of the  m ost prom inent M eth­
odist divines, has been Interviewed with 
reference to  th e  lynching of negroes In 
the  South.

w. sympathy has been spoken for tho 
w hite women who were their victims."

Bastrop, L a  , May 24.—A n ex tra ­
ordinary m urder and lynching occurred 
here yesterday. One man committed 
the  m urder and one man did tho lynch­
ing, with tho  assistance of tho  mur­
derer. ,

S. Chambliss Brigham wes m anager 
fo r Col. George C. Phillips, who owns a 
plantation on Island  do Slard. Mr. Brig­
ham was 25 yeers of age. W hile ho 
was lu the  field bo w asshot from ambush 
by an old negro, who fired three shots 
with a  W inchester rifle, killing Mr. 
Brigham Instantly.

T he negro then  walked to  th e  p lan ta ­
tion residence, summoned Colonel Phil­
lips, and told him th a t  he had killed 
Brigham and warned to  bo hanged for 

Colonel Phillips pu t a  rope around 
tho  negro’s  neck, pulled the  rope over 
toe  limb of a  tree , and  tho negro was 

on swinging In a  death  struggle.
No motive Is assigned fo r the m urder, 

and It Is thought t h a t th e  negro was lu- 
e, although he  had lived on th e  place 
years w lthont giving any signs of 

sound mind.

th a t tho answer Is In tho affirmative. 
Henry Is an old crooked black man, who 
lives In a  h u t made from old dry  goods 
boxes and tho ba rk  of trees. Do has 
m any mysterious ways and trie s In 
every way possible to  make the  negroes 
th ink  th a t ho Is possessed w ith super­
na tu ra l powers which ho has obtained 
by selling his soul to  tho devil.

He openly says th a t  this Is a  fac t and 
says th a t no one on e a r th  has any power 
to  do him harm  and th a t ho will suffer 
for nothing, bu t th a t w hen ho dies tho 
devil will got his soul. The old follow 
keeps aloof from  the  o the r negroes, '
Is not averse to  ta lk ing  to  whites ab 
his bargain with Satan. T o  a corres­
pondent ho told tho following strang, 
story and as he showed tho 
fllctod he had something to  corroborate 
his tale.

" I  am Just a  poor old nigger, sah , hu t 
I has a power th a t m any a  w hite mau 
would like to  have. I  have no power 
harm  the  w hite man and  he c a n 't  h u r t 
mo either, bu t when I t comes to  working 
th e  niggers I  can do Just as I  please 
with them nnd all th a t  belongs to  them.
I  know th a t you folks th ink  th a t I  am 
an old Mar, bu t w hat I  am telling you Is 
tho tru th  and nothing b u t th e  tru th . I 
have sold my soul to  tho  devil and know 
th a t when I die I  will go down to tho 
place whore there  Is always a  fire, but 
while I  am ou earth  I  am betto r off than 

ybody else unless ho Is In tho  same 
fix I  am In.

"You see, It was fhls way. I  was 
slave belonging to  a  very bad man. 
was sold to  him w ith my wife and tt  
children, and a fte f  ho got us he us

bad and killed my wife by his 
harsh trea tm ent, and then sold my chll 
dren away so th a t I was In a  most des 
perato fix. I was terribly worked 11 
over w hat he had donu, and one nigh t . 
Ju st w ont down to tho place whom tho 
niggers said the  devil sometimes showed 
himself and there I prayed for the  old 
man to come and buy mynoul.

" I  had tried the  Lord until I was sure 
ih a t he would no t care  for a  poor old 
nigger like me, and then I w ent to the 
othe r placo. I  w ont down there for 
seven nights, and then one nigh t I  was 
most scared to  death  by the  old dovll 
coming ou t of a  hole In tho rocks and 
asking me why I  called him so much, 
was too scarsd  to  ta lk  a t  first, bu t he 
talked so n ice to  mo th a t I felt more 
easy In my mind, and told him th a t I

Mrs. McQueoa was alono, 
the  cells were locked and she had 
keys. She refused to  receive him. When 
her husband come In a t  about midnight 
she told him a  prisoner w as w aiting, and 
ho called H urley up. He was very 
warm under tho collar and gave the 
lieu tenant a  particularly  warm blessing. 
T ho sheriff has been called ou t of bed 
th a t m anner a  g roat many times and 
tired of It.

I t  Is when H urley Is on 
duty th a t  the  acts complained of always 
occur, and  th e  lieu tenant Is In conse­
quence cordially disliked by tho entire 
sheriff’s  force.
