TRAIN ROBBERS SHOT.
A Desperate Man Hunt in the Wilds of
Florida,

PALATRA, Fla., May 27.—Two of the
gang that held up the Jacksonvllle,
Tampa & Key West raffroad train on
last Saturday and killed Express Mes-
senger Saunders were killed at Buffalo
Bluff ratlroad bridge, four, miles south
of here today by & posse from this place
and bloodhounds, and & posse of men

Soon after noon & hatless nogro rushed
Into the court house and sald: ‘“‘Come
to Bulfalo Bluffl Robbers!"

eputy Sheri Dyson sroused his
posso and & speclal trafn soon left with
them. At11:30 o'clock George Waurtz
and T. H. Wigg, the guard placed at
Buffalo Bluff bridge, had sean three men
coming from the southon the raflroad
track. The first was threo feet ahead
of the others and the guards called,
“Hands up!” The man in the lead
obeyed. The second and third drew
revolvers and fired. A bullet grazed
Wigg's head and Wartz fired his shot-
gun loaded with buckshot and the sex-
ond man of the three fell. The bullets
ploughed holes In tho little house on the
bridge where Wurtz had leaped for his
revolver. The man in advance then
ran toward Palatka. The other
backward and was shot in the leg by

urtz.

An epgine load of young men from
Palatka soon arrived, and among them
was Rev. Benjamin E. Morgan and Mr.
‘Willard of the express company. The
unipjured man of the robbers had taken
to the swamp. They pursued him, tnd
suddenly a ball rlpped through Mr.
Ran's vest. aw the robber hohlnd s
fallen tree lnd ﬂud with his shotgun,
killing him {nstantly. The two bodies
were laid on the bridge and afterward
tsken Into town on a freight train. Af-
ter the man had taken refuge behind
the tree he must have felt that his death

on the back of & msp:

“DEAR MOTHER- ¢ has come
when you and I shall part, and I hope
you will not grieve after me, for I have
no fear. I would write more, but I have
mot time. Kiss the children for me and
*ell them to do better than I have done,
and they will live )ongar than I have.
Farewell, dear mother.

“Send this to Enun Bedgoad Arabl,
Dooly county, Ga. never expect to
give up a thing, and I ask
me home to Arabi. So with this I close
forever. Please send my body to Arabi,
Ga”

“Tho town wliil be Iaid out

chureh, will come to restde In Detroft.
His prosent home fs In Topeka. Last
ovening Horaco Hitcheock recelved a
telegram from the gencral conference
{n Omaka, glving the vory welcome In-
telligence. It Is pecullarly gratifying
to Detrolt, because the bishop was once
pastor of the Central M. E. church.
Tho assignment dates from yestorday
and the bishop may be expected to ar-
rive any moment.

Bishop Ninde's salary fs $5,000 annu-
ally, with travellng expenses and & resi-
dence. The salary comes from a fund
which fs ralsed by assessment on the
Methodist churches. Thus the Central
M. E. church pald $100 toward the fund
or bishops'salaries last year. The resl-
denco must be provided by the church,
but, following the usual custom, the
Methodlist churches of Michigan will con-
tribute all the money for {t. Rev. R.T.
Savin says that overything points to-
wards the erection of a new bullding
rather than therenting of an old one.
The churches in Detrolt, he says, aro
rich, and will probably do something
very handsome. The fnitial steps will
probably be taken sooh by the Methodist
alllance. Buffalo, Minneapolls and
othar clllel have splendld Episcopal res-
Iden

Allhonlll Bisbop Ninde will reside In
Datrolt, {t does not necessarlly follow
that he will have jurisdlction over the
Methodist churches of Micnigan. Bishop
Newman, who presided over the Detroit
and Michigan iconference, resides In
Omaha, and he also has charge of con-
ferences In Florida and Oregon. Next
year It Is within the range of possibili-
ﬂes that he wlill have to go to China
and Japan. The sixteen Methodlst sup-
erintendents, or hllhnps, haye not jurfs-
dlulon over llmited areas, like bishops
in the Roman Clthollc and Protestant
Eplscopal churches. Of these sixteen
bishops five comprise a cablnet that as-
sign the bishopsto varlous conferences,
and the principle of rotation is carried
on with them as with the clergymen. It
Is stated, however, that he will probably
be assigned to preside over the two con-
ferences In the state.

Bishop Wlllllm Navier Ninde was
born iy Cortland, N. Y., Juna 21, 1832,
His father, Rev. Wlllllln Ward Ninde,
was a well-known Methodlst preacher in
New York state, The son was gradu-
ated at Wesleyan university, Middle-
town, Ct., In 1855, nnd after teachlug In
Rome academy, N. Y., entered the
Methodist minisiry fn 1836, He servod

as pastor of churches in Ohblo, vis-
fted Europe and the east In
1808-9, and In 1870 was transferred

to the Detroft conference. In 1573 he
was appointed to the chalr of practical
theology In the bibllcal institute in
Evanston, Iil., e becamo
president in 1879.  He also served from
1876 to 1870 as pastor of the Central
church in Detrolt. was a delegate
to the Mathodlst ecumenical conference
in London [n 1881, and on May 15, 1884,
was elected bishop. 1In 1874 he recelved
the degree of D. D. from Wesleyan upf-
versity.

FATAL FIRE AT BOSTON.

One Man Suffocated and Others Badly Burncd
in the Hotel Royal.

Willlam H. Wright was overcome
by smoke and badly burned about the
back and arms. F. E. Parks, a cripple,
was badly burned about the head an
body. These men were taken from
rooms in the upper story. They are at
the hospital and will doubtless recover.

A BILL INTRODUCED TO AUTHORIZE ITS
CONSTRUCTION.
