Tho 
exercises opened a t  10:45 with a  dirge by 
tho  band and then  M aster of Ceremon­
ies Judge A. C. Adslt m ade the  Intro­
ductory  address.

"Memorial Day has again oome to do 
honor to  the  soldier dead. Comrades 
w ill remember th e  anim ated scene of 
s tr ife  of th ir ty  years ago In th e  far
south and i will remember I

You will recall to  mind th e  faces of 
those  who died on th e  b a ttle  field or 
hospital and who never returned  to 
home or friends. You will also recall 
m any who did survive the  w ar, but 
through  sickness and disease have since 
fallen by the  wayside. G rant, Custer, 
Sherm an, H ancock, Logau and many 
o thers who led us have passed away. 
G eneral order No. 9 bids us to  do a  lov­
ing service to  the  dead by decorating 
th e ir  graves with beautiful flowers. 
Wo are  happy, comrades, In living In 
th is enlightened age, w hen patriotism 
has risen to  such a  sublime degree a s In 
th is generation. W ashington was greet­
ed with women and flowers long after 
th e  w ar of tho revolution. L ittle  girls 
strew ed flowers In U s pathw ay. The 
sen tim ent th a t sta rted  when W ashing­
to n  lived will exist long a fte r  monu­
m ents ;bave crumbled. T he custom of 
decorating th e  groves of tho  soldier dead 
did no t arise nntll a fte r  the  rebellion. 
B y  a  general order Issued by Gen. Logan 
In May, 1868, th e  custom was first estab­
lished, and today In 23 s ta te s  Memorial 
day  Is by s ta tu te  recognized. T ho  su­
preme patriotism  will be exemplified 
th roughout ihe  country by the  simple 
M emorial day  exercises, and th e  custom 
w in continue and Increase as time 
passes. I t  Is sweet to  be remembered, 
and It Is pleasan t to  th in k  th a t  our 
graves, when wo are  dead, will be 
adorned as we decorated th e  graves of 
those who have passed away before ns. 
T h e  brave knew  no ran k , and neither 
does th e  G. A. R., and the  grave of the  
hum blest pa trio t will be as freely decor­
a ted  as those who led the  masses. The 
floral tr ibu tes are  from the  h e a r t of the  
living to  th e  v irtues of th e  dead. We 
a re  told th a t flowers are  emblem atic of 
Im m ortality, and w hen monuments 
cease to  exist, flowers will still grow and 
bloom, and le t us hope th a t upon our 
g raves will be placed th e  sweet flowers 
of spring."

An Austrian Commander Unwittingly Crouses 
tho National Boundary With Ills Forces 

and Russians Tarn Oat to Giro Him 
Battle—111 Feeling Shown.

Vien n a , May 30.—A w ar between 
Russia and A ustria came near being 
precipitated yesterday by a m istake of 
an A ustrian  commander.

T ho A ustrian  garrison of Brody, 
im portant tow n of Galicia, about lifty- 
olght miles from tho  A ustrian military 
headquarters a t  Lemberg, fo r E astern 
Galicia, was ou t maneuvering. Brody 
Is only a  few miles from the  Russlan- 
Pollsh fron tier and In tho  course of 
t 'am p lng  about tho A ustrian troops un­
w ittingly crossed th e  fron tier Into Rus­
sian territo ry , a  sho rt distance from 
Radzlvllou.

T he whole fron tier Is pa tro lcd  by Cos­
sack vldcttos and It did no t take  Ibug for 
tho  Russian sentinels to  spy th e  A ustrian 
banner borne on Russian soil. T he Cos­
sacks hastened to  repo rt to  th e  com­
m ander of tho  garrison a t  Radzlvllou, 
the  troops wore a t  once ordered to  tu rn  
ou t prepared fo r-b a ttle  T h e  Russian 
commander m arshaled his men and 
then  s ta rted  ou t on a  hasty  march In 
the  direction w here the  A ustrlans had 
been seen. Uls avowed object, os sta ted  
to  his troops, was to a ttac k  the  Invad­
ers and drive them  back over tho fron t­
ier. Had he overtaken the  A ustrlans, a 
serious and sanglnary onconntcr would 
probably have been the  result.

