A t th e  Palm er House tho committee 
on platform  spen t th e  tlm o un til 9 
o'clock p. m. listening to  various delega­
tions presenting th e ir  many colored va­
garies. Lowls B aker, secretary  of the 
cororaitteo, rem arked:
