HoyesteAD, Pa., July 10.—The fol-
lowlng statement has been glven out by
the Homestead fron and steel workers.
Homestead employes® answer to the Car-
negle company:

The differences existing between the
Carneglo company and thelr employesat
Homestead have drawn from Mr, H. C.
Frick a statement of the polnts in dfs-
pute which makes necessary a reply in
order that wrong Impressions of the
conditlons may not be received by the
publie, It isassorted. that the employes
combined with others of thelr tradc
forming the Amalgamated assoclation
wish absolute control over the Home-
stead works,

‘This charge can only be supported to
the satlsfaction of those who deny the
right of the employe to enter objectlon
to any condltions offered by the employ-
er. The worklogmen at Homestead,
nor others of the hundreds of mlills or-
ganized fnto the Amalgamated associa-
tlon, have any desire to dictate the
wages they shall recelve; but they see no
good reason why they should not exer-
clse the pritilega of cngsging with thefr
employer in the controversy through
which the rate of compensation for thelr
Iabor fs fixed, The workmen are now,
as they always have been, prepared to
meet the representatives of the com-
pany and discuss the provisions con-
talned In the scale submitted by them.
If the conferences already having been
beld falled to bring about a settiement,
it cannot be sald that this was the fault
of the workingmen,

An attempt Is made to lead the public
into the belisf that the number of men
affected by the reduction are few.
Here again it becomes necessary to [m-
press on the public mind the fact that
there are three disunet propositions
contalned [n the dispute, namely:
reduction In tha minimum, another re-
duction on the proportionate rate of pay
(thus makiog a double reduction) and
that the scale terminate Dac. 31, 1893,
Instoad of June 30, 1804 It must ba un-
derstood that while all of theso propo-
sitlons do not affect the whole of the
Homestead workmen, few of the 3,500
employes of that place escape
without belng affected by one or more
of lis provisions. What does not
affect the one does affect the other, and
it might be said that Instead of the com-
pany's proposal alterlng the condltion
of employment of 325, the change fs
general and the whole are Involved. It
Is stated by tho company with much
force that it Is not thelr desire to re-
duco thelr workmen below others., Thi
cost of production to the Carnegis Com-
pany at Homestead Is decidedly {n favor
of the Homestead mills compared with
mills of that character. It can now be
shown that thoy eannot establish & com-
plaint (o that direction.

‘There are none who regret’ the lament-
able occurrences of the past fow days
more than those whom the Carnegle
company charge with having been in-
stromental in bringing them about. We
ate willing to allow tha public to judge,
after the evidence Is all in, whether the
charges are true. We feel that the er-
Toneous statements glvan out relative to
our conduct will be removed by mpar-
tial investigation in due time. Untll
then wo prefer to forget our recent sad
experlence.
