T he s trikers are  In possession of a t  least 
800 rifles, tw o cannon, two gross of dy­
nam ite cartridges and o the r ammunition 
sufficient to  last them  th rough  several 
days of brisk skirm ishing.

T h e  place of con­
cealm ent is not f a r  away and th e  s tr ik ­
e rs can lay the ir  hands on th e ir  weapons 
w henever they w an t to. N ot a  gun Is 
In sigh t this afternoon and none will be 
found In the  homes of th e  s tr ike rs  when 
G eneral Snowden orders a  search  for 
arms, which will probably be his first 
move a fte r arrival.

J ohns, N- F ., Ju ly  11—A uthentic 
da ta  rela tive  to tho groat fire show In 
some respects tho  previous reports wore 
over sta ted , w hile lo some cases the 
fac ts  disclose a  worse sta te  of affairs 
th a n  oven rum ors Indicated.

I t  develops th a t th e  magnificent C a tt-  
ollc cathedra l was no t destroyed, and 
th e  Union bank Is also safe.

T he fire was the  resu lt of a  lighted 
m atch being carelessly throw n down In 
a  s table a t  tho head of Long's hill. No 
rain had fallen for several weeks previ­
ously and tho (lames, carried by a  strong 
wind, made rapid headway. So rapidly 
did the  flames spread th a t hard ly  was 
the re  tim e for the  people to  flee for the ir 
lives, w hile buildings hundreds of yards 
off were being fired In every d irection by 
tho flying embers.

T he burned a rea  extends from Beck 
Cove to  Hoylestown, every business 
house ,In  th is  section being destroyed 
From  the  m ilitary road to  tho  w ator’i 
edge nlnc-tontbs of the  houses art 
burned.

A man died from f rig h t today, and 
a  woman's rem ains w ere found In the  
debris.

T he to ta l Insurance Is from  85,00 
to  80.000,000, which w ill cover about 
half th e  loss.

Tho buildings of tho  town which were 
of wood, w ith the  exception of those on 
W ater s treet, w ere extrem ely Inflam­
mable. T he adjoining buildings rapidly 
caught, and In a few minutes Long's 
H ill was a  sea of flames. H um an effort 
was powerless to  cope with tho  fire. 
“  ig  embers Ignited houses hundreds 
of yards to  leew ard, and so rap id  was 
th e  w ork of sdestructlon th a t there was 
no t tim e to  hanl down a  sufficient num­
ber of houses to  m ake th e  firebreak. 
T he people seemed paralyzed.

A few hundred people who had the  
tem erity  to  rem ain Indoyrs were com­
pelled to  fleo to  th e  rea r and m ake the ir  
escape from piers aboard vessels th a t 
were w aiting, swinging to  the ir lines 
ready to  drop off ou t of danger. The 
a ir  was filled with blazing embers 
te rrific  lire swept W ater s tre e t, the 
buildings in  which were built of stone 
and brick, bu t those buildings fell al­
most as quickly as th e  wooden struc ­
tu res  In o the r streets.

Tw o-thirds of the  business p a rt of the 
town, one-half of th e  entire  tow n, I 
th ree-fourths of th e  value of the  tc 
have been obliterated.

W ash in g to n , D. C , Ju ly  11.—I n  view 
of the  a larm ing reports sent ou t from 
Paris concerning tho prevalence of 
cholera In th a t city, Secre tary  of S tate 
Foster sen t a  cablegram  to the American 
legation asking for some doflnlto Infor­
mation. M inister Coolldge has replied 
sta ting  th a t ho Is authoritatively In­
formed by th e  prefect of Pa ris  th a t  sev- 
everal cases of cholera nostras have oc­
curred as the  resu lt of drinking Impure 
w ater; bu t th a t there Is no ou tbreak  of 
A siatic cholera In Paris.

BOOKMAKERS CL7.YKSLY TRAPPED. 
They Played Qnecnle Trowbridge for Two 

Horses and Get "Touched ”
New  York, Ju ly  11.—T here  

more doleful and exasperated bookmak­
ers In th e  "T enderloin”  d is tric t tonight 
th a n  had been the re  f o ra  m onth of Sun­
days.

