T he subject Is a  serious one. I ts  set- 
tlem ent may Involve a  revolution In the 
social structure. No such condition of 
affairs as this Republic presents exists 
anywhere else In th e  world. Here Is 
political freedom. Bore Is equality be­
fore the  law. Here Is general intelli­
gence. Here Is less of caste than  In 

, a n y  other enlightened country. Theso 
conditions m ust and shall bo preserved. 
No plutocracy can supersede political 
equality and freedom. W ealth cannot 
and m ust no t ru le  th is nation. Armed 
men will no t be permitted to enforce 
th e  un just demands of avarice. Free­
dom must be maintained. Justice  must 
bo done.

Everywhere else In the  world labor Is 
less Intelligent, or a t least It Is born to 
Inequality, and is con ten t In a  lower 
level. In  such countries force obeys a  
m onarch and labor Is supine In slavery. 
A merican labor Is the  m onarch here. 
I t  is Intelligent and proud. I t  ^wlll In­
s ist on equality. Labor will ever be In 
rebellion a gainst laws th a t enable men 
like Oarneglo lo m ake out of Its toll 
840,000,000 In twenty-livo years.

T here la an evident Injustice about 
such a  thlog. Mr. Carnegie's fortune 
w as not made by himself. He produced 
no  grea t Invention. He made no grea t 
discovery. He wrote no grea t book. 
Ho made bts fortune either by over­
charging for the  products of his mills or 
by  undor-paylng labor. In  either case 
he  Is a  robber, and If labor had Justice 
done It tho courts would require an ac- 
touurtng  from Mr. Carnegie and compel 
him to e llhur pay back to  his customers 
w hat ho overcharged, o r else th a t  he 
pay to  labor Its reasonable and Just 
■bare fo r wages.

B u t no such Justice will bo done and 
labor m ust be content as the  case stands 
until a  change Is effected. How will It 
bodono? W hat will I t h i?  T he Intelli­
gence of the  American worklogman and 
his sovereign characeer In th is nation 
forbid his enslavement by armed men 
or his submission to  robbery of a  fair 
proportion of the  f ru lti of his labor. Tho 
past cannot bo recalled. Existing law 
must bo respected. W hat has been done 
under tho sanction of law m ust be peace­
fully confirmed and passed by as beyond 
recall. B ut It Is absolutely necessary 
to  thoperm ancnceofourlnstltu tlons and 
tho  peace of the  nation th a t such a 
change o( men and measures shall be 
made as well m ake n fair distribution of 
tho  Increase of tho  national w ealth.

T ho mllllonalro Is endurable, b u t tbo 
billionaire Is out of tho question. Tho 
billionaire m eans more poverty and 
'Buffering among tbo masses than  can be 
endured. Respect fo r law could no t pnt 
down^the honest resentm ent of labor, 
against such a  monstrous aggregation of 
capital.

T he union of labor should bo encour­
aged with lim itations on both capital and 
labor In the  shape of arbitra tion  boards, 
appointed by the  sta te , with power to 
enforce their decrees. Laws should be 
passed forbidding the  w atering of slock, 
o r paym ent of annual dividends beyond 
ten  per cent, and some reasonable scale 
of salaries should be fixed for the  
olliclala of corporations or the  Individual 
devoting his personal services to the 
m anagem ent of his Investment.

H onest, disinterested and powerful 
a rb itra tion  m ust s ta n d  between union 
labor and Incorporated capital to  the 
end th a t Justice shall be done to  both.
