The mysterious shooting Wednesday
night at the home of Mr. and Mrs, Quin-
sey romalns as deep a mystery as ever
50 far as to  which of the Injured per-
sous did the shooting, and unless Mrs,
Quinsey recovers the prospect is that the
mystery will never be solved.

Early yesterday morniug the authorl-
tles moved Mrs. Quinsay to the U. B. A
home, and upon a more thorough examf-
natlon of her Injurles it was found that
she had sustained a slight fracture of
the skull. The pleces of bone were re-
moved and the best of medical attend-
ance given her. Last evening the resl-
dent physiclan expressed hopes for her
recovery. She is unable to speak, how-
ever, although she has partially rallied
from the comatose condltion lnto which
she sank after her Injurles were first
dressed.

The pulse Is somawhat stronger, har
temperature Is but slightly above the
normal, and unless something unfore-
seen occurs she stands a fair chance to
Tecover.

Mr. Quinsey’s condition Is not so
favorable, although Dr. Falllng last
eyening thought he would recover. The
doctor sald he was In no Immediate
danger unless a sudden change took
place. He pronounced his pulse
stronger and sald he was not !uﬂnrlnx
pain.

The Saltest of Salt Lakes.

A lake with o salt roof isn't frozen
&alt, apd it isn't underground. On the
contrary, this remarkablo lake may be
seo me during the yeor, fully
exposel, being even at its best when the
sun is shining dircctly upon it. This
wonderfal body of water isono of the
saltest of the salt lakes, and_is situated
near Obdorsk, Siberis. The lake is ning
miles wido and seventeen long, and
within the memory of man was not en-
tirely roofed over by the salt deposit,
Originally evaporation played the most
prominent part: in coating the lake over

with salt, but ot the present time tho
salt springs whicll_ surronnd it are add-
ing fast to the thickness of the crust.

o specially
onlovel land, When the land is slop-
ing, particularly in o hilly country,
whero the slopes are considerable, the
colder and heavier air flows down the
slopes and pours down the valleys like
water in a river, or is’ caught and kept
in cup shaped depressions, like water in
apond. In such cases the lower levels
may be frosted while the npper are un-
touched, and_the dividing line may be
very sharply defined aud as horizontal
as a level of water,

Such distributions of temperature play
an important part in the growing of
crops and deserve careful study. They
depend on solar and terrestrial radia-
tion, covering of tho soil, presence or
absence of shade (o wind breaks), slops
of the ground, condensation of moisture,
evaporation and doubtless on other
things. The sharp limits of the frost
line referred to above and the occurrence
of unseasonable frosts first on lowlands
are due to air drainage, and this de-
serves careful study. The fact that
plants sensitive to cold, like peach trees,
canbe grown on hillsides, when they
cannat b successfally grown on ]avels
isdno fo this drainage. It is notrare
on a calm morning in summer to find a
difference of 10 or 15 degs. between the
river bottom and the bluffs 130 feet
above.

ACTING SAVES LIVES.

COUNSEL FOR MURBERERS EMPLOY
THEATRICAL METHODS.

How Lawyers Who Defend Criminals
Strive to Make an Impression on the
n—Som

Sympathies of Juryn Notable

Cases Where Lawyers Socceeded.

For years it has been generally known
among lawyers that all sorts of desper-
ate and theatrical devices are constantly
resorted to in order to save the lives of
accused persons. But Mr. Wellman
was the first prosecutor to make the
charge in open court and quote an in-
stance to fortify his allegation.

Is the practice right or wrong?

Perhaps the most moving part of
Lawyer William F. Howe's elegant sum-
ming up on behalf of Annie Walden
was where ho besought the jurymen to
consider her youth, her beauty and her
helplessness.

When Francis L. Wellman, assistant
district attorney, began his summing up
for the prosecution, he urged the jurors
not to be moved by his adversary's
emotional appeals. He called Mr. Howe
m actor. He said:

“If you had scen him, as T have, go
behind a woman defendant and pinch
her to make her scream and o arouse
sympathy, you would not be so much in-
fiuenced by his theatrical display.”

*“Whom id Mr. Howe pinch?’ I asked
Mr. Wellman.

Ella Nelson,” was his prompt reply.
“You recall that she had shot her lover
dead because he was packing his trunk
and preparing to leave her. She was on
trial for her life. Mr. Howe got her ac-

fted.
*“When he had got to that part of his
summing uphwhere he called upon the
jury to ‘look at her,’ Ella was sitting be-
hind a table, kier face toward the jury,
but resting in her hands. She had been
weeping for some minutes, but now she
was composed.
“‘Look at that face!’ pleaded Mr,
Howe in impassioned tones. Ho strode
rapidly behind hier. Again he cried,
‘Look at that face!’ and as he did o he
seized Ella's soft wrists in his strong
hand and wrenched her arms apart,
The woman screamed with pain and
terror.
““That scream Wwas enough to freeze
the blood of anybody who heard it,
cannot help thinking that it had much
to do with the verdict.
“1 do not eay that it is wrong for
counsel to employ theatrical methods in
defending their clients. I think it is
partof the duty of the prosecuting officer
to expose this sort of thing to the jury.
“Frederick B. House was defending
man named Becker in the general ses-
sions. Becker had a clothing store in
Baxter street. He arranged a candle so
that when it burned down to a certain
point at midnight it would set fire to

and so burn the store and earn Becker a
big amount of insurance. Firemen
quenched the flames and so gaved the
lives of seventy-six men, women and
children who were sleeping in tho tene-
ments above the store.