TRE CITY OF F L O ffE R S

I t Was a  Ifemornble Day In the History of 
Rochester—250,000 People Throng the 

Streets—The Soldiers' Monument Ded­
icated with Imposing Cert monies.

R ochkstkk , N . Y., May 3 0 —M ay 30, 
1892, will ever be a  memorable day In 
tho history of Rochester. Never before 
has It been so crowded and never before 
has It enterta ined  so distinguished 
company. Public and private business 
was suspended and  everybody took 
holiday; I t Is estimated th a t fully 250,000 
people took an active p a rt In the  various 
dem onstrations of th e  day. Of this
number n early  100,000 came from tho 
surrounding country. T ho president 
was en thusiastically  received every­
whoro and was compelled to  bow his ac­
knowledgements to  alm ost continuous 
cheering.

The w eather was brigh t and fair. Tho 
fea tures of tho  day wore the  dedication 
of tho handsome m onum ent In W: 
Irg ton  Square In honor of th e  sold 
and  sailors of Monroe county who died 
In defense of tho Union and t 
of President H arrison and Governor 
Flower.

"T he  City of F lags" Is a  f a r  more ap­
propriate nam e for Rochester a t  pres­
en t than  tho  nam e of the  "C ity of 
Flowers." T he buildings along the 
principal streets are  floating thousands 
of flags and countless yards of bunting. 
N ot satisfied w ith decorating the ir 
houses with flags, tho 
wore them  on the ir 
them  on vehicles of all kinds, 
of course, many bicycles.

T he president and governor and other 
distinguished guests arose early  and had 
break fast a t  8 o'clock, a t  Ontario B 
to  do which a  nlno-mite -ride In an 
trie  c a r  was necessary. A largo body of 
gayly decorated bicyclists followed the 
ca'r as a n  escort. T h e  p a rty  stopped a t 
Kodak pa rk  on the  way to the  beach 
and had the ir pictures taken . Upon

a t  the  Cottage hotel and a  visit 
made to  Colonel G reenleaf's farm 
west bluff. Upon return ing  to t 
the  president and  governor held a  pub­
lic reception a t  the  Powers hotel, last­
ing from 10:30 to  12 o'clock, and they 
were kept busy shak ing  hands during 
the  en tire  time.

Tho exercises a t  th e  unveiling of the  
monument were preceded by a  review 
In which a t  least 8,000 men and boy 
formed Into organized bodies, partici­
pated. T he first division was made 
of th e  veterans of th e  civil w ar. as c 
prised In the  posts of the  G rand Army 
of tho  Republic and o the r ve teran  or­
ganizations. Following these cam e 2,- 
000 .Qerman-Amerlcans, who wer 
ceeded by 2.000 children of the 
and parochial schools. N ext In Hue was 
ano ther division of 2,000 made up o f va­
rious prganlzatlons. T he president. 
Governor Flower and th e  distinguished 
visitors and local celebrities followed the  
procession In carriages. Tho reviewing 
stand, which was In fron t of th e  court 
house, was handsomely decorated, the  
president's flag being prom inent above 
all th e  bunting. This* flag, I t is said, 
has never before been used except on 
naval vessels; so It was quite a curiosity 
hero. I t  shows tho naval coat of arms 
on a  blue field.

T he exorcises a t  W ashington pa rk  be­
gan as soon as the  various bodies 
reached the  positions assigned them. 
T he arrangem ent of the  crowd was very 
picturesque. Along tho  east border of 
the  pa rk  was draw n up one crack  com­
pany of th e  N aval Reserve, one of tho 
National Guard and tho  K nights Tem ­
plar. On the  w est side was stationed 
another company of the  N ational Guard 
and of the  Naval Reserve and th e  Ro­
m an Catholic Uniformed union. Direct­
ly facing tho  speaker's s tand  a t  the  
north  end of th e  pa rk  were placed the  
G rand Arm y posts and ve teran  o rgani­
zations. On either side of tho monu­
m ent a  camp of th e  Sons of V eterans 
was stationed. Tho children of the 
public schools occupied a  place In fron t 
of tho speaker's s tan d  to the  r igh t, and 
tho parochial school children a similar 
position to  th e  left.