T heir  chagrin was caused by the  dis­
covery th a t a  gang of Chicago sharps 
had taken  them , and , incidentally, the  
public, Into cam p, and  roasted them 
brown.

T he seventh (extra) race a t  M onmouth 
Saturday  was fo r all ages a t five fu r­
longs. One of the  la te s t entries was 
Qucenlo Trowbridge, a  c h es tn u t mare 
unknow n to eastern  betting men. The 
bookmakers paid so lit tle  a tten tion  to 
her t h a t they made errors In several In­
stances In recording her In th e  sheets 
f irst as Trowbridge and then  as Queenle 
and some of them  though t th a t they  had 
two horses to  d eal with.

Odds of 100 t o . l  were offered, and 
money poured In w ith such amazing ra ­
pidity th a t  In a  few minutes the re  was a 
slum p to  30, and  when the  horses were 
a t  the  post th e  odds had  fallen  to  8 to  1. 
Thousands of dollars were placed so 
quickly w ith every bookm aker who 
would accept, and none of thsm  refused, 
th a t they never fo r an Instan t suspected 
trickery.

Thirteen  horses started , and tho un­
known W estern m are  galloped home. 
She was never headed once during  the  
race.

When th e  "bookies” began to  compare 
notes they found they had been wicked­
ly robbed, cheated, defrauded, knocked 
down and dragged ou t In a  most dread­
fu l m anner. A rough estim ate S a tu r­
day pu t the  losses a t  8200,000, b u t to­
nigh t It was sta ted  on good authority  
th a t  th e  am ount would not fall fa r  short 
of 8300,000, and grea t was the  gnashing 
of teeth.

curred In Ensell, a  town of Persia  on 
the  southw est coast of th e  Caspian Sea.

I t  Is rumored th a t, despite the  efforts 
made to  p reven t It, cholera has reached 
Moscow, where th e  to ta l absence of 
sewerage renders the  situation most 
dangerous. Several

enco of cholera a t  Baku th e  govern­
m ent offices have been transferred  to  
K ashart, 105 versts from Baku. Twelve

New Y ork last month were paid In such 
notes) will lead to  a  rapid contraction of 
tho currency; th a t th e re  Is no bullion In 
tho  treasury  answering th e  description 
of th a t purchased w ith silver or coin 

licates, and th a t the  passage of tho 
bill will destroy the  hope of any prac­
tical results from tho  proposed Inter- 

atlonal monetary confereace.

Tho KODiarkeblo Kpltaph of a  Queer Man 
la Minnesota.

There is an old gentlem an living np 
near Anoka, M inn., Jonathan  Emerson 
by name, who has composed a n  epitaph 
for himself which is  about as odd a  thing 

?r chiseled in to  a  tombstone. 
N ot content w ith merely composing it 
the  author has also picked o u t hism onn- 

1 has superintended th e  inscrip­
tion. The w ork is  nearly  done now, and 
the  monument reposes in  the  shop of the 
Lakewood G ranite  and  Marblo W orks 
ou t on Hennepin boulevard, near Thirty- 
sixth street.

Tho monument has tho usual base and 
a  four sided w hite m arble sha ft five feet 
in  height, each face being tw elve inches 

w idth. There is nothing a t  a ll re­
m arkable about i t  a t  first glance, bu t a 
-areful inspection shows th a t th e  entire 

surface of tho  sha ft is covered w ith let­
ters hard ly  more than  a  quarter of an 
inch in  height. T hat is the  epitaph. I t 
covers the  whole of th e  four sides of the  
h a ft and  contains 8.000 letters, or, to 
m t i t  in  a  more fam iliar form, th a t epi­

taph  is a t  least a  column in length.
reads i t  ho is struck by  the  an­

imadversion felt by the  composer to  three 
things in  th e  following order: Free­
masonry, extravagance and church fairs.