T he exercises wero of th e  most Impos­
ing character. T hey  wore preluded by 
music by the  bands. T he 
was made by Rev. L. T. 
tho Spencer Ripley Memorial church. 
G eneral Reynolds then made a  sho rt In­
troductory address, a t the  close of which 
tho beautiful s ta tue  was unveiled by five 
young women, each of whom is the  
dau gh ter of a ve teran belonging to  one 
of the  five G rand Army posts In 
this city. Tho oration was then 
delivered by P resident H all, of 
Rochester university, and the 
poem read by Samuel H. Lowe. Presi­
d e n t H arrison and Governor Flower 
each made an address. T he benediction 
was pronounced by Rev. Dr. Asa Saxe, 
pastor of the  F irs t U nlversallst church. 
A fea tu re  of tho  occasion was tho sing­
ing Interspersed throughout th e  exer­
cises. T his was furnished by a  chorus 
of 100 mixed voices under th e  direction 
of Mr. Wilkins, and  by tho Oerman- 
Amerlcau singing societies directed by 
Professor Pabst.

Has not Consented to Bnn—Chanucey 
Don’t Know How He W1U Vole.

New  Y ohk, M ay 30.—Chaunccy M. 
Depew was asked yesterday w hether he 
understood any change had been made 
In tho  political situation. Ho Is quoted 
as saying:

" I  know of none. I  th ink  Mr. H arri­
son will be nominated. Tho men who 
a re  urging Mr. Blaine to  run  are  count­
ing on Influencing the  delegates In­
structed  for Mr. H arrison. Now, In my 
opinion, the re  Is no candidate bu t H ar­
rison possible so long as tho  Clarkson 
le tte r—which Is In effect a  le tte r  to  all 
Republicans —stands. I t  does not m at­
te r  w hat construction may bo p u t on It 
by commentators, I t took Mr. Blaine out 
of th e  race. A Bible reader as a  gen­
eral th ing  sticks closely to  the  tex t, no 
m a tte r  w hat th e  commentators may say; 
tho BIbJe Is Inspired and the  commenta­
tors are  not.

"You evidently are  not In sympathy 
w ith the  movement to  nominate 
Blaine? ’

" I  am not, because the re  Is no sign 
th a t M r. Blaine would take  the  place. I 
am a  g rea t friend o f  Mr. Blaine. The 
men who a re  leading this movement are 
his enemies. I  have worked for Mr. 
Blaine for many years and  was In the 
minority. No word eamo from Mr. 
Blaine. I  ta lked  w ith him w hile he was 
here, and he discussed the  financial sit­
uation and the  affairs of the  country 
with candor, clearness and all his rare  
force of mind. B ut he did no t drop a 
word on which to  base the  slightest sus­
picion th a t he  had changed his mind. 
W hen I ta lk  with men who say ho m ust 
be nominated, I  ask them  If tney have 
reason to  think  he has changed his 
mlud, and they say no.

"H a s he w ritten another le tte r?  No. 
Has he said ho would withdraw  tho 
Clarkson le tter?  No H as tie Intimated 
th a t he has changed his mind? No. All 
they can say Is th a t they got tho  general 
Impression th a t he will run.

"W hen I ask them  w hat they mean 
they declare th a t they are  no t sure 
Blaine would have It, b u t th a t he m ust 
be used to  beat H arrison."

"H ave they admitted th a t to  you?"
"C erta inly they have. 'I f  you can 

nominate B laine,' they say, 'I t will kill 
off H arrison, even If Blaine will no t ac­
cept it, because no president would bo 
likely to  accept an office which had 
boon made to  one of his cabinet and re­
jected .' T hey  do no t seem lo realize 
th a t th a t kind of nomination would be 
a  calamity to  the  party  which would 
have a most distressing and disastrous 
effect on th e  canvass and on tho result. 
A num ber of them are  also depending on 
the  fac t th a t no man has user rejected 
a  nomination, and th a t Mr. Blaine 
would bo loth to  throw th e  party  Into 
confusion by rejecting tho nomination 
a fte r  it  had been made.

" I  am very frank  to  say th a t  there Is 
m uch In th e  situation which may not be­
come clear until th e  delegates get to 
Minneapolis. Indeed, I  will not abso­
lutely know w hat I am going to  do my­
self until I  ge t there ."

FUSION IVINS IN KANSAS.

It Looks as If the Democrats and People's 
Party Wcnld Unite.

T opeka , K an ., May 30.—People’s 
party  conventions were held Saturday 
In more th a n  half tho  counties In this 
sta te . T here  was a  hard fight In every 
county betw een th e  factions which op­
pose and favor fusion with th e  Demo­
c ra ts, and the  resu lt Is a  draw n battle . 
John  N. Ives, th e  atto rney  general who 
was elected on the  Alllance-Democratic 
combine two years ago, was the  candi­
date of the  fuslonlsts for governor and 
secured Indorsements from nearly half 
the  conventions. Ives' nomination by 
th o  People's pa rly  m eans an indorse­
m ent by the  Democratic convention.

In the  congressional d istricts tho fus­
lonlsts won a  decided victory. In  this 
county, tho home of John  G. Otis, a  di­
vided delegation was elected, ha lf of 
which favor fusion and are  opposed to 
Otis. The fuslonlsts claim th a t Otis will 
withdraw  and allow an ox-Democrat to 
bo nominated In this d istrict. In  tho 
F irs t d istric t tho fuslonlsts scored a  de­
cided victory, which means the  probable 
nomination of W. A. H arris, an ex-Dem- 
oc ra t and rebel soldier. William Baker, 
the  A lliance congressman from the 
Sixth d istrict, secured enough delega­
tions to  assure his renom lnatlon, and 
Je rry  Simpson captured all th e  conven­
tions In his d istrict.

In  Congressman Clover’s  d istric t con­
flicting reports have been received, bu t 
his defeat fo r renomlnatlon Is predicted. 
S. W. Chase, chairm an of the  People’s 
executive committee, said today th a t the  
re tu rn s clearly Indicated a  disposition 
on the  p a rt of the  sub-Alllances to  com­
bine with the  Democrats and make a 
clean sweep of th e  state. Dr. McLallfn, 
editor of the  official A lliance paper, 
said tho o the r candidates In the  conven­
tion had enough votes to  combine and  ’ 
defeat Ives and nominate a  s tra igh t 
s ta te  ticket.

were appointed to  examine these claims 
and a  groat deal of litigation was 
result. The desire to  build has not, 
course, been very general among set­
tlers.

careful Investigation I  believe th a t if 
the farm ers will work the ir ground well 
n the  w inter and p lan t early  they can 

m^ke as good a  crop as can be produced 
In Missouri—and th a t Is saying a  good 
deal. Castor beans are  a  line crop hei 
and farm ers And them  very proOtabh 
We have as yet no oil factories hero, but 
I believe they will come In time.

The Canadian valley is one of the 
richest sections of farm ing land I  know 

I  believe it will compare favorably 
with any in  this country. I was raised 
n a  farm  in Missouri and therefore 
peak by tho card. I  have traveled 

over tho greater p a rt of the  territo ry  
and know from observation w hat it  will 
produce. T ho largest onion I  ever saw 
was grown In Beaver county. We can suc­
cessfully compete with tho world in  fruits 
and vegetables. Potatoes, watermelops. 
turnips, and a ll kinds of roots and vines 
grow like Ja ck  the  G iant K iller’s bean* 
sta lk . Small fru its  th rive  splendidly. I 
saw over a t KingAsher recently  a  cherry 
trpe 2 years old bearing nearly  a p in t of 
fruit. Poaches will also thrive, and we 
can grow grapes, in my opinion, as good 
as th e  California varieties.”

Mr. D ering th inks i t  would scarcely bo 
a n  exaggeration to  place the  collectiv 
expenditure of British, F rench, A ustrian 
G orm an and other foreign travelers 
double th is amount.
